MoNTREAL, April 29—A calamity has
occurred at St. Albert, county of Arth-
baska, by which six lives were lost. As
the boat which does the ferry service at
that point was crossing Nicolet river with
ten passengers and _two horses, it suddenly
foundered, leaving its occupants to struggle
for life in the water. A man, woman and
four children were drowned, viz: Louis
Demers, his wife and their 7-year-old
daughter, Joseph Gouthier, aged 6, and
two other children. .

The 8t. Jean Baptiste Celebration.
MoONTREAL, April 29.—Justice Loranger
and Edmond Lareau, advocate, have re-
turned from Worcester, Mass., where they

met fifteen delegations of the different St.
Jean Baptiste societies on the other side of
the lines, who will be present on June 24
next at the celebration of the fete to take
place in this city. Arrangements are being
made to receive distinguished visitors.
The committee wrote to the French minis-
ter of marine, requesting that two French
men-of-war visit the port about that date,
to lend additional eclat to the celebration,
to which it is expected there will be 25,000
strangers. The minister of marine wrote
back that, owing to the troables in Mada-
gascar and Tonquin, naval vessels could
not be spared. There are, however, gener-
ally two French vessels on the North
America squadron, and perhaps they may
be sent to this port if not ordered on other
foreign service,

A Missing Cook.

OwEeN Souxp, April 29.—John Provin,
cook of the steamer Magnet, has been miss-
ing since Thursday last, when he disap-
peared from the American hotel where he
was boarding. As he was not well ac-
quainted with the town it is feared that he
may have tallen into the river and perished.

St. Jonx’s, Nfid., April 29.—The Nor-
wegian barque Venus, bound from Liver-
pool to Quebec, ran down %eaterdny
morning the French barque Paquebot,
killing and drowning twelve men. The
captain and six of the crew were saved and
landed at Saint Pierre by the Venus.

That there is an active de-
mand for houses may be conjectured from
the fact that'at one real estate ageney, thut
of Wm. A, Lee & Son, thirty-two_out of a
list of forty-six honses have been rented
since Thursday last.

The house most in demand is one that
rents from $12 to $18, containing seven or
eight rooms, and having more or less of
“modern conveniences.” It is houses of
thia kind that seem to bring the highest
rate of interest to the landlord. There is
no difficulty in renting a dwelling of this
description. As the value of a house in-
creases above $2000 the landlord’s interest
diminishes, a house worth from $2300 to
$3000 renting on an average for about $20
a month, which cannot be called a highly
remunerative investment. Rents seem to
have inci on an average about
10 per cent. over those of last year,and in
no case are they lower. * .

Speculation is confined more at present
to business sites than to residences, Queen
street west being the most active quarter.
What property owners in that street would
like to see is the removal of the asylum,
whose back fence extends for a quarterofa
mile along the street, breaking the business
character of the street for that distance.

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The Comspiracy Case.
As will be learned from our news

columns, counsel for the alleged conspira-
tors against the peace and integrity of the
Mowat administration have succeeded,
lawyer-like, in delaying proceedings for a
couple of months, If the accused are
guilty this is & point 'gained for them, if
not it is a mistake. Time and chance
fight on the side of the guilty, as a rule.
The longer the period which elapses be-
tween the perpetration of an offence and
the trial of the offenders the less intense
becomes public feeling, and the less ur-
gent the demand for their punishment ;
but nothing is more annoying to the inno-
cent than procrastination. Innocence is
impatient of delay, and anxious for its own
speedy vindication.

We are constrained to assume the alleged
conspirators innocent umtil the courts de-
cide otherwise, and upon that assumption
we assert it to be in their interest as well
as in the interest of justice that they
should have a speedy trial. But soon or
late, & full and fair trial they must have,
if they are to enjoy the respect of honest
men. Nothing conld be more unfortunate
than their liberation upon a technicality,
Many offences are committed under palli-
ating circumstances, and these all honest,
sympathetic hearts are willing to make.
allowance for after the offender has stood
his trial and, if found guilty, expiated his
guilt by enduring such a penalty as his
judge may award him. But the man
who has been arraigned upon strong
prima facie evidence, and who
makes his way out of court through « legal
loophole, is ever after an object of the sus-
picion and a subject for the taunts of his
fellow men. I

If the accused in this case are well ad-
vised they will take the courageous course,
and invite the most searching investiga-
tion. Success by any other means will
cost their characters too dearly. The
masses of the péople of Ontario, irrespec-
tive of party, desire an authoritative pro-
nouncement upon this case. They are not
content to accept the judgment ot the
party newspapers upon- it, nor do they
wish to have it cast back undecided into
the political arena, as'a bone of contention
among the special pleaders of the stump.
No technicality, no professional whitewash
brush, can rehabilitate the men who have,
either rightly or wrongly, been accused of
an outrage upon the liberties of the people
and an assault upon the virtue of the
peoples’ representatives. No greater mis-
fortune could befall the honest rank and
file of the conservative party than the suc-
cess of the attempt of counsel to quash the
indictment against Messrs. Bunting, Wil-
kinson, Meek and Kirkland.

A Logical Free Trader.

A logical free trader has at last been dis-
covered. He is no less a person than
Henry George, the celebrated land agita-
tor.  In a Philadelphia paper this gentle-
man gives some account of his recent Brit;
ish tour, which he claims to have been a
flattering success so far as England and
Ireland are concerned. It is remarkable
that he found it advisable to deliver but
one speech in Ireland, where he was wel-
comed by none of the prominent national-
istsand land leaguers save Michael Davitt,
who is at issue with the Parnellites upon
the question of nationalizing the land,
The English and Scottish restoration
leagues he found much more advanced than
the Irish land leaguers. This is charac-
teristic. The Irish are naturally conserva-
tive in their tendencies. Circumstances
may force them into agitators, but when
prosperous they are genmerally contented.
An Irishman is more easily and quickly
moved than his less impulsive neighbors,
but when the latter are once started they
go much farther,

Mr. George deniea that he is a socialist
in the correct sense of the term, He does
not favor the nationalization of capital,
and at that point parts company with the
tollowers of Carl Marx and his conti-
nental disciples. He professes himself a
free trader, and contends that England
has gone but a short way upon the road to
free trade. One does not mneed to
accept Mr, George’s definition of free trade
to admit that there is no little truth in
this assertion. But his idea of free trade
is the freedom from taxation of everything
save land. He regards taxes upon factories,
mills, and every kind of industrial enter-
prise as foreign to the spirit of free trade.
His conception of a free trade country is
onein which the land bears all the burdens
of*government, which is another way of
saying that the land ought ta.be national-
ized by taxing individual landholders out
of possession. :

It is refreshing to meet at last with a
logical free trader, Here is one who
literally runs the principle into the ground.
We commend him to the admiring study
of those Canadian politicians whose ambi-
tion goes no further than the lengthening
of the poor men’s shirt, or the free admis-
sion of Pennsylvania coal. A certain dis-
tinguished opponent of the national policy
15 believed to be badly in need of a policy
to pit against it. Mr, George stands pre.
pared to fill the long felt want,

He now occupies a
convict’s cell, and though he may do
penance for the rest of his life, he cannot
heal the self-inflicted wound. Doubtless
his days will be days of humiliation and
his nights nights of anguish, but the con-
sequences of his ‘act must efy'!_‘i"if_e for life.
He knows now that it does not pay to steal,

Such instances crop up continually. ‘For
the sake of getting something for nothing,
of readily obtaining the means to minister
to their baser passions, men shut their
eyes to the many terrible examples afforded
them, and throw away the prospects of
time and eternity. =The same nerve, skill,
patience and ingenunity which the forger
and the burglar worse than waste upon
their dishonest practices might, if honestly
applied, bring them both profit and Lionor.
It is one of the anomalies of human nature
that, to say nothing of higher consider-
ations, men will steal although it does not

pay.

Mr. Collins’ Critie,

‘‘Here we are again !” might have pre-
faced the critique in yesterday’s Globe
upon Mr. J. E. Collins and his literary
style. Throughout the article the con-
stant reader of our big contemporary can-
not fail to recognize the same old sarcasms
by the same old jester, which have been
made to fit all manner of people, from
tory politicians to heterodox preachers,any
time this fifteen years past. Mr. Col.
lins is undoubtedly guilty of the atro-
cious crime of being a young man,with the
literary faults that the term implies. This
should not shield him from adverse criti-
cism, of course; but criticism, be it ever so
severe, is one thing, and fat-witted jibing
is quite another. It is now pretty generally
agreed that Keats did not break
his heart over the attacks.of a Scotch re-
viewer, but there is little doubt that he
would have felt keenly the familiarities of
a courtfool. Mr. Collins’ literary sins are
fit subjects for serious correction, but his
ambition is as commendable as his industry
is praiseworthy. Should experience con-
vince him that he has mistaken his calling,
and that polite literature is less profitable
and less respected in Canada than prize
fighting or than penny-a-lining, he will
still have plenty of time in which to follow
the example®pt some of his censors, by
abandoning the service of the temple for
that of mammon.

Federal bank stock, after the declaration
of a reduced dividend, fell off in Toronto
from 129§ to 124 and 123 in Montreal. A
bank that puts its stock on the street, that
lends money on it, that, to an alarming
extent, become its own and principal share-
holder, and whose chief officials are them-
selves speculators in it, such a bank is
bound to encounter formidable drops and
_to be avoided by the legitimate investor.
Until these practices are abandoned Fed-
eral is more likely to go off *fifteen points
more before it advances that many.

Should Mr. Dalton’s opinion in the Mec-
Kim garnishee case be confirmed by the
court of queen’s hem-h,'the meinber for
West Wellington’s position will be ren-
dered more uncomfortable than it already
is. The master thinks that the sale of Mr.
McKim’s vote to My, Wilkinson was
legally complete, and that the property in
the bribe money is in McKim, The failure
to deliver the goods is something that the
law does not take coguizance of. It looks
now as though McKim’s Hamilton credit-
ors are the only people likely to profit by
the extraordinary speculation. Verily itis
an ill wind that does not blow somebody
luck.

Health Bulletin—Week Ended April 19,

The continuance of cold winds, with the
changing barometer, will be seen to have
caused diseases sucl as influenza and
neuralgia to remain at the previous high
prevalence, or even to increase. Influenza,
like bronchitis, forms more than ten per
cent of the total diseases reported, the two
together forming nearly twenty-five per
cent of all cases of disease. Rhewmatism
has rather increused over even its previ-
ously high prevalence. Amongst fevers,
intermittent and enteric retain much of
their previous positions. The contagious
zymotics show an unusually low degree of
prevalence, whooping cotgh  and mumps
being the only two appearing in the first
twenty of the -most prevalent dis-
eages, Diarrheea is slowly advancing,
The event of the week has been the public
alarm, resulting from a case of small pox.
The occurrence of the case has been an ad-
mirable illustration of a number of facts
which the board weekly, in pamphlets and
in ‘annual reports,is trying to impress upon
individuals, municipal councils and boards
of health. Some of these are: (1) when-
ever the first case of a contagious zymotic
appears it ought to be made to remain and
be isolated efiectually at once; (2) that al-
most no organization exists in most munici,
palities for dealing with such outhreaks;
(3)that an unreasoning fear and selfish par-
simony are not foreign to the action of
many municipalities; (4) that individuals’
who in themselves, or in their families, may
be the unfortunate victims, have no right,
legally or morally, to endanger the health
of the public at large; (5) that the public
health act of 1884, which goes into force in
May next, contains provisions amply suffi-
cient to make individuals and municipal-
ities deal promptly and effectually with
outbreaks of the most fatal of our conta-
gious diseases.

British India’s Revenue,

In the Cobden Club Reform Almanack
for 1883 it asserts that ‘““while the price of
food has increased wages have not in-
creased.” “The hired laborer is not able
to'subsist with the earnings of labor, and
he is frequently forced to borrow. The
value of this labor isthree pénce a day
(six cents) and under. This rule holds
good generally, There has Leen no pro-
portionate incrcase between the rate of
wages and higher prices of food. Govern-
ment statistics of the cost of food to the
native army proves this. The poverty of
the Indian people is almost beyond the
realization of Englisk imagination, as if is
outside the realm of British experience,
One-fifth of the people of British India
(i. e., forty millions,) go through' life on
insufficient [food. This (is an ofieial
statement and errs in understateﬁ:‘ent‘
Under our rule the condition of the people
is getting worse year by year.” The en-
forced cultivation of the poppy to produce
opium may be the prolific cause of the
poverty of the masses, notwithstanding the
vast improvements created by British rule.
