MoNTREAL, Aug. 4,—As' might have
been expected the result of Riel's trisl hag
been reviewed here by many, classes with
the utmest dissatisfaction. La Press voices

the sentiments of the discontents as follows:
“It is very curious that the government
took so muoch trouble to have Riel convicted
after having accepted the plea of insanity
in the case of Jackson, Riel’s secretary.
Both were equally notorions, but Jackson
was English, It would be difficult to find
.| any other explanation for the benevolence
of which he bas been the objectand for the
difference of the treatmen accorded to him
and to his chief. Insanity prevails in every
nationality, and if it is & reasonable ground
of excuse for an Englishman why should it
not be equally so for Riel, though he is a
French halfbreed ?” It is proposed to
get up petitions in every part of the prov-
ince,among the halfbreeds of the Northwest
and everywhere where the French-Cana-
dian element is to be found praying for a
modification at lenst of the sentence of
death, The proposition of an appeal to the
privy council does not meet with favor, as
it is argued that Riel would have been
hanged before s decision was arrived at,
a8 in the case recently of Connors, the
murderer, :

| Mrs, Smith of Berkeley Street Says fhe
)fllw Him Fall Agaimst a Post—The

Coroner Duncan and his jury sst for
five hours fast night at Abell's hotel,
Queen and Parliament streets, on the
Warden inquest, and it will take still
another sitting to finish it.

(deceased) was asking Gibson to come out
to the sidewalk and he would ‘‘do him
“up.” Samuel Hurst, of 109 Ontario street,
offered similar testimony. It was Mrs,
Smith of 57 Berkeley street (adjoining
Gibson’s hotel) who told a story that had
not been heard before. Mrs. Smith
deposed that on the Monday night in
question three men walked across
Berkeley . street from Greenshield’s
corner to Gibson’s hotel. One of
them (answering the description of deceased)
fell against a post on the boulevard. The
left side of his head ‘struck the post., The
men afterwards.went away, This was
thought. to be important testimony as it
might have been by this fall that Warden
fractured his skull. On strict -cross-
examination Mrs. Smith was positive thas
the left side of the man’s head struck the
post.

The oh man’s summary
venhn‘to say: “Ths ocondition of maritime
sanitation, however; and- of sanitary ad-
ministration on this continent and -in
Europe, s not such:as to warrant reliance
' t exclusion solely, and it is
of every sanitary

suthority to secure such local conditions as
will be the least favorable to the owth
of the oontagion when introduced. The
following recommendations are of import-
ance : (1) Prohibit  the socumulation of
garbage or other filth, sad (2) to order
the pt removal of all such filth from
4‘.5:} stores and other buildings, fo a

where it may be burned or oth

of in such a manner as to pre-

vent nuisance. The provincial boar has
also called attention to the
meoessity for due observance of these pre-
eautions, especislly during the summer
months, The ors, however, arising
from the back yards and lanes of our city,
would gu ocoasion $o the belief that such

preoau are mot observed.”

A motion formulating & preper system
for the supervision of drains was laid over.
until to-day for further discussion.

Dr, Bryce, the secretary, reported on
the matter of the removal or extension of
the cemetery at BSt. Mary’s, Ont. He
advised the occupation of a plece of land
iimmediatedly to the south of the present
site, The various sides of the question
were discussed before the board by Measrs,
Wilson, Poole and McIntyre of St. Mary’s.
The board promised to give the matter its
most oareful considerstion and adjourned
until 10.30 this morning.

Shoeting the Long Ssuilt Rapids. |
" Henry Dun Wiman thus describes in 4
letter to his father Erastus Wiman, his
unintentional shooting of the Long Sault
rapids in the open ten foot boat in which
he is making his journey  with Harry
Taylor from New York to Montreal and
back by water:

We had reached Dickinson’s landing at
about 8.30 p. m. and slept under s hay-
stack, suffering greatly from mesquitoes
and in the morning we went down to the
canal through which it was necessary to
pess in order to avoid the rapids, which
are the swiftest and roughest for a small
boat on the whole St. Lawrence river,not ex-
cepting the Lachine, We found the canal

ractically blocked on account, of the
’mprolemonu and repsirs going on at this
point, snd were told that we either
must run the rapids to the first
island or row back agsinst - the
current, which here ruus at the rate of ten
miles an hour. This last being impractio-
able we surveyed the rapids carefully and
decided to go down on the Canadian side,
whioh for about a mile is the smoothest,
We started down, snd in almost less time
than it takes to write it we had reached
the island;"and went on shore. Our inten-
tion was to takea branch stream around
the island, and thus avoid the most danger-
ous pertion of the rapids, On questioning
some fishermen we learned that in order to
accomplish our design it would be necessary
o ¢ e around some mills a
distance of half a mile or so, Now
we were din for it Beyond  this
point the rapids on the Canadian shore
grow more, turbulent, and huge white~
crested swells interspersed with eddies and
whirlpools of no mean strength render the
path a perilous ome fora skiff, or indeed
for » much larger beas. Portage with such
» heavy boat being ous of the question, we

ound our teeth and pushed off with
gcry Taylor at the oars and your hopeful
son_haadling the yoke lines, Space, time,
ete., preveat & desoription of the passage.
Buffice it to say that we landed at Corn-
wall, twelve miles below, in about half an
hour, haviag ed shrough seven miles
of replds in as many minates, The
feat of shooting the Long Sault rapids on
thie Canadian side in a skiff is one probably
never achieved before, I shall not seek to
defend the astion nor to promounce it
:nthnL but a foolhardy venture, to
undertake whioh a combination of events
foroed us.

“Unpleasant results” is s euphemism for
which our grandmothers and great aunts
used plainly to oall sudden deaths, We
do not believe that in the case with which
Dr. Muter was oconcerned the sufferers
were injured merely by the internal chill,
for it is almost incredible that so many
persons should have been thus simultane-
ously affected by ices from a particular
barrow. It s, also clear that in
threatening us with death as the
peftalty . of  drinking cold water—
ice was then a rare luxury—when we
were hot, our grandmothers groasly exag-
gerated the truth, for since their time the
use of chilled drinks and foods has become
almost universal, even in England, but
absolutely so in the United States. Never-
