A Taxpayer Speaks Out About Officizl In-
vestigations,

Editor World: I bhave been informed that
the investigation into the managemant of the
Beard of Works is about to be resumed. Now,
allow me to ask what form this movement is
to take this time, and who is to pay the piper?
The taxpayer of Toronto is certainly a patient
animal, but there 18 a limit even to a tax-
payer’s forbearance, where patience ceases to be
a virtue. During the late investigations
Judge McDougail sat, for days and weeks
cullecting what turned out to be no eyidence
but merely the insinuations of an informer
and consequently worthless, and some
of which have since beep proved un-
true. Still, during the whole of thst
time he was paid, I am informed, $20
per day, besides the cost of other officials
attending the enquiry. Now, I as a tax-
payer, must protest against all this worthless
expenditure. What benefit will ever come out
of it ! If there are men who are anxious to
have these ecquiries constantly recurring let
them pay the costs of proceedings umntil they
establish their case, and we will have
fewer of them, and instead of paying a judge
by day I would suggest that the job be let by
contract and probably it won’t last quite so
long.”

A Hint to Our Sanitarians,

Editor World: I bave read with interest
your reports on sanitary matters, and yet
it seems to me there are collections of foulness
much nearer e\'er{ door, almost than any
enumerated, namely in our wooden pave-

The greatest objection to cedar or any wood-
en pavement is the fact that the accumulation
of filth during ovur long winters becomes in
spring a strong decoction much of which is
absorbed into the wood aud sand filling the
spaces between the blocks. This filth on a
warm morning or after a shower in warm
weatler rises in vapor, filling the air about qur
principal strects with the fumes of a filthy
horse stable !

To obviate this offensive feature (for I sup
pose we shall have block pavewents as long as
the cedar of the country holds out) some plan
should be devised to render the blucks and the
filliug between thein impervious to water, and
by thus preventing absofption force all sur-
face liquids to find their way into the gutters
and thence into the sewers.

A Refreshing Absence of Rules—Nomen-
clature in Olden Times.

The Clergy and the Temptations and Evils
of Poverty.

Mpr. Bam Jones, in his lecture at Association
Hall last night on the relation of miodern
Christian Churches to the poor, said the
clergy did not consider these social
gnestions came within their yrovince,
They tell us thd poor bring on them-
selves their own privations through drunk-
enness and idleness. If the . clergy = could
leave off seeing through their Prohibitino
spectacles they would not confuse cause with
effect, In the cases where ‘drunkenness did
exist it might be urged that the perpetual
drudging work .of the laborer drove him
to the saloon. We should, however,
acknowledge the great. work done by, the
churches in the way .of charitable iastitutions,
But were lubor to receive jnstice it could dis-
pense with charity. So far as reformis were
concerued the church-had always offered its
opposition until the reform had been. accom
plished and had then turned round and given it
its blessing, Werethe rights ot labor advocated
from every pulpit a’ greater reform would
be accomplished than any passed by the
islature. No doubt many of the clergv would
incur the displeasure of the richer members of
their congregations; but in following the Mas-
ter they had nothing in common with the
world’s unrighteousuess,
