CANADA WELCOMES THE DELEGATES

A Memorable Ceremony in the
Senate Chamber.

FOLLOWED BY A BRILLIANTIBANQUET

Fourteen Coloninl Representatives in As-
!‘ The Develop t of Trade
Within the Empire the Main Object
of the Confersnce—Welcomea by the
Governor.-General and the Premier in
the - Sonate Chamber—Nearly Three
Hundred Guests at the Banguat in the
Evening—Ypecdhes by the Delegates
showing That They Are Here for Busi-
ness and Expect a Dusihess Result
From the Conference.

Orrawa, June 28.—The opening of the
Intercolonial Conference here to-day was &
memorable ceremony. The conference may
or may not produce immediate results in
the direction of developing intercolonial
trade, but it has already gone a long way
toward producing a stronger and more bind-
ing intercolonial sentiment. In this swift
s-ge people hardly recognize how rapid has
been the evolution of she lmperial idea,

the idea of & great English-tongued con-
federacy ,with its centre in the British
Crown and upholding British institutions.
And yet, next to the wonderful studies io
the field of electricity, in the commercial
and economical world, nothing has been so
signfficant, so grand in its development as
the growth of this great British federa-
tion idea. The Prime Minister of
England of to-day. is- innoculated with it.
Axd yet only 15 years ago it was the teach-
ing of the great bulk of English politicians
and thinkers that disintegration was the
future of the empire. Now it is all the
other way. As one of the .delegates
expressed it here to-day, formerly the
colonies used to meet to try and get
rid of the tie to tshe Mother-
‘land; now they seek to strengthen
it and to institute closer trade relations,
develop stronger natural and sentimental
~ties. Nothing could have been more ap-
propriate than . vhe expression of opinion
that came from the several delegates.

The Premier's Spvech the Keynote of AL,

At the conference the Karl of Aberdeen
ghowed himself to be a careful and states-
manlike chairman. There was no hifalutin
in him or in the delegates. Each and all
were hard-headed in what they said.

Sir John Thompson, in his short speech,
was the equal of any and gave the keynote
toall. _In one sentence he said: ‘“We are
in the fortunate and happy position of
meeting these gentlemen to-day at a period
in the history of the empire when the re-
sult of long years of perfect self-Govern-
ment, of greater progress and development
than any colonies ot the empire huve ever
seen-in the past ages, is that we shall meet
not to consider tho prospect of separation
from the Mother Country, but to plight
our faith anew to each other im the future.
[Loud applause.]~ A faith that has never
yet been broken or tarnished, and will be

_plighted again at this conference with the
Klot.her Land.”

The idea of the colonit ), plighting faith
one with the other was |new and signifi-
cant idea and it elicited hrm applause.

The Earl of Jersey, wl p spoke for the
Iniperial Government, mude an excellent
speech. Heisa well-pronounced blonde of
about 50, has had a wide experience and
spoke straight to the point and extemper-
aneously; taking his cue from what the
Canadian Premier said. All the other
delegates who addressed the conference
spoke to the point.

Hon, Mr. Fostar Unable to Attend,

One rogrettable feature was the absence
of Hon. Mr. Foster, the Canadian Minister
of Finance. He was tooill to attend.

Of Toronto men Lieutenant-Governor
Kirkpatrick, Sir Frank Smith and Col.

The gal-
Jekies were filled with ladies, mostly from
Ottawa, but Toronto and other cities con-
sributed their fair share of the youth and
beauty which added a charm to the scene.
The chamber was arranged as at an open-
ing, the senators’ desks being removed and
chairs and benches arranged along the
length of the room. The clerk’s table in
the centre had been considerably enlarged
and at it were the seats for the delegates.

10 and = by 11 o'clock, when
His Excellency entered the chamber,
accompanied by his aids, and took his seat
on the dias not a seat was vacant on the
floor or in the galleries.

Hia Excellency was received with ap-
lause, which was extended to Sir John
g’homplon and the other ministers and dele-
gatea as thoy wppeared. His Excellency
rose $o open the conference at 11.05 o’clock,
and spoke for about 15 minutes. He o
the dolegates the most cordial greet
For the sake of tho countries represented,”
for the sake of the Empire, for the sake of
the purpose ot the conference he welcomed
them. He hoped none would regret having
come. It was highly proper that Ottawa,
the capital of ‘Canada, should have been
chosen as the place of meeting because ot
its geographical position with reference to
the rest of the Empire, because of the
scheme having originated here, and because
of Canada’s prospetity and commercial posi-
tion, - He was sure the coming 'together
of representatives of all parts of
the Empire to further trade relations
could not fail to advance the results all
desired to secure. He dilated on the ad-
vantages to -occar from the conference,
making special reference to the value uf the
exchange of ideas between representative
men of the various colonies. :

That delegates from Cape Colony and the
other far-away colonies should be here
showed the comprehensiveness of the Em-
pire. He luded by expressing the hope
that the conference wouid be fraught with
benefit to the colonies, the Empire and the
world.

Sir John Thompson’s Eloguent Spesch.

Sir John Thompson, in an eloquent
speech, wecomed the delegates in the name
of the Domiuion. It wasa matter of con-
gratulation, he said, that the meeting was
not for the purpose of negotiating with
foreign countries, but for the purpose of
developing the trade of the Ewmpire. He
referred the part that a congress
of colonies had been held in a.past-ags for
the purpose of separating from the Mother-
land, but the ;jpurpose of the present con-
ference was to plight anew our faith to the
Mother Country. [Great applause. ]

He hoped the ocoanns which divided the
colonies would soon become the highway for
their products.

He approved the spirit of patriotism
which prompted the delegates, and truste
the conference would prove of practical benefit
and have the result of binding the colonies
closer together and making the Mother-
land feel she was growing greater by the
growth of the colonies.

Togeiher,

The Earl of Jersey, representative of the
Imperial Govérnment, hoped England had
still a brighter future before her and that
the movement represented by the con-
ference would materially help it torward.
No one was more sincerely actuated by the
spirit which brought the conference ~to-
gether than he. He referred to thd|
progress the scneme had made through
the efforts of S8ir . Charles Tupper,
Sandford ' Fleming and Hon. Mackenzie
Bowell. The feeling that inspired all his
colleagues was sympathy for the movement
about to be considered.

There could be no more fitting place to
call the conference together in  than the
¢ pital fof the great Dom?n. It was
wonderful how much Canada had done to-
wards binding the colonies together. She
has produced some of the finest engineering
successes in the world. He was sure
when the conference labors were conclud-
ed the delegates would feel their efforts for
Imperial harmony were not in vain, It was
Great Britain’s desire to give the fullest
consideration to all such movements and
desires on the part of the colonies.
Tasmania Desires Regnlar Conferences,

Thes Hon. Nicholas Fitzgerald of Tas-
mania hoped that the conference would not
only result beneficially to the colonies” and
to the Mother Country but that many more
such conferences might be held with the
same object as this one in view.

Prosperity of the Colonies and Empire.

Hon. F. B. Sutton of 'New South Wales,
who followed, hoped the conference would
cement the union of the colonies and re-
dound to the prosperity of the colonies and
the Empire.

Sir Henry Devilliers, representing Cape
Colony, declared the results of the conier-
ence would be most important, and touched
on the responsibilities that lay on the dele-
gates,

Canadian-Auastralian Trade.

Hon. Thomas Playford, South Australia,
who is a gentleman of ample buik, created
a laugh by jocularly saying though he
represented ajmost the smallest colony, he
himself was the largest specimen of hu-
manity in the chamber, He dealt with the
trade question which the conference was to
consider. He said there was no sentiment
in trade. It wasa matter of pounds, shil-
lings and pence. Australia would not send
over anything unless she got something in
return. Canada was thgsame. As regards
'Anslnli;, however, he¥elt a trade could be
built up. He had gome through Eddy’s
mills and seen the manufacture of paper
and matches and believed . in thoso items
alone a large trade could be established.
Address of Congratulation to Her #Ma-

Jesty.

Hon. B. Sutton moved that a committee
be appointed to prepare an address of con-
gratulation from the ‘members of the con-
ference to Her Majesty the Queen on the
occasion of having attained the 57th anm-
versary of her coronation.

This was done, and a resolution on these
lines adopted by the conference, Lord Ab-
erdeen expressing the heartfelt pleasure it
would give him to forward 1t to Her
Majesty, and assured them beforehand of
its gracious reception.

Kesults of the Conference.

In proposing the toast of the Governor-
General of Canada, the chairman said
that Canada had been * fortunate Im
her ' Governor:Generals, that they had
aiwdys had. a- good 'word to say
for Canada when they went home, snd he
was sure the present incumbent would
prove no exception to the grand rule,

His Excellency said he was not surprised
at the enthusiasm with which the toast had
been received, because the representatives
of Her Majesty were always well received
in 8o loyal a country as Canada, Personally
he felt very much gratified. He paid
a gracefu! compliment to the visitors and
said that he believed the meeting was al-
ready having a good result. ~He thought
that 15 or 20 years ago such a question as
the relations of the colonies to the Mother
Country would scarcely  have been dis-
cussed, but, a better feeling. was prevail-
ing now. [Applause,] e expressed
great confidence in the good results

Lieut.-Governor Kirkpatrick,in returning
thanks said that it was the first time we
had had the pleasure of greeting our friends
from beneath the Southern' Cross, but he
hoped it would not be the Jast. He’came
trom the Premier province to welcome
them and he hoped they would travel
about the province of Ontario and get
acquainted with its resources. ‘

Earl Jersey on Inter-Imperial Trade,

The chairman then proposed the toast
of the gvening, ‘““The Visiting Commis-
sioners ithe Coivuial Conference.” He
welcomed the visitors and in doing so re-
‘turned thanks for his reception during his
Australian visit, and said that he felt quite
at home there because they were just as
loyal and just as devoted to the Imperial
Government as we were.  [Cheers.] :

The Earl of Jersey replied in a humorous
strain, expressing his pleasure at being
present. He said he could assure his hear-
ers that the delegation proposed to bring a
great deal of commonsense to the solution
of the questions which would come before
them. He had great confidence in the
future of the colonies and believed there
was room for great developement lof trade.
He would rather trade with one of his own
race and nationality thaa with a stranger.

Queensland veeking New Markets,

After Col, Prior had sang ‘“I'he English-
man,” Hon. A. J. Thynne, Queensland,
said he regretted to have to speak again,
owing to the indisposition of his colleague,
Mr. Forrest., He wished to assure his
hearers that the Australian delegates
had not come here for pleasure
only, or to enjoy the hospitality of
Canadians, great as that was. They meant
business and would try to do some. He
then referred to the trade of Queensland,
referring to the falling off of their export
trade and the necessity there was for their
finding new markets. In Queenland there
was a surplus of 600,000 cattle a year.
Cattle which were werth $70 or $80 a head
in Canada could be bought_for $8 or $10
a head in Queensland. He wanted to sell
meat to Capnada instead of her buying it
from Chicn&, and Queansland wanted to
buy something from Canada in exchange
for her cattle and other productivns.

At the request of theghairman, Deputy-
Speaker Bergeron -sang ‘‘Brigadier” in
exceilent style, prefacing his song by the
remark that some of the visitogs
may not be aware of the fact
that we had a large popalation in Canada
proud of being of French descent, but
equally proud of being British subjeots.

Victoria Wants the Pacific Cable,
Sir Heary Wrixon said - that from the

this evening they had me: with noth-
ing but- kindness and, had been de-
lighted with the magnificent mountain
scenery of British Columbia, the rolling
prairies ot the Northwest. They were also
delighted with the character of the people.
He had found all the characteristics of the
Anglo-Saxon, indeed, the people seemed
more Euglish than the English, and firmly
loyal to the gracious lady who ruled over
all the colonies. Some of the delegates had
broaght their children with them and he
hoped they would take back with® them
a wish to grow up like Canadians, | He
wanted a feeling of brotherhood to grow up
between the 4,000,000 of Australian and
and the 5,000,000 in Canada. It must be
remembered, however, that they had come
on business, and he hoped some good result
wonld come from the visit. He strongly
advocated the Pacific cable, and said he was
prepared to stay here | until he got-it.
[Lirughter and applause.]

In conclusion he spoké warmly in favor
of Confederation and said he boped that
as Canadians may feel that they had saved
their political feeling by, their intelligence
they may ere long have the satisfaction of
feeling that they had saved the Australian
political system by their example.
 Sir Henry made a mo#t excellent speceh
and the audience showed . its appreciation
by rising and singing ‘‘He’s a Jolly Good
Fellow.”

The Right to Make Differentinl Tariffs,

Hon. F. R. Sutton, New South Walen
also responded. He dwelt principally as to
the loyalty to the Crown, not only in Con-
ada but in Australia and the other colon-
ies, and said the reason for that was that
no people on the face of the -earth
enjoyed such free self-government as
was enjoyed by the British Colonies
[Applause.] He then touthed on the busi-
ness part of the conterence and said he
was in favor of the c¢clonies having the
right to make differential tariffs between
each other. [Applause.]

DeVilller’s Mistaken Idea,

Sir Henry DeVilliers, Cape of Good
Hope, said that nothing had given
him greater pleasure than  the

Preferential Trade With Britain,
Hon. Thomas Playford, South Australia,
said that blood was thicker than water,
and his idea of brotherhood was that you
should stick to your brother eloser thun
you would to a stranger. He had always
admired the Canadians for sticking to Great
Britain during the American Revolution.
Great Britain was wrong, but he admired
the Canadians alk the more tor sticking to
hor when she was wrong. [Applause.] He
hoped to see a resolution passed by the
conference in favor of Great Britain giving
better terms to her colonies than to
strangers. [Great applause.] If she did
that the colonies would be ready to give
her a preference in their markets. [Ire-
mendous applause. ]

Mr. Albert Lee Smith, New Zealand,
also briefly returned thanks.

Australian Confederation.

After Mr. Gibson, M.P., had sung
“Sootland Yet,” Hon. Mr. Fitzgerald, Vic-
toria, responded, praising the Canadian
Confederation and expressing the opinion
that it would not be long before the Aus-
tralian colonies followed the good exam-
ple. In closing: he ' proposed the
woast of the ‘*‘Parliament of Canada,”
coupled with the name 6f 8ir John Thomp-
son aud Hon. Mr. Laaurier.

The Premier Receives an Ovation,

Sir John Thompson said that after a four
months session he could say that both
Houses of Parliament and His Excellency
the Governor-General were unanimous in
the welcome to the delegates. [Ap-
plause.] In glowing terms he advo-
cated a closer union of the colonies and

hoped th he, day was not far
dis!:unt wh%e people of the Empire
would besbidind gloser together. The deli-
hgiiie a8 giahe conference would be pro-
saic, but the passionate sentiment of the
Canadian people would await their decision.
[Great applause. ] ¥

Sir John’s speech was one of the most
eloguent ever delivered by him and was
frequently interrupted by loud cheers and
applause, which culminated in & perfect
ovation when he took his seat.

Turning a New Page in History,

Hon. Mr. Laurier said that for the in-
formation of the visitors he would say that
Parliament of Canada was very mach like
other bodies, there was quantity on one
side and quality on the other.’ [Cheers and
laughter.] He goined with the Govern-
ment in welcoming the visitors and assured
them Parliament was unanimous in that
respect. In eloguent words he re-
ferred to the opening of the convention as
the turning over of a new page in history.
and he was pleased to think thdt that
page would be marked with still stronger
development of ihe principle of self-
government. There had been a fear that
self-government wonld loosen the bonds to
the Motherland, but experience had proved
that it had strengthened them. It
may be that this development of
self-government may lead to a reumion
of the Auglo - Saxon race which
was divided a century ago. It may that
this was what was to be written on the
page opened to-day. He did not know how
it could be accomplished, but he trusted to
the genius of the people to sccomplish it.
[Applanse.] He referred to Macaulay’s
celebrated passage about the traveler from
New Zealand visiting the ruins of London
Bridge, and said, amid great applause, that
the ddy may come when travelers not
only from New Zealand, but from
all the other British colonies meeting be-
neath the dome of 8t. Paul’s in a parlia-
ment of the empire,

Senator Kirchoffer sang ‘‘The Balhooly
Blue Ribbon Army.”

What Mr, Bowell Hopes To See,

Lord Aberdeen 1n appropriate terms pro-
posed the health of the chairman, which
was most enthusiasticaliy drank.

As Viewed by the Patron Orgsan.
The Farmers’ Sun, the Patron organ, will
say editorially in its next issue:

The aim of all the partisan journals be-
fore the election was to make the people
believe that Patron electors would vote Grit
and Tory asthey always bad donme. The
desirs of politicians was that Patrons shouid
do tnis and that our people should by so doing
sign the death warrant of our order. Parti-
san papers and party politicians on both
sides have contributed their share of litera-
ture and slang whanging to relegate Patron-
ism intuv oblivion.

Rut Patronism wouldn’t go. - it has better
staying qualities tha n Premier Mowat. Its
power is on the ascendancy ; his is deoreasing.

The measure of our strength
is not indicated in the number of our candi-
dates elected. In other constituencies than
in those that were successful our members
have been equally alive to our interests and
equally true to the principles we have
espoused. All along the line there have
been increasing indications of strength and
interest, although here and there the ranks
have been broken by dissenient members
and by those who have not given Patronism
their first consideration. Our first battie has
inspired our people with courage and proven
tbat our members are no longer partizans.

With another campaign in sight, there-
fore, the Tory politicians are trembling.
Yesterday they extolled the power of Pat-
ronism, and lauded our ambition. To-day
they sing the new song that we are divided
and powerless to accomplish that for which
we have completed our organization,
Patron representatives, they say, are Grits
and Tories.

Ion all measures that haye been discussed
before the country, such as the payment of
salaries to county offictals and their election
by the people, the removal of the Lieuten-
ant-Governor’s perquisites of about $23,000 a
year and the observance of greater economy
in the public service, the amendment of the
assessment laws, which now favor the pro-
fessions and burdens the masses, and others,
Patron representatives will vote solidly in
the House in the futerests of their constitu-
ents. Many other measures will di-
rectly or indirectly affect the people in
the rural sections to a greater of lesser
degree, and on all’ such questions it will be
the duty of Patron members to act unitedly
as far as possible after having discussed the
questions in their own caucus. Where divi-
sions occur, as they may occur, on any new
question they will not be occasioned by party
considerations, but because our representa.
tives aim to be men of ideas who support
measuresand not men or parties. When
Patrons divide it will not be as partizans.
Thig is the true Patron policy and it is one
that commends itself to-thoughtful and in-
dependent electors everywhere. Partizan
politicians are too frequently the serfs of
unprincipled leaders.

There may be men now or hereafter who
receive the confidence of Patrons and betray
the trust reposed in them by becoming par-
tizans anil obeying the party whip, but
when the party caucus has either a direct or
indirect power over a Patron member, thas
man will be disowned by our order and hand-
ed over to the enemy. »

Such is the policy of Patronism and there-
in lies its power.

as authorities. The report favored the
establishment of a plant for lighting the
streets of the city. The Engineer showed
that the city would save anywhere from
$20 to $35 a year on every arc light within
the city limits.

Such was the character of the Engineer’s
report, and such was his recommenca-
tion.

Now the fun begins. First the report
was submitted to the Board of Works on
May 28. The board kicked the report out
because it was out of order; becanse the
Engineer had never been authorized to go
to the United States; because it contained
only intormation that anyone could get by
spending 50 cents in postage stamps. Ald.
Hewitt, Gowanlock and Murray were the
gentlemen who urged these reasons and

Then the report went to the Fire
and Light Committee, Ald. Stewart, chair-
man, objected to the report because Keat-
ing had slighten his committee in not pre-
genting it first to them; because Keating
was human like the rest of us and liable to
make mistakes. Stewart said: “We
better get this report verified. Let us re-
fer it to McGowan.” To McGowan it was
referred.

Who is McGowan? Well, he was
formerly & coal-oil pediar. He adyanced
a step and got into. the fire ag\rignde.
Subsequently he was appointed sécre-
tary of the Fire Department, attached
to the Bay-street Hall. and subject to the
orders of Chief Ardagh. He has had no
practical engineering experience whatever,
nor has he any scientific knowledge. He
gets $1140 a year. Such is McGowan.

Obédient to the instructions of the Fire
and Light Committee Mr. McGowan pro-
ceeds to make his report. Not being bur-
dened with-a -critical or scientific mental
constitution McGowan, doesn’s find it neces-
sary to makea 7-weeks tour. McGowan
finds all his information right here in To-
ronto. He had aneasy timeof it. The
Toronto Electric Light Co. willingly volun-
teered McGowan all the information he
wanted. The report that McGowan fur-
nished is the report of the Toronto Electric
Light Company. That statement isas true
as gospel. The voice is the voice of Jacob,
but the hands—they are Esau’s. We aro
not blaming McGowan in this matter. He
is a servant of the committee, and was
doing just what the dominant element of
the committee wanted him to do. They
wanted a report that would disprove Keat-
ing's. McGowan furnished one to the
Queen’s taste, as they say.

Now, we have two reports, Keating’s and
McGowan’s.  They came up together before
the Fire and Light Committee on Wednes-
day. First comes the poison, then the anti-
dote: The committee looks wise, but says
nothing, and sends the reports to the Exe-
cutive

The Executive met yesterday and in an-
ticipation of such moeeting the morning
papers offered a few words of advice. The
World expozfed the plot as it had then de-
veloped. -The Empire says “is ‘s
very fortunate for the taxpayers
that Secretary McGowan was called
in to verify Keating’s report.” The
Empire “‘takes it for granted that Me-
Gowan’s figures are correct,” and the stupid
old ool says the burden of proof rests on
Keating to prove that they are incorrect.

They should govern,
gays The Empire. What: a farce
this is! But then we should remember that
itis The Empire that is speaking, The
Empire to wit that hasn’t yet made up its
mind whether Oliver Mowat has won &
victory or not. But let us look a little
further at this Empire joke, W. R. Brock
is president of The Empire and the same
gentleman is vice-president of the In-
candescent  Electric Light  Company.
Through The Empire the Incandescent

.| Company gives evidence to the effect that

the city should not undertake. its own
electric lighting. Certainly not, it might
hurt the business ot the Incandescent
Company. Lot us state here that
we don’t believe the Incandescent
jompany wants the city contract itself.
But it would like to see the Toronto Elec-
tric Light Company get “it. This seems
strange.  But there isa reasonable expla-
nation behind it. The two companies have
a mutugl understanding. The Toronto
Electric Light Company agrees mnot to
compete in incandescent lighting as long as
it gets the contract for lighting the streets.
The Incandescent Company; on its part,
agrees to stand aside and allow the con-
tract to go to its confrere.  Nay, it goes
further, and helps the Toronto Company to
secure the contract, because it is aware of
thd fact that as “soon as the city
undertakes its own lighting the Toronto
Electric Light Company will immediately
compete with it in incandescent lighting.
This would be a godsend to the people of
Toronto, but it would be death on the
monopoly of the Incandescent Light Com-
pany. Besides, this company has other
reasons for not desiring” to be interfered
with. Ite plant is out of date. A rival

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mense advantaga over it. It 1‘onld'hurs
Mr. Brock’s company very much if an
aggressive rival were turned loose on is.
Therefore Mr. Brock in The Empire gives
evidence to the effect that this party,
the ex-coal oil pedlar,
is an excellent authority on electric en-
gineering, immeasurably superior to Keat-
ing; the imported $5000 a year expert.

Now for The Glebe. The Globe thinks
we should go slowly, that it would be wise
to wait for Niagara power, and go- on, and
then it falls back on McGowan for ite chief
argument against a -municipal plant.

sent Back to Be Dealt With—Enor-
mous Profits of the Present Contract-
ing Company,

Ald. Shaw presided at the meeting of
the Executive Committee yesterday. Much
busi was transacted. An animaved
discussion took place on the peculiar action
of the Fire and Light Committee in order-
ing a subordinate to report on City En-
gineer Keating’s estimate of the cost and
maintenance of a municipal electric light-
ing plant, and then on receiving such re-
port neglecting to make any recommenda-
tion a8 to it or that of the engineer. Ald.
T,amb was indignant and severe, and the
outcome was that both reports were sent
back in order that they may be re d

n.

Nothing to Deal With.

At the outset Ald. Hallam moved that
the communication from the Fire and Light
Committee be laid on the table. There
was nothing for the Exeeutive to deal with.

The chairman concurred, and says 1t was
a most extraordinary proceeding of Ald.
Stewart’s committee.

Ald, Lamb’s Onslaught,

«tInstead of the civic electric lighting
question being advanced,” said Ald. Lamb,
twe are in a worse position than ever. We
have two conflicting reports—one from our
trustworthy Uity Engineer, Mr. Keating,
and the other from the secretary of the
Fire Department.

«With no disrespect to Mr. McGowun, I
say that he was incompetent for the task
the Fire and Light Committee thrust upon
him. He has no technical knowledge or
engineering experience, and he was the man
to verify Mr. Keating’s estimates!

The Two Methods,

“*Engineers Keating and Rust personally
obtained their information by .visiting the
chief American cities; Mr. McGowan gets
his information by staying at home. And
see the difference of their investigations—
the City Engineer says $81.78 per light,
sr. McGowan says $103.85.

«‘Mr. McGowan’s is no doubt a most valu-
abile report for the Toronto Electris Light
Company. [Laughter.] Who loaded him
up with these figures in their favor and
against Mr. Keating, I don’t know.”

Some Speaking Figures.

Ald. Lagnb then dealt with figures to
show the/great overcharge the city 1s pay-
ing for its electric lighting and the enor-
mous profits of the contracting company.

The receipts of the Toronto lectric
Light Company last year - were $165,000,
their expenditure $110,000, showing. a net
profis of §55,000.

Fifty Per Cent, Profit,

%T'he electric light costs the company only
§72. The city has been paying them a
profit of $36 on each light, or 50 per cent.
more than the total cost. Allowing inter-
est on capital,Mr. Keating’s figures, $81.78,
geem faip; Mr. McGowan’s are evidently in
the interdst of the company that has the
present contracs. Someone has loaded him
up in this direction. I move that the re-
ports be referred back to the Fireand Light
Committee; then we shall get to know
where Mr. McGowan got his figures.
[Laughter.]

Diverse Opinions,
Ald. Hallam was puzzled between the
two reports. Until he had better data he
coufd not vote for civic electric lighting.

Ald. Duon said no doubt Mr. McGowan
had done his best under the circumstances.
But Mr. Keating had superior knowledge
and facilities, and his report should be
acted on. The city should take hold of
anything that showed such a large saving
as could here be effected. x

Only Toached the Fringe.

The chairman said before progress could
be made the Fire and Light Committee
must go into the question thoroughly.
They had only touched the fringe of the
sabject. ~The gas question should also be
considered.

Ald. Lamb concurred, but they must
have reliable figures for the general substi-
tution of electricity for gas. They must
be had from disinterested parties and inde-
pendent sources.

Here the alderman again launched out as
to what the city might save by being its
own contractor in these several ways, He
added, ““The Toronto Electric Light Com-
pany’s $100 stock sells for $190, and they
pay a large dividend. They make 6§ per
cent. profit on their receipts. The renewal
of their contract should never be thought
of at the high figures quoted by Mr. Mec.
Gowan. His report is throwing another
obstacle in the way of the city controlling
its own electric lighting, and can only help
the company in endeavoring to get a re-
newal of their contract at an exorbitant
rate. 3

He Put His Foot in It.

Mr. J. Wright, general manager of the
Toronto Electric Light Company, craved
permission to correct' a misapprehension.
He said that much had been made of the
large profits of the company from its city
contract. ‘1 assure the committee that
seven-tenths of our profits are made from
private customers.”

Ald. Lamb said this statement confirmed
all he had said. ‘‘Large profits are made
from private consumers at half the price the
city pays. Thatis the best argument we
could have. Andit shows the company
will be a prosperous concern even if it loses
the city lighting contract.” [Applause and
laughter. ]

Ald. Jolliffe: I do not believe in the
citizens paying high taxes for city lights
and then paying seven-tenths profit for
private lights as well. The fact is both
are paying too much, and paying through
the nose, [Laughter.]

It*was then unanimously agreed to send
the reporta back for consideration and re-
commendation of the Fire and Light Com-
mittee,

The committee seemed startled when
told calmly by Mr. Brown that to deepen
the Welland Canal and St. Lawrence Canal
would cost $54,000,000. :

Lamb: Whet does the Board of
Trade think of it?

Mr. Brown: They are very much in
opposition to it, _because they are nearly
all interested in railways.

Who'll Handle the Money,

Ald. Dunn said it seemed a matter for
the Dominion Government rather than a
big ~convention. The City Solicitor’s
opinion should be obtained before any
grant was made,

Ald. Hallam: If giving $600 of the rate-
payers’ money for advertising is not legal,
this is not legal.

The Chairman: Who’s going tospend this

money?

Ald. Jolliffe: They (the Waterways Com-
mittee) won’t handle it. The council
should appoint someoune.

Ultimately, after several disavowals that
¢‘the canal promoter’s” hand is not in it, it
wasagreed to recommend the grant to
council, if funds allow and Mr, Meredith
certifies to its legality.

Hits the House Agents.

In the Court of Revision a resolution was
passed that all remissions for vacant house
property, instead of being paid in cash to
appellants, should be applied towards the
taxes ot the next year. A bylaw to this
effect will be broughs in. It was stated
that it was the real estate agents who ap-
plied for these rebates, some 40 or 50 claims
at once. A system is to be introduced to
keep monthly tab of vacant houses.

THE WAR ON THE REDS,

Thirty-Eight Arrested in Rome—The In-
ternational Anarch Plot,

RomEe, June 28.—It is reported 38
Anarchists have been arrested here, and
that the Italian police, ‘acting with the
French police, are tracking the interna-
tional Anarchists’ plot.

— A Vienna despatch reports that a trial at
Parague, Bohemia, discloses the fact that
three members of a secret society known as
the ““Avengers of Czechia,” were arrested
at the Hofburg, Viennoa, last March. The
men were armed with daggers and intended
to attack members of the Imperial family.

Carnot’s Death Was Planned In London,
LoxpgN, June 28.—A Paris deepatch
states that Santo occupies a cell on the
round floor of the St. Paul Prison at
youns, and he is watched day and night to
prevent him from committing suicide. He
is a dull, uneducated fellow. He cannot
speak French with fluency. The assassin
sleeps soundly all night and a portion of the
day. He has a good appetite and does not
. smoke. He appears unconszious of what
“fate has in store for him. It is reported he
once said: “It is a pity I was condemned in
Italy. If I had not béen ‘afraid to undergo
a sentence in the quarries of Sicily the Pope
and King Humbert would have been blown
into the air long ago. Beastly clergy.
Beastly king.”

Santo’s reference to his condemnation in
Italy was in connection with his being
gentenced to five years’ imprisonment for
distributing Anarchist literature among
Italian soldiers. He escaped from prison
after serving a small portion of his sentence
and was afraid to remain in Italy, for had
the police got him he would have been as
an escaped convict sent to the quarries of
Sicily.

It is asserted that the murder of Carnot
wag planned in London on the evening of
Feb. 6, the day after the execation of the
Anarchist Vaillant in Paris. It is also
said circulars counselling she assassination
were found among the papers seized at the
Autonomie Club by Police Inspector Mel-
ville.

Sauicide of Santo’s Accomplics,

Paris, June 28, —The police visited the
lodgings of & man pamed Granier in Mont-
pelier this morning with a view of ascer-
taining his connection, if any, with the
murder of President Carnot. It is alleged
that about 4 o’clock Sunday afternoon
Granier was heard to say, *‘By this time
Carnot must have received his account.”

When the police arrived atv Granier’s
lodgings they ordered him to surrender.
With a quick- movement Granier, without
uttering a word, seized a large knife which
was Tying upon -a table and plunged it into
his abdomen, falling dead at the feet of the
police.  The police are mow certain that
the murder of President Carnot was the
result of a conspiracy between Santo,
Laborie, Granier and others Lo avenge the
execations of Vaillant and Henry,

werdremoved from the Morgue to her late
residence, 126 Davenport-road yesterday.
The warrant for an inquest has been with-
drawn. H. T. Waller |of the Esplanade
Hotel, in whose custody the key of the
Morgus has been kept of late, was guilty of
the most inhuman conduct Wednesday
night, as the result of which® the key has
been taken from his posséssion. When the
husband of the unfortunate woman called to
getthekey shortly after midnight, in orderto
see if his fears that the body was that of his
wife were correct, Waller refused to give it
up, although The World representative
who accompanied the husband had
an order from Sergeant Seymour fer it.
Afterwards when a constable knocked at
the door he declined to answer. The

romptness of the authorities in taking the
Eey from Waller is to be commended.
