How to Cure Skins.

Here is an answer to the question * How
to cure the skins of small animals.”

Take equal parts of salt, salt petre and
alum, pulverize and mix. Dampen the flesh
side of the hide, and sprinkle the mixture on
so that it will just about cover the surface.
Fold the skin in the centre, flesh side in.
Roll together enugly and tie. Keep in a
cool place three or four days. Then take
the mixturé off, and with a dull case knife
scrape off all the fatty and meaty particles,
being careful not to scrape through the skin.
Keep working till the hide is dry and pliable.

You can put the skin on a flat board to
scrape it, or a better way is to put a cloth
on your knee and then place the skin on
that to scrape, then you are not apt to cut
it. A little experience will soon teach you
how best to work, as different skins require
more or less working according to thickness.

The dis-
coveries and inventions made along this line

part of the century. Indeed, this is truly
the electrical age. The telephone and the
electric light are the products of this age.
As in a former decade steam largely dis-
placed the horse as a motive power, 8o elec-
tricity is now fast taking the place of steam.
It is now predicted that it will be but a
short time when electricity will be the mo-
tive power on all railroads as it now is on
street railways, and when we shall find our-
selves whirling along at the rate of 150 miles
an hour on these roads. Not only is time to
be saved by the change from steam to elec-
tricity, but the saving in cost is to be equally
as great. Recent experiments in transmit-
ting electric power have opened up a wide
field for speculation in this direction. Thus
water power can be used in generating elec-
tricity and this can be transmitted to almost
any distance by wire. In this way the great
factory with all its machinery can be located
beside a railway, while the distant water-
fall, many miles away, can be made to pro-
vide the motive power for driving this ma-
chinery, at a comparatively trifling cost.
Niagara is being yoked and the mighty pow-
er which since the beginning of time has
there been allowed to run to waste is to be
utilized as man’s obedient servant. We
read of electric carriages, electric plows and
other mechanical contrivances of which elec-
tricity is the motive power. And asyet the
seience is just in itsinfancy. While the last
quarter of a century has witnessed much
that excites our wonder and amazement in
the way of mechanical and scientific inven-
tions and discoveries, who can now imagine
what the next few years will see?

—8oME of our American exchanges have
recently been giving considerable attention
to the question of campaign funds. From
what each side is saying about the other it
is easy to see that the game of politics is an
expensive one to play over there, as with us.
Presidential elections are believed to cost
each political party something like a-million
dollars, while congressional and state elec-
tions are proportionately expensive, Onere-
sult of this terribly corrupt state of affairs is
to lead the party managers to favor the
selection of only men of wealth as candidates,
whatever their other gualifications may be.
And while public men are permitted to buy
their positions it is unreasonable to expect
that the best interest of the state will be

. their first consideration.

~We in the dominion are by no means in a
position to cast reflections upon our neigh-
bors, in this regard. With us, too, *‘ money
talks ” to far too great an extent, as our
election courts have clearly demonstrated.
It is on this account too that our political
history during the last few years has been
disgraced with Pacand, McGreevy and other
scandals.

Where does the blame for this corrupt
state of things lie? Mainly and primarily
we think, with the electorate. Thousands of
men have come to regard a vote as something
to be disposed of, for a consideration, and the
temptation of getting tt.e means wherewith
to secure this purchasable vote, which largely
wields the balance of power, leads politicians
to go to great lengths in committing these
questionable and shady transactions. Dr.
Parkhurst and his class may preach as they
will, and seek to hold the politicians respon-
sible, but it is really the corrupt and pur-
chasable vote which lies at the root of most of
the objectionable features of modern political
methode.

—A large manufacturing concern in On-
tario recently sent an agent with a full line
of samples to South Africa to see what could
be done in the way of opening up trade
with that distant colony of the Empire.
After looking the ground over carefully the
agent advises his firm that a profitable trade
may be worked up in time, after the barriers
standing in the way bave been removed, by
treaty between the dominion and the Cape,

. or in some other way. The first of these is
a special license fee or tax which is imposed
upon all agents or salesmen, of £25 or $125,
and which has to be paid before samples can
beshown. There has been some considerable
talk of a reciprocity treaty of some sort be-
tween Canada and the Cape, one of Sir John
Thompson’s last acts being the discussion of
this subject with Hon. Cecil Rhodes, Premier
of Cape Colony. That country seems to be
rich in patural resources, although these are
as yet largely undeveloped. Like all other
countries where such conditions prevail the
cost of everything is extravagantly high.

Could the present extortionate local taxa-
tion be removed and certain other improve-
ments in trade facilities be made, nodoubt a
profitable trade could be opened up with our
cousins of the Cape.

—THE great international yacht race be-
tween Valkyrie I11. and the Defender, which
is to commence on the 7th instant, is
this year attracting more than the usual
amount of interest on both sides of the At-
lantic. These races have been taking place
at intervals for many years, starting, we be-
lieve, away back in 1851. At that time the
cup was won by the American boat and has
been kept on this side ever since. This year
the English boat Valkyrie II1. is regarded
as the fastest one ever built in Great Britain,
and great hopes are entertained by her owners
and sympathizers that she will succeed in
carrying off the prize from her competitor
the Defender. In that case the cup will be
taken to England and the American yacht
will next time have to cross the ocean and
compete in English waters.

—A Goop deal of fault is being found in
certain quarters about the delay in paying
the county grant for school. In many sec-
tions this is causing serious inconvenience,
as teachers have not yet been paid. What
is the matter with our municipal machinery
this year that this long delay should occur?

Whoever is responsible for it should at
omce *‘ get a hustle on,” as our teachers are
deserving of better treatment than that.,

—Nearly all business places in the princi-
pal towns along the valley observed Monday
last, Labor Day, by closing their establish-
ments. This was not the case, however, in
Bridgetown, as business went on as usual.
As the day had been proclaimed a public
holiday by Lieut.-Gov, Daley, and had also
been set apart as a general holiday by the
Dominion government, it should have been
more fully observed. With the exception of
the schools and the Bank of Nova Scotia
being closed, business assumed its general
routine.

A GREAT PARADE.
Knights Templar in Charge of Boston.

ALL CONDITIONS FAVORABLE FOR THE MON-
STER PROCESSION,

Boston, Aug. 27.—To-day witnessed a very
prominent event in the great Knights Tem-
plar conclave in this city, the monster par-
ade. All conditions were auspicious for the
demonstration. The sun’s rays were ob-
scured by a thick haze and a refreshing wes-
terly breeze tempered the summer heat. In
the early morning the scenes in the city
streets were inspiring. Tens of thousands of
Knights Templar, resplendent in uniform
and regalia, were hastening hither and thith-
er to join their commanderies in preparation
for the march. The early morning trains
and street cars poured other tens of thou-
sands of visitors from surrounding places in-
to Boston’s already crowded throughfares.
The city has seldom, if ever, been so elabor-
ately decorated. Practically every building
along the line of nfarch, besides many of the
side streets, is clothed in color, with appro-
priate mottoes and Masonic emblems, inter-
twined with streamers and buanting. The
elaborate dressing has been the admiration
of the arriving multitudes for several days.

This morning uniforms, flags and badges
on the street rivalled the bunting overhead
in vividness of hue. The note everywhere
was one of joyfulness and celebration. Fra-
tereverywhere greeted fratercordially. The
color aud movements and music made the
city a brilliant dashing picture of life, with
its crowded sidewalks, its long lines of or-
derly moving street cars, its miles of windows,
story above story, filled with eager specta-
tors. Its numerous observation stands, some
of them of enormous proportions, were eag-
erly crowded with occupants and resembling
with the open spaces between vast amphi-
theatres filled with an expectant populace.
One needed only a tinge of dreaming senti-
ment to imagine time turned backward
twenty or more centuries in its flight and the
scenes of some famous Roman triumphs re-
produced—the mighty conqueror moving at
the head of his embattled hosts amid the
plaudits of his countrymen.

The slight cloud cast over the event by the
action of St, Johns commandery, of Provi-
dence, was cleared away by their final con-
sent to march and the greatest pageant seen
iu Boston streets since the high water mark
grand army procession of 1890 began forma-
tion in thirteen divisionsat 9a. m. At 10.50
the three guns, announcing the start of the
parade, were fired, followed by the command
by bugle, sounded by Sir Knight Abbott
Horton, of DeMolay commandery, bugler on
Gen. Lawrence'’s staff. Gen. Lawrence was
accompanied by Sir Edward Weston Nichols,
Mayor Curtis and Sir Knight Charles Pierce,
of Boston commandery. The Boston com-
mandery acted as escort and were preceded
by the aides led by Sir Knight Charles C.
Frye, chief of staff.

The column was reviewed at Columbus
Square by M. W. E E. Holmes, grand mas-
ter of the Masons in Massachusetts; at
Blackstone Square by M. E. Grand Master
Hugh McCurdy and the officers and mem-
bers of the Grand Encampment of Knights
Templar of the United States, and his ex-
cellency Governor Greenhalge. The column
was reviewed at Adams Square on Washing-
ton street by R. E. Sir 8. (. Lawrence,
Grand Commander. of thé Grand Command-
ery of Massachusetts and Rhode Isltand and
Chief Marshal of the parade, and his honor
Sir E. U. Curtis, mayor of the city.

It is calculated that there were 30,000
Knuights in the procession.

There were plenty of seats along the route
of the parade fl:wr those who had the money
to hire them. The grand stands were well
filled up, but at every open space and every
cross street were wagons filled with seats,
and there was plenty of room in a great
many of these.

Another Ghastly Disclosure.

Little Rock, Ark., August 29.—J. O.
Allen, alias Caldwell, the horse thief, now
serving a ten years term in the penitentiary,
has made a statement to Warden Mocre re-
garding his knowledge of ** H. H. Holmes”
and his operations. In the course of his
statement he said he met Holmes in Tennessee
in 1892 and travelled around with him a
great deal. He says he met .Pietzel, who
went by the name of Lyman in Chicago.
Referring to the ** castle,” Allen says: ‘It
was erected for a death trap, for I heard
Holmes and Quinlan talk about putting peo-
ple out of the way.” A stranger in the city
during the world’s fair was decoyed into the
‘“castle” and murdered for his money. He
did not have as much money as Holmes
thought, only $370.

A BRIGHT LITTLE BOY WAS ENTICED INTO
THE “‘ CASTLE"
during the fair and held in a room for five
days for a reward for his recovery. No re-
ward being offered, they were afraid to turn
him out, aud the gas was turned into his
room at night and he was suffocated. ~ I could
mention other such cases of crime committed
in the *‘castle ” and discussed in my presence
by Holmes and Quinlan, but these are suffi-
cient, except one, and that was of Annie
Williams. I was not in Chicago when she
was killed, but was at the ““castle” two or
three days afterward, Holmes and Quinlan
coolly discussed the manner of her murder
to me. Holmes’ version was that she was
knocked in the head with a stool by Minnie
Williams and then given some drug by
Holmes to make her die easy.

The cause of her killing, as explained by
Holmes, was that one of the girls must be
put out of the way, and that he conld manage
Mionie easier than he could Annie. Minnie
Williams was crazy in love with Holmesand
she was jealous of her sister, as Holmes was
paying her some attention, too, and he took
part.cular pains to increase her jealousy to
work her up to the point of killing Annie.
THE DEATH TRAP IN THE CASTLE WAS MADE

BY QUINLAN
who is a mason, and a negro, whose name I
have forgotten. The Fort Worth building
was modelled after the castle in this respect
and Quinlan was brought out there from
Chicago to miake the traps as the work pro-
gressed on the building, bat the people in
Fort Worth were so curious about seeing and
inspecting the work that little progress was
made in that direction up to the time that he
had to abandon the field. Quinlan is equally
guilty with Holmes in taking human life,
Holmes doing the planning and Quinlan the
execution, Quinlan’s wife knowing all the
work of this kind. I will state here that
Pietzel’s wife, I am thoroughly convinced,
knew of the murder of her husband and
children. Holmes and she were very con-
fidential and she knew what was going on.”

Indianapolis, August 28. —In the chimney
of a little frame cottage standing at some
distance from the other residences of Irving-
ton, a small suburb of this city, detectives
this morning found the charred bones of lit-
tle Howard Pietzel, one of Holmes’ victims,
whose sister’s murder at Toronto led to the
enquiries into the assassin’s career and later
sensational developments.

Indianapolis, August 29.—All that redfains
of Howard Pietzel was pleced in a small
brown box and delivered to the coroner for
safe keeping to-day. The coroner will go
through the form of holding an inquest over
the contents of the box.

murder against Holmes. As soon as the in-
dictment isreturned the prosecuting attorney
will ask the governor of Pennsylvania to
order the rcquisition for the return of the
accased man to this county for trial. Detec-
tives Geyer and Garri intimate that they
will recommend to District Attorney Graham,
of Philadelphia, that Holmes be tried here.
They feel that they bhave a case on which
they can hang him. The evidence is all
circumstantial, however.

AFTER THE BODY WAS DESTROYED
and the stove had cooled down, Holmes had
shoved the ashes into the stove hole in the
kitchen and was nat aware that there was an
opening in the flue in the cellar beneath where
the stove stood. It was the failure to find
this opening that brought about the discovery
of the charred remains. The family of Ed-
ward Branham, who occupied the house after
Holmes left it, suspect that other bodies may
be found. Mrs. McKee says that she could
not cook in the kitchen because )the odors
were 80 bad when she first, moyéd in, and
the children could not play tu the barn be-
cause of a stench there. The kitchen odors
are explained by the discovery of the bones
and the barn is 30 yards from the house.

To the Editor of the Monitor:

I was much interested in your reference to
the Single Tax theory in your issue of 28th
Aug., and trust you will pardon a few re-
marks in that connection.

Yen first call the advocates of the Single
Tax theory cranks, hint slightly at their in-
sincerity aad criticize their action in making
Delaware the object of such a vigorous effort.

Webster defines the word *‘ crank,” in the
sense you use it, as meaning *‘ imposter” or
““cheat.” As a Single Taxer I beg to take
exception to any such appellation: for what-
ever Single Taxers are they certainly are not
imposters or cheats; and I would say that I
not only profess to, but honestly do believe
that the adoption of the theory known as
Single Tax would greatly alleviate our exist-
ing social and political ills.

1 am aware that Delaware is being made
the centre of endeavour on the part of Single
Taxers but am not aware of their methods of
action. If some are questionable who would
doubt the zeal and sincerity that prompted
them? Personally, I fail to see why the at-
tack on Delaware should be so vastly amus-
ing. As you say, the revenue of that state
has of late been chiefly derived from the tax-
ation of railroads and other tangible forms
of wealth. Wealth is labor in the concrete:
to tax wealth is to tax labor which we hold
is unjust, as it is to tax according to ability
rather than opportunity. And what field is
more ripe for action than a state in which
the present system of taxation is so manifest-
ly erroneous?

Even allowing the possibility of success in
that state, the effort would seem to be al-
most altogether futile: but there is only one
way to bring about a reform and that is to
make the question an issue and compel peo-
ple to discuss it. There can be no victory
without a battle! Aggressive opposition is
rather to be desired than passive indifference,
for if we provoke discussion the principles of
truth and justice must ultimately prevail;
we are not fearful of the result.

The Single Tax theory has beeu jeered and
scoffed at, its exponents have been called
hard names and Henry George has even been
temporarily imprisoned. But it is a signifi-
cant fact that this has been about the extent
of the opposition; there has been a peculiar
lack of logical argument. I think such op-
position is due to a superficial knowledge of
the theory, and I féel confident if it was
more thoroughly understood there would be
fewer spiteful insinuations.

The name Single Tax was an accident and
is misleading.. The word “ tax ” would seem
to imply a levy on wealth which as I said be-
fore is unjust. There is a valce attached to
land which Political Economists call Econ-
omic Rent. This entire value one wonld
take for the state and it would prove ample
revenue. Strictly speaking the appropria-
tion of this value by the state is not a tax,
as the value is created by the community
and not by the individual, and we claim it is
the misappropriation of this value by thein-
dividual that is accountable for many of our
existing ills.

The question is so far-reaching that it
would be impossible to deal with it in lim-
ited space, so I will refrain. Bat I trust
you will do Mr. George the honor of reading
his works before again calling him and his
followers cranks, and if you cannot accept
the doctrines he teaches I am sure you can-
not help but admire the lucid argument and
sound logic.

The first
symptoms are those.of breathing through
the mouth and ‘*‘snoring” while asleep.
The special remedy is to make the patient
breathe through the nose and so save the
throat from all irritants.

—Madame Patti has uttered some strong
convictions on the effect of alcoholic liguors
on the human voice. She thinks any one
who aspires to success as a vocalist should
be a total abstainer. She says: *‘ Alcoholic
stimulants of any kind tend to irritate the
throat, and should be eutirely abstained

from. Even light wines are no exception to |

this rule. Most people are familiar with the
hoarse voice of the hard drinker, and it is
often said of such an individual that he has
burnt his throat with drink. Even a mode-
rate use of alcohol may, therefore, tend to
make the voice husky.” Thus, all indica-
tions point to total abstinence.

Potato Bugs Stop a Train.

A New York despatch says: A colony of
potato bugs, on their way to Kansas, camped
for the night on Saturday last on the tracks
of the Sea Beach Railroad near Gravesend.
They were so numerous that, as they were
crushed, they made the rails slippery and
finally the train was brought to astand still.
Sand for the rails had to be brought from the
beach after the bugs had been dispossessed
before the train could proceed.

Sault Ste Maric Canal.

The * Soo” is now a region of much in-
terest and importance to the commerce and
the travel of Canada. Two short canals
connect Lake Superior with Lake Huron,
and one great railway crosses the falle.
Thus we have now a Canadian system of
navigation from the head of Lake Superior
down to the ocean. The new ““Soo” was a
heavy undertaking. It is 60 feet wide, 23
feet deep, and the lock is 900 feet long. The
cost is likely to reach $4,000,000.

Agricultural,

Transplanting Trees.

From the fact that so many transplanted
trees either die outright or drag along a mis-
erable existence for a ycar or two, it would
appear that there isa widespread misconcep-
tion as to the proper care to be exercised in
transplanting. It is a pommon practice to
tear a tree up somewhat roughly, breaking
off the fine roots that are the most needed
by the tree, and cutting off the big roote,
because it is too much work to follow them
out on their trips—and then to attempt to
equalize matters by savagely cutting off the
branches, leaving little but the stem of
the tree, and even that usually has its top
cut off. This seems to me considerably like
{aking out one of a man’s lungs becauss his
supply of air is to be cut off presently! A
judicious pruning of a transplanted tree is
all right and proper, but such slaughter as
is usually made of the limbs and the top of
the trunk, is to my mind a very foolish pro-
ceeding. A much better plan is to exercise
more care and effort in taking up the tree,
taking up a big bunch of earth with the fine
roots undisturbed. It is the fine rootlets
that feed the tree, and it is the loss of these
that so often causes the tree to die after
transplanting. The forcible removal of a
tree from the ground is ulmost sure to tear
off all these rootlets. It is best to begin
some distance out from the tree, and to cut
the turf carefully around it, digging down
with caution so as not to cut off any impor-
tant roots. When these ars found they
should be followed out for a considerable
distance and locsened from the soil. The
most important care however isin getting up
a big ball of earth with the tree, and this is
accomplished by digging down about and
under the tree. This rcquires some work,
but if & tree is worth transplanting it is
worth while Lo make some effort to give it a
good start in its new location.

Before being taken away, however, it will
be well to wrap the ball of earth in old bur-
lap to keep the earth from shaking off and
disturbing the small roots.

After the loose earth has been carefully
packed in about all the exposed roots, a gen-
erous coat of mulch should be applied, and
some pruning of the top made but not a
severe pruning by any means. Whatever
wood is removed should be in the line of
giving the tree a well proportioned head.
Transplanted in this way trees ought to live
and grow thrifty, and my experience has
been that they will do so.

Choice Farm Butter.

Good butter must not only look well aod
be firm but it must taste well. To secure
this good taste is one of the most difficult
tasks of butter making. Milk in allits forms
is one of the most susceptible substances to
taints and odors. It issweetand wholesome
as it comes from the healthy cow, and to
make food butter it must be kept so. The
cow stables should be cleaned and well aired,
so as to be free from odors of mold and de-
caying manure. The cow’s coat and udder
should be cleaned before nilking, and the
milker’s hands and clothing should be in a
civilized gondition. The tin milk bucket
should have besn sconred, scalded, and, if
possible, sunned before its daiiy use. The
teats should be milked with dry hands, and
all possible dust should be kept out of the
milk. Some dairymen cover the pail witha
tin-banded wire gauze sieve. which catches
the foam and dust particles as the milk par-
ticles is conducted through it. Hurry the
milk from the stable to the house or cellar
and immediately set in for creaming in the
cleanest of pans, which should be treated as
carefully as the milk buckets. Cool the
milk as soon as possible by aerating, setting
in a stream of cold water, or even by cool
air in a well ventilated place. As soon as
the animal heat is removed the vessels may
be covered with clean tin covers; wood ab
sorbs taints so readiy that it should be used
as little as possible in butter-making. The
wooden churns, bowls and ladles which must
be used must be most thoroughly soaked
with boiling water, and then disinfected
with plenty of sunshine and pure air. A
little washing or baking soda ia the boiling
water will help to keep things sweet in
cloudy weather. The can that isto bold the
cream will need the most attention, as it is
desirable to keep the batch sweet as possible
in order to have large uniform churnings.
If the butter cannot be used or sold within
two weeks after it is made, it should be well
packed, keeping the butter in each tub as
uniform as possible.
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The Horn Fly.

SURE AND SIMPLE REMEDY.

Mr. J. Robertson, of Marshfield, one of
the leading farmers and dairyman of Queen's
County, informs us of a simple remedy for
the pest—the horn-fly. Get some tobacco-
leaf and place it in water, allowing it to
soak for some time, or until the water be-
comes strong. Then take the tobacco water
and rub it over the cattle. The horn-fly
will trouble them no more.

Wateh the Young Trees.

When a young tree does not grow and the
"saves are yellowish instead of green, dig
down to the roots and endeavor to discover
if some insect or parasite is not working
underground. Then dig away plenty of dirt
and drench the roots with strong soapsuds,
to which should be added a few pounds of
unleached wood ashes, or put the ashes in
after drenching the roots. It willnotinjure
the tree, and may prove a great benefit.

__1f stable manure is to be composted, a
covering of soil over the heap will save it
from loss of ammonia. A very thin covering
is required. Clay or mould is best. Either
has a large capacity for absorbing ammonia.
Most farmers cover the heaps too thickly.
As this earth in turniog the heaps will be
mixed with manure, it makes the manure
bulky in proportion to its plant food. There
is no object in carrying a large amount of
earth to the fields, as it will cost more to
handle it than it will be worth as a fertilizer.
