W. W. Pickup, Fsq., Warden of
Municipality of Annapolis Co.
Sir:—

I beg leave to submit the
report as Health Officer for
year:

The County has again bheen very free
of infectious and contagions diseases,
and except for a slight outbreak of
diphtheria at Granville Fery in Feb-
ruary, and one case at Middleton in
November we have ba:a remnvkably
frec of the severer apidemic discases.
In both the above places prianpt
measures werg taken by the luesl
Boards of Health and epidemics ‘were
prevented and the disease conlined in
both cases to the houses where it
originated and the communities given
little inconvenience from the outbreak.

The experience of these places shows
that it is very essential that our lo-
cal boards ‘of health, of which the
Councillor of each ward is chairman,
should meet and organize and be pre-
pared for a sudden outbreak of a con-
tagious disease. This is particularly
important for all villages and towns
where the greatest injury and incon-
vendenca is done by epidemics. A code
of regulations similar to thos¢ uscd
by incorporated towns could be adop-
ted, and when once adopted and a
copy filed with the Provincial Secre-
tary, have the fcrce of law.

As we are still without a law requir-
ing the registration of dcaths, 1 have
endeavored during the past year to
collect as far as possible the number
of deaths and cause of death. I have
tried to get this information in most
cases from undertakcrs, but my efforts
have only becn partially successful.

0Of 190 deaths reported, nearly 25 per
cent. resulted from pneumonia, and
about 20 per cent. from consumption.
The large number from pueumonia is
partly made up of old persons; as
nine-tenths of those past 76 are said
{0 die of pneumonia. Taking the aged
from this list, 1 don’t think the death
rate from this discasc is particularly
high. _

The percentage from consumption is
sbout the average of the province and
Eastern States. These figures are of
little value of themselves, and are
only of use by way of comparison. It
is to be hoped that with the increascd
knowledge regarding the modes of in-
fection and the greater care on the
part of those exposed, regarding clean-
liness and disinfection, the large per
cent. of deaths from consumption can
be ereatly reduced during the next 10
Years;

1 would aguin like to remind our
people throughout the county of the
recessity of having houses disinfected
and thoroughly cleansed where cases
of consumption have been confined for
any length of time. This is now con-
sidered as very important by health
authorities everywhere, and in cities
and localities where it is strictly car-
ried out the death rate from this dis-
caso has becn considerably reduced.

1 shall be glad to give any assistance
or help possible {o any parties or lo-
cal boards of health that wish to have
a house or room of this description
cleansed, and will furnish any parties
unable to obtain proper disinfcctants
with the drugs necessary to cleanse a
room or parts of a house infected.

Of the eleven that died, .five were up-
wards of ninety years wf age, threc be-
tween scventy and eighty, and of the
other  thrce, consumption claimed one,
age 30, kidaey discase one, age 26,
and epilepsy one, age 29. These three
latter came to the Alms House in ad-
vanced stags of the diseases that
caused their deaths.

The general health of the inmates
bas been unusually good throughout
the ycar and the general condition of
this institution cannot but he satis-
factory and a cause of gratification to
your honorable hody, as to the whole
municipality.

With Mrs. Lowe, cleanliness has al-
ways been next to godlinéss and from
basament to garret the house has re-
ceived a fresh coat of paint ecach
spring and is kept scrupulously clean,
neat and well ventilated.

The returns from the farm show that
Mr. Lowe has harvested one of the
best, if not the best crop ever taken
from the place. This has Leen done
with the assistance of the inmates
alone, as not a day of exira labor has
been cmployed. The farm work, which
has not bcen exacting or hard, has
kept tho men healthy and robust, and
the interest they all take in the work
cannot be other than beneficial to
them.

Each year Mrs. Lowe has increased
the extent of the flower garden, until
it is now second to mone in the coun-
ty for beauty and variety. In this
work she is assisted by hoth male and
female inmates, old and young, and
all manifest much interest and pride in
its gayety during the summer months.

During the year two patients were
sent home on trial, but both came
back after a few weeks absence.

The general health at this institu-
tion has also been good and there has
Leen very little sickness throughout the
year. In June Miss Ftter, who had
been supt for the previous four years,
resigned and was  succceded by the
present supt. and matron, Mr, and
Mrs. Hiltz, Both have spent several
3 caring for insame at the Nova
Scotia Hospital and their record at
the county asylum for ihe past eix
months proves that your committee
was hoth wise and fortunate in their
choice. Mr. Hiltz gives every attem-
tion to the work, and has paid par-
ticular attention to the ventilation of
the wards and corridors. Many im-
provements have also berm made in
various parts of the buildiay of mincr
importance, vet showing that both Mr.
and Mrs. Hiltz take a deep interest in
their work and are rendvring the coun-
ty a faithful service. Soon after as-
suming charge Mr, Hiliz found the pa-
tients -wire often annoyed or unduly
excited sy people passing along the
road, and to prevent this he has set
the front fence back parallel with the
front of the building, so the inmates
will no longer be near the street.
There are in the asylum a number
of men that should do work on the
farm, and could do a good lot if there
was enough help to oversee them and
prevent their running away. Further
than this, we have no suggestions to
make. We have overy reason for say-
ing we believe ‘this institution is the
best equipped and the best managed
county asylum in the province.

Steamboat Men Protest.

Boston, Jan. 7.—“Why Secretary
Shaw and the United States govern-
ment compel passengers by steamships
from the provinces to Boston to de-
clars themselves, and to permit those
who come from the Dominion by rail
to land without a dcclaration, I can-
not understand,” said Scerctary Pres-
ton of the Chamber of Commerce last
night in an interview with the Post
reporter.,

“The act of declaration
been in effect since Dec.

has only
2, and we
propose to send three membecs of the
chamber to Washington to protest
against the law. The maiter could not
have been thoroughly understood at
Washington, or Secretary Shaw would
never have allowed the law pass
under his hands. We will endeavor to
have the law repealed.”

J. F. Masters, superintendent of the
Dominion Atlantic line, says that the
company has had more protests in the
last month from passengers- who have
landed from their steamers than ever
befora in the history of the line.

“The first intimation of the law that
we knew of,” he continucd, ‘“was when
the custom house officers boarded one
of our boats on Dec. 13, and told the
captain that every passenger must de-
clare himself hefore he landed. This
was done, but whyv the law should dis-

to

tinguish between the stecamship compa-
nies and the railroads coming in from
the provinces I canpot understand.

“Our steamers generally get into the
wharf at 10 in the morning during the
summer, and are scheduled to depart
at 2 p. m. Under the new bill this
time of leaving will he a great unces-
tainty, and in consequence the com-
pany will lose a great deal of money.

“This, however, is not our main con-
tention. We claim that if the bill is
allowed 'to stand, the summer tourists
who usually take the boats to the
provinces, and who expect to be sub-
jected to the rule of declaration, will
take the railroad and escape all the
trouble.

“This, we claim, is not right, and
we will send a committee of three re-
presentatives of the steamship compa-
nies to Washington, together with the
committee from thce Chamber of Com-
and I trust that Secretary
Shaw will look the case over careful-
ly and give us back the old law.

Latest Report from the East.

St. Petersburg, January- i8.—The As-
sociated Press corespondent, on high
authority, is able to give the followr
as the present status of the negotia-
tions between Russia and Japam:

Russia recognizes Japan's pr. domina-
tion in Korea, amd Japan recognizes
Russia’s special position in Manchuria.
Thers ara two main questions still &t
issue—the Russian demand for a neu-
tral zone on the Korean side of the
Yalu River, which Japan met with a
proposal for the similar neutral stxip
on the Manchurian side. Japan also
asks for certain guaraniees covering
Manchuria, which Russia thus far hes
declined to grant.

There is a strong indication that,
through the Czar’s persomal acts, the
peace party is complete in the ascen-
dant. M, Bezobrazoff, the head of the
party, has gone abroad. Foreign Min-
ister Lamsdorfi is now completely re-
habilated and Viceroy Alexief has
been made subservient to the foreign
office in the Russo-Japamese negctia-
‘tions under the Czar’s direction 88 a
very hopeful “sign. Another strong
influence on the side of peace has
been the attitude of M. White, presi-
dent of the council of state. At the
recent| meetings of the conncil M. White
pointed out the disastrous conse-
quences of war to Russia and especial-
ly industrially. It is predicted that if
peace prevails M. White again will be-

come & great power im the government,

Jan. 9.~It wa, Zovered
to-day that two iron gates, “the exis-
tencs of which has not heen known to
the public and which were removed
from the Iroquois theatre after the
fire, played a deadly part in the de-
struction of life in the ill-fated play
house, Fire Inspector Fulkerson, who
knew of their existcnce, was not able
until to-day to obtain sworn evidence
cone:raing them.

To-day George N. Duzenbury, head
usher of ‘the theatre, admitted to Mr.
Fulkerson that these gates were placed
one across an exit from the first gal-
lery, and the other across an exit
from the second gallery. Both gates
with padiocks,
and were never, at any performance,
unlocked until after the second act of
the play. On the day of the fire the
act had not been completed
when the catastrophe occurred, and
the gates were still standing. They
were so strong that the firemen were
not able to batter them down with
axes after the fire, .and to the frenzied
safety through
thesa exits, they were absolutely im-
penetrable.

A meeting of the relatives of people
who were lost in the fire was held thig
afternoon to agrea upon ceriain action
toward establishing responsibility for
the fire, and for accomplishing the
punishment of the people who should
be found guilty of criminal negligence,
It was held at the office of Arthur E,
Full, whose wife and three children
perished in the fire. A committee of
five was appointed o arrange for a
larger meeting to be held Wednesday
