Investigation.
Gompetition From Europe in Home Markets
Must be Forestalled.
Some Facts and Figures.

XPORT business sibility for Canadian piano
manntacturers is of sueh vital importanee that it
warrants the serious investigation of the manufacturers,
whether acting as a body or as individual firms, 1t is
not sufticient to dismiss the subjeet with a mere ejacnla
tion of “*impossible™ i those mgaged in the manutac

ture of pianos and players are ambitions to extend he
youd the confines of theip present anarket,  But even
more serious than the extension of the market is the ne
cossity of inereasing the output so that prices can In
kept to a level below which foreign competition cannot
deseend.  The tervible conflict now e
ropie has only deferred the day when Canadian plano
manufacturers will have to face ontside competition, 1t
is no seeret that German and  Austeian firms had
thoroughly familiavized themselves with this market 's
vequirements and conditions. 1t is also vo seerot that
British firms were simply waiting until the time had
arvived when Canadian business made it worth while
to produee for this market the class of goods this market
demanded.  That time may yot arvive.  This generation
of Canadians have seen their country advertised in all
the countries of the world as never hefore in history, hut
it must be remembered that the magnitude of her im
ports is what has interested other countries most

“This can be done, in large part, hy the develop-
ment of every possible Canadian resouree, and particu-
larly by demanding Canadian-made produects and Cana-
dian-made goods in the course of our daily life,

“Buyers all over Canada can do much to check the
incoming flood of foreign-made goods. Now is the time
to remember that every dollar saved to Canada is a
dollar earned for (‘anada.

“Every manufacturer and merchant should lay down
this policy for his purchasing department to-day. This
is his first duty in the matter,

*“Architects, builders and contractors can, if they
will. keep thousands of Canadian workmen employed hy
specifying Canadian-made wmaterials in their building
specifications.

“Other professional men can add to their own in-
comes by ensuring the prosperity of their clients through
purchase of home products.

“Governments and Municipal Authorities all over
Canada have it in their hands to divert a tremendous
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volume of business to Canadian factories, and surely it
I8 wise as well as patriotic to give our own workmen the
cuiployment so that they will not hecome in any way a
charge upon the community.

“The demand to-morrow all over Canada for Cana-
dian-made goods wonld change, as if by magic, the pre-
sent depression into immediate prosperity.

“Here, then, is a ready-to-hand, practical, sensible
and profitable way for us, all of us, to make and keep
Canada prosperous.””’

Trade and the Future.

O be cheerful when business is Just the way a man
wants it to he is no indication of courage.  The
test is right now when weeks of dull trade and poor col-
lections  have preceded, and when vague uncertainty
fathers a fear that submerges the knowledge that this
country is in better shape than any other nation under
the sun to withstand the strain put upon its commerce,
Piano business has been, and at present writing is
quiet.  There is no denying the fact that the aggregate
husiness is away helow the normal output of the plants,
It is equally teae that the stocks in the hands of retailers
have been veduced to a minimum, and it is no wild g
to say that there will he a seramble for goods before
Christmas.

It is unfortunate that so many rvetailers, not only in
the piano business, but in every other line, have fully
and freely fallen in with the ides that people are out of
the market for anything they would ordinarily need,
although it is true that husiness ceonomies are heing
practiced without thonght of the consequences, hut there
is still wealth in the country that will later he put into
cirenlation in the form of specic.  The same old suit,
shoes, hat, dress, harness, plough, stove, chairs, varpet,
ete. cannot be used indefinitely, and with the old back-
bone of the country,—the farmer—limbering up a little
as he markets the results of this year's labors at, to
him, heart-gladdening prices, the effect should be first
felt among local merchants, the wave gradually widen-
ing out to embrace all lines of industry.

The talking machine business, too, has developed an
effeet that is only a most convineing evidence of the im-
portance of that line of business.  That it has received a
temporary check shows that the industry has acquired
sufficient bulk to he in the way of a slump and receive
some bumps from it. Perhaps he is entirely governed hy
a supreme optimism, hut the talking machine whole.
saler who said that he expected to he operating  his
shipping room at nights for Christmas trade spoke not
without reason, for he had in mind that a fear of no-
body knows what stampeded many dealers into lotting
their stocks reduce to almost the vanishing point

TIH'Z sentiment represented by the above three words

will receive an impetus through the deplorable

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PIANO TUNING, AN OCCUPATION FOR THE
BLIND, AND HOW TO MAKE IT ONE OF
THE MOST SUCCESSFUL.

By Philip E. Layton, Montreal.

A paper vead before the International
Conference for the Blind, beld vecontly in

London, England.
HE Paris Institute for the Blind, that wonderful
pioneer institution that gave the world the Braille
system, has the honor, as s we know, of first intro
ducing piano tuning as a profession for the Mind about
the year 1830

It would be a sheer waste of time for me to say hut
very little as regards the practivability of piano tuning
a8 profession for the sightless,  The Wind everywhere
have fally demonstrated their efficiency in this art

Why piane tuning is specially adapted 1o sightless
men s, that it is a work that appeals to the ear rather
than the exve. Throngh nee ssity, the sense of hearing
hecomes very acnte and acenrvate with the blind, henee

the reason why they hecome so proficient as tuners,

Again, there is sueh a great demand for piano tuners
onaccount of most people possessing a piano, there he
ing probubly in Great Britain alone forty thousand of
these instruments sold annually,

Although there is, of course, muel competition in the
profession, still it is not so great as with plano feachers

A strong veason in favor of piano tuning as an oe
enpation for sightless men is that people are not as o
rile: prejudiced against hlind tuners, hut, on the con
trary, have the utmost confidence in them

Some of the most  famous piano  manufactnrers
specinlly employ a blind tuner to sy the last word to on
instrument b it leaves the factory. A perfect tun-
ing weans sunshine to the piano, and this a blind man
can do better than his secing competitor,

Mr. Edward Allen, Divector of the Perkins Institute,
states in the “Outlook for the Blind," that he visited a
piano manufacturing firm in Germany cmploying thirty
blind tuners. 1, personally, know of severa] manufae
turers in Toronto who have from cight to ten tuners not
ing sight, while there are some who employ none
but blind tuners,

The demand for tuners is, and wil] he, greater than
ever, owing to the invention of the player pinno which
has made musicians of evervhody.  The silent piano is
now a thing of the past.

In my opinion piano tuners could often he employed
to advantage by organ manufacturers: although it might
not he possible for them to do the work inside the instrn
ment, they could certainly sit at  the keyboard  and
direet an ordinary mechanie to do this,

Our church and concert organs would then prohahly
be more evenly and seientifically tuned than they are at
the present time. | have heard of blind tuners who
wholly undertake to do this work, and there is a blind
French gentleman in Montreal who has heen sueeessully
repairving and tuning pipe organs for many yvears, Of

He must see to it that his hoots
well cleaned every day, Sometimes they will need cloan
ing two or theee times, e onght to e able to do this
work himself, s elothes must he well hrashed and his
linen spotlessly clean.  1f his eyes are disfigured  he
should wear dark glasses.

If the tuner has a little sight his diffi-ultios will he
greatly lessened, but this paper is written chiefly for
those who, like myself, are totally blind.

Every young man starting out in life to work up
lis own private tuning connection should be provided
with o guide, vither by his friends or hy the institution
i which he has heen teained.  In this way his progress
will Le wmore rvapid.

It probahly costs €400 to educate the av Age piano
tuner. This, of course, includes his maintenance and
general education; therefore, it does seem regrettable,
that for the suke of a few pounds, the institution should
allow him to drift and absolutely to sink into idleness and
wretehedness,

An intelligent boy can be of the utmost value to a
tuner in minor repairs,

It is quite surprising how quickly a lad learns to
this work, but when it is not possible for the tuner fo
have a guide, he must then strike out for himself, and
peg away until he can afford to pay for one,

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TRADE EVENTS AT LONDON.
Dealers wol all in favor of basis on which
they show at Western  Fair—Rolations
between Lowdon and St Thomas dealers
Piano paper as sconrity—ANecount of the
successful Fair
Gmm weather hrought out a large attendance at this
year's Western Fair, held in London.  In point
of erowds, number of entries, and the quality of exhibits

in all classes, the Fair was heyvond a doubt a remarkable
suceess.  London is an inland eity with the hest of farms
on every side, from which this season’s crops were hetter
than even those of 1913, That fact, together with the
noticeable improvement in the eity’s industrial outlook
is what the piano houses hase their confidence upon
They also believe that every veport of victory attending
the efforts of the Allies in Europe, spreads a new wave
of confidence among the buying publie

The decision to exhibit at the Fair this year under
the same conditions as formerly, was not unanimous
Other exhibitors not doing a pur le
on the grounds were given space upon the payment of
nominal entrance fee, whereas individual piano houses
pay as high as $33, the average heing $30. A movement
was begun to advise the Exhibition directors that unless
the piano men were allowed their hooths at the same

A visiting member of the St. Thomas trade brought
up in course of conversation the subject of the Nt
Thomas dealers joining the London Association In
dividual opinions have been expressed that in view of
the two cities heing so close, the gentlemen in both
places competing in the same tervitory, and the numeri
cal strength of the St. Thomas dealers, it would he to
the advantage of all concerned to have the London Deal
ers’ Association embrace the St. Thomas trade, It will
he remembered that at the annual banguet of the afore
mentioned organization, held last February, it was pro
posed to hold two of the meetings cach year at St
Thomas if the dealers of that centre hecome members of
the London Association

In a chat with the Journal representative, a London
piano dealer hrought up the subjeet of the hank's atti
tude to piano notes as seenrity.  Apropos of this topie
is the unmistakable terms employed by a Pittshurgh
piano man in championing the value of piano notes. He
affirms that *“ Piano paper is as good as the ordinary run
of paper aceepted hy the banks, and 1 so told a banker
the other day. 1 explained to him that when a piano
house does husiness on a conservative basis and requires
monthly payments that will enable a dealer to obtain
full payment within a reasonable length of time, that
the security is even better than much so-called gilt
edged paper aceepted by the hanks.  When a piano leaves
a store the proprietor has a mortgage on it until it is
paid for. 1f for any reason he is compelled to repossess
the instrument he can still sell it at a profit,

“Indeed T told the banker that T regard piano paper
as good as any in the country, and particularly the paper
of those dealers who do business on a conservative basis,
We make it a rule at this house to get 10 per cent, down
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as the fiest payment and then 315 per cent. a month in
installments, together with 6 per cent. interest nutil the
plano is paid for. When a customer wants to buy a

player piano we demand the same terms, hased on the
selling price of the instrument

“IF the enstomer is unable to pay that mueh on a
first-class instrument then we offer him a cheaper one,
and if then he cannot come to onr terms we do not want
the business. It is the safe and sane way of doing things.
We do not want nor do we aceept any $1 down and %1
a week business, It is business suicide to tey to run a
legitimate piano house on any such terms

“As the vesult of the care which we have exercised
in making sales our collections for the year have not
varied 2 per eent, This statement rather astounded the
hanker, but 1 could prove it to him. 1 showed him that
the piano business was in reality as safe
the hanking business when it is run conservatively, A
hank may make loans on a security to-day that will not
he worth very much to-morrow, but on a piano the value
wl if the d
piano he does not lose anything, provided he has made
a safe and sane deal at the beginning,  1t's the only way
to do husiness. 1 do not helieve that it will take very
much argnment to satisfy a banker that the average
piano house is a pretty good customer to do business
with

“In times of poor husiness 1 would much prefer to
have a lease ont on a piano in the hands of a man whose
salary is fixed at, say $35 to $50 a week, or whatever it
might be, than to hold the paper
men who work o
to allow their piano to be taken away from them if they
can at all save it, They will let other ereditors wait in
order to keep square with the piano house.  When |
speak of the salavied man I mean the man who is reason
ably sure of his position.  And in the piano husiness it
matters mueh just who you are selling to.  Piano dealers
should talk up the stability of the piano business more
than they do.”

R EQUESTING information upon the office of the cork

in the head-joint of a flute, an orehestra player was
told that “*The cork in the head-joint should never he
used for tuning purposes.  Its sole office is to place the
varions octaves in tune with cach ofher, Onee the correet
position is attained, it should always he placed in that
position; i.e.. approximately the distanee of the diametir
of the cork hack from the center of the  embouchure
(hlow-hole). In other words, if the dinmeter of the cork
is five-cighths of an inch, the end of the cork should he
about five-cighths of an ineh from the center of the
embonchure,  Always remove the cork when swahbing
out the flute after using, hoth for cleanliness and to
alleviate the danger of eracking, due to moisture settling
at this point.”

Record Approval Privilege Abused.

OIHHIN.\I,IA' intended as o husiness aceelerator, by

reason of heing a convenienee to the eustomer, send
ing out records on approval has hecome just the op
This customers™ privilege has developed into an
abuse, and one that is costly the dealer. A compari-
son of present sales to cortain customers with the sales
made to that customer during the first year or so that he
owned his machine will show that he is enjoying almost
all the good titles at the dealer’s expense. e oceasion-
ally buys a vecord for decency s sake. and on the strength
of that oceasional purchase many records are submitted
for approval and most of them returned.  The dealer
pays for the wreapping, delivering and ealling for the pre-
cords.  TTe stands the loss oceasioned by serateh to the
record, or the sale lost by veason of his stock heing de-
pleted by these records heing out.

It is casy to see that a retailer ean have several hun-
dred dollars worth of vecords in other hands all the
time, and this is an investment that in theory hrings good
rveturns, but in actual practice hrings loss.

It is diffienlt to formulate a hard and fast poliey as
to returns unless all the dealers in a city or community

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adopt a mutual basis, — In spite of the abuse there are
still customers with whom the approval basis is profitable.
The distanee of the customer from the store, or the cus.
tomer heing an invalid or a busy man, unable to spare
the time to visit the store, may be logitimate reasons for
sending vecords on approval, bt experience has shown
that & good salesman on the floor can make a greater
profit on his sales than is made from approval sales,

Records on Approval; What a New Yorker Thinks of It
HAT the pra

LOAF the customer is an invalid and cannot come to

A0 your store is uninviting, either hecause of loca-
tion or lack of interior comfort, and your customer—
particularly a lady—feels it incompatible with dignity
to condescend to trade at the store,

L 10 your customer is a busy business man, who
doesn’t mind spending money liberally, Tut who simply
cannot devote the time necessary to spend the money,

S 08 your customer is a millionaire—either near- o
multi-,

6. When delivering o machine hought by one person
and intended for another you might offer to send some
choice records for tey-out: but be careful to impress on
your customer that you do not make a regular practice
of doing this.

There may be one or two other instanees in which the
extenuating cirenmstances are sufficient to warrant “*on
approval™ delivery.

But ook the practice square in the face.  Ask your-
sell one or two pertinent questions.  Reeall a few in-
stancees in which good customers have been spoiled. After
that you may vote pro or con, just as you please.

1P you will turn over a few leaves of your ledger
(presuming that you have a number of charge accounts)
and compare the purchases of Mr. Jones or Mr, Brown
during last month and several months previous, you will
find that of late they have not hought liberally. Oh, yes!
There have heen quite a few charges, but somehow the
merchandise credits are nearly equal to the charges,
You will I that Mr. Jones was a dandy buyer when
he first started dealing with you, The love of new
records gripped him like an intermittent fever, e
needed a few records for Sunday, and a few more newer
ones when expecting company.  If the next holiday
happened to he Christmas, or Easter, you could count on
selling him $10 or $15 worth of selections appropriate to
the oceasion. Somehow or other it is a fact that now yon
get from Mr. Jones only $5 or $6 worth of business a
month—even less in some months,

Now, if Mr. Jones were to cease coming to the store
we would presume that he had either lost interest in the
talking machine or that he found the pace of buying new
records too strong to keep up with, or perhaps he had
gravitated to another dealer’s shop.  Nothing of the
kind! e still drops in to see you as usual. His en-
thusiasm has not waned an iota. Ile is enjoying more

difference: Iustead of paying for his concerts you fur-
nish the music free of charge.  You charge a bateh of
records to his aceount, deliver them, then you send for
the returns and issue u eredit memorandum.  He is
careful to keep a record or two, Just for deceney sake,
50 a8 to repay you for your trouble, and just so that you
don’t get wise to his scheme,

If you will wateh closely you will find that he usu-
ally wants a new set of records sent to his house on
Saturday, so that he can play them over on Sunday, or
on the eve of a holiday, or just in time to he played over
at a gathering of friends,

OF course the dealer is wise; or his hookkeeper or
clerks soon tip him off that there's nothing to it—that
Mr. Jones is using him for a good thing. One little ervor
in erediting the returns wipes out the profit,  In fact,
the value of the salesman’s time in making up the selee-
tion, the delivering, the hookke ping. ete, have in ad-
vanee dissipated the profit on Mr. Jones’ husiness. The
return of one record seratehed may nullify the whole
transaction.

Heve is where the dealer finds himself in o dilemma.
While realizing that he can never more expect 1o see
Mr. Jones’ money in denominations of fives, tens or
twenties, he finds it embarrassing to have to point out
to Mr. Jones that he no longer buys enough to make it
worth while catering to him.  The situation  hecomes
delicately complieated.  To continue the approval de-
liveries is irvitating.  On the other hand. to suggest to
the customer that the privilege must he withdewn is
tantamount to inviting him to transter his patronage
elsewhere. For that is just what happens usually.

The “*approval”” game (1 here speak from knowledge
local to New York City and vieinity ) is being played
overtime,  After heing turned down by one dealer they
drift to another, and then to still another, in each cuse
asking for records charged on approval without even
thinking it necessary to first establish their eredit re
sponsibility,

As a test of the value of such prospective customers
let the dealer submit to them two propositions: First,
unless the eredit is heyond question, cash should he paid
for the records. Second, the eustomer must agree to
keep positively a certain proportion of the records sub-
mitted—say one-half, or not less than one-third. In that
case you will know in advance that you are not to he
played for a sucker.

Usually there are too many eritics at home passing
on each record. If yon are not there to influence the
choice of a selection you lose the opportunity of making
a sale. Although | believe firmly in having harmony in
the home, a salesman will find it easicr and more profit-
able to suit with different records the individual taste of
cach member of the household. 1f you leave it to them
the vote will never be unanimous, and so long as they
save money by rejecting, the noes will always win.

If you feel that you must go after the record husi-
ness hy serving the customer at his home, then lot your
representative preside at the demonstration.

Leaving with a number of customers sets of the new
monthly records is detrimental to the hest interests of
your record stock.  First of all, you are obliged to order
too many of certain selections that prove to be poor
sellers—records that eventually drift back to the store
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amd help to pile up an unnceessarily heavy stock of
surplus,

Sending out a package of cortain selections on up
proval for a few days means to some dealers that these
numbers will be out of stock until the dealer finds out
which are sold and should he replaced : or they are pre-
ordered at onee and the stock doubled when the others
ack.

The dealer who indiseriminately sends records ont
onapproval eventually gets the reputation of selling
WOrn recor He s not present at the eustomer’s home
to see whether his records have heen played over onee,

However, all the foregoing objections would e swept
away automatically it the approval practice were profit-
able.

Six Jots of records submitted on approval will not
sell as mueh goods us o good sulesman can sell the same
customer in one sitting in the store,

Too Many Titles.

ECAUSE the catalogue way list more records than

the vetailer can profital Iy stock is not exaetly just

canse for complaint of the extent of the catalogue,  The

tastes of Canada’s people from Prinee Edward Island

to British Columbia are very diversified, and to cater to

these diversified requirements naturally wmeans a very
long list of titles,

The vetailer in the small place necessarily gives the
matter of ordering vecords greater thought than the re-
tailer in the lurge city, who can dispose of a greater
variety of titles, and with whom a fow dozen records
more or less is not serious,

The book merchant does not handle all the hooks
printed, the intelligent sheet musie dealer does not stock
a tithe of the musie published, nor is the talking machine
dealer forced to stock everything that comes ont, The
dealer in the small place has the advantage of heing able
to more carefully inventory the demand of his eustom-
ers. e gets to know their tastes and he can appreciate
the influence of the records in one home upon other
homes.  In ordering records he must be guided by his
personal likes and dislikes, he must consider the eata-
logue from the standpoint of the eustomer,

Furthermore, if the retailer upon inspecting  the,

stock on his shelves finds an aceumulation of slow mov-
ers, he need not at once decide that they are hopeless,
By bringing them to the front they may he readily sale-
able. It is interesting to note that the song the British
soldiers are singing is not a new one, but a *“dead’’ one
revived.  There are many thousands of records hidden
away on retailers’ shelves all over the country that only
need a little prominence to get them moving,

A forest fire had started on Sun-
day. the 13th, and had virtually wiped out the town,

“Mr. Waitt returned to Vietoria, and here, in 1892,
he was ealled to his rest, leaving—after thirty yvears of
residence in British Columbia—a province-wide reputa-
tion for absolute integrity, fair-mindedness and kindli-
ness and a husiness establishment reared strongly upon
the foundation of honor—‘a house huilt upon a rock.”
