as the Sea of Tiberias and Gcnnesareth ;
ant inl the Old Testament as the Sea of~
Cliennerctli. li is about thirteen miles
in longth, and six in brcadth; and is
fornicd byýtlîe Jordan, wlîich traverses it
front north to South, and then flows on tu
the Dead Sea, sixty miles South. In
many respects a grat chane lias Laere
taken place since the tinie of Christ.
Then tii. ahores werc filid by a teeming
population; towns and villages crowded
thc batiks, and boats swarmed on the wa-
térs. Now the only rcmaining town i,-
Tiberias, a city in ruins, containing about
two tlîousand inhabitants,. and wretched
and filthy to the lut degree. Instead of
a large fleet of fishing boatr' only ont
vessel eau' now be found on' its waters.
The round hbis th8t corne boldly mlown to,
the son are now bare of trees; mnd though
colerca 'with a dolightful verdure aftcr
the winter raina, bccomne parched and cde-
soate under the suminer suni. The lake
lias embosoined in a deep basin, more
t.hau three litindred feet below the level
of the M-Nctitcrrancan, and cnclosed on ail
asides, except near the inlet and outlet of
the Jordan, by hill that risc Btceply huit-
dredaq of feet in height; while in the
back grounid on the east aide are matin-
tains a tlaousand feet high. The range
