A thorough student of cows can often tell
much about the dairy capacity of a
strange animal by a study of her exterior
points.

Yet this tﬂm is
not, by any means, ubsolutel{ reliable as
acow indicator. na well-kngwn Hol-
stein herd recently, the writer picked out
a cow with nearly petfect dairy marks.
She had tho wide, blocky body, immenso
paunch, great ndder and milk veins that
we aro told to look for. Beside her,
stood a long-leggred, raw-boned cow with
a commrativcl{ small udder. Few
strangers would take this cow for a
superior animal, yet wo saw them milked,
and, under unfavorable conditions, the
long-leﬁgcé <ow gave considerably moro
milk than her companion, Nine men
outof ten would have picked out the first
cow as the better animal—knowing no-
thing of her pedigree  The instant that
was examined, however, the valuo of the
cow was seen. Father, mother and
graudparents were perfect milk mach-
incs. This cow could not help making
milk~no matter what ler shape might
bo! This is but ono illustration of the
advantago of breeding, nt least a part of,
our own dairy stock. ‘The whole story
of tha cow is not printed on her hide and
horns. What she has inside the_hido
was put thero by her ancestors. If wo
know them thoronghly, wo know their
daughtcr and what she can do, and that
is the only way to know her.

THERE arce some timely obseitations
on drain outlets in the Agraculturest by
Robert Lewiston,

The outlets arc the most difficult
things to arrange in dizinng.  Ther

number nust bo a e, which
points to the demrabalizy of laige diam-
age systems.  Thus, however, must not
be carried too far, as where a long reach
.of pipes of large diameter could bo saved
by an extea outlet, or whero there aro
quicksands or many springs.  Whero
wood is used for tho ontlets, oak or pine
is preferable ; and all the material after
sawmg and }ﬂmnngshouhl Ye given two
good coats of hot cool tay, or its equivals
cut, beforo nauling together. Fig. 1 and
2arc wooden ontlets without gratings.
Tho height insido should equal the in-
teinal diamcter of tho pipo; the width
inside need not bo so great unless theve
is u fixed gratng . 810 lllofipo boro wall
usially suffice, With fixed gaating, tho
outlet tiunk may have aninne diameter
equal to tho outer of tho _collecting pipe.
Small strips keep the end of the pipes in
ilace, as shownin Fig, 8 and 4, an

ecp the level of the outlet-tiunk even
with that of the collector, it should have
o short projection (say two inches) asin
Fig. 2 and’5, on which tho latter can
rest: but the sides and top of the trunk
should butt squaiely against the p.po
end. The tiunk should be about forty
to sixty inches long, except in case of
marshy or easily shifting soil, or of risky
stream banks, when fifteen to twenty
feet may be necessary. Under tho rear
end nail a projecting cross strip to pre-
ventd:srlncumem m tunae of hugh water
or flood, Fig. 1 and 2.
