l ber af unserupulous persons who -carry on a busi-

uess which, when exposed, is seen to bie what is popular-
Iy termed- a skin game, The stationery trade is no ex-
ception te this eneral rule. Whether or not it he that
there are speeial oppartunities for those without. a con-
seionce o operate in this line remmins to be seen. At
any rate it is a sad {act that every month, -every week,
and- somelimes for a period, every day shows up some
frandalent scheme. Merchants  complain of being dis~

Joaestly  dealt  with by sertain parties. In very few

enses can  anything be done to foree these parfies to
make reparation te the one they have duped. The law
cannot readddy get at them so slippery are they. Secn
in ane aty thi~ month with some scheme which brings
cnormens -profit to themselves and- loss to the one taken
in, the [ollowing month Afinds them in another centre
with a new mame and 1 new scheme.

The second letter nrges the point strongly, and appeals
to the merchant as an experienced business man, asking
it he ean afford to pass such a baigain, with other com~
plimentary remarks-on his-business sagarity. Thoze-who
have not learned, too often, are induced to order in this
way. In a few days they reecive -their shipment, and
when the goods are opened up the merchant finds he has
been duped. Tle has -dealt with an unrelinble concern.
But it does not stop here. The goods are sold -eventu-
ally, but the sales result in dissatisfied customers, cus-
tomers who may, perhaps, not come back. And all this
contes of dealing with utteily unknown, unreliable and
unsernpulous firms.

As stafed before, there seems ta be no remedy -exeept
the school of experience. If some merchants will persist
in trading in “bargains™ with unknown and unheard. of
firms, why they will have to suffer. But surely it -were
better to stick to some firms-known to you through-per
Japs years-of honest dealing~than-to skip-from-one -honss
to ahother in a state of uncertainty ax to whether you-
ate being honestly dealt with or not.

Now the
merchant who would court success must éavry a- stock
that runs“into many thousands of dollars, and he must
also be able to-pay cash forit. Competition- forces him
into a mueh different system from that which used- to
answer his purpose, Department stores, perhaps, -eut
intg ‘his business to a greater or lesser extent, and he
must fight them. Ilis neighbor is able to sell for cash
entirely, while he finds it necessary to extend a great
deal of credit.

best trade.

The 1906 offerings are simpler, 1f anytiung, than last
year's produet.  Last year there was a tendeney to in
troduce  what  might be termed “freak’ boxes.  Odd
shapes, with mimerous drawers and other contrivanees,
were shown.  This year 1t would appear as af more at-
tention has  been directed to beautifying the standard
shapes. By this it is not meant that there are no novel
shapes, but that there are fewer of them.

In decoration, holly is, of course, the prime favorite.
ft always lends itsell to attractive purposes and is al:
wavs appropriate.  The colors are artistie and showy at
one and the same time.

Floral decorations  are  alwavs in order.  Violets,
daisies, carnations and lilaex are the favorites. Female
heads are also used to advantage. On the juvenile boxes
pictures are frequently introduced. .

Sabrie papers are nsed almost exelusively for filling.
The voguesof this style of paper continues unchecked, and
apparently there will be no cesation in the demand for
it for some time to come. In emvelopes there is an ab-
senco of novelty, the wallet-flap continuing in favor.

AN INEFFPIC'ENT SERVICE.

URING the past two wecks complaints have been
heard in many quarters of the failure of the ex-

press companies to deliver consignments of goods expe-
ditiously. No doubl the companies have had their hands
full carrying the fruit ciop, but by this time they should

know how to deal with that problem. 1t is not a good
reason to adduce for a failute to live up to their con-

tract. When a shipment is delivered to an express com-
pany and payment is made, the company is under an obli-
gation to carry that shipmen{ at once to its destination.

During the past two weeks school openings have been
held and goods have been ordered in a hurry, oftentimes
by telephone or telegraph. Wholesalers have done  their
part and delivered the goods promptly to the express
companics, expeeting that the shipments would go through
by first train. That the carriers did not do their duty
was evidenced by the deluge of letters, telegrams and
messages received by the wholesalers, asking why goods
were not shipped. In towns, where competition is keen,
it can readily be understood how aggravating the delay
would be.

The express compames will have to improve matters
in their own interests. Their existence depends Targely on
promptness, and unless they can be depended on to for-
ward shipments at once, shppers will have 1o look {or a
more expeditious carner,

A noticeable feature this 1Mall is the number of Can-
adian books announced,  We will not refer to them at
any length, as particulars will be found eclsewhere, but
we would urge bookscllers to pay special attention to
them. There arve cnough to make a good showing at
any rate. and this will enable dealers to specializo on
them. A Canadian table or 1 Canadian window or a
Canadian corner, is worth trying, and we feel sure that
publishers will give every assistanee to thase hookselers
who evinee a desire to make special displays,

There are several particularly strong books this IPalt,
which will soon find places among the best sellers. The
publication of books by Ralph Connor, Sir A. Conan
Doyle, Marie Corelli and Charles G. D. Roberts, are al-
ways events in the book world. Each of these authors
has a novel ready this Toall.

Though fiction makes up the wreater portion of the
list, yet works of a more serious nature have by no
means been neglected, and we find many handsome art
books, hooks of deseription and teavel, gift books, ote.,
ready {or the holiday trade.

THE STEADY METEOD OF MERCHANDIZING.

HE merchant who adopts a policy that is calculated
to give him a high standing as to reliability—and
the term embraces a good many essential qualitics—is on
the voad that will lead him to suceess, with the great
est amount of satisfaetion and the fewest number of groy
hairs.  And this brings us to the conelusion that the
steady micthod of merchandizing is the bhest.  The direct
result is the acquirement of a reputation, which repre
sents that clement in a business known as good will, and
which, if given a capital value, would show big divi
dends.

On the other hand we have the man who ereets his
business structure upon the uncertain foundation of
“scare” sales—-the term “‘scare’ is borrowed from dailv
newspaper vocabulary, in which it is applied to head
lines of the blatant, sensational variety. He may build
high—and, doubtless, often does--but at no time has he
acquired any standing with the public that has an ap
preciably quality of permancney about it. e holds his
trade just so long as he continues to hand out bargains,
and loses it just so soon as somcone steps in with a lit
te better bargain proposition than he has been offering.
Cheap prices, not quaiity at commensurate values, form
the keynote of his advertising, and the only way ’in
which he can get the people into his store is by always
having bargains to hold out as an attractive force. When
reliable goods are desired, and quality i~ the paramount
consideration, the stores that have applied themselves to
the up-building of reputations for uniform reliability et
the trade.

The Metropolis deserted—A word to British Publishers—
Plans for our October Number —Some
Early Announcements.

ROM the tetailers” point of view, this time of year,
coming, os it does, between the close of Summer
trade and the commencement of Autuma, mnst al
ways be a dull one.  As a matter of fact the eaxodus of
townsfolk to scasude and countiy resorts continues un
abated  In fact, the advent of the shooting season
brings round agasn the annual rush of sportsmen and
their fricnds to the northern moors and mountains. For
some little while the metropolis will remamn deserted by
its wealthier citizens. When that little wlile has claps
ed, London will gradually 6l up azain, and trade will
assumie an aspeet busier, one  must hope, than it has
been in the past.

Without being pessimistic, one must admit that the
retail trade has not been all that could have been wished
during the first  hall of the vear. Weather conditions
were for a long time the shopman’s most determined
enemy, and it was only when the holiday season was at
hand, and the first holiday makers were taking their de-
parture from town, that sunny days and cloudless skies
prevailed. When folks comnienced to go away, the shop-
man witnessed  adeal shopping conditions.  Ever  sinee
then there has been an almost unbreken succession  of
bright. sunny wecks, and one can only hope that this
state of weather will continue until the Autumn season,
now fast approaching, will open up again.

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SHOW CARD WRITING

BY CRATITSMAN.

HE alphabet in first illustration was lettered in five
and one-half  minutes with a No. 7 brush in 1)-
inch squares. Thiv class of single-stroke lettering
15 much used by dry goods stoves w large cities, where
cards are not only changed cach day, but also often dut-
mg the day. Consequently rapidity 1s very essential.
Your paint should be somewhat heavy for this work,
thercfore if you use lotterine do not mix it with water.
When you make the letter “H' slant the side lines a
triflc outward at the bottom. ‘T'his hides mauny imper-
fections which in the dquare 11" aro instantly notice-
able. After using the No. 7 brush make the entite lesson
with a No. 5 brush in l-inch spaces, always keeping your
brush filled with thick paint. Now, with the No. 11
‘brush, write the letters in 2-nch spaces, then 3J-inches
high. This practice will make all of the following
brushwork comparvatively casy.

mounted on wooden {rames ealled “steainers.””  For hall
sheets the frames are usually made of pine wood, § x 1
meh.  For whole sheets the frames are 2 inches wide and
1 inch thick. The frames should be neatly mitred at thie
corners, and fastened with solid round wire nails.  One
side of the frame  should  be smeared with glue, which
should be left exposed at least five minutes.

Now run a thin laver of glue about onehall or one
inch around the card, leaving it exposed to the air about
five minutes, then place it on the frame. The glue will
have become tacky, and the card will readily stick. Take
a clean rag and spread the card smoothly on the frame.
The cardboard should lirst be moistened on the side
which is to be glued down. Take a sponge or rag; wet it
<o that it ix thoroughly seaked; gently squeeze out all
the superfluous water and moisten the entite back sur-
face of the card. Ten to twenty frames can be piled one
on top of the other in this way. Some heavy straps of
iron, marble slabs, or boards on which any heavy object
may be placed, may be put on the top frame, and should
