TH E FEBRUARY BANK STATEMENT.
While we do not turn to the bank statement for Feb.

tuary with hope of finding much matter for comment,
yet every month's return lias soie features, even in the
dullest times, of more or less interest. February, prac-
tically, is the first month of a new year in banking.
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It rarely fails to afford some evidence of different con-
ditions being at work, to those which have been domin-
ant for some time past. It can hardly be said that in
February the rivers of commerce are again free, but
wherever the ice remains it is full of rifts ; "low water
mark" has been touched, and the tide, though sluggish,
is turning.

It must be admitted that in the two most significant
items which indica te the activity or dullness of trade-
circulation and discounts-the returns for last Febru-
ary are a sorry sight. The average circulation in that
mnonth for the previous five years was, $31,970,000, be-
low which the note issues this year fell, $3,155,000, and
five millions below the figures for February, 1892. It
lust be remembered, however, that in 1890, '91, and '92
wheat averaged over $1 a bushel in February, a price
which involved the handling of more currency than at
its present value. During the past year far more than
usual pressure has been brought to bear by the loan
companies on mortgagors. . Their reports show this, as
they nearly all speak of payments having been made
for interest and instalments over the average. Now,
there is enough in this to account for a large decline in
circulation, as the farmers are great storers of notes,
and only reduce their holdings when pressed to pay up,
as they have been recently. Besides this, it is only too
Well known that in hard times the people in general
carry less money on their persons and less in their safes
for current needs, than when business is flourishing.
As then less currency is needed when prices of staples
are low ; as less is hoarded when farmers are under
Pressure to keep their mortgage engagements and as
there is less carried about in private purses, we have in
these conditions an explanation of the reduced volume
Of note issues. Another cause is, the gradual substitu-
tion of cheques for current money in making payments.
This however, had no special influence last year, so we
leave it for comment when extending comparisons of
the bank statistics at present to those of some years
ago. We believe however that circulation will continue
to expand after this month, and may make up the lee
Way lost last year.

As compared with February 1894, the discount item
iS very significant of depression: a fall of $3,901,483 in
onle year is a serious departure from a long line of
Precedents. But low as the figures.were in February
last, they were 46 millions in excess of those of five
Years ago, and 9 millions larger than in 1892. The ex-
tension of discounts from 1890 to 1893 by over 48 mil-
lions, was much too large to be maintained. There
'as no solid basis for a rate of increase at the pace of
18 inillions a year : so now there need be no apprehen-
BlOn or discouragement at the volume of discounts be-
îlg at their present figure, which gives the average an-
"ual increase for past five years at $9,200,000. If our
trade expands at that rate steadily it will be better for
the country than having periodic rushes, and back-
slidings.

We attribute a serious percentage' of the failures re-
eorded in the past three years to the expansion of
credits evidenced by the above stateient as to the in-
crease of discounts since 1890. Iubtless the great in-
R'lof deposits, which went on at the rate of 10 mil-

o0 ns a year from 1890 to 1893, was a temptation to the
ntmks to seek some profit on these funds by enlarging

teir trade loans. The panic of 1893 came in time to

tde them to put a tighter hand on their resources;
e eets would have been more serious had restrie-

tiQ1 been~ delayed.

AGENTS WANTED.

This rising of the deposit reservoir is a serious fea-
ture in the bank returns. Since 1890 the deposits pay-
able after notice have expanded from $72,470,000 to
$115,083,(00, an increase of over 58 per cent. What
policy they are to pursue, to either check the influx, or
to use the funds safely and profitably, is the question
of the day to bankers. The probabilities point to re-
duced rates to depositors, and to borrowers.

The minor items in the February stat:ment have no
significance, so far as a comparison with those of Janu-
ary go, as they follow annual precedents. It is how-
ever, we trust, a good sign that the discounts were en-
1 arged more in the month under review than they have
been in any February for some years. There is a hope-
f ul feeling abroad that trade is likely to improve as
Spring advances ; it will be well if this is something
more than the usual exhilaration caused by the depar-
ture of Winter. Our usual comparative and detailed

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OUR N)USTRIAL PROGRESS.
Ailtough late iln comiing to hand the special bulletin

on the Mecanical and Mantufacturing industries of
CJanada issued by the Departmnent of Agriculture is
well worth examination, since it proves by the facts the
stealdy progress of the Dominîioni as a nanufacturing
couîniry. The bulletin is based upon the results of the
census of 1801 antd as iL bears evidence of painstaking
enquiry iLs conclusions mtay bu accepted without
caviL.

Brieliy il shows Lhat during the tIn years between
1881 ani 1891 the number of iînnufactories in this
country inîcreased by 20,21) in number, the capital in-
vestled in te by Sl89,003,327, hlie number of em-
ploye, by 115,302, and the aiuinît of wages paid by
$'I i,201,18. Cnin manli nfacturers also paid out
$70, 18,840 more for raw ainterial, and the vaine of
Lheir ont-tiirni inereased by $1 00,527,01. In detail the
report is still iore inlteresting. The iîethod of coin-
pilation hals bicen to dividie the ilnlustries of the coun-
try into five grouips. The flirst icluides ail manuf.c-
tlrintg es;abisi hmeits whose antiual output is less than
$2,000, Lhe second those betweeni $2,000 and $1.2,000,
the third those between $12,000 and $25,000, thie fourth
those be8ween $25,000 and $50,000, aund te fifth ail
those whtîose outîputi is over that figure. if the rate of

increase in eaeh of these groups be comipared , we find ià
is as follows :

Were all those smali industries excluded it
wotld still be seen tha the Lfactofries of Canada had
supplied ils people with $1.44,003,004 worth of home
mn !ateltred articles as agatinsi $288,007,787 tit yOars
ago and lhat thns the progress of Cantadian industries
atimoi ted lo ami itnlcrease of 53.7 lier ceii. in lithe ouLput
during Lthe decade. If' we Lake tlie total of the whole
live groti ps we find lita the oituiit of the census year
wyas equal to $98.54 per head of tlte population. This
means lta lt yars of intelligent effort inl developing

the indunstrial capabilities of Catnada have restlte(i in an
incûrease of $20.t01 iii lite ottut ier eicad duri ng ithe
decade and tiaI the counitry has benefited to exactly
tiat extent.

The most iiterestiig group is, of course, that of the
factories having an atnnuttal oultput of over $100,000.
of these there arc 770 ii Canada, an increase of 55.2

per cent. sitnce 1881. 'here are 370 producing over
$100,000 132 producing ovor $200,000, 70 producinîg
over $300,000, 70 producing from $500,000 to $1,000,-

000, and 10 whose output exceeds the million dollar
mark. These are distributed among the various pro-
vinces of the Dominion as follows:-

These figures indicate an amoiunt of progress that is
most saiisfactary, and whlen we take ito consideration
the fact that the net increase of 341,261,048 in the
wages paid out by Canadiat facLories during the ten
ydars uitder review, represents exactly a gain of that
amoutnt in the purchasing power of our industrial popu-
lation, we can see how valuable that progress lias been
to the country. Tlere are other cheering dedutctions
to be drawn fron the statisties as well. They
show that the development of Canadian indus-
tries lias not been confined to any one province but has
been participated in to a greater or less extenit by all,
and they prove that the small industrial establishments
have not been affected injuriously by the developient
of the larger factories, and that Lhey occupied exactly
the same position in the maniufacturing world in 1891
that they did ten years previoasly. This shows that
the era of combinations antd syndicates has not yet set
ii i Canada, and that the smtall mnanufacturer is still
able t hol his own in the Dominion. At the samne
tine it is gratifying to mark the iicrease in the num-
ber of the larger esiablishmentsand to refleet itat this
is one or hlie iiost valuable intdications of the progress
Canada is makitig in the direction of national p)rosperity.
We catinot push ouir indusrial developmnent oo far in
view of the preponderance of agriculture unavoidable
in so large and fertile a couitry as our own, for with
every incoming sellier contes a fresi custoner for the
ottptil of Canadian factories.

TIE BIT181 SilOE-TIiADE TROUBLES.

The great lock-out in the sloe-factories of Leicester
and Norltampton (England) may, it is locally feared,
lend to the introduction of foreign goods in the Eng-
lish îmarkets. The principal difficutiy ieretofore in the
way of exporting shoes froim this side of the Atlantic
to Greai Britain has not been so tuch because of price,
as litat the English people prefer strecngth and dura-
bility to symmetry and snug fit. This is doubtless
owing to the nature of the roads in lthe respective coun-
tries. Hard, metal, griiiy or gravelly roads are peculiar
to the United Kifngdomt, and therefore lte cheaper class
ofa goods are forLified with a coverinig of broad-headed
short nails or tackets whici cant be reitewed fromn Lime
to time, and prevents the sole wearing ont, -while the
Ainericant or Canadia n shoe lias io protection whatever
to the sole, the contact being imostly wiith wooden side-
walks, and on country roads comtposed of santdy loain or
clay. A corn doctor in Greai Britaint ias a very limtitei
practice. No oine on the other hand, will question the
greater beauty and neatness of American and Canadian
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made shoes excepting, of course, the heavier and
stronger class of goods made in our large factories, in-
tended for the coarser class of country wear.

The dispute between the masters and the men in the
lock-out referred to above is a technical one. There is

no question, it seems of ill-treatment, or living-wage.
In its essence, says a conteniorary, the quarrel is as old
as the hills, or at leastj as such hills as were cotempor-
ary with the first rude beginnings of labor-saving, shoe
machinery. The number of persons whose subdivision
of labor goes to imake a shoe, are so far renoved from
the old.-time shoemaker that they have devised a most
complicated systemn of ethics governing their relations
to one another, and to the machines which they work,
and to the shoe which jointly they make. Every time
a new machine is invented, tliere must be a complete re-
arrangement all along the line. It is not a little singu-
lar, that in the present lock-out, those who began the
trouble were a few who had been overpaid. Were the
masters to give way they would have adnitted the

principle that they were imerely spectators in their own
shops, and the Trades' Unions against the advice of
their own leaders took up the cause of the mutinous
operators. There was talk of arbitration, but even the
Labor members in the House of Commons were com-
pelled to admit the force of the rejoinder on the part of
the employers, that there was really nothing to arbi-
trate upon. It is feared, therefore, in England that
should the coutest be prolonged, it may do lasting in-
jury te the shoe industry there, as laying it open to
foreign competition, especially at a time when over-
manufacturing is driven to seek outside markets.

It is scarcely the place here te refer to the efforts on
the-part-of some manufacturers from the neighboring
States te introduce foreign-iade shes to this market.
It is generally admitted, that the shoe of the saine
character made in Montreal of late is little, if any, in-
ferior in appearance or wearing quality to the imported
article and, furthermore, the price is considerably less.

WHOLESALE CLOTHING.

There is no branch of Canadian industry in which
the margin of profit is cut lower than in that of ·thc
wholesale clotbing trade, and it is safe to say that the
fariner and the artisan can buy their clothes cheaper
to-day than the wholesaler could make them for ten
years ago. Not only this, but they buy better goods
cut by skillful draugltsmen and made by expert tailors
with an attention to detail and finish that the inost ex.
pensive suit could scarcely boast of a decade ago, and
they get them at prices fully 35 per cent. less.

Ten years ago only low grades of tweeds were mad<
in this country, and iost of our cotton stufs wer
purchased in the United States or in England. Nov
but few cotton goods are purchased cutside the bound
aries of Canada. The duck overails which sold at SI
to $24 per dozen in the later seventies, and whicb be
caime so& popular that one leading house tacked it

samuples to the counter, sell to-day at $6.50 ; for th
iaterial which then cost 11 cents f.o.b. in New Yor
-to which had to be added 25 per cent. for freight an
duty-can be purchased to-day at 8 to 8j cents lai
down in Montreal by our Canadian nills.

In woollen goods the fall in value is equally marked
The beaver overcoat which sold ai; $8.75 li 1880, i
ogercd now at $6.25 ; for the cloth to-day is made i

Canada. Ten years ago the average suit shown by
traveflers cost $10, to-day it runs between $5 and $6.
The cheapest line shown iu 1880 cost $5.25, to-day a
fair average blue serge suit sells at $3.25. Another
instance is afforded by the ordinary " etoffe du pays"
trousers which then sold at 31.65 per pair. The firn
offering thei felt at that Lime that they bad touched
rock-bottom priceps. T-day a pair of all-wool trousers,
superior in every way, can be put upon the market at
$1.25. In average business suits it is sufficient to say
that the suit of Canadian worsted which then cost
$13.75 is now sold, iuch better eut and made, for
$9.50.

And yet the expenses of the clothing firns are very
little less. Perhaps, indeed, they are greater. The
cost of mîaking is certainly a trifle smaller ; but the
work people inake more money niowadays because in-
stead of getting the work in driblets it cornes in on1e
steady, continuous streai, and the demand for better
and more artistically made clot bing necessitates the
employment of more skillful and consequcntly higiher
priced cutters as well as of a higher standard of opera-
tors. The wages of travellers and salesmen are cer-
tainly no less ; for increased competition tas led to the
selection of the more able men by tlosenwho are willing
to pay for their services. All, thon, that the whole-
sale clothing houses have to assist them in facing the
outlook is the lower cost and infinitely better. inanu-
facture and finish of Canadian cotton and woollen
goods. Hberein lies their strongbold. The Canadian
tweed which cost 60 cents per yard in 1880 costs 40
cents to-day, and Canadian print nills can give then
their Silesias at precisely the samte figure that tbey cost
thä-tailor in Enagland. The reuainder of the loss they
miust face1>y the reduction of the margin of the profit
they are willing to accept, and thus it is that, to-day, a
house inmust Lurn over twice the amount of goods they did
ten years ago if they are to secure the sam e returns. The
days wlien the mamnoth clothing houses made princely
profits have passed away; it is to be feared, for ever. It
is known tiat one of our largest houses lost money
steadily for a nnmber of years before its principal de-
cided to retire. Anetier las lately held a meeting of
creditors, although the drain on its resources cannot be
blamed upon the clothing business. But in the muean-
time the Canadian artisan and farner reap the advan-
tage. 'lhey get better aind far more artistically made
clothing fully one-third cheaper ; and yet the work-
woman gets ber full wage and the spacious factories of
the clothing trade are musical witl the whirr of ina-
chinery and the busy hum of myriads of employes.

A BRIGHTER OUTLOOK.
The i announceinent that another session of the pre-

sent parliament will be held has had a beneficial effect
upon the position of trade. IT postpones the disturb-
ance of commercial conditions inseparable from a gen-
eral election until the fall, by which tinte iA is hoped
tiat the progress of greater commercial activity will be
too marked to suifer any serious set-back such as miglit
possibly occur had the original project of holding the
elections during May been carried into effect. This
would practically have meant the loss of the spring
trade ; for witb the turmoil of a general election and
the possibility of further tarif tinikering before then
Iinercliants would naturally have been very hositant
buyers.

As il is, nothing has donc more to settle trade thitan
Lite announcement that there will be no disturbance in
tie political situation until the fall at all events. Tlie
reports of travellers are to the effect that there was im-
mediately an improvement in ttheir orders, and a more
confident feeling apparent among their customers, who
recognizcd that the danger of being caught by a sud-
den change in the tarif with a heavy stock of goods on
their hands hiad beei eliminated from the situation for
somne montits Lo cone, andi hence were more ready to
buy.

Anothier factor for good in the situation is the belief
that prices of cereals will rule higher during the pre-
sent year than during the last. The position of wheat
has bct steady, if not strengthening, for months past.
The reports from competing countries do not point to
excessive crops. li fact it looks as if in the case of
Argentitan and lrance the output would fall under the
average. It is hardly likely that Siberia will be a fac-
tor in the crop situation this year at ail events, and the
reports ol tLite United States crop are all of! a guarded
character. On the otlier hand the outlook in Manitoba
is excellent. 'ie season has never been so advanced at
tiis period of the year as it is to-day. In fact telegrams
state that in some sections seedinîg has already com-
intteed. This mîeans thînt thie crop will be an early
onîe, and thtat the mienace of frost will be largely avert-
ed. 'liai, there is no excess of last years' crop of No. 1
hard is proved by tlie nanner iii whichi Ontario millers
are picking it up in tlis market, and thus the Manitoba
farmter las Lite prospect of a good harvest and perhaps
better prices before hi at a timne whcn all his require-
monts cail be pirchased on aitn unusually cheap basis.

All tiis has ielped tu restore commercial confidence,
aid ailtoiugh the lateness of tie spring has checked
trade ii mnany lines of business, there is a general feel-
inîg that.te worst is over, and that the trade of 1895
will siow a mnarked imuprovement over that of its pre-
decessor. Of course the recovery nust be a graduail
one, and it will dotbtless keep pace with that of our
nîeighbors across the line; but there is every indication
that iL will bc permanent in its clharacter. Failures are
fewer and the causes of those that do occur are such as
would cause disaster even in years of plenty. Althougli
collections are slow there is no dearti of moniey in, the
country, as is evidenîced by thc fact that the bank de-
posits bearing interest have grown steadily to the enor-
mous figure of $11.5,000,000. What is needed is suffi-
oient confidence in the outlook to direct this compara-
tively idle -money back into the chaniiels of à- minercé
lo which iL rightfull,y belongs. \\rlien this is possible,
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the situation will brighten at once. The circulation

will rise agaii te its normal level, and business will re-

vive froin the coinatose condition into whicl the spirit
of unnatural caution has plunged it. That influences

are at work in this direction is already obvions, and
with prospects of a good harvest and freedon froi

political disturbance before us these influences will
have time te gather strength to achieve the task be-

fore them.

CANADIAN TRADE PROGRESS.

LIABILITY OF EXPRESS CO.'S.
A decision of great importance to bankers and others re-

ceiving or shipping valuable parcels by express lias been given
by the Supremne Court of Manitoba in the case of Martin vs.
the Northern Pacific Express Co. This action was brouglit ta
recover a suin of $2,000 sent to their agent, Story, at Wawa-
nesa in September last, which package mysteriously disap-
peared and no trace could be found of it. Two strangers
were seen iii the neighborhood and it is supposed they' carried
it off. The express company relied on the defence that their
deîivery book in which receipts were taken for all packages
delivered, contains a receipt for the identical package in ques-
tion in the handwriting of Story; but he asserted that the cus-
tom was that the receipt book was signed before actual de-
livery took place, and that this was doue in the present in.
stance. It appears that the money was sent froin WixinipOg
on a Friday and arrived at Wawanesa on the nextday, Satur-
day. That norning Story, called at the express office to pay
some charges due and to get the money. ile paid the charges
but went away without taing the package, which lie asserts
he forgot to take. lie did not trouble about it till later as lie
thought it was safe in the agents hands, but when lie went to
get it the agent told him the package had been put out on
the counter when the receipt was given and he bad not seen
it since. The question was who was to bear the loss. he
express company clained they were not liable, as they had
the receipt signed by the plaintiff's agent, who relied
upon the custon that receipts were sigued before delivery
and still held the Express Co. liable. In delivering judgment
I.is Lordship stated that he saw no reason why lie should not
give full creditto the evidence of both Story and Cornell, the
station agent at Wawanesa, the two witnesses who were im-
nediately concerned with the missing package. le found
that Story, notwitlstanding that he had signed a reccipt for
the noney did not in fact receive it, and had never received
it. le must hold that the defendauts did not deliver the
i;ioney to Story. There was not a physical transfer or a de-
livery from hand to hand, and if Story's attention was not
drawn to the fact that the package had been placed on the
table before him, as the evidence showed, and lie did not know
it was there, it could not be said that it had been placed in
his possession or power. No importance should be attached
to the fact that the company had Story's receipt for the
money. A receipt of this kind nay always be contrndicted
or explained. Verdict was entered for $2,045, being amount
claimed, and interest.

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GAMBLING AND SPECU L ATION.

A decision lias been given by Mr. Justice Tuley of Chicago
in one of the fainiliar stock transactions on margin, which is
so diametrically opposed to the judgnent given by the Privy
Council in the Ostigny case that it has been at once appealed
by the brokers interestei. The custoner in this case was a
wonan vho had beens buying and selling stocks througlh a
firm of brokers for sone years. The market bad generally
grolne lier way and site hlad accepted lier profits without a
qulialm. Firially the iarket, in 1893, went the other way and
sihe lost ail her margins and fell in debt to ber brokers. Her
losses ainounted io ten thousand dollars. This convinced ber
that the transaction was immoral and repugnant to the laws
of the Stae of Illinois against gambling. Sihe sued for her
ton thousand dollars, and lias succeeded in getting judginent
for the amnont. Her contention was that the brokers knew
that site would iettliet receive the stock she boughît nor de-
livor the stock she sold, and that she had not the means of

paying for the stock sie bought and tiis view of the case was
takei by .Justice Tuloy in rondering his deci3ion.

This case brings up once more the distinction between

speculation and gatmbling and the question of where specu-
lation ends and gaIIbling begins. PurcLMsing stocks upon
iargiin lias been pronouînced by the bighest court of justice
in the Emnpire to be speculation and not ganbling. The pur-
Case of real estate may he and often is speculative, but it is
not gaiblitng even when ite buyer bas not the ineans of

paying for lis purchase. It soietimes happens that a ian
will buy a piece of real estate paying therefor a smîall part of
the purelase itmoney, which corresponds ta the margin in a
stock transaction, and givinîg his notes for the reinainder with
the expmect ation VIthat hie wiLl lie able Co seil the property before
his notes faIl due, and malke a profit on what was only his
first pLylent. That is undoubted speculation, but it is not
gaibling ; il is iot against public mnorahl, nor is it adverse
to any public inturust. Iln a simnilar way the lady in question
bouglit property wlhicli site lioped would still further advance
in value, so tlat tShe could sell il for more than sie would
have to pay foi i. This transaction iad no tendency to de-
press the price of the stocks. It wvas lier inability to prevent
the depression that inivolved lier in loss, and as lier agents
actnally bought tbo stock, according to their statemnent, the
transaction loses even the appearance of being a ganbling
doal. Judge Taley's course of reasoning would convert mnost
credit transactions into gaibling.

P>OS0NED SUGAR.
The Pliiladelphia Record of the 23rd inst., gives a sensa-

tional accoiunt of a cargo of beet-root sugar whicl, during a
violent stormî ai; sea, got mîixed witli a large quantity of ar-
esonic, said to bc suflicient to poison the entire population of
'hiladelphia. This cargo is to be sold to-day fron bonded

warcliouse wee the sugar, part of the cargo of the Geriman
steamnship Reiîs, is stored. The sale was ordered by the Col-
leetor of that port, wio gives the woigtli of tie sugar as nearly
ole million poinds, tie appraised dainage 50 per cent., ap-
praised haome value $17.270. Il the advertisenent there is
noi mention iade of the arseiie. The analysis shows the
presence of a largo quantity of the poison, which, as is well
kiown, imuch r'oseisbles grannlated sugar.

"'Tle cargo, whih lias been abandoned to the Governent,
Cae to be damsaged in transit across the Atlantic. The
Reuumus, one of the Hiamiibu rg-Amuerican Packet Conpany's
stoators, cleared frot IHainburg in Deceinber last witli a
mîîisceIlancons cargo. Besides the sugar, which was shlipped
bv Colrs & Aimitte and consignîed ta 0. G. Henpstead & Co.,
tlcre were 100 cases of arsnitc, consigned to order, and sev-
oral smnall consignments of crockery and musical instruments.
The lemus encountered a mîost tmpestuous passage, and
niarrowly escaped foundering. The crew fiuglt for their
lives in one of the mîtost desperate batties ever a vessel ex-
perienced in imid-Atlantic. Captain Sciwaner personially
took the wliol, while the crew baled out tons of water which

q

poured dovin the hatches, the coverings having been torn off
and swept into the sea. The water flooding through the
hatches, mixed the cargo thoroughly, so that when the vessel
arrived at this port the sugar, reduced to the consistency of
treacle, was thoroughly inpregnated with arsenic. Some dry
goods, accordions aud othter musical inst ruments were mixed
up in the sticky mass. The cargo was nearly a total loss ta
the underwriters, and it was abandoned to the
government. Now the governiment will sell to recover,
if possible, storage and duties, about $10,000. This is the
greatest amount of cargo ever abandoned to the Governiment
in the history of the Custons Department here, its appraised
value in its damaged condition being $12,270. The cargo
was abandoned because of the belief that the sugar is irre-
hrievably ruined. The custoins officials, however, are of the
opinion that it is possible to separate the arsenic from the
sugar, and they are making every efort to bring to the sale
bidders fron all parts of the surrounding country." Of
course, there is no danger that any of the sugar may reach
Canada.

the improvement in trade. The major part of the
gain is in tin plates and railway iron but the other
lines also shared in the advance. The soft steel exports
increased 64 per cent., and wire iron and steel 81 per cent.
There was a gain in exports of old iron, but in both months
the aggregates were smsall, as was the case with steel rails.
During the two montihs, the exports of bar, angle and boit
iron fron Great Britain to the United States were about the
sanie. Pig iron shows a decrease of 21 per cent., while
hoops, shoots and boiler plates are 92 per cent. less. The last
two items in the table show increased figures for February,
1895.

BANK SWINDLERS CAUGHT.

W. -. Sibley, at one time a reporter on the staff of the
Iftness and later local tmanager of a Buffalo weekly, The
Earth, bas been arrested together with a confederate, V.
Anderson, on the charge of attempting to pass a forged
cheque on the Bank of Montreal. Sibley had had notes dis-
counted in the bankît before, and told Anderson that, af ter they
were initialed by the manager, they were taken to the dis-
count clerk, who would tell the holder to maike out a cheque
for the anount, less the interest, which the discount clerk
would initial and then hand back for presentation to the pay-
ing teller. It would be paid if properly initialed. His
schemse was, according ta Anderson's story, to draw a cheque
for $393.70 in the naine of John A. Doran, forge the initials
of the discount clerk to it, and present it to the teller for
paymnent. This schieme would have worked admirably, as
cheques thuIs initialed are presuied to be the proceeds of
notes discounted by the bank, but for one fatal blunder.
They forgot to put in the date. This led to enquiry fromt the
discount clerk and the swindle was discovered just in timle.
Both men are arrested. They are said ta have each served
terms for simnilar offences before.



A DECISION AGA1NST TRiJSTS.

Mr. Justice Baker of the United States District Court lias

laid down a broad principle in the case of the American Har-

row Trust Syndicate, Tihe H-arrow Trust instituted suit

against certain dealers to restrain the sale of barrows made

outside of the Trust on the allegation that they infringod
patents which had been assigned to the Trust. The defense

was that the Trust was an unlawvful combination in that it

existed.for the purpose of suppressing competition in the

barrow business, to which the Trust replied that, whatever its

intentions were,it was the owner of certain patents which the
harrows in question infringed, and it was entitled to the pro-
tection of the courts whether iL were trying to suppress coin-
petition or not. Judge Baker said the case was not altogether
clear, but when in doubt lie should decide in the interests of
the public and of unfettered trade. He took notice that the
Trust existed for the purpose of crushing ail tuanufacturers
and dealers who would not cone into the Trust, and this was
an illegal purpose. le therefore gave judgnent in favor of

the outside dealers.

LEATHER MEN MEET.

An important meeting of tanners and leather men froi all
points in the Dominion was held at the Board of Trade,
Toronto, on Monday last to consider profits and other mnatters
of particular interest to the leather trade. The chair was
occupied by Mr. L. J. Breithaupt of Berlin. The result of
the conference was au agreement to strictly adhere to the
terms of credit or discounts as arranged by the tanners' sec-
tion of the Board of Trade and vhich are as follows Four
inonths' credit from date of shipmnent or cash in ton days less
5 per cent., cash in 30 days less 4 per cent., cash in G0 days
less 3 per cent. This agreement will become operative on
May 1. Regulations were adopted with the object of forming
a standard in the measuremnent and classification of hemulock
bark. The execntive was instructed to report upon the ad-
visàbilty of asking the Dominion Governmnent to enforce the
inspection act so as to make the inspection of Canadian hides
and skins uniform.

YOUNG VS. LONDON ASSURANCE CO.
An insurance decision of mucli importance ta hotel-men and

boarding house keepers lias just been rendered by Mr. Justice
Davidson in the suit brouglt by Mrs. Ruby Young against the
London Assurance Co. Mrs. Young kept a boarding house at
14,j Peel street, and when one of lier boarders, J. B. iMackinnon,
left lier louse owing lier $300 he loft behind him tiro trunks
containing clothing and valuables to the extent of $728 as secur-
ity. Mrs. Young insured the trunks for $500 in the defendant
comapany, who received the premium and issued the policy in the
ordinary way. lcre was a narked change in their -tone, how.
ever, when the contents of the twro trunks wvere destroyed by firs
in October last and Mrs. Young sent themu a elaina for $406. They
discovered that she had no insurable interest-a fact which they
neglected ta state wlicn she paid them lier prenium. They fur
ther alleged that the notice of loss was not given in accordance
with the requirements of the policy, and that the goods voulc
not have been burned lad she not taken then out or the trunks
All tlese pleas the learned judge over-ruled. Judgnent wa
given in favor of Mrs. Young for $250.

Owing to the efforts of the syndicate to
prevent gold shipients the sterling ex-
change market lS attracting an uinusual
amtounit of attention j Liat now. Prices have
risen to the gold export basis ; but the
latikera of the syndicate are now fre
sel ers of bills, and this alone prevents the
outitlowv of metal. Tlie syn'tdicate is buylitg
gold both in France and Bngland to re-
pair auy possible losses in case thteir adroit
finianciering should fail to control the situ-
ation longer, and they have already secired
$1,000,000 in gold coin it England and
$2,000,000 in France; but lthese will ot be
shipped ulntli the necessity for thtelr lire-
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-Tit~ President of the Wells-Fargo Express CO., li a reuent
interview said :-" Improvement is ioticeable everywhere. The

increase in business bas not been so very marked as yet, but we

are doing more thiin we did at the same period last year. The
increase is tiot, iu particular lines, but is geueral. More mining
is going on and bankiug business is expanding. lu every section
the feeling of the people is growing more cheerful. There is

nu profit for farming li 50-cent whcat or for planters lu fivo

cent cotton. lad these prices continued the farmers would. be
ab3oltely ruined in tinie. The advance in cotton, grain and
otier cummiiodities will bring about more activitv and business.
The producers begin to feel good, and that is the first requisite to
a retnur of good titmes. Manufacturiug is increasing, and the
manufacturers will share the good feeling that brings good
times."

The quiietiess whicli has characterized
the noveients of geieral nerchandise
during the. past week admits of little ta
lote lin te mnatter of changes lu ines or
supplies on iand. iMany orders for the
heavier class of goods aire booked to await
the summer freight rates which take effecet
April lst for ail competing points west.

Doibtless there are niimerous orders te
arrive which await the sane favored
conditions. Dry goods' travellers report a
fair business but experience mure up-hill
work thtan would be needed if milder
weather prevailed. This holding back,
however, is more apparent in the smaller
places, the keenness of competition in the
larger centres calling for readiness the
monent occasion offers. iMoney is a con-
stant cause of complaint but there is a
noticeable sign of improvemient in this re-
gard where competition calls each succeed-
ing year for closer trading, whiclh only
ready cash can eitirely coimiiand. There
is a botter imoveient li leather, many
large lots being sold diring the week.
IHides have advancod owing to the break
in the agreemnent amiong dealers here.
Tann ters will nowv be obliged to ise still
stronger ineasures to obtain better prices.
The absence of heavy rain during the
entire season is noticeable li thre uninviting

appearance and condition of the city streets
ald sidealks which arc il many places,
little improvement on thesand, sait and
snow of miiidwinter.

Asî:s.-Receipts continue to be very
ighlt, iirst pots $4.00 tu $4.1.0 seconds, 3.70;
Pearls $6.00 tu $6.10 for tint sort, there
were 5) brs potasl shipped oun Monday
for England. Received since lst. January
279 bris pots 15 bris pearls. Delivored
219 bris pots, 25 bris pearls. In store 27,
March ait 6 p.i. 134 bris pots 23 bris
pearls.

C.za Ex'r, Bru.-Several inquires are
being received fromt western dealers, but
there is practically nothing doing. No
business is expected lbefore next monti.
Prices are nomîinally uinchanged.

CIEEsE.-The market continues much
the sane lis for some weeks past, but with
a better feeling now thiat the avaiable sup-

ply has been so rediced. Prices are un-
changed front those of a week ago, finest
being firmly leld at 10 to 10Mc; utnder
grades 0%• to 9c. There are very little
colored cheese in stock. The annual re-
port ot tie Minister of Agriculture, just
issuîed, says: the daîirying brtucl of agricul-
tuire yielded fair returns during the year.
Theaprice of cheese was slightly lower
than in 1893. This is attributed mainly to
the report that an uînusually large quantity
of cheese was made in GreatBritau during
the summer. Tie denand for Canadiai
clcese has been steady; and its reputation
lis a wiolesoie pure food of file flavor and
rici quality has gained grounîd. There is
much less difference between the qualities
and values of the cheese from Lite different
provinces and the dillerent sections in each
than usod to prevail. The maethods of
manufacture are now nearly uniform
throughout the Dominion; and while dis-

tricts whiclh were fornerly backward, are
now nearly abreast of the formost in quali-
ty and price obtainable, the dairynen in
districts which were formerly far aliead
have also been gaumers by the improve-
ment. Frequent and commendatory coin-
ments have appeared in trade journals
outside of Canada on the fact that the
manufacture of adulterated cheese is en-
tirely prohibited within the Dominion.

DiRv Goons.--Tlie continued cold weather
lias interfered a good deal with business
in the dry goods and rillinery lines.
Travellers are sending li a fuir sprinkling
of orders, but tley al) say that if the
weather was a little warmner and more
spring-like their orders would be muci
larger. The city trade is fairly good; for
iîerchants recogntise that warn weather
is sure to come and due provision mnust be
made for it. The siburban trade is also
better than last March and, altogether, the
trade have no cause to grumble. Money,
however, is scarce. Remittances are below
the average and tlis lias tended to render
wholesalers dissatisfied. Manufacturers
report no break in prices and the wlole-
sale figures for cottols (nat nill prices)
are: Greys, 27 in, 3c; 30 in, 3%4c; 36 in, 3y4,
4U, , 54, 6y2, 7 and 8 cents as to quality.
Shites, 25 in, 39c; 27 in, 5c; 32 in, 5%c;
36 iu, 6, 6VI, 7X, 8, 0, 10 and 11e, as to

quality. In wollens there are some indica-
tions of a rise, more especially in the finer
lines, based upon the increased prices
brought by the raw material in London.

E00s AND BUTTER.-Under light offer-
ings the market has taken a turn and fully
lc of an advance is slhownî, 15Y2 ta 16c
being the ruling prices to-day. Tlis scar-
city is accounted for by the"almost inpass-
able state of soie counîty roads which
prevent supplies being marketed. A
decided drop nay be agamn looked for with
the restored traille, as stocks are accuman-
ulating througlout the country. Mixed
stock is nlot an uncommion feature of the
supplies now being received fron soime city
retail grocers, wlho imagine they are serv-
ing their interests ln thus wordinig off any
loss through the rocent heavy drop ui
prices.-Butter. Thiere are no new features
ta note. Late make creamery neets with
fair inquiry at 21 to 21%c, with best Town-
ships dairy 17y2 ta 18c; held under grades
10 to 12c.

Frsi.-The active season is alnost
tlirougli and transactions aire only in a
small sorting up way.
