Messrs. Gow, Wilson & Stanton, London, under date Nov, 11th,

say of Indian teas on that market. "Prices were well supported
for grades up to about 9d per lb,- the clasm of tea which fur.
nishes the main portion o! the country's consumption. Medium
Pekoes and broken Pekoes were not in such strong demand, un-
less in cases where the liquors were exceptionally fine. The
quality of recent arrivais show little change, Assam and Dar.
jeeling still continuing unequal to their earlier shipments ;
Cachar sud Sylhet have Plightly improved, Dooars renaining
about the same. The folltowing official telegram was recelved
to-day : " Octoher outturn averaue; Assam ; Cachar closing
favouratbly ; Sylhet and Dooars closing early."

The adjourned meeting of representatives of the tea trade was
held at Ottawa this week for the purpose of determining stan-
dards. As was expected, dealers were considerably divided in
opinion, and another adjournment bas been made to enable the
tea mou to came to one mind on the subject of keeping out
trashy teas. la the meantime the Government will go on test-
log teas by infusion. Whilch we may remark, is a good enough
substitute for whatever precautionary measures be resolved
upon by those dealers consitituting the tea commission.

It seems clear that both Indian and Ceylon teas have taken a
firm-grip of the American market. Where 1,302,124 Ibs. was
taken in 1897, this was increased to J,496,966 lbs. in the nine
monthsending September. Fizurescoveriug the progress dur-
ing the last 5 years will be lnteresting :

To stick labels, etc., on metal goods, such as tins. vans. and
the like, wash the article thoroughly with water in which soda
bas been dissolved. Thoroughly dry, paint with onion-juice
and lay on the label, pressing it firmly on. By using most gutms,
pastes, etc. it is found that the label soon peels off, a defect
from which onion-juice is entirely free. The best method of
laving on the juice is to apply it by rubbing the surface with the
lialf of a freshly-cut onion.

The American Sugar Trust which we reported as giving away
enough baga lu a barrel of sugar to pack it ail in 5 lbs, pkgs,
bas "hedged" upon the scheme. The Trust will ouly give enough
to put up 150 Ibs. leaving 200 pounds bulk remaining ln each
barrel. Apparently the sugar concertn saw that by giving
enough bags to pack the whole of the sugar, it was paving the

way to the universal adoption of the package system which it
does not want.

A small grocer ln the Quaker city lias been ln jail a year past
for selling oleo, which is against the law of that state. Another
Philadelphia grocer bas been proseented for the saine offence,
and flnally discharged owing to the nunerous instruments tend-
ing to delay which his lawyer made use of to save him. Evein
in William Penn's city there la one law for the richl and another
for the poor, it seems.

The next dietetic fad is going to be bnana anur, says the
Philadelphia "Grocery World." Manufacturers are experinment-
ing in this direction, and promise soon a meal that will keep as
long as wheat flour and make a inuchi mor anutritious bread.
We have heard of banana four before. It amounted to as nuch
then as it ever will.

The cup quality of the Japan teas coming upon the Yokohama
market are according to a late circular showing remarkable
quality for this time of the season From lst May to Oct. 20,
the export to Canada was 5.882,201 pounds against 4,082,319
pounds in saine period last year, and 5,575,013 pounds season
1896 97.

The Grpeks noting the popularity of cleaned currants, have de-
cided-to.do the cleaning themselves. Greek cleaned currants
have one advantage over those cleaned here, according to a well
known haudler of the fruit. In Greece the currants are dried
before they are cleaned, and the small stems are removed.

The heavy yields of rice and good prices this year have put
Japan on its feet again. The M ikados country until the abun-
dant rice crop, felt the pinch of financial stringency. The prolitlc
seed bas made good its claim to be associated with a happy issue
from those crises that beset nations as well as individuals.

Certain English capitalists indicated their readiness to en-
deavor to revive the sugar industry la the West Indies if bounties
are abolished.

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THE COMMISSIONERS A T WASHINGTON.
Whatever may be the prospect for an " open door"

policy being adopted by the United States in the
Philippines, there seems little chance of its finding
favour with the Intprnatioial Coinmissioners wh1o keep
their door, and their uouths also, tightly closed.

Reports are being published relating to their pro-
coedings, but, whether these are based on what sonie
enterprising reporter heaurs thfough a key liole ; or,
what sone of the neibers gossip about over their wal-
nuts and wine which a waiter repeats outside ; or,
whether such reports are mianufactured in the news
factories which ran overtime during the war, cannot lie
ascertained.

Assuming that current reports are authentic,.the
Commînissioners are busy hearing evidence upon which
to base an agreeient respecting the Behring Sea ques-
Lion. IL is stated that the whole dispute has been nar-
rowed down to the question as to the value of the
Canadian fleet engaged in the sealing industry, the
estiniates ranging froi $300,000 to $500,000. IL is
diflicult for us to believe this, as were the Behring- Sea
question settled by the mere purchase by the States of
the sealing fluet at its market value, the whole of.the
vested iiterests of the sealers would be sacrificed, and
the undoubted riglits of Canadians to pursue tiis indus-
try would be relinq1 uished without One cent of
compensation.

The wliole of tbis question can be put in a nutshell.
If Canada bas the right to pursue pelagicsealing, as she
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was declared to have by the Paris "Tribunal," and, if
that right bas any commercial value, as British Colum-
bians declare, it is the duty of our Commissioners te
maintain our national right, and to protect our sealers
froin the destruction of their industry. Even if at
present sealing is not profitable, our right to pursue
the industry should be maintained, as, in the future, it
may become very valuable, and a national right ought
not te be abandoned without ample compensation for
its present and its possible prospective value. We are
net prepared to believe reports that Sir Wilfrid Laurier
is willing to wrong and humiliate Canada by sacrificing
our sealing riglts in the Behring Sea.

In regard to the advances alleged to have been made
towards reciprocity, we are also inclined to scepticismi.
It is, however, reasonable to credit Mr. Dingley and his
colleagues on the Commission with a determination to
make reciprocity contingent upon the preference
granted by Canada to Great Britain of a 25 per cent re-
duction on British imports, being cxtended to imports
fron the=United States. It is feared that Canada
would become a sort of back door through vhich British
goods could be passed into the United States so as to
escape the duties imposed by the Dingley tarif The
goods now entitled to a preference of 25 per cent on
entering Canada, were inported into the States in 1897
to extent of $256,891,600. This vas one-third of the
total inports of that couutry. We therefore need not
wonder at obstacles being placed in the way of such
enormous imports being passed via Canada into the
States for much less than the ordinary duties when
entered by American ports.

If, however, our Commissioners agree to extend the
preference accorded to Great Britain to the United
States, there would be a very great loss of revenue to
Canada, as diutiable American imports are received here
to the average extent of 46 per cent of all such imports.
If the preference were given to the States what would
become of the plea that such concession was granted,
as Sir Wilfrid declared, as a free gift in order to evi-
dence our gratitude to the inother country ? Should
this 25 per cent allowance be granted on Anerican
goods, we shall hear some strong language from British
nerchants, manufacturers and politicans, not nt all
complimentary te Canadian honour or loyalty. We see
grave difficulty in establishiig a tarif of reciprocity
with the States alongside a preferential tarif in favour
of Great Britain.

As to the Atlantic fisheries question nothing definite
has been divulged. It is ruinoured, however, and secms
credible, that the Gloucester fisher.y interests are prov-
ing a dominant force over the American Couinissi6oners..

We trust the Canadian fishery interests will prove
equally a controlling influence over the Canadian Coin-
missioners.

Reports as to the willingness of American cotton
umanufacturers to give free entrance to Canadian cot-
tons in exchange for their goods being received by us
free of duty, are somewhat vague. Our utills could not
conipete in the States with American ones, for they
would not be allowed, as our neighbours vould com-
bine to stop such conipetition. If our markets were
open to them the American cotton manufacturers
could flood thei with their goods at prices which
would be disastrous to Canadian factories. At this
moment the iills in the Fall River district are reported
to be " weighed down vith surplus stocks," while our
mills are free fron such an incubus. Were reciprocity
now in force those surplus stocks would be dumped in
Canada at sacrifice prices, and our cotton mills
industry would be paralyzed. This policy has
been pursued to our serious disadvantage, and the
risk-of-it is too grave to be iguored. We must remem-
ber too, that if we allow American cottous te enter
Canada free this vould be a discrimination against
British cottons, of which in 1897, we imported to the
value of $2,684,462, while of those of American inake
our imports were only $1,120,982. Werc suchi a dis-
crimination established against British goods the 25
per cent perference would becone a iockery.

The information at band as to the International
Commission is net as promising of good resuits for
Canada as could be desired, but as what has been re-
ported does net bear au official imprint, iL muay net be
se autlientic as to justify any final judgmtent.

T1E NEW CITY CHARTElt.

Chapter xvmîî of the draft charter deals with the
muatter of expropriation. The comipilers evidently
realized to the full the enormity of the anomalies in,
and the abuses of the existing 1 aw, and have provided
for a thorough and radical substitute for it. This is
not surprising. The unwise use and abuse of that law
is one of the chief causes that brought about the fin-
ancial troubles in whiclh our municipal affairs are in-
volved. A few words on the history of the present
law, and what preceded it, nay be of interest at this
time.

Previous ta 1863 whei occasional expropriations liad
to be made, the law provided that the sheriff should
strike a jury of twelve mien to value the property to be
taken. It was always a cuimbersome mîethod of pro-
.ceedinig, anud sone of the awards given were so unsgtis-
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factory that the public opinion of that day called for a
change.

ln 1864 the law was changed and the principle of ex-

propriation by cominssioners was adopted. The first
application of that law was in the widening of Notre
Dame street from McGill street to Dalhousie square,
one-haItlf of .he expense of which was paid by the city,
and teic other half by th. proprietors on both sides of
ti.e street. There werc l iawyers or witnesses, or
other legal expenrses incurred to add to the cost of the
expropriation, and yet substantial justice was donc. So
mu ich so was this the case thai, if we remeniber rightly,
not IL single objection was raised, or grievance ex-

pressed, whlen that extensive improvenent was acconi-
plished

Soon after that, however, in the interest of soine

parties tic law was founud to be insulicient for private
ends. First ane aumendient was made and then another
titroirgh the inilluence of individuals, and for
the last twenty-five years or more scarcely a session of
the Legislature lias been hîeld, but the expropriation
law h lias been altered and tinkered, until its working
and application have become so burdensone fron its
incoulgriuities, anomalies and costliness Chat i inust
nlow be wiped out.

As prolposed in the draft charter all expropriations
are, in inture, to bc classed as general or local improve-
ients and dealt witi accordingly, as provided in

detail in chapter xviii. The expropriations in all cases
will be made by conimissioners, but the metliod of ap-
pointing themi is to bc materially changed. There will
be a board of five maembers-the recorder of the.city,
who is t h bte president, one of the city assessors, to

be intaed by the city couuncil, the building inspector, or
the city surveyor, and two others to be naned by the

Su perior Court, ane of whoma shall b a lawyer of at
inast ten years' standing. Fromn their awards there
siil be n11o aippeal.

Fromti the character of such a board, there will nost
likely he more semblance of uniformi ty, and fairness in
the valutations than iave of late years, in mîsany
cases, been apparent. The aymnent of witnesses, steno-
grafphiers and lawyers, which have grown to be of large
proportions uider the present, systei is to Ue done
awmy vith entirely. This will naterially lessen the
burdens for those whose properties are not tacen, but
who have ho pay for the particular improveient.

'The value of the land is to be taken separate from
any buildings that may bc thercon. In the former, in
no case shall a higier value be placed thian is shown in
the assessment roll of the city, plus 2. per cent themron,
but as regards the buildings, the comimissioners after
lintismg evidence, are to be the sole judges of value.
This looks like a wise provisiot, and will prevent the
recurrence of sonie of the high valuations of lanîd in
expropriations of recmnt date Lhat are fresh in the mîemt-
ory of manly taxpayers.

The deinition of what is getneral and what is local in
con IectioI wîitIi expropriations, is mîtost; imiportant. In
all cases if, will require bhat before an expropriation is
decidel uponi by the City Counîcil Chat a report as to
the probable Cost shal Ue made by two of the cityv as-
sessors and the City surveyor. Upon such a report
ltree-fourtis of the council, vith the sanction of the
.M.ayor. mnay decide hat the improvenent is of general
utility, and that the whole cost shall bc borne by the
city gad tben, if the money is agt in band to pay for it,

a special tax shall be imposed on the whole city suf-
ficient to cover it. In our opinion this, if it becomes
law, will be a safeguard against many wild sehemes
such as we have seen in the past.

When iL is decided that a proposed improvement is
only of local application-it may be for the whole
length of a street, or only a portion of it-the cost of
the iniprovement shall be confined to the street itself-
or to the part of the street as the case may be. After
the award of the comimissioners is confirmned, the city
surveyor is to apportion the cost pro rata on the front-
age of the street or section of the street as the case may
be. This will remove the injustice experienced in many
caseF where the cost of purely local improvemnents has
been extended over extensive areas that derive no bene-
fit whatever, rather, in many instances, receiving posi-
tive injury by depreciation of value owing to the
diversion of traffic.

Another important feature is that in the case of
purely local ituprovemuents the City cannot be called on
tO pay for the properties acquired until the money has
beei collected fron the parties liable to be asse>sed for
such improvements. ln some respects this nay appear to
bc harsh, but it nust be borne in mind that in all such
cases the proprietors on the street are sufficiently
guarded in their riglts by provisions that give them
the control as to vhether or not the improvemtent is
desirable and for their benefit, and if ià shall be made.
If sonie such proviso as this had been in existence
before the very doubtful asset--up into the millions-
row standing in the city's books as uncollected assess-
nients for expropriations of properties that the city has
paid on the strengthi of these collections being paid,
such provision would have avoided much of the present
emnibarrassmenit.

We have selected some of the most important features
of this chapter in the draft charter. It seenis to have
heen prepared with care after much thought, and if
given eileet will go far to ensure that the extravagant
folly of te past will not-in this respect-be repeated,
whilst it will not prevent or retard any improvemnent
that is really demanded in the public interest.

As miglt ie expected the chapter is somewhat
lengthy and provides ail the legal machinery to give
it egteet. The details on .the working out of the pro-
posed systen are very complete, and to the ordinary lay
mind seei satisfactory. The legal acumen of the
commrissionkers who comipiled it is conspieuou5, and
shoald this plan becoine law-as we hope il will-the
results cannot fai to be beneficial.

DEPARTMENTAL TENDENCIES.
Ii a recent article on "Fit Reformi Clothing" we re-

narked upon the tendency of modern trade towards
Concentration.

litherto lhere has seemed to bc so vell defined a
division line between two branches of the mîen's cloth-
ing trade as to give promise of its being continued.
Garments for men made of various standard sizes and
qualities cani be manufactured on a large scale at a
celaper rate than Chose made from individual measure-
ients. Goods of the latter class require greater atten-

tion Uv the niaker, and i ore skill in cutting and fittini
to tmeet the necessities of individual foris of body anld
taste. Hence "custom-muade," or "ordered" clothing is
usuially mî&ore expensive than that which is bought
" ready-nade." Amother çgse 9 f the diggejpe in

't'
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price in these two classes of goods is that ready-made
articles are sold for cash, while ordered clothing, as a
rule, is sold on credit, and very often, too often indeed,
on very long credit.

The great convenience~of entering a store and at once
securing a suit or single garmient al ready for wear,
caused this class of trade to suddenly develop whîen
first established some fifty years ago. Thoie whose
memories go back as far will remember when stores of
ready-nade clothing were first opened in England by
the Hyanç, Levy and Solomon firms, who severally hiad
branches in the large towns of the old land,and who at
once did a large business chiefly witlh the artisan class.
As business developed a better class of goods was made
to catch a higlier grade of custoners, until later ou
clothing coutld be procured made of good materials and
fashionable style.

There, however, sfill remained the old objection
against such goods as being not adaptable to a variety
of figures, and rarely so good a fit as to hide their hav-
ing been bougit ready-nale. To overcone this ohjec-
tion the "Fit Reforn Clothing'' movenent lias been
established. More varied types of shape and of quality
are now prov:ded. and goods bought under the new
systen are altered, if necessary, to ensure fit as satis-
factory as when clothinîg lias been specially measured
for. Tiis will probably effecta revolution in the men's
clothing business, as, if goods can he had which fit
well, are made of good cloth, and up to date in style, at
a lower price than ordered articles, the deman3i will be
so great as to give stores of this class a virtual mono-
poly of the business.

The saime economic forceîs 'which have brought de-
partmental stores into prominenîce, are noiw infltiencigii
the latest style of clothing stores. The proprietors
propose-extending the enterprise to the supply of ladies'
mantles, which is a natural supplemenit to the mrîen's
elothinîg industry. These will be made on wholesale
lines by which they cati be retailed at muel lower than
the present ruling prices. The "fit reform" principle
will be applied to mantles, whiclh will be altered if
uecessary to ensure a perfect fit, and changes made ta
suit individual tastes. There is a very large field open
for an enterprise of this character, as garnients-of this
nature are in almost universal wear by ail classes of
femailes, who cannot fail to appreciate the econ'nuy of
buving mantles at a marked reduction in price, and
having their individual ideas as to fit, &c. catered to.

A still furtier sigu of development on departmental
lines will be the opening of a shoe department. Ar-
rangements have already bepn made for a factory to be
wholly devoted to the manufacture of a high grade of
shoes made of superior quality and style, wlichi will be
procurable at the Fit Reformi stores. These goods vill
also be sold at such low prices as cannot fail to coin-
mand large sales, more especially when their superior
quality becomes generally known, as il will be, for
every article will be an advertisenenit.

As another illustration of the modern tendency of
trade towards concentration, the movemient above in-
dicated is interesting. Although it may bring incon-

venience to individual traders, the great mass of the
community, ail of whom are consumers of clothing,
will be enabled to buy more goods than before, wlhen
prices are reduced, ani consequetitly more materials
will be consuned, and more work provided for skilled
abour, and for those engaged in the machinery of

OVERHEAD UNDERWMiTING.
What with "underground" and "overhead" writing

of lire insurance risks the lot of agents is not as happy
as they wish, or perhaps deserve. Tie practice in-
dulged in by somle companies of writing ri.ks over the
head of an agent in the locality where sudh risks are
placed, is being strenuously opposed by associations of
fire insurance agents.

Like most other questions this has two or more sides,
as there are at least three interests affected, those of the
company ; of its local agents ; and of those who insure
property. Each compaay is desirous of securing as
mach good business as possible, and of having il weil
looked after so as to ensure its permanence, as far as
feasible. Tae local agents have mucl the same in-
terests as those of the company, as they wish to obtain.
as much from commissions as they canu, which necessi-
tate new business and steady renewals. The insurer
has only his personal interests to consider, which re-
quire lim to get his insurance as cheaply as possible in
a sound company, and to have it looked after so that il
may not lapse by oversight or some negleet.

Tie local agent is only authorized to write risks ac-
cording to a local sdhedule or tarif. ie cannot, as a
rule, dicker or bargain to secure a risk. The helad of-
fice manager has more liberty, lie can write a risk at a
distant place below the local tariff rate, if lie deems it
necessary to secure good business. Some risks come to
a head office wholly without any effort tO secure them
by a local agent. A large property owner, or mort-
gage loa com pany, for in'stauce, reqiring ilsurance
on his or its possessions in varions parts of the coun atry,
naturally prefers to place ail risks with one company,
as thereby a lower average rate can ,be obtained
than if each risk were effectea tirougli a local agent.
The company having such a policylolder takzes special
cure of his riskis, and hle is saved by it from the trou ble
and anxiety of looking aflter his insurance, whichl he
knows will not be allowed to lapse by any oversight.
These conditions inevitably cause what is termed
"overhead writing," as local risks are written witliout
aniy participation ia then of tie local agents.

When au agent is appointed if there is an express, or
clearly implied, agreement on the part of the head
office that lie will be allowed a certain commission on
ail the risks vrittencovering properties in his district,
then the local agent is manifestiy eatitled to his coin-
mission on risks in such district which are written di-
rectly at iead office and not througi lis agency. If
no such agreement or understanding exists, it is equally
aniailfest that wlien head office takes direct risks, that

is, does an - overhead" business in his district, the local
agent bas no ground for complaint.

lu this as in ail matters of agency there would be no
friction between agent and principal, if ti ternis were
fully and distinctly specified in writing when their re-
lations are established. It is highly unbatisfactory to
have verbal arrangements, or mere understandings in
such matters, and agents left to suppose this or that as
to the termis of their agency.

We have before us a document which shows than an
Association of Local Fire Lusurance Agents proposes
to publisl "a list of companies which are opposed to
overhead writing in practice as well as in theory." Ail
local agents will be urged to " advertise, recommend,
support and favour by aIl possible means, conpanies
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whose names appear thereon and who have expressedi
their willingness to respect and protect business of
their local agents and *Who will not practice overhead
writing either in the form of insurance written for pro-
perty owners direct or in the form of re-insurance."
The writing of "railroad schedules which include rol-
ling stock," is not classed as overheading writing by
the Association in question. The above movement
seems ni uch of the nature of a threat to boycott those
companies which decline to bind themselves not to ae-
cept any local risks except through the agent of the
district in which they are located. The circular before
us contains this threat against companies which prac-
tice overhead writing : "The grievance committee of
this Association will act vigorously, and every person
engaged in the fire insurance business in this country
will bc pronptly notified of the company's perfidy."

The managers of the strong insurance companies
will feel no serious alarm over this movement. They
will soon discover if any agent of thteirs is doing any
"twisting," or otherwise acting in a manner inimîical ta
their interests. Such an agent will be asked ta ex-
plain and will be pronptly retired if his explanation is
not satisfactory. There are conditions attached ta sonie
risks -which sema local agents are net regarded as being
as well qualified ta meet as the head office staff. No
conipany would be foolish enough te decline writing
such risks "overhlead," or direct. Agents would act
more wisely by coming to some defihnite agreement with
the company they represent about the business in their
locality, than by any action of a boycotting character,
or in any way adverse te the interests and policy of
their principal.

MANITOBA AND OTHE R
MORT1GAGES.

CHATTEL

A valued legal correspondent at Winnipeg infornis
us thlat the report of a law case in the local papers was
net correct so far as it related to chattel mrortgages in
MIIitoba. It was stated that according to the law of

that Province registration of a chattel mortgage was
not required, and that such instrument covered goods
brouglit on the premises of the nortgagor after its ex-
ecut ion. The Bills of Sale Act, R. S. M. c. 10, s. 3,
says that every chattel mortgage shall operate and take
effect upon, frein and after the day and time of filing
thereof and net before as against execution creditors of
the mortgagor, &c. Such a mortgage only covers goods
subsequently broughut on the premises when it is
specially drawn to that effect. Il the case referred to
a fraud was coilmmitted by goods being purchased and
advances on them secured by a chattel mortgage,
which, it was alleged, was found to be so drawn as ta
cover goods brought into the mortgagor's store after
the mlortgage was executed. Such a prospective lien
ought not to be legalised as iL can be, as il has been,
readily made an instrument for conmitting fraud.
Merchants in, this city cannot be expected to follow all
the variations, and eccentricities, and kaleidescopic
changes of legislation in distant Provinces.

We regard it as nost inimical te trading interests and
to the credit of Canada for store stocks to be capable of
being covered by a chattel miortgage, as it is a very rare
case when such stocks are really owned by the mort-
gagor, who, as a rule, is in debt for sonie portion of
thein. The.chattel nortgaging of stocks has led te

very gross frauds, vliich the system indeed suggésts
and aids. We trust the Government will introduce an
Insolvency Act next Session that will put an end to the
disgraceful and injurious confusion which now arises
from the commercial laws of the different Provinces
differing so widely.

THE COTTON TRADE.
Latest English advices report that many mills in

Mancbester are producing to their fullest capacity,
and evidences are abundant of increased activity. It
will require, however, more than an ephémeral im-
provement to relieve the congestion which lias pre-
vailed in the cotton trade during the past year. Many
balance sheets we have seen are not at all satisfactory,
as few mills have paid dividends, and these only to a
small amount.

The bete noir of the Lancashire cotton industry for
a long time past lias been the China and In dia trade
owing to silver fluctuations and the competition of na-
tive inills, which are producing the lower grade zottons
in native demand. Silver lias depreciated in China to a
discount representing 45 per cent, and in India the
currency situation is little better. Lancashire spinners
have, moreover, been opposed in the Mexican market,
in which., country [in the last two years mills have
been erected. The eastern mills of the United States
have been over-producing, which bas demoralized prices
to the "sIlaughter point." This is evident in the prices
of Aierican cottons in Canada at the moment, goods
worth 4¾c in Manchester being sold for 31 ta 3j cents.

Southern uills are competing so strenuously for
eastern trade, that manufacturers in New England have
been induced to make extensive additions ta their ma-
chinery with a view ta producing a class of cotton
gaods Iitherto supplied by Manchester. The consump-
tion of American cottons in Canada is likely to continue
more or less, despite preferential treatment in favor of
the Manchester article.

According ta British textile returns for the three
months ending September last, the Canadian preferen-
tial tariff encouraged importations to Canada as fol-
lows

The increase being nearly $203,000 in one quarter's

imports of cotton goods, would, ordinarily, be expected
te have a deterrent effect upon local cotton enterprises,
not to speak of the United States "sacrifice" selling
as a factor tending to the same end. But
our cotton magnates are not intimidated by thiscaution-
ary signal. During the last year large additions have
bee inade in several mills. The Merchants Cotton Co,
have almost doubled their capacity. The Montreal
Cotton Co. have built a new miii for the purpose of
manufacturing a class of goods that have not been
made in Canada,-principally with the idea of working
up Egyptian cotton. 1,enewed activity is noticeable in
the works of the Canadian Colored Cotton Mills Co., and
in those at Cornwall, Hamilton, Merritton, Milltown
and Marysville. The Dominion Cotton Co. also have
made -additions to their plants at Magog and Hochelagi.
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These several extensions have been made in the ex-
pectation that Canada's development in the near future
will afford sufficient outlet for the increased prod uction,
unprejudiced by outside competition. That it will turn
out to be a case of misplaced confidence we are loath to
admit, though there is not such an assurance of com-
plete success as we should like to see.

On the whole the Canadian cotton trade lias not been
over buoyant for a year or more. Whether or not the
opportunities opening in the Northwest and other parts
of the country warrant increased productive capacity
remains to be seen. There is not wantiug a conviction
among cotton men that all will come out as they have
planned. This confidence is a good state of mind to be
in when prospecting the future, and reminds us of the
Hoobier philosopher's saying : Be sure you are riglit
.- th!en go ahead."

they inust.use that quantity every day whatever iLs
price, so that the wheat cornerer creates a condition
vhich, if pushed to an extremity, would produce a

famine, and, as was recently sean in Italy and else-
where during the Leiter operations, inflicts very grave
suffering upon those who are coipelled to buy food on
the " hand to moutlh" system.

With all deference then to the Pennsylvania miller
above quoted, we consider there is a vital distinction be-
tween private householders whio buy ahead of immedi-
ate needs, who have no intention of creating a scarcity,
nor any idea they are doing so, and the speculator who
deliberately corners the supply of food in order
out of the artificial, the temporary scarcity lie'
creates, to enhance the cost of the people's daily bread.

TRADE WITH PORTO RICO AND CUBA.

The new tariff for Cuba will be published next week
by the American authorities. Its leading features are
known, and they are not encouraging to any hopes of
our doing more business with that island. The mini-
mum rate will be put on food products, agricultural
machinery and all kinds of machinery likely to be use-
fuil in the development of the island. Agricultaral
tools of the simplest sort will be admitted into Cuba
free of duty, but those requiring horsepower or par-
taking of the character of machines will probably be
charged rates aiounting to about twenty-five per cent
ad valorem.

Were this the whole case we might have a fair
chance of seniding flour, fish, and other food products to
Cuba, with agricultural machiuery. But there will be
obstructions placed upon the entrance of any but Am-
erican vessels into Caban ports which will give the
States a practical monopoly of the island trade. It lias
been officially stated that the entire cost of the occu.
pancy of Cuba by the States, civil and military, will be
raised by custons duties and so applied. The Cubans
will submit for a time but, ere long, they will demand
the control of their own revenue and their own civil
and miilitary services.

The American Consul at San Juan has already called
the attention of his Government to "the large fish
trade of Nova Scotia and other British American col-
onies with Porto Rico." The merchants of Nova Scotia
visit Porto Rico to buy molasses, &c., which they pay
for in codfish. The Consul advises that the New Eug-
land fish dealers should have this trade, and there is
every prospect of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick los-
ing that market. It is seldom a full cargo can be got
from Halifax or St. John for Cuba or Porto Rico and a
return cargo for Canada. The custoni lias been to pick
up more cargo at an American port, and to load up on
return with sugar, &c., for New York, where cargo was
secured for Halifax. According to United States navi-
gation laws now adopted, a British vessel cannot trade
between the ports of Cuba or Porto Rico and other
American ports, for as those islands are under the Stars
and Stripes, this trading would be coasting trade which
none but American vessels are allowed to pursue.

Last year the exports of fish to Spanish West Indies
from.Canada were valued at $91'7,233, which is about
the average of many years. We sent to those markets,
drugs, fruit, butter, stone and vegetables, but their ag-
gregate. value was only $2,189.... 0f .potatoes we ex-

PRIVATE WHEAT CORNERERS.
The " Roller Mill" publishes an address by a Pennsyl-

vania miller who broaches a theory in regard to fluctu-
ations in the prices of wheat and flopr which is some-
what novel. The household speculator is affirmed " to
do more in cornering the market than great operators
like Mr. Leiter." A leader in a movement of this kind
decides when the markets can best be controlled, and
then judiciously lets the press of the country into the
secret. At the sanme time some noted dealer or miller
feels inspired to predict ten dollar a barrel flour, or $2
wheat, and next day the whole population are aroused,
and they determine to get the better of the wicked
speculators by securing an extra stock of flour, the ef-
fett of which is to secure a corner of twenty or twenty-
five million bushels of wheat by storing its produet in
flour in their meal closets. This seems a large esti-
mate, but the author of the address considers that out
of the 70 millions of people in the States, there are
probably 15 million householders, one-third of whom
will buy an extra barrel of flour when prices are re-
ported to be going higlier. This, it is declared, "ab-
sorbs as mucht wheat as is ordinarily in sight, and, of
course, when such conditions exist farmers keep back
supplies and prices advance."

He remarks in this connection "Perhaps we as
millers could do more to prevent the successful corner-
ing of the markets by a little missionary work among
the consumaers, in letting them know that they are doing
more to corner the market than are the leaders in the
deal;and they are just as wicked speculators as the man
or men whom they are condemning."

While we regard it reasonable to presume that house-
keepers do buy more freely when they believe flour is
likely to be much dearer, we doubt whether this is donc
to the extent described by the author of the address
referred to. He, however, as a practical miller speaking
to an audience of those in the same trade, was probably
speaking froi experience. As to the " wickedness" of
sucli purchases there can only be one rational opinion,
they are as innocent as any other transaction. The
author of the .address fails to distinguish between a
buyér of what he is constantly consuming to an extent
ahead of immediate needs, and a speculator cornering
the marketby speculative purchases, in ordaer to create
an artificial scarcity for a time of an article that is the
staple food.of all civilized countries. A given quantity
of whéat is, necessarily consumed daily by all classes,
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ported to value of $114,200, and of boards, &c. $93,309
worth, and of coal $7,771.

The whole of our exporta last year to Spanisi West
Indies amounted to $1,020,502. This is not a large
suin bir, we should be sorry to lose it. We fear, how-
ever, from present indications that the intention of the
American Governmnenit is to monopolise the carrying
and the foreign trade of Cuba and Porto Rico, until in-
ternational negotiations lead to a wiser policy.

CLEAR I I TE SIDEWALKS.
Now is the Line when the city authorities would do

weil to look ahead in regard to the policy they propose
to pursue in regard to the sidewalks. We noticed to-
day that the proprietors of a property which has a
street frontage of soute 600 feet, were cleai-ng the
sidewalk by a siow plougi drawn by a horse. Il a
few mlinutes, as tast indeed as a person could walk the
distance, the snow was cleared level to within halif an
iich of the pathway. This more than complies with
the city by-law so far as the depth of snow left on the
side!walki goes.

he plan is no novelty, as the footpaths of many
towns in Ontario have for niany years been kept in
excellet condition by smail snow ploughs being run
over thîsem after cae fall of snow. The sidewalks are
not iijured in the slightest degree by a pony drawiig
a Plough over them, as they are wlhen ice and hog-
baeks lhave to be chopped away witli an axe, and liard
snow)% ploundied with shovels.

The, impsition upon cach householder of the work
of elearinîg the sidewalk in front of his dwellinIg is a
very eiiimsy, a very u njust, and, as we all know, a
singihlya * i v ecive device. A few persons who
uidertake this taesk do so without any concerted action,
ti reslt binig, Lhat while on somte frontages the
sidewalk is bared to the bone, as it were, there are
others adjoining thei loft several inches Iigher by ae-
cumlations of snow and ice. A walk along our rosi-
deutial streets in, winter is somnewhat like to crossing a
plougied field, so irregular are the elevations encoun-
teresd. Tlere is usuially a bu imp in the middle of the
path, or at oite side, which is a dangerous trap to the
unîwary pedestriau. After nervously navigating along
sole thirty or forty feet at an average elevation of six
or Let iiches above the boards, or paving, he as to
drop down te the normal level along another frontage.
le Lhen meets with another elevation of humps, and

knobs, and glassy siopes, and, unless lie bas been carried
off in au an bulance, lie goes on rising and falling, and
tripping,tntl straining his muscles, and objuirgating,an.d
often emittinsg sulphurous but justifiable remarks,
until, by a specially kind Providence, lie reaches his
own lot. Even then cases have been kniown of a navi-
gator being wrecked on entering port, for one who lias
carefully cleared his own pathway, is liable to have it
covered with snow tramssped from other lots.

For a city like this, it is a scandai for the sidewalks
to becoime so dangerous anld so uncomfortable as Lhey
always are here iii winter. There are persous limping
about on crutches, and otherwise suffering from
accidents caused by our disgraceful footpaths. Every
season the city lias to pay daimages to the victimus of its
own neglect. IL is provable that the yearly cost of
those daimages would fully cover the ontlay necessary
for such work as would prevent then occurring.

The by-law requiring each householder to clean his,
own frontage is a tax which those who think well'may
declirne to pay. Is that a just or a rational system ?
"System" we say, but it is no system at all, for systemn
implies order and regularity, whereas our sidewalks are
an exhibit of disorder and irregularity. To point to
suc a by-law is a mockery, for such is the by-law it-
self. It is a common, hourly siglit in this city to see a
policeman gingerly picking his way as though le vere
threading a labyrinth of eggs, over a sidewalk whicb
he knows to be in a state which indicates a breach of
the law. Our policemen systematically ignore this
by-law, and this is the only sigu of system in connection
with it.

We would advise our rulers to visit a few Ontario
towns or villages, and see bow admirably and hîow
regularly and how cheaply the sidewalks are kept in a
good, safe and passable condition. Visitors therefrom
cry, Shame ! upon this city and we have heard the en-
quiry, whether Montreal has any formn of municipal
goverurnent, or any police force ? Certainly the gross
neglect of measures for protecting the limnbs and lives
of the citizens in winter, makes such a question too
natural to be at all satirical.

LLEBElRS TELEGRAPII1 CODE.
Telegraphy bas developed a nev language, which bas the

advantage over others of being capable of adoption by those
whose tongues are as varied as the builders of the tower of
Babel. As th messages sent over wires must be read by
operators and clorks in the offi es of telegraph companies, it
was soon found necessary to adopt secret codes by the use of
which the imeaning of a message could only be read by the
person to whomn it was a:ldrossed. The plan was worked long
before telegraphy, haviig been in generai use in diplomatie
circles, probably for centuries. There are records of secret
State messages having been deciphered by ingenious persons
whodiscovered the key to thein. Military advices sent from
one oflicer to another have been so read, and trouble caused
by the enemy gaining information surreptitiously. Oneof
the features in the Dreyfus case is believed to have ihos
arisen. When sinpler codes were used it was no very ditlì-
cult feat to interpret thein, and elerks bave been known te
work ont a key which enabled them te read messages relating
ta financial iatters by their knowledge of which they pro-
fited. A bank was once asked by wire to honour the cheque
of a person who was about to call. Though in cypher the
message was read by an operator who personaled the caller
and secured a good round sumx by a forged -sheque. The
cost of cabling is se heavy that it lias been found desirable te
compile a much more elaborate code than the old ones which
were confinied te single words with a code meaning, or the
substitution of one lutter fo)r aiother, each of the letters of
the alphabet having a substitute, A. being intended to read
M. & so on. The reading of these is tedious, but it is quite
easy to get the key to such crude cyphers. A message of
this kind sent by the late Sir John A. * Macdonald was once
read by a purson it was not intended for, and though no state
secret, was known te have been communicated te a political
opponent. Lieber's Standard Telegraphie Code is a compila-
tion of arbitrary words, nost of which have been nanufac-
tured to serve as mere symbols. Thus we have this combina-
tion, " Angeleckt, Smith, Bancheainmo, Adversiore, Aquas-
siere," five words which require 79 words to express their
meaning. Au order to purchase goods, of wlich the quan-
tity is given, the price anld time of delivery is expressed by
the words, "l Citroenvala, Dorsennus" Advices te or from a
banker respecting deposits, drafts, a customer's credit, &o.,
ean be expressed in one word, su;h as, ." Alibammo" whiuh

s
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needs 21 words to explain its meaning. The Code contains
50,000 cypher words in each one of whieh is a meaning ta
which no eiue is given. Persons who are using the telegraph
freely can make au infinite number of combinations, say for
instance, by placing the intended message three or four or
any number of lines ahead, so that even a third person who
has the Code could be easily prevented from reading a mes-
sage however ingenions and persevering ha might be. We
need hardly say that bankers, marchants and others who are
constantly sending important messages by wire, regard this
new Code with the highest favour.

THE SALARY OF JUDGES.

We hope the ramour is authentie that the Government bas
under consideration the question of Judges' salaries. The
subject is not one calculated to arouse popular interest. It
is therefore all the more incumbent upon those who have
definite convictions on this matter to express them for the in-
formation of the Governument.

Altbough not apparent when regarded suparficially, the
gravest public interests are involved in this question. The
remuneration pid to a Judge of one of the Superior Courts
in Canada we regard as below that which can ha considered
as adequite for one b tving suo responsibilities, and who oc-
cupies So eminent a social position. Before a meinber of the
Bar is eligible for a seat on the Bench, ha must have passed
mang years iii tie exercise of his professiou during which ha
acquired very wide experience, and an exéensive and intimate
knowledge of the law and of legal procedure. Having
reached a period of maturity in experience ahd in knowledge,
which rends his judgment and bis advice of the highest
value, when, after long years of comparative poverty, ha is in
a position to earn a large incoine whieh is some reconpense
for a prolonged struggle in a very arduous profession, he is
asked by bis country to become one of its legal admistrators.
The duties laid upon himn demand distinguished attainments;
the highest oharacter ; the most unsullied honour; as vell as
a capaciy for maintaining the dignity of so eminent an office
both on the Bench, and in social life.

" Contenipt of Court" is a penal offence, but a very ex-
ensable, indeed inevitable one, if a Judge fails in any one of
the above requirements. Disrespect for the occupants of the
BenBch inspires disrespect for the law of which they are the
exponents and representatives. The interests of which the
law is the guardian, demand that those by vhom it is admin-
istered should ha so circumstanced as to command the higlhest
respect of all classes.

The maintenance of the official and social honour apper-
taining te members of the judiciary is, however, a very. ex-
pensive affair. The country expects the honour it bas con-
ferread toe maintained in the social as vell as the strictly of-
ficial sphere; it is therefore bound in justice to those on
whomu jadicial honours are conferred to provide theiu with
an income adequate to their position.

The"acceptance of a judgeship involves almost invariably
a sacrifice of income, and brings a social elevation which calls
imperatively for more domestie expenses tha.n auy member
of the Bar need incur. For many years the standard and
the cost of living have bean gradually rising. A Judge, how-
ever frugally inclined, cannot live in obscurity. There is a

fierce light" ever beating on the' Bench as well as "on a
Throne." The standard also of legal attainments bas been
raised for those whomn the country requires as its Judgaes, so
that it has become more and more difficult te induce qualified
members of the.Bar te " go up higher," as the money sacri-
fice is too serions.

These considerations, we submit, afford an unanswerable
plea for raising the salary of Judges so as to render their
öflicial income more adequate to the distinguisbed, but costly
position they have accepted in the public service. The aggre-
gate outlay for this policy would be a mare bagatelle in the
national expenditure.

INSURANCE EXPENSES.
In our insurance table of week before last ve were com-

pelled by the exigences of space te omit froin. the table we
then published, a return of the rate of general expenses par
cent of premiins received last year by the fire insurance
companies in Canada. These particulars were as in follow-
ing statement, which also includes a retura of the rate of
preiniums charged par cent of the risks taken in 1897 :

THE STANDARD OIL TRUST IN COURT.
The Standard Oil Trust is the largest commercial organi-

zntion in existence or aver known. Its capital is $100,000,-
000, and under its control are 12 companies witlh aggregate
capital of $440,445,000. This capital to extont of 540 millions
is controlled by one organization; which is practicallyitself,
controlled by one man, Mr. John D. Rockefeller. A number
of suits have bean tried in State Courts against the Standard
Oil Trust for violating the law against trusts and com-
bines. l 1892 the Ohio Supreme Court orde.red the dissolu-
tion of the Standard Oil Trust, but it has since gone on as
though no such judgment had baen.rendered. A motion bas
recently beau made, to have the company.punished for con-
temnpt of Court. The Attorney-General of Ohio bases tihis
action on the following facts :

"Since March 21, 1892 (the date of the fake dissolution),
the trusteas have paid twenty-thrae quarterly dividands of
8 par cent, and have paid 45 par cent in specials, or 114 par
cent totals on an aggregate of $110,865,000, and these divi-
dends have beau paid upon certificates representing pro rata
shares in the capital stock of the defendant in the same man-
ner as was done previous to the judgnent of this court, and
the defendant has participated therein and permitted the
same to.be done."

He also noted that John D. Rockefeller had received as his
personal profit. from the trust. during the time over
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$10,000,000. A commissioner has been appointed ta investi-
gate the proceedings of this huge commercial octopus since it
was ordered to dissolve. The company had the unparalleled
audacity to ask that the Court for trying the suit should be
held in its own office i The affair is exciting great interest
as the issue is a clear one as ta which is the more powerful,
the law of the United States, or a huge combine. . So far the
law bas had the vorst of the fight, and the general opinion is
that the Standard Oit Co. will prove that it is strong enough
to set the Supreme Court at defiance.

CHEESE AND BUTTER SHIPMENTS.
The shipments of cheese in the season just closed were

1,900,000 boxes valued at $12,065,000, as compared with
2,102,980 boxes in 1897, at a value of $14,195,000. The av-
erage value in 1897 was $6.35, and 1898, $6.75 per box. A
decrease in shipments with a loWering of prices made last
season somnewhat unprofitable to the trade. Out of the total
shipments London took 34.31 par cent; Liverpool, 28.45 par
cent; and ßristol 23.55 per cent. The shipments of butter
were 270,000 packages against 220,000 'in 1897. The total
value of butter shipments, estimated at au average of $12.25
for a tub of 70 pounds, was $3,37,500, which exceeds the
figures of 1897 by $612.500. In 1892 the total shipments of
cheese were valued at $12,554,286, of which $12,495,506 went
ta (reat Britain. Sa that the shiipments this year feul
$58,780 in value below those of 1892. The exports of butter
in 1892 had a total value of $1,273,094, of which $1,080,966
vent ta GreatBiritari. The value therofore of the butter

shipnents this season vas $2,034,406 in excess of the exports
in 1892. The enormnous increase in exports of butter was
wholly the rosilt of a better quality being produced such as
this journal mnany years ago again and again urged as being
nuecssary ta imeet the British taste. Our cheose was never
allowed to run down in quality as butter had been until the
trade was thruatened with extinction, so that thora was no
such opportunity offered for an increased sale of Canadian
choeso as there was for our butter. The steadiness of cheese
shipnents for years past conpared with the great increase in
those of butter lias to some extent arisen fron more attention
bei.g given ta the latter industry.

fM PORTANT JUDGMENT. RE:. EXEMiPTIONS.
The Massey Music Hall, Toronto, has been adjudged on

appeai, to be assessable for city taxes. Exemption was
claimîîed on the ground that the hall was not run for profit,
but vas built by Mr. Massey and invested in trustens for the
purpose of providing a large roon for publia concerts, lec-
turcs and meetings at a nominal cost, sufficient only to cover
maintenance expenses. The plea was raised that as the Hall
was devoted to public purposes of an educational nature
from the letting of which no profit was derived, it was
legally entitled to exemption from taxes. Judge McDougaîl
dismissed the appeal on the grounds that the publia had no
control over the Hall, nor any voice in electing the trustees,
nor bas any charitable institution any vested or contingent
interests in the property, which might be sold, or so used to
ba of no public benefit. The donor of the Massey Music Hall
had so carefully exclnded the public from having any say in
its inanagemuent as to deprive it of ail claim ta be considered
a public institution within the language and intention of the
statute. The principfle upon which this judgment is founded
dostroys the foundation upon which nuumerous claims for
exeuption are erected.

U. S. WAR TAX ON CANADIAN TRADE.

Canadian importera whose goods come via the United States
l bond are being taxed fifty cents on each shipment by the
American government. This is one of the war taxes, so that
Canada is being levied upon to pay the expenses of the Spanish
war. The clause under which this tax is imposed la as follows :

Bond.-For lndemnifying any person or persons, firm or cor.
poration, who shall have become bound, or engaged as surety for
the payaent of any sum of money, or for the due execution or
performance of the duties of any office or position, and to ac-
count for any money recelved by virtue thereof, and ail other
bonds of any description, except such as may be required in legal
proceedings, not otherwise provided for in this schedule, fifty
cents.

As a Customs bond has to be given for each entry of goods pas.
sing through the States, the clause l made applicable to Canadian
imports. This we regard as a distinct breact of the treaty by
which bonding privileges are conceded equally ta both countrias.
A protest bas been laid before our Commissioners now at Wash-
ington against this tax, the unfairness of whiich is niesufest, even
If It can be regarded as legal, whieh la very doubtful. Such an
imposition will emphasize the desirability of goods for this country
being shipped over an aIl Canadian route. American lines run-
nlag fron New York ta our bordera wIll ûnd It to their leterest
tu stand by Canadian importera in their efforts ta relieve entries
of our goods from this U. S. war tax.

A JOURNALISTIC GUIDE POST.

A
fair surplus is claimed, but this is largely lucked up ln real
ostate.

The United Servico Clothing Co. Toronto, held a meeting of
creditors on the 25th ulto, when they asked an extension of time,
which creditors refused. A. G. Watson le sole owner. The
business ia a little more than two years oid.-At a subsequent
meeting held on Monday last, an offer of 60 cents was made
which it la likely will be accepted.

In the present case there la evidence to show
that several business mni conspired ta purchase live and dead
stock, provisions, etc., on Lime drafts from farmers and otheis.
Before the drafts fell due the goods were disposed of by._the
purchaser ta the others in the deai at less than haif the cost, and
the notes dishonored. IL is estimated the frAiu8ds will amount ta
thousands of dollars.

DRY GOODS NOTES.

A woollen goods importer who has returned from a visit.to the
principal British textile centres reports that those manufacturers
producing high-class men's wear woollens are able te keep their.
looms well engaged, but on the cheaper grades of woollens.
manufacturers complain of an absence of demand. They feel
the loss of the American market on account of tarif restrictions,
which, along with the advànced prices asked for Australian wool,make their lot a diflcult one to contend with. Dresa goods
manufacturers, he adds, are doing a fairly good business in
crepons, and many high class novelties are now coming dlf the
looms to meet the demand for the popular fabric l'or the comin-
sprng season.

The soundness of the policy recently adopted by the Fall
River, Mass., manufacturers in coupling with curtailment of
production a joint selling arrangement lias thus so far beau fully
.vindicatåd. 'The committee lias sold the large stock the mills
had on band a month or so ago when the new system began, and
is now in a good position to realize better pflces oi business still
to come forward. Moreover, taking advantageof hlankgsgiving
the mills were closed down the whole ut this week, thus fur-
ther eniancng their position. The Canadian trade will appre -
clate fronitlhis that "slauighter" selling ou this side of the bor-
der will likely become a Neimesis less and less ta be teared.

Clothiers report an improviug demand for the better grades of
clothing afnd that the demand. for woolleus is gradually working
up to the finer goods. This would seemn ta indicate that con-
sumers are beginning ta realize the feasibility of purchasing a
better fabric or tlat their resources have so improved as to aiable
them ta obtain mare durable élothing.

The total export of raw sillk from Yokohama for the past sea-
son is given as fullow :-To Europe, 19,734 bales; ta Auieriam,
37,019 bales; or a total of 57,999. picols; representing 7,713,807
lbs., against 49,588 piculs last season, or (,505,204 Ibs.

A report from the Ayrshire lace centre states somne good
orders have latterly beau received frdm Canada. The orders
booked from this and other colonial markets will keep the mills
running loto the new.ycmtr.

L1ATIIER AND HtiDEs.-Boot and stoes
manufacturers are busily engaged in stock
taking and pending the completion of this
annual event ln about a fortnights time,
little activity is expected ln the leather
trade.-Evenwhen.the.way ls clear ta enter
upon the making of new contracte, no large
orders are looked for. the prevailing
opinion being that manufacturers wlil buy
couservatively. Rides are unchanged.
Receipts as usually happens at tis season,
are heavy, and whilst demand of course
fails short of negotiating the whole, il l
bro'd enough ta keep the market in
healthy shape.

LuxînER.-Stocks of white pine are not
hleavy in Ottawa, and the tendency of
prices ls ta advance, but it le doubtful if
there will be any material advance during
the remainder of the preseut year. On
box lumber, however, prices have already
stiffened and li the Ottawa valley district
soine of the lower grades of lumber are
hqld et higher figures. Vith a limited in-
put of logs this winter, there seems a fair
prospect of the trado conditions opening
in' a satisfactory manner in the coming
spring. For the nninonils ending Sept-
ember 30, the lumber and tiiber exporte
front Canada to Great Britain show material
decreases as compared with the cerres-

ponding perlod last year. Dressed lumber
decreased from a valuation of $1,514,290 In
1897, ta $1,268,708; and hewed timber from
$135,884 ta $95,243.

PA INTs AND OILs.-New business ln these
lines le ouly fitful, the trade being occupied
chiefly lu fillng tag.end orders at the end
of the season. Turpentine has been ad-
vanced 2c. at 75c, per gallon. Stocka
of turpentine ln New York, and six other
centres in the South at .the middle of
last month were 27,968 bris., against
54,181 bris. at same date last year. Con-
sumption le up ta the average for the ses-
son all round, and, as we lndicated wuald
ensue a few weeks ago, operators are cur-
tailing the production in the hope of plac-
lng the industry on a better paying basis ln
1899, There le slight hope from this, recog-
nizing besides that the Brooklyn fire de-
molished considerable stock, which ordin-
arily would have found ita way into con-
sumption, that turpentine will get down
again ta the comparativèly cheap level of
the last summer. Indeed it would not be
surprising If the article before long reached
a price it has nt touched in ten years.
Linseed ail issteady and unehanged. Glass
firm. at the recent advance. Lead products
show no vtriation from the values which
have held good for months past, viz,
$.5.624 for pure white lead per 100 lbe.
There le sane apeculating ln paris green,
for spring delivery at, it la said, 12c bulk
and 14e lu packets.

PoULTRY AND GAhE. - The market la
beginning to take on Its orthodox Christmas
hue. Large turkey shiputents are going
across ta the English márket frot the
West, via Halifax and Sr. Johns, N. B.
Locally, this , holiday bird " le becoming
more in evidence, and by anticipation is
recelving more attention of buyers. Tur-
keys seli at 8 1.2e to 9e; chickens, at 61 2o
ta 8e; ducks, at 7c ta 8c, and geese at 5 1.20
to 6 1.2o per lb. There is a good demand
for partridge and all offering meet with
ready sale at 55c ta 60e for firets, and at
35o ta 40o for seconds, per brace.

-PRODUcE.-Strictly new laid eggs have
gone up another cent, at! 23 ta 24e per
dozen; No. 1 eandled, upon which the bulk
of demand rune, are selling at 16c. The
market for beaus la quiet: choies, band-
pieked, 9o ta $1 per bushel; prime, 85e ta
90c. In honey, business la dull. we quote:
White clover comb, in 1-lb. sections, 7c ta
7½c; dark, 5.c to 6%; white extracted, Oc
to 6gc, and dark. 4e ta 5e. There is a
steady demand for potatoes, and sales of
car lots of choice stock were made at 500
ta 52c, and at 40e ta 45e for common ta fair
in car lots.
