AT BIRMINGHAM,

St. Joun's Hosrirar,
LicurieLp,
October 23rd, 1803,
My Lorp Bisgor,—

As a memberof the Congress held under your
Lordship's Presidency, and as one who was
present at the meoting on Thursday morning,
the Hth inst., on the subject of ** The Church of
England in relation to other Bodies of Chris-
tians,” I feel it my duty, howover painful, to
ceuter my humble, but very earnest and solemn,
protest, against the advantage you took of your
position as Chairman of that Meeting to make
an assertion which, as you must havo known,
would give the greatestpain to numbers of those
then present, expressing not only your own
opinion that Episcopacy was not necessary for
a Church, or for the valid administration of the
Sacraments, but also that ¢ the Church of Eng-
land has nowhere said that Episcopacy” (or as
you put it when you repeated the statement,
‘“ the three orders™) “is necessary to the existence
of @ Church."”

Respect for the position your Lordship occu-
pied as Chairman and President of the Con.
gress, and for your Office as-Bishop of the Dio-
cese in which we were assembled, restrained
the expression of indignant protest that there
would have been from very many, if such
words had been uttered by anyone else; and, as
your Lordship spoke at the conclusion of the
meeting, it was impossible for anyone, though
there were many, as I nced not say, fully com-
petent to do so, then and there to reply to your
words, or to take up the challenge you guve:
“1 challenge any man to bring forward a pas-
sage from any author of the Church of England
in which he has said so much as that,” viz,
that *the Church of England bas said that
Episcopacy is necessary to the existence of a
Church.”

1 had sincerely hoped that some voice more
ablo, more powerful, and more influential than
mine—from some of those who were then on
the platform, and could speal with some author-
ity in our Church—vould, before this, have ut-
tered some formal protest against your Lord-
ship's words being considered as, in any man-
ner, the expression of the real teaching of our
Church. As, however, no such voice has
spoken, and as I know, perhaps better than
many, how such words coming from a Bishop
of our Church, even though only an individual,
but eminent for his scholarship, will deeply
grieve, pain, and discourage tho hearts of num-
bors of our Church-people, Clergy and Laity,
who in distant lands, amid difficulties that we
Jittle realize here at . home, are earnestly con-
tending “for the faith once delivered to the
saints,” and how they will stimulate, encour-

age, and cause to boast over our people, who
are fewer in numbers, the various dissenting
bodies, and confirm them in their opinions that
their organizations are as good as the Church,
if not better than it, I cannot any longer keep
silence, even though I know that my veice is
altogether insignificant and without influence.

My Lord, 1 believe that if what you then said
is the true account of the position of the Church
of Iingland, she can no longer be—as her ene-
mies are ever ready to taunt her with not being
—a true Bruanch ot the One Holy Catholic and
Apostolic Church.  And 1, certainly for one,
believing as 1 most firmly do that Christ only
founded One Chureh, and not many separate
bodies, should have to seek that Church olse-
where. For 1,400 years al least it was certainly
universally belioved that Bishops were neces-
sary for the being of a Branch of' the Chureh,
and for the transmission of the powers of thoe
Ministry. If our Church has al any time, or
by any definite act, repuelinted that belief, and
acknowledged that a body of Christinns  with-
out Episcopally ovdained Ministors is a real and
true Branch of the Church, she has separated
herself from the ancient Church in a most vital
matter.

But I am convinced, notwithstanding your
Lordship’s challenge, that she has not done so,
Individual Bishops, even learned Bishops, may
have spoken, and may still spouk, rash things,
In the great crisis of the Reformation there
must have been a strong bias in favour of those
who on many questions were on the same side
in the controversy with Rome, and it must have
been very diflicult to know how rightly to deal
with those, in other countries, who, thrqugh no
fault of their own, wore left Lo fight the battle
of what was deemed cssentinl truth, without
their Bishops. But no rash judgments of indi-
viduals, even though prominent Bishops, can bo
placed against the official acts of the Church ns
a whole.

And those acts | firmly believe set forth ag
distinctly as words can possibly do, the continu-
ous maintenance, through tho Reformation and
up to the present time, of the samo belief in the
necessity of the threo Orders, for the validity of
the Sacraments and for the continuance of the
ministry, and therefore for the existence of the
Church, that had been held by the Church of
Christ from the beginning,

Whether the Church was right or not in this
matter has been repeatedly discussed Dby the
most able and learned writers, and is not now
the question. Nor, if you will permit me tosay
50, has the permission of Baptism by luymen in
extreme cases of necessity, to which your Lord-
ship alluded, anything to do with the recogni-
tion of the authority of persons in separation
from the Church to minister tho Sacraments as
Ministers,

All Icontend is that our Church does, whether
rightly or wrongly, most undoubtedly and
plainly maintain the ancient beliefas to the
NECESSITY for the three Orders for the existence
of the Church,

In 1549, under Edward VI., the Ordinal was
publishel. with the Declarations at the begin-
ning,—tmhe first part of which your Lordsibp
alludedwelractically as we now have it.  That
Prefac mays:

“It1s evident untoall men diligently reading
tho Holy Seripture and ancient Authors, that
from the Apostics’ time there have beon three
Orders of Ministers in Christ's Chureh.”

So far your Lordship quoted, and added that
youheartily admitted the statement.  But why
did not your Lordship continuo the quotation?
The words that follow express, as distinetly as
words could do, that these Ovders not only ox-
isted asa mattor of history, but had been con-
sidered, nud were to continue to bo osteomed
necessary.

“ Whiceh Offices were overmore hold in such
reverond estimation that no man might pre-
sume o executo any of' them, except ke were
first called, tried, examined, and lknown to have
sich qualities as aro requisito for the samo;
and also by public Prayer, with tmposition of
ILands, were approved and admitted thereto by
Inwful anthority,  And therofore, to the intent
that these Orders may be continued and revor-
ontly used and esteomed in the Church of Yng-
lind, no man shall be aceounted or taken to bo
alawful Bishop, Priest or Deacon in the Chureh
of England, or suffered to oxocute any of the
said Fuanctions, oxcept ho bo called, tried, ox-
amined, and admitted theroto according to the
Form herenfter following, or hath had formerly
Lipiscopal Conseeration or Ordination.”

In the Rubric at the boginning it is also op-
dered that thero shall bo & Sermon or Bxhorta-
tion “declaring ., . how necessary (not oxpo-
dient mevely) that Order (whether Dencon or
Priest) is in the Church of Christ.”

The Articlos were published three yoars af-
ter, and tho 24uh (our prosent 23rd) snys

“Itis not luwful (surely God’w law is here
meant) for any man to take upon him the ofiice
of public preaching or ministering tho Sacra-
ments in the Congrogation before he is lnwinlly
called, and sent to exceute the same, Anil
thoso we ought to judge luwfully called and
sent who be chosen and called to this work by
men who have public authority givon unto
them in (not by) the Congregation (lScelosia)
to cull und send Ministers into the Liord's Vine-
).‘,“_d.n

When we read these words in conneetion with
the Prefuce to the Ordina! published only throe
years betore and coming probably from Al
same authors, though being very similur ti the
Article of 1538, it 13 impossible not to believeo
but that the oxpression “lawinlly enlled nnd
sent” was meant to refer to those and 1o those
only who had received * Fpiscopal Consecration
or Ordination.”

But to come down o our own timoe, | aflirm
that the One Hundred and Forty-Five Bishops
of the Anglican Communion nssembled at the
Lambeth Conference, at which 1 had tho privi-
legee of Leing present, in 1884, re-asserted this
same principlu with no uncertan voice,

In the subject of the rolation of our Church
to the Scandinavian and other reformed
Churches, tho chief question enquired into was
whether they had maintained the continuity
of the ancient three-fold Ministry. With ro-
gard to Old Catholics and athers, the Encycli-
cal Lettor said, * Nor agnin is it possible for
members of the Anglican Communion 1o with-
hold their sympathies for those Continental
movements towards Reformation which, under
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the greatest difficulties, have proceeded mainly on
the same line as our own, retaining ITipiscopacy as
an Apostolic ordinance.” But this was chicfly
munifested in the treatment of the subject of
Home Reunion, The vory greatest and deepest
desiro for such reunion was expressed, But
the Eneyelical, put forth, it must be remem-
bored, by the unanimous consent of the Bishops
thon nssembled, says, “ We lny down conditions
on which inter-communion is, in our opinion,
and according to our convietions, possible,
Tor, however we may long to embrace those
now alienated from us, so that the ideal of the
one flock may be realised, we must not be un-
faithful stewards of the great deposit entrusted to
us, We cannot desert our position either as to
faith or discipline. 'That concord would, in our
judgmont, be neither true nor desirable which
should bo produced by such a surrender.”

And one of theso conditions on which inter-
comwmunion is stated to be nlono possible is, as
is woll known :

“ The Higtoric Episcopate, locally adapted in
tho mothods of its administration to the vary-
ing necds of the nations and people called of
God into the unity of His Church.”

Could it be possible to declare more emphati-
cally than these words do, hofore the world,
that tho Iipiscopate is one of the things essen-
tial for the truo Church? I know, of course,
that attempts have beon made to distinguish
betwoen tho Episcopate ns an historie fuct and
a8 o doctrine, and it is alleged thut the former
alono is hore meunt. But, if people ave told that
they must nccopt Fpiscopuey as a fact oy
tho manner of the Ordination of their Ministers
before they can be admitted *into the unity of

the Church,” it is surely a mere quibble of

words 10 sny that they need not, with it, pledge
themsolves to any particular doctrine as to
why it is u necossity. The Bishops of the Am-
orican Chureh who first suggesied the four Ar-
ticlos accepted by the Lambeth Conferenco as
tho basis of a possible reunion, while declaring
thoir willingnoss to make all reasonuble conces-
sions on “ all things of human ordering and of hu-
man choice,” named these four, viz, : the Holy
Scriptures, the Creeds, the Two Saucramonts,
and the Histovie Bpiscopate, “as inherent party
of the sacred deposit of Christian faith and order,
committed by Christ and Ilis Apostles to the
Church, and as, therefore, essential lo the restora-
tion of unity.” (Sve Roport ol Committee, Lim-
both Conference,)
It is indeed n matlor of notoriely now, that
thore woro some Bishops who desired that
opiniony, similar to those exprossed by your
Lovdship, should be put forth on this nubject,
but the vory goneral disapproval with which
thoso opinions wore met proved oven more
cloarly and unmistakably the mind of the col-
loctive Kpiscopate us rvepresontative of our
LChureh,

A i\lxch an assortion, then, of the need of Kpis-
copNoy as 4 condition for :ny reunion with
other bodies, outweighs immensurably the
opinion that may bo oxpressed by any one
Bishop.

But, my Lord, I boliove the witness that our
Chureh does consider Ipiscopacy nccessary to
the oxistonco of & Church, is oven deoper nnd
sh'onﬁer than such ovidence as this, I beliove
it to bo enshrined unmistakeably and indelibly
in the formularies thut wo have all continually
to use. When the Article, * One Holy Catholic
and Apostolic Church,” was inserted in the
Creod, thero can be no doubt whatever that the
Church theroin meant was a duly orranized
visible body, baving a Ministry of ‘Bishops
Priosts and i)oncons; and o interpret that Ar:
ticlo of our Fuith as though it was intendoed to
mean, a8 your Lordship seomed to imply, *the
whole body of Christian mon dispersed
throughout,™ irrespeetivo of their organization
and of thoir ministry, soems to me to be using
most solemn words in & most loose manner, ab-

solutely contrary to the sense in which they
were intended, and are, us I believe, intended
still, since the Church has never declared her
intention that they should be interpreted in any
other sense than that which they had when
they were first used,

But, further, what cun the restriction of the
power to use tho words of Absolution, to Cele-
brate the Holy Communion, and to pronounce
the Blessing, to those who have been admitted
to the Order of the Priesthood mean, but this
same thing ? Can it for a moment be thought
that our Church moans that inside the Church
none but Priests may execute these Offices, but
that outside anyone is at liberty to do so with
cqnal validity and efficacy ?

But the ¢hief witnoss is undoubtedly in the
Ordinal itself. There, in the Prayers, as inthe
mber Collects, it is distinctly asserted that
God, by His * Divine Providence, kas appointed
divers Orders (not one only) in 1lis Chureh.”

Further, no body of Christians that does not
claim to have received the Commission of ils
Ministry in direct Succession from our Lord,
through the Apostles, has ever ventured to use
anything like the solemn terms of Commission
with which you, my Lord, send forth Priests to
minister to Christ’s flock, Those words of the
Ordination of Priests are either a most solemn
reality, conveying with authority a commission
that none but God, whether directly or in-
directly, could possibly give: or they are an
awful mockery, it not blasphemy. When you
use thoso words and commission Priests to
proach the Word and dispense the Sacraments,
are you really doing nothing more than any
little congregation of Christian men that meets
together and chooses to appoint & ministeris as
fully competent to do? If not, whore is tho
line to be drawn betwoen those who may and
those who may not cull and send Ministers?
Your Lordship did not, indeed, say what you
considered necessary for the validity of the
Sacraments, You only said that you did not
consider Episcopal Ordination necossary. But,
if onco the necessity of the Commission being
passed on from genoration to gencration
through individuals who have had power given
them in the Church to call and send others,—and
that i3 the essenco of Episcopacy,—is given up,
I confgss that 1, atleast, cannot see any reason-
ablo standing point between that and the ac-
knowledgment of a power inherent in the
smallest and newost congrogation that may
moet iogether to appoint one of their number
to minister to them. But if such & congrega-
tion may appoint & man to represent it in re-
ligious acts, [ do not see how it can make him,
as you, my Lovd, make tho Priests whom you
ordain, “ Ambassadors for Christ” and *¢ Stew-
ards of the Mysteries of God.”

My Lord, you told us that you ‘“were alivo
to tho evils of Dissent,” and were cager for the
reunion of Christians, and that it was this feel-
ing that took you to Grindelwald. You told us
also that you “ Joved and cherished Episcopacy
with all your heart,” and that you “ believed it
to bo tho best form of Church government,” I
cannot say that we were thanktul for the
avowal.  We took it for granted, or otherwise
you would assuredly not have been where you
wero.

But, my Lord, Thave seen and had cause to
feel the practieal “ ovils of Dissent,” and of our
divided Christendom, far more evidently than
it is possible, I venturoe to suy, for any one to
do in this country. I have seen something of
tho character and temper of Dissent, where
thoro is no excuso of an “ Established” Church
for it to pretend to excuse itself with semi-poli-
tical roasons for its existence, and I can, with-
out tho least hesitation or any fear of contradic-
tion, say this, that it is not because yir Lord-
ship, or anyono olse, declares that yor " cherish
and love” one form of Church gover. ent, or
think it the “best,” that the wound of our

divided Christendom will ever be healed, or the
“ ovils of Dissent” be overcome, The members
of those other bodies ““love and cherish” their
form of Church government, and think it,
whatever it may, ‘“the best.” What reason is
there why we should expect them to come over
to what we “ love and cherish” any more than
why we should not go to what they “love and
cherish,” that so we may be amicably one?
Nor can there be any real unity among Chris-
tians oxcept under one form of government.

The only power that can draw together the
scattered forces of those who “‘love the Lord
Jesus in sincerity” (and I believe that many of
those who have unwittingly separated them-
selves from the unity of the Church do most
earnestly love Him, and are most anxious to
sorve Him truly; I do not regard them as
“lepers,” though 1 believe them to be in most
unfortunate error) is the proclamation of some
way that we can tell men with unhesitating
voice i8 of God's ordaining, The mere prefer-
ences of men are the sure source of endless
schisms, Tho Trath of God can alone be the
rallying point for truc and lusting unity.

It is because I, too, most carnestly desire the
reunion of all who * call themselves Christians,”
and that “ they may be led into the way of
truth,” and becauso I believe that your Lord-
ship’s words, spoken at the Congress, would, if
they were accepted as tho right interpretation
of our Churceh's position, far from making for
union, tend indefinitely to postpone that happy
consummation, if not make it altogether impos-
sible, because tuking away all solid basis for
such reunion, that I have felt it my duty, how-
evor unimportant my voice may bo, to make
this my solemn protest against the words your
Lordship uttered as President of the Congress,

Tue Birmingham Church Congress has been
numerically the best attended of all the thirty-

three which have composed the series, beating
the Manchester record of 1888 by the sale of a
single ticket.

Tut foundation stones of new Church schools
have just been laid at Norwich, where the

boys’ school will cost between £3,000 and
£4,000, and at Morecambe. The cost of the
latter schools is eslimated at £1,600,

Forry-sEvEN new students were admitted
last torm to St. David’s College, Lampeter,
being the largest number on record in the his-
tory of the College. Young Welsh Churchmen
are not dismayed by the threatened disestab-
lishment.

It is announced that the restored Chapter
House at Durham Cathedral, the completion of
which forms the final part of the Bishop Light-
foot memorial, will be opened in 1895, in which
year the 800th anniversary of the Cathedral
will be celebrated.

Tue Bishop of Sodor and Man has lately con-
sceratod the Parish church of Peel, which owes
its erection to the offorts of the late Rishop
Rowley Hill, The church, which is said 1o be
the most beautiful in the island, was opened by
Archbishop Thomson in 1884.

Tue Times states that the Rev, W. I. Shim-
icld, vieur of Haddenham, Ely, has beon ap-
pointed Archdeacon of Stanley by the Bishop of
the Falkland Islands. The new Archdeacon
will reside at Rosario de Santa Fe, in the Ar-
gentine Ropublic, having under his immediato
charge St, Bartholomew’s Church.

Tue Times i informed that Mr. Tom Mann,
the well-known labour leader, is an accepted
candidate for deacon’s orders in the Church of

England. Mr, Mann has received a title tothe
curacy of a large and important parish in-
habited by the industrial classes, and it is ex-
pected that his ordination will take place at
Christmas,

Tue authorities of the Church Army have
decided that since the case of Silk was givenin
their favour by the magistrate, all sums for-
feited on account of drunken misbehaviour, in-
stead of goin% to the generul funds of the so-
ciety, shall be devoted to the emigration of
selected and suitable persons making a fresh
start in the colonies,

TnE magnificent new ¢ hurch of St, Matthew's,
Northampton, was consecrated by the Bishop
of Peterborough in September last. The total
cost is about £20,000. This church has been
built at the expense of Mr. Pickering Phippsas
a memorial to his late father, who for many
years represented the Borough of Northampton
in the House of Commons,

Tue Bishop of Lichfield has issued a pastoral
_letter to every incumbent in his diocesc, in
which he states that in the Church schools be-
tween 80,000 and 90,000 children are being
educated, and that it is his desire and hope that
an offertory should be devoted to the central
fun{l in every church in the diocese, if con-
venient, on the second Sunday in Advent,

It is noteworthy that the three selected

preachers at the Birmingham Church Congress,
the Archbishop of Canterbury, the Bishop of
Durham and Archdeacon Farrar, were all for-
merly Fellows of Trinity College, Cambridge.
The Archbishop and the Bishop of Durham
wero both educated, previously to their Univer-
sity course, at Iling Kdward’s School, Birming.
ham,

HATLIFAX,

St. Luke's.—All Saints Day which takes a
high position in the annals of the Church's year
wan duly observed by good congregations at St,
Luke's Cathedral. The services on that day
were celebration of the loly Communion at
7.30 a. m,,; matins ut 9,second celebration (choral)
at 10, with a short address on “The care of
the saints ™ by the rector, Rev, I P, Crawford,
full choral ivensong at 8. on the 5 inst,, (Sun-
day) being within the octave there was two
celebrations in the morning, mating, Hany and
sermon by Canon Maynard at 11, choral ceven-
song at 7. At this service the rector delivered
an able discourse based on the © Beatitudes."”
In the morning the choir sang Maunder's Te
Deum in B flar, and in the evening gave an ex.
pressive delivery of Stainer’s anthem for All
Saints, “What are these,” Bethoven's Alleluia
chorus from the Moeunt of Olives was played
as a concluding voluntary by Mr. Guatward,
The oftertories during the duy were on behalt of
the Halifax dispensary.

C. ov L. Ins1trere.—The anniversary service
of the Church of England Institute was held
in St. Goorge’s Church on Tuesday Oct. 31st,
Thore was a good congregation. The musical
servico was exceptionally fine, conducted by
Mr. Gatward of St. Luke's Cathedral, who pro-
sided at the organ. The excellent choir was as-
sisted by voluntcers from the different churches:
Besides the singing there was a series of three
addresses by Rev, Canon Partridge, . D) Rev,
Dyson Hague, M. A, and Mr. A, B. Wiswell
The first speaker was Rev. Dyson IHague who
spoke of the benefit of the institute, first in sup-
plying a place where young men may go and
find innocent amusement, good literature and
attractive surroundings. It should bea centre
ot Church work, where diocesan plans may be
matured, and where Church associations may
meet, Church people cannot afford to allow
the institute to go down or cven o lunguish,
Mr. A. B. Wiswell dealt with the present finan-
cial difficulty of the institute. He briefly traced
the history of the institute from the day of small
things to its present occupation of the handsome
and woll equipped building on Barrington street.
He gave it a8 bis opinion that as the Brother-
hood of St. Andrew in the Uuited States and
Canadn had united the various parties within
the Church of England in an organized effort to
extend the kingdom of Christ among young
men, 80 the Church of England institute in
Halifax bad been instrumentalin brenking down
the barriers of parochialism, and providing a
common platform upon which members of the
various congregations could unite in work for
the general good of the Church. Mr., Wiswell
quoted from Treasurer Thomas Brown’s annual
statements for the year previous to the occupa-
tion of the present building, the year subsequent
to that occupation, and the Just report issued,
to show the membership in those various years
and the cost to the institute of carrying on its
work, which was in excess of the amount re-
ceived from members, In the present difficulty
Mr. Wiswell offered as s solution the securing of
one new member by each present member of

the institute aund ladies’ auxiliary, 1o con-
sidored this by no meuns impossible ot attain-
meont, if wo realize that tho institute is doserv-
ing of the support of cvery mombor of the
Church of England in Halifax, young or old.
An earnest appoal was mado to assist by overy
means in their power the committeo appointed
to canvass tho various parishes, and hoped that
their offerings at this annual service wounld be
an indication of their practical dosire to do so.
Canon Partridgo,senior vice-presidont of the in-
stitute, closed with a fow words of encourage-
ment.  Ho told how, whon inToronto recently,
a prominent clergyman of that city had said
that he onvied the Church people of IIalifax.
The speaker thought, perhaps, there might bo
some things for which they might justly bo
envied, but did not anticipate the remark
which followed. Tt was tho Church of Iingland
institute that was the object of the Toronto
clergyman’s adwmiration, 1o said ho had felt
ashamed when passing the instituto that, with
their greater numbers and  wealth, Toronto
Churchmen had no such institution and build-
ing.  Canon Partridge then dwelt on two pagoes
in the history of the Church which, ho said,
might strengthen Churceh people in an hour of
trial,  Ho instancod, first, the feeling of the
Israclites on the threshold of the land of promine
as they listened to the report brought by the
rpies.  low could such difficultics ever be over-
come ? Yet they went on in faith and obedience,
and the land became theirs,  ITo then asked if
his hearers had ever tried to imagine the fesl-
ings of' the Apostles when ordered to proach
the gospel of what appoared to be, n crucitied
felon in the face of the ancient world.

The Church people
of Hualifax could freo the institute of debtina
day if' they would—and it was their duty to do
it.

SOME OBSTACLES TO TIHFE GROWTII
OF THE CHURCH OF ENGLAND IN
Pt ISLAND,

A paper rond by the Rev. J. Simpson, hefore the
Missionary Conferenco st Yarmoulh, Oct,
18th, 1893.

As Prince Fdward Island neither bolongs to
tho dincese of Nova Scotin nor to the province
of Nova Scotin, this paper cannot correctly bo
said to plead any ** missionury needs or oppor-
tunities of that dioceso or province,” Lo which
question I am supposed to spenk, But 1 feel

sure it will not bo considered oul of order to
bring before the meeting at this time a brief
statement of & unmber of unsatisfactory condi-
tions which exists in our Church in the Province
of P, Li. lsland, ospecinlly as the object of this
Conforence is to rectify where possiblo all
irregularitios which hinduer our work for the
cause of Christ,

[t is not generally known that P. K, Tsland
is not part of the dioceso of Nova Seotinor that
the Bishop of Nova Scotia is not Bishop of Frince
Kdward [sland ; and yet this is the casoe.

Originally the whole of British North
America was under the jurisdiction of the
Bishop of Loudon, and when the diocese of
Nova Scotia was formed in 1787 it was evident-
lv thought that the newly ncquired colony of P,
1. 1. would, at no distant time, have o bishop of
itsown; so the title of the Bishop of Nova
Scotia in the Roya! Letters Patent was, * The
Bishop of Nova Scotin, exercsing episcopul
jurisdiction in the Islund of Princo Edward.”
That title bas descended to all his successors
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in office, a8 the hopoes of the early dnys were.

never reslized, and after more than one hundred
years P, 1, Island is still without a Bishop.
Now, to the uninitated the title of the Bishop
may scom a mere, mattor of words, but the
Church in P. B, L, knows toits sorrow that it
is not so, for it has been the source of continual
trouble and not a littlo misunderstanding.

WANT OF EPISCOPAL SUPERVISION,

I. Inthe first place we have been unable to

obtain that constant Episcopal supervision so
cssentinl to tho woll-being of the Church.
Hurried Confirmation tours at rare intervals
at firat, then every three years during the rule
of the late bishop, and overy two years during
that of the prosent bishop, arc all that we have
ovor beon able to obtain. The congregation
have never had an opportunity of coming into
personal touch with their father in God, and
consoquontly they have been deprived of much
spiritual sympathy and bencfit. tven Char-
lottotown, thoe second largest city under the
chargo of the Bishop of Nova Scotia, has to be
contont with a biennial visit from his Lordship,
who holds a Confirmation at the parish Church
in the morning and St, Poter’s Cathedral in the
ovening, and thon must of necossity speud away
to othur parts of the Island immediately.

T hope no one will think that [ am presump-
tous cnough to criticiso our Bishop, 1t [ hud a
griovance against him, I certainly should not air
it in such a paper as this, and before such a
body as is proesent hore. I fully realize that his
Tordship's first duty is to his diocose ; that must
ovor bo his prineipnl care; and thon, if ho has
any sparo timo, it may bo given to those outside
tho diocese who are under his jurisdiction, The
childron must first be filled, and we, forsooth,
must bo contont with the erumbs that fall from
our mastor's table, And when we consider the
vast oxtont of the dioceso, the multiplicity of
c¢alls the Bishop has upon his time, the ever re-
curring tours, tho arduons travelling in many
purts ; wocannot oXpoct a bishop who conscien-
tiously does his duty, to devote moro time to
tho extra diocosnn work in P, I, Island than is
givon at present.

EXCLUSION FROM THE B. 1L, M,

II. But tho absence of neeessary Iipiscopal
supervision is not the only ovil resulting

from our unique position as a Jurisdiction,
Wo aro oxcluded {rom the Board of llome
Missions,which doos so much to aid country
parishos in the diocese of Nova Scotin.  Aguin,
this is porfoctly right, all contributions raized
by the Board and for work within the Provinee
of Nova Scotin, ana it would be a misuppro-
printion of funds to divert them to Princo
LIidward Island, without an altoration of the
constitution. But hore is our situation, Thero
aroin P. 1, Island ten clorgy, nino parishes, and
twonty-threo churchos, but the two churches in
Charlotiotown aro the only solf:supporting ones
in tho wholo Island. The C. & C. C. 8, gives
an annusl grant of about $150 ouch, to two
parishes, and the S. P. G. gives £100 por
annum to bo distributed among five parishes,
but this latteris being reduced at the rate of
£60 n yeur, The ponulation of tho 1sland is not
incronsing. Tho church population showed a
docronso of over 0500 in the last eensus, con-
soquontly tho burden of aiding the mission falls,
and must continno to fall more honvily overy
rear upon tho congregations of St, Poter’s and
%t. Paul’s Charlottown, consisting in all of some
threo hundrod families, by no means wealthy.
This, of course, is altogethor out of proportion
1o tho responsibilities of Churchmen in any
other diocose in Canada. Our Diocosan Church
Socioty raisos somo $400 or $500 por annum,
which is distributed as evoenly as possible, but
if tho English socioties continuo to reduco their
grants, this will no longor be adequate, sinco the
salaries of the clorgy, ovon now, range from
$560 to 86560 por anuum, :

EXCLUSION FROM THE CHURCH ENDOWMENT FUND.

III. Our next grievance is in connection with
tho Clergy endowment Fund. While desiring
to make no charge of injustice, since the money

for this fund was raised in Nova Scotia, it does

seem hard that if a clergyman from Nova Scotia
takes a parish in P. . Island (under the same
Bishop) tor a few years, and then returns to
his former diocese, the time spent in P, B. Island
does not count for anything, and he has to take
his rank on tho Indowment Fund, - by the
number of years he spent in the diocese before
going to P. E. Island. This necessarily dis-
cournges the clergy of Nova Scotia from taking
work in the Island.

We may here thankfully acknowledge the
permission of late years granted tothe P, K.
Islund clergy to participate in the benefits of the
Widows’ and O. Fund and the Superannuation
Fund. These are some of the crumbs which
full to us by the courtesy of our brethren, since
wo cunnot claim them as our right.

OTUER DIFFICULTIES,

IV. There are other difficalties which tend to
retard the growth of the Charchin P, 1. [sland,
but the time ullowed for this paper will not per-
mit me Lo enter into them at length, Briefly
they are these:

(n.) We have an Archdeaconry, but our
Avchdeacon is non-resident, and likeour Bishop
can only visit us once in two years. This indeed,
is not his fault. When the Rov. S. Weston-Jonos
rosigned the Parish of Charlottetown, he also
rosigned as Archdeacon ; but the Bishop hav-
ing consulted the Island clergy, and finding that
it was our desire that he should continuoe in
oftice, asked him to withdraw his resignation,

(b.) Wohave a Cathedral, one of the very
fow real cathedrals in Canada, since most of the
so-called cuthedrals are only parish churches
with the Bishop's chair placed in them. St.
Peter's has no parish attached to it, and the trust
deetl executed by the late Bishop expressly states
that *The Bishop's chuir is to bo piaced and
continnally kopt in such Church, in order
and to the intent that the said Church may
bo deemed a Cathedral.”
have a Cathedral we have no Dean or Chapter,

(c.) The Archdeaconrios of Nova Seotia and

Cape Broton are divided into Rural Douneries, |

We have no Rural Dean in Prince lidward Is-
land, So we aro absolutely without any organ-
ization that can bring the clergy into ofticial
toueh with oach other or with their Bishop.

(d.) The Church School conuected with St
Peter's has beon a constant feeder to King's
Collego tor twonty years. At times it has had
a larger number of scholars than the Windsor
Academy, its pupils, as a rule, are well grounded
and tako a good place in the matriculation ex-
aminations, Yol it hus never been recognized
by the Synod, nor granted a place in the report
of the Committee of liducation,

(e.) The Island clergy are of averago ability,
and compare favorably with other priests hold-

ing the licenso of the Bishop of Nova Scotin.

Yot, in 1890 not one of them was appointed to
any of' tho fifteen committees connected with
the Synod of Nova Scotia, and 1n 1892 only one
was 50 appointed,—and he was put on the Wi-
dow’s and Orphuns’ Fund, becauso he was newly
married !

Notwithstanding all these disabilities, the
parishes of Prince Hdward Island are expected
w contribute to the various funds of the diocese,
such as the Synod Assessment, the Bishop’s sa-
lary, King's Collego, ote., ote., and also to sup-
port the Domestic and Foreign Missionary So-
¢ioty, in the same proportion a5 the more fuvored
parishes of Nova Scotia.

The question is, How can these mattors be
romedied ¥ So'long as the House of Bishops
refuses to form any new dioceses, until an Epis-
copal Endowment fund of §40,000 be raised,

- thore is no prospect. of gofting a Bishop of our

Yot, although we .

own, since it would be impossible to raise one-
tenth of that amount. The only way outofour
difficulties, therefore, appears to be the exten-
sion of the Diocese of Nova Scotia, 50 that Prince
Edward Island may be included in the diocese
proper, instead of being a mere-appendago, as at
present. And for this, application would have
to be made by the proper authorities to the
Provincial Synod, since to that bedy belongs
the right of subdividing, and so, I presume, of
extending and amalgamating dioceses.

During a recent visit to Wellington (a mining
town of 3,000 people) the Bishop was much im-
prossed by the rosults of Rev. Mr. TFluitore’s
threo yoeuars’ worl,

The various churches of Victoria and suburbs

(cight in all) have just finished holding their -

harvest festivals, In ncarly every case the
Bishop was the preacher.

A Confirmation was held at St, Saviour's, 19th
Oct. Jourtoon candidates wore presented by
the Rector, the Hev, W. DD, Barber. Numbers
had to go away, not being ablo to got standing
r00m.

All Saints’ Day was obsorved genorally in the
city churches., At the Cathedral thore were
two colobrations, mating, a children's servico,
and « united service of clergy, choirs and people,
with an offertory for widows and orphans of
clorgy.

Last Sunday an offertory of $158 was given
to tho Jubilee ITospital. The Dioceso of Colum-
bia receives no grant from the Church societios
of lingland or Canada ; the whole of the work,
which is not self-supporting, is maintained by
tho interest of the tindowment I'und rmsed by
Bishop Hills, and the otfertorios and subserip-
tions from Church people.  The Cathedral gives
tho bulk of these contributions,

Rov, Mr. Taylor, clerical delegate to the To-
ronto Synod, has given accounts of the meeting
both to the Executive Committee of Synod and
the Clerical meeting, - The Diocose of Columbia
has in Synod yet to ratify pro forma the pro-
coedings of the Genernl Synud so far ns this dio-
ceso is concerned. There is, howover, no doubt
whatevor us Lo the result,

The Rev, Mr. Tovey, who has beon in charge
of the new parish of St. Alban’s, Nanaimo, sinco
its formation, has pone for a holiduy (well-
oarned) to San IFrancisco.

Wo aro sorry to hear that Rev. Mr. Bolton,
formorly ot Moosomin, N, W.l, nnd now Rector
of St. Mary tho Virgin, San Francisco, has been
compelled to o oust for tempornry change on
account of ill health,

The Rev. C. 8. Scholefield, Esquimault, who
was invalided for many months, is back at his
post with renewed health and energy.

The Rev. Mr. Wilson, formerly of Shing-
waul, has charge of Lake Mission, and serves
Codar Hill,

1 would like to poiut out to Church people in
tho East that thero are soveral institutious in
councetion with the Church here which stand
in great need of assistance.

Thore is a groat need for itine-nnt clergymen
for the white settlors on the islands, and for a
small steamer for missionaries to tho heathen
Indiun on tho west coast. (The Roman mis-
sions touch but the fringe of tho work.)

Alborni, a growing settlement with a resident

Presbyterian mission, is without Church sor-
vices of any kind owing to difficulty of access,
and yet there are many Church families going
in, Sun Juan Valley Union mines and several
other points, which ere very long will be popu-
lous places, cannot be touched as yet.

™ While the N,W. and the mainland reccive
farge sums from S.P.G., C. and CS., CMS.,
and Canadian sources, Vancouver and adjucent
islands, rapidly increasing in population, are
dependent upon local resources. The Chinese
Mission receive a 8500 grant from the Canadian
Mission Board, and that is all.

Will not some who huve the welfare of the
Church 12 this broad Dominion at heart aid the
infant diocese in the farther West in its work
of supplying the needs of the incoming eastern
youth?

Tue MisstoNARY CONFERENCE AT YARMOUTH,
Nova Scoria.

To the Editor of the CHURCH GUARDIAN :
Sir,—Ono of the subjects touched upon at the
above Conference was the neod of much bettor
support for the Church and the clergy. Two
papers were read on “ Proportionate and sys-
tematic giving,” and on “The Divine plan of
Church Finance.” The latter paper gave a
short and sharp resume from the Seriptures of
the divine plan of tithing, a giving one-tenth of
our increase to God, and that not as a gift, but
as a debt. This also was shown asstill binding,

because not repealed nor altered in the New
Testament. The righteousness of the Phari-
sees consisted in their acts of righteousness,
among which was that of paying tithes to God,
aud our righteousness must exceed that cf the
Phariseces, And since wo cannot exceed in de-
gree that which is different in character, we aro
hero emphatically commanded to do even more
than the Pharisees did.

It was hoped that this subject would have re-
ceived a large share of discussion, but only one
clergyman and the Right Rev.the Bishop of Al-
gomu, and the Bishop of the Diocese in his
closing remarks made any distinct referonce to
this matter. Through your kindness much
may be done in the way of * correspondence,”
* One question which needs to be well and
clearly discussed is whother or not the clergy
are bound to tithe their incomes, It cannot be
doubted for one moment that if the clergy have
possessions and incomse outside of their clerical
incomes, these are as subject to tithes as the
possessions and income of any layman. One
clorgyman, whospoke very strongly in favor of
the duty of tithing is popularly supposed to be
possessed of large meuns and property, and fol-
lowing his remarks it was quietly questioned as
to whether he practised what he preached, It
might be that his left hand does not know what
bis right hand does in this matter. But if other-
wise, then the further discussion of this subject
might bring more light and light will induce
more proper practice.

But is it the duty of the clergy to tithe their
incomes ?  And if so, to what object or purpose
shall their tithes be devoted? If we take the
example of the system as practised in the Jow-
ish church we are led to acknowledge that the
clergy should tithe their incomes, since the Le-
vites tithed theirs. And on the same ground
the tithes of the clergy should be for the alone
support of the Bishops as the tithes of the
Levites were forthe support of the High Priest.
But thero is & trite saying that “the Church
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does not receive from the Church.” When I
was married I had the happiness of having my
Bishop pronounce the blessing, and as a would-
be faithful son of the Church I placed the ac-
customed offering in gold with the gold ring
upon the book, But in the vestry the Bishop
returned to me the accustomed fee saying:
« Keclesia non recepit per personu ecclesin.”
Naw, is this the teaching of the Church? No
doubt the Church has authority in this matter,
and if any recognized council has so decided
then the clergy need not tithe their incomes
But if this has not been thus decided by th.
unanimous voice of the Church then the clergy
are bound to pay tithes, and perhaps their faith-
ful example in this particular will do more than
aught else to make the practice general,
Hoping to hear much on this subject.

1 notico though with much regret that the
constant repairs necessary o the Cathedral
fabric are more than the revenuec of the church
can bear—that it has oven been rumored that
the building may have to be sold, Surely Mr,
Fditor such a thing can never be thought of
seriously I It is a question of interest to and
must, [ submit, be decided by not only the
Cathedral congregation but also the diocose as a
whole, If the parish of Christ Church can pay
its ovdinary parochial expenses, but finds the
extraordinary outlay nocessary to tho keeping
in proper repair of the Mother Church of the
Diocese more than its revenueis equal to, surely
thisis a case whore the diocese as a wholo
is concerned and should be willing to assist ; or
when we remember that Jarge sums are said to
have beon Jately left to the Bishop in trust for
the purposes of the dincese—would it not be
right that portions of these monies should be
bestowed on this object ?  Really when we con-
sider that the congregation worshipping in the
Cathedral are doing well in"the way of reducing
their debt 1 for one, as a member of a country
parish would deem it a privilege to assist in a
movement Lo aid them in this matter.

I would, howevor, deprecate the use of the
daily papers for the purpose of discussing this
subject, a8 1 notice was done by oncof our most
eminent liyman a fow days since, The remarks
reported too would be to some rather mislead-
ing, If the church is not as crowded 1s when
the popular sermons of Bishop Baldwin were
dehvcl_-ed, it has a larger congregation of steady
worshippers—its finances are more prosperous,
its debt is largely reduced, and its revenue I
understand is sufficient to meet all its ordinary
expenditure, which 1 believe was not formerly
the case.

Tue Prroan INDIANS.

To the Editor of the Ciurc GUARDIAN
Sir,—1t is well known to many of your read-

ers that Miss Brown is visiting certain parts of

Eastern Canada in the interests of the Paigan

Mission, She recently addressed a meeting of
the Woman’s Auxiliary in this city, the Bishop

occupyng the chair, At Miss Brown's request,
and on her behalf, I desire to make pnblic the
following facts concerning the Mission :

1. The Piegan Indians form one of the three
tribes included in the Blackfoot nation, The
central station of the Mission is at Fort McLeod,
Alberta, N.W.T., in the diocese of Calgary and
Saskatchewan. The missionary in chargeis the
Rev. J. Hincheliffe, The Bishop of the dioceso
is the Right Rev. William Cyprian Pinkham,
who emphatically approves of Miss DBrown's
appeal.

3. The Peigan Mission is a worlke purely Ca
nadian, supported by and entirely dependent on
the Church and Government of Canada, who
unite in the task of clothing, feeding and teach-
ing these Indians,

3. The Indians themselves are wild and un-
civilized, and are with difficulty taught oven to
cultivate the ground. There is hardly ono true
adult Christian among them. But they are
willing that the missionaries should teach their
childyen, with whom, it is obvious, tho chief
hope of the Mission lies.

4, There is an oxisting school for twelve In-
dian girls, An addition is now being added
under the same roof for twenty-four boys. The
bare framework is completed, but the building
is still unfinished and also in need of furnaces
to heat it. Upon the building thus far there is
a debt of about §500,

5. Morcover the Missionary's house is in sore
need of repuirs. It was so cold last winter as
seriously to affect the health of the inmates.
More helpers are mneeded also to aid in tho
school worlk, at salaries amounting in ail to §500
yearly., And last but perhaps not least on the
list of wants we tind two cows and a horse.

6. To sum up : The entire immediute need is
$2,000, of which over gencrous Montreal i sure
to contribute gladly its share. The work has
the approval of our own Bishop, the Deun, Dr.
Norton and others. Contributions will ho
thankfully reccived by Miss Brown hoerself, and
or may bo sent to Canon Fmpson at the Synod
office.

BROTHERHOOD OF ST. ANDREW.

CorrecrioN.—Wo loarn through the Gonoraj
Secrotary of tho Brothorhood in tho States that
wo wero in error in our reading of the Roport
of the Proceedings of the lato Convention at
Detroit as 0 the amendmont of tho Constitu-
tion by the addttion of a new scction in Art, I,
allowing the formation of Chapters in eduen-
tional institutions not under Church control.
Mr, Wood writes us that * tho maiter was dis-
cussed at the Convention, but no such amond-
ment was made. A commitioe was, howover,
appointed to consider the advisability of work
in Collegos generaily, and of providing in tho
future for such an amendment to the Constitu-
tion.”

MASONRY AND THI CHURCH.

A Mason ought to bo a good churchmuan.
Masonry is vory similar to the Episcopal Chureh.
Both have forms, ritual,symbolizing coromonios,
Both rest on the Bible. Tho government and
polity rest on similar principles. Masonry has
rogular officers clocted by the mombers, but
commissioned by the grand lodge, Allauthority
comes from above, not below. This is strict
Church doctrine, Tho apostles, represonted in
unbroken continuity by the Bishops form tho
grand lodge of the Church. Tho peeple may
choose the clorgymen but the bishops give the
authority. In Masonry thore can be no secoes-
sion, no setting up of rival lodges in the sumo
territory. No good Mason rocognizes a clan-
destine Jodge. 1t s just so with the Church, She
does not recognizo tho validity of schism or
sect.  All masons are one, ull Christians should
be one, Sects are clandostine lodges. Thoy
have no charter nor dispensation from the grand
lodge of the Apostles. A spurious lodge may
borrow the ritual, may practice Masonic princi-
pales, may havo & so-called master, but it is
sparious becanse it acts on its own responsi-
bility, It is indepondont, It is not authorized
by proper Masonic authovity. It has no right-
ful jurisdiction. So individual Christinns may
organize a new church,may borrow the ritual of
theold church, may acton Church principles,
but being unauthorized and, in robellion, that
new churel has no jurisdiction. Lt has no visible
conneetion with the historie, continous grand
lodge of the Apostles.

There ave three degrees in the Church lodge;
first, initiation which ig baptism ; socond, con-
firmation) or the blessing of the grand lodge by
the bishop) ; third,the Tiord’s Supper when wo
rise to full communion and fellowship with the
entire brotherhood of the church.

No Mason can condemn the Church without
condemning and repudiating the principles on
which Masonry is founded. Masoury is ancient
and continuous. No new Musonry can, be
organized. So with the Church, it is anciont,
No new church can be legitimately organized,
A lodge to-day must bo able to show a visible
organic connection  with ancient  Masonry
threugh the grand lodge. A church likewise
must show that its clergyman or preacher has
been ordained by a bishop who i4in organic con
nection with the ancient bishops.

Masonry is undoubtedly doing & great den
for the Church by educating our best men in
reverence, respect for authority, ritual in
worship, regard for continuity of organization
and morality of life, And this accounts for so
many Iipiscopalisn clergvmen and bishops
being good Masons and  high  Masons,—The
Platte Missionary.

TweNry-rirrn SUNDAY AFTER TrintTy.

“ There is no power but of God."—TRom, xiii: 1.

L—Tho Incarnation of Christ was the inau-
guration of & now dominion in the world—the
kingdom of Heaven, Thore was always o
dangor that tho subjecls of this spiritual king-
dom should consider thomselvos exompt from
obedienco to oivil govornors. Tho question of
submission to the nuthority of heathen rulers
had always Dboon a mattor of controversy
amongst tho Jows, ovon beforo the coming of the
Messiah, and tho oquity of contributing to the
maintonance of a foréign authority was the
point of tho queostion addressed to our Lord,

“Is it lawtul to give tribute unto Cwvsar or not,”
St, Matt. xxii: 17. To guard aguinst this
dangor of tho Church becoming tho home of se-
dition and the pavent of anarchy in the State,
tho divection of our Lord to tender to Crsar
tho things that are Cwsar's and to God the
things that aro God’s was explicit. The Apostle
also in this lipistle lays down a rulo for the con-
duct of Christian peoplo in all ages and under
all conditions as to their rolations to authority
and tho civil powors., ln all things, oxcopt

where wrong doing is commanded, a cheerful
obedience is always to berendered, even though
the authority may be, ss was the government
of the tyrant and libertine Nero, under whom
St. Paul was living, o heathen monarchy of the
worst type.

II, A principle i involved in thiy matter
which has to be carefully considered. The
« powers” of the world aro typical of the au-
thority of God. Civil government is an ordin-

ance of God. “ There is no powor but of God:
the powers that be are ordained of God.” God
governs and rules through man; they are his
instruments. By this system socicty is pre-
gerved, life is made possible, the poor are pro-
tected, justice is wupheld, Civil government,
purental authority, are for the benefit of man;
they are also an image of Divine things. “Who-
soever, therefore, resistoth the power, resisteth
tho ordinance of God.”” Submission, thereforo,
to every form of civil government is not obe-
dience to the individual who fills the throne, or
occupies an office of authority, but to the law
of Divine polity which they reprosont. What-
ovor may bo our opinion of the personal char-
acter of those who bear sway over us, we are to
regard them in their official acts as ministers
of God, and to remember whose auathority they
havo, (Collect for the Queen’s Majesty.) So-
ciety could not oxist without authority to ro-
ward the good and punish the evil. Human
happiness depends altogeither upon the exist-
enco of n stable government. The worst laws
and tho most grievous yoke of tyrants are bet-
ter than lawlessness, * Of law there can be no
less acknowledged than that her seat is in the
bosom of God, her voico the harmony of the
world : all things in Heaven and Earth do her
homage.” (Hooker's Lccles, Pol.)

IIL.—The Church is not committed to any
gpocial form of civil government. Her loyalty
is due to “tho powers that be,” whatevor form

those powers may assume in the State in which
her lot is cast, Her Constitution is adapted to
evory form and variety of civil authority, and
has beon found suitable for every age and stato,
The tendencey of her teaching and influenco has
ever been to strengthen the hands of those who
rule. Sometimes the “Powers that be” are
good, and serve Grod ; sometimes thoy fear Him
not. Julinn was an unbelieving Imperor, an
apostate, an idolater. Yot Christians served
under him.  When, indeed, there was a ques-
tion of loyalty to Christ, e.¢., when Julian com-
manded thom to offer incense to idols, they
obeyed God rather than man. Rut when the
Emperor said, ““ Draw out the line of battle,”
thoy obeyod him, All lawful authority such as
that of kings, parents, husbands, mastors, is an
cilluence from one holy fountain and well-
spring, tho Godhead of Him Who is the solf-
oxistent, everlasting and almighty I AM.
“ Lawful authority” is the word used by the
Apostle, not physical or brute force, which may
oxist without authority, 1 Pot, ii: 18, otc.
IV,—i. Roady submission and obedience
choorfully rondered on Christian principles and
from o senso of duty ‘“ for conscience sake,” the

duty of overy momber of the Church. ii. ““Tri-
bute"—taxes, dues, dutios to bo honestly and
honourably rendered. Without these govern-
ment is impossible. Kvasion of duties, smug
gling, trifling matters connocted with the
public revenue to be troated exactly and as
mattors of roligion. To evade the rovenue is as
great a sin as to rob a friend of his purse. Un-
dorhand and illegal evasions of all kinds are for-
bidden, iii. To speak evil of *“dignities,” pub-
lic men, 1 St, Peter, ii: 10; to malign ‘‘ the
authority” for party purposes, to recklossly
charge those in respounsible positions with ovil
is contrary to the spirit of truo Christian loy-
alty, o live quietly in the land (Ps. xxxv, 20)
is ono of the chiofest of human blessings,

. Therefore every Christian man should seek to

resist the proud and turbulent minds which
would cause confusion in parish or church or
State on the slightest pretext, and merely to
gratify a depraved taste for and love of wrang-

- ling and strife, cr the lust of power. Before a

hearty alleziance is withheld from any author-
ity, we should reflect much on the responsibility
we incar, In our days and in that great and
prosperous land in which our lot is cast, wo
should ever thankfully remember the blessings
we derive from » system of government which
is productive of peaco and security to the
Church, and of happiness and comfort to the
people.

THE CHURCH AND THE PRESS..

One of the most intoresting discussions at
the recent Church Congress was that which
concerned * The Chureh and the Press.” Tho
subject is onc of very great importance, and we
are glad that it is at last receiving the attention
it deserves, The Press isa mighty power in
the land. It should be the Church’s duty to try
and see that this power is oxercised for good
and not for evil. Rightly or wrvongly many
people take their opinions from their papers,
and are imbued, often insensibly, with the ideas
which are promulgated therein, Taken asa
whole we have reason to be proud of our
Brilish Press, and our newspapers certainly
compare favourably with those of Furope or
America. The tone of our leading journals is
gonerally & high one, and on the whole a Chris-
tian one, But it admits of much improvement.
If, as Mr, Welldon argued, *“ Public opinion is
the divinity of the day,’' then we must doall
we can to elovate public opinion. Reports of
crimes and divorce cases, though thoy sell a
paper, do an infinite amount of harm, more
especially 8o when we remember that they aro
likely to meet the eyes of many uneducated and
ignorant persons. Tho prominence given to
horse racing and betting tends o encouragoe the
vice of gambling, These things of course,
apply chiefly to the secular press, but the reli-
gious orgnns of opinion, with which the Church
is perhaps more directly concerned, are fur
from perfect either, Strife, bitterness, the in
culeation of party feeling—these are things
which too often disfigure the pages of our reli-
gious papoers—and, with sorrow wo confess it,
of our Church papers. [t is notorious that
certain Church organs which pander to the pre-
judices of this or that party within the Church,
have the largest circulation, whilo those who
sot before them a high ideal and strive only for
the good of true religion and the welfare of
mankind, are limited to a much smaller areca.
It may bo snid that the demand creates the
supply, and that the first duty of a paper is to
cator to its public. Woe reject such a doctrine
in toto. The duty of a paper is to select the
good and to reject the bad, to lead public opinion,
not merely to follow it, A Church paper must
of nocessity reflect all phases of Church thought,
and have something to sny on the controversios
of theday. But it should strive todo this from
an independent and an impartial point of view,
and so far from fomenting party spirit,
it should endeavour to mitigate it. A good deal
of prominence was also given at the Church
Congress to the way in which the Liberal press
hagdrifted into the hands of political Noncon-
formists, who make it their business to do all
the harm to the Church in their power. There
is searcely a Liberal organ now in the secular
press which is not Anti-Church. Woregret this,
but we cannot help pointing out that the blame
lies largely with Liberal Churchmen, They
are powerful enongh and numerous enough to
prevent their press from drifting entirely into
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the hands of one wing of the Liberal party, if
they will only pull together. The Church has
nothing to do with the strife of political parties,
and it will be an evil day for her when she be-
comes identified with any one of them. But
she naturally leans to that party which is pre-
pared to maintain her rights and her privileges,
and unless Liberal Churchmen are brave enough
to insist upon a fair treatment of the Church in
their parly organs, it follows that the Church
will cast in her lot more and more with those
who are pledged to defend her,—Family Church-

nan.

COLONIAL ARCHBISHOPRICS.

The year 1893 will probably mark an era in
the history of the constitution of our colonial
sees, As we notified in our last issue, the Synod
of the Canadian Church, at the same time as our
Birmingham Congress was assembled, decided
at last 10 establish two Archbishoprics at On-
tario and Rupert's Land respectively, and one
primacy. This will probably be followed by
other provinces, and then South Africa, India,
Aunstralin, and New Zealand will doubtless soon
have Anglican Archbishops as well 28 Canada.

The sooner they take this stop the better, for
we are suro that this movement, so eloquently
urged by the Rov. Morris Fuller at Folkestone
and Birmingham, js in the right direction. If
our colonies have Bishops, it was inevitable that
they would soon have Archbishops, Itis prob-
able that many of the evils of the Colenso schism
(now happily, we trust, at an end) would have
been avoided had Bishop Gray been an Arch-
bishop instead of being merely a Metropolitan,

The fact is, pace Shakespoare and the hack-
neyed quotation, that there is a great deal in a
name, and the term ‘ Archbishop” conveys
more sense of authority to *“the man in the
street,” and indeed to average Churchpeople,
than the title “ Metropolitan,” for that word
alonois toignorant people—and alas most people
nowadays (even the gentlemen who do the ec-
clesiastical reporting for the secujar press) are
grossly ignorant in Church matters—is very
confusing, People hear and rend about the
Metropolitan Board of Works, the Metropolitan
Police, and numbers of other metropolitan
things, some of an unsavoury and disagreeable
nature. There is nothing sacred in the term,
or especially ecclesiastical or religious. We, of
course, do not say that it should not be used in
an ccclosiastical sense (like other terms of a
vague nature to ignorant people), but we re-
. peat that it does not convey any clear ideas of
authority to the mass of men.

The term * Archbishop,” howover, stands on
an entirely different plane. Everybody who has
prssed the fourth or fifth standard in a national
school knows what it means, Even little chil-
dren in their spelling lessons are taught that
“ Archbishop” means n chief Bishop, for *arch”
is chief or head. So even to the average school-
boy (and not necessarily the learned personage
designated by that title by certain writers) the
word ** Archbishop™ conveys an idea of ecclesi-
astical authority, We hope then that the posi-
tion of colonial Archbishop will be clear even to
the most ignorant colonists who may not under-
stand the term ** Metropolitan” atall. There is
besides another practical consideration bearing
on the subject. The Roman Church has her
Archbishops all overthe world. They may, in
lands whese there is no established Church,
claim a precedence over mere Bishops of the
Anglican communion in social meetings. Even
in this sense, therefore, the Anglican Church in
the colonies suffers a definite and clear loss from
not having Archbishops of their own.

But the most important particular in which
the Canadian Church may be congratulated in
her step forward is the fact that Archbishops

imply o settled Church. There may be metro-
Ephtans over sees in partibus, but the Arch-

ishopric implies & proyince formed and sottled,
a Church firmly established by Divine right if
not by the State, Herein this event of 1893 as-
sumes importance. It must bo followed up in
other provinces also. The Australian Church
cannot see Canadn long ahead in development,
although it was right perhaps that the Canadian
Church should begin the movement as tho
senior, In Indiaalso there ought to be not one,
but two or three archbishoprics—perhaps it
would be best to have one in each of the three
presidencies. Then the West Indios ought to
have one, and, as we said, South Africa. Thus
wo hope soon to sco the Anglican Church en-
riched and strengthened with her highest offi-
cers in every part of the carth. Tho ovent is
important, and we earnosly pray its good
%'uits may bo a blessing to generations yet un-

orn,

Returning to the subject of the Canadiun
Church, it is suroly matter for rejoicing that
that Church is not only H)rogressing in this mat-
ter, but that she is speaking out on tho subject
of the Higher Criticism. These sturdy Church-
men not only firmly rofused 1o omit tho words
“of David” in connection with the Psaltor, but
(notwithstanding the tons of new learning which
have beon hurled at old-fushioned boliefs) tho
Bishop of Huron carried the war into the
enemy's camp by designating the new fetish
the “so-called” Higher Criticism. “ Wodccline
to muke,” he said “any concessions at all to the
¢so-called' Higher Criticism.” In another mat-
ter also the Synod came out very well. Somo
persons, presumably ultra-Protestants, objected
to the word * holy" in designating the *‘Catholic
Church,” but they were disastrously beaten,
and the ancient designation was triumphantly
carried, Altogether, then, at presont it is a ery
of * Forward €nnada” rather than ¢ Forward
Australia,” but although we are glad to seo the
Canadian Church thus taking the van in these
matters, we should still moro rejoice if we could
sce the othor colonies preparing to take imme-
dinte steps towards following its example.—
The Church Review.

EPISCOPACY.

(Irom Catechism of the Church of England—
Chapman.)

The language of Luther and the other Ger-
man Reformers, on the subject of Kpiscopacy :
“ Wo desire to testify to the world that we
would willingly preserve the lcelesiastical and
Canonical Government, if the Bishops would
only cease to exercise cruclty npon our
Churches.”

The following aro the words used by Calvin,
after having described the character of a truly
Christian Bishop: ‘‘ I should account them de-
serving,” he said, ““of every, the severest anan-
thema, who do not submit themselves rever-
ently and with all obedienco to such a hier-
archy.”

The Dutch Reformerr, at the Synod of Dort,
gave the following answer when advised to adopt
Episcopacy on the Apostolic plan: “ We have
great favour for the Church of Ingland, and
heartily wish wo could establish ourselves upon
the same model. Wo Jament that wo have no
prospect of such a happiness, and since the evil
government has made our desire impracticable,
we hope God will be merciful to us.”

THE “LOGIC OF FACTS" IN RELATION TO THE
THREEFOLD MINISTRY.

Whatever is indicated in Scripture, und was
confessedly universal throughout the Church in
the second century, must have come from the
Apoatles, and ought to be retained.

A threefold ministry of the Clergy is indi-

cated in Seripture, and was confessodly univer-
sal throughout the Church (under the names of
Bishops, Priests and Deacons) in the socond
century,

Therefore, a throefold ministry of the Clergy
must have como from the Apostles, and ought
to be rotained.

Or tho syllogism may bo put to tho samo
offect in another shape:

Tho universal creed of Christendom toaches
us caclf to say: “I believo one Catholic and
Apostqtic Church.”

When that Croed was composed and accoptod
by the first General Councils, the whole Church
considerod tho ministry of its Clergy essential to
its existence, and it knew of mo othor clerical
ministry but one consisting fundanmontally of
throo ordors: viz., Bishops, Priosts, and Dea- |
cons,

Therofore tho univorsal orced of Christondom
teachos us, a8 un article of faith, to believe and
confoss the throefold ministry of Dishops,
Priosts and Deacons,

Accordingly, at the prosont day,

1. The Church of Rome holds and tonches:
“Ifany ono shall say thoroe is not in the Catholic
Church a Iierarchy INSTITUTED BY DIVINE AD-
roINTMENT, which consists of Bishops, Priosts
and Doacons, lot him be anathema.”

2, The Churches of Runsia and of the Iast
hold and toach: “The Nrckssary degrees of
Orders in the Church aro throc: viz, those of
Bishops, Priests and Doacons."

3, The Anglican Churches hold and tonch
that “ Gon uas ornAINED (not Parity of, but)
divers Ordors in Mis Church,” and * No man
ghall bo accounted n lawful Bishop, Priest, or
Deucon, oxcept ho has had Episcopal ordination
or consecration,”

And as all these Churchos hold this tonot at
the prosent day, so thoy have ever held it from
tho beginning ; whercas thore is no evidonco
that Prosbytorianism wns hold ANY WHERE Av
ANY TIME until the troublos of the poriod of the
Reformation in the 16th century.—From Bishop
TPordsworth's ¢ Synodal Addresses for 1867."

As to total sbstinence, I havo had
the honour and disagreeable duty to
spenk and preach frequently on this
subject, which is of vital importance
to the community, but in no singlo
spoech and in no single sermon have
1told my hearers that they are guilty
of deflection from thoir Christian
duty if they be not total abstainers,
I have wever said it was the individ-
ual duty ofany man to become a
total abatainer. I have always said

that it is s question for individual
froedom, for the dictntes of the indi-
vidual conscionce, and thelessons of
ordinary wisdom dictated by the
circumstances in which the individ-
ual finds himsolf ploused. For ro-
commonding total abstinence wo
have the high authorvity of St
Thomas of Aquino; but while St
Thomas highly approved of total ab-
stinonce as 4 counsel or porfection,the
word “sobriotns " means wise moder-
ation, But other reusons may be
added, Natural prospensity is in the
diroction of liconco rathoer than of
noble solf-control. It is as much my
right lo say that I never intend to
touch aleohol as it is my right to say
I will not touch pate de fole gras.
Alcoliol is o lethal agent which
croatos n craving for itsolf,especially
in thoso who havo any hereditury ten-
doncy to it. When chloral  was
shown to be a lothal agent, the law
controlled its sale. Yot for the in-
finitesimal amount of injury doue by
choral o millionfold more dapage is
caused overy week in th(/y;(mr by
aleohol.

This brings mo to tho legislalive

The rocent Commitioo of Convoca-

of & state of things which, to use tho
languago of several membors in high
position in Parliament, not possess-
ng oxtromo viows, is a disgrace to a
civilized country.”

How, in the face of this, any ono
can say that legislation is not csson-
tial, passes my powor of understand-
ing. -The quostion of Sunday closing
has beon considered, and it is found
that in Scotiand, Wales, and Iroland,

whore it has been made compulsory,
the whole evidence is in tavor of the
closing, and it cannot be disputed
that Sunday closing has to thcse
countries been a national boon,
