In this way the
world is often presented with old material worked ap so cleverly es to
be “as good as new;” and the artists who ave thus able to cvolve
some order from chuos are surely deserving of praise for their clever-
ness, und worthy of the thanks of those for whom they have dizged
ad designed.  From the faet that their labor is ehiefly expended
upon o carefnl desire to present old matter in a new and unrecogniz-
able shape, we may properly eall then ¢ designing men.”

“an ancient and o fish.like smell.” Often, too, the unfortunate
mortal whose task it is to furnish o presentable dish from this confus-
ing collection is puzzled to find some tit-bit or delicious ynorscl he
knows to be there, and whieh would just suit in the preparation of
his contemplated confeetion.

Pot-Luck Among the East Coast Indians,
(See Canadian Monthly for October.)

Some readers of o Canadian Monthly may have become acqnainted
with the savage as he appoars, without reserve, onthe western eonstof
the Dominion, when, having sold his baskets, furs, ax-handles, bows
and arrows, moceasins, papooses, etc., he has given himself up to en-
joyment, but they can form no correct iden of his eccentric conduct
genorally, on the canocs which are found along the eastorn coasts of
the Dominion, among the islands of the St. Lawrence.

Last July was a favourable opportunity for observing a peeuliar
eustom among the numerons tribes of ** Dead-Heads,” * Big Mouths,”
and “ Long Arms,” who frequent the steam eanoes which ply grace-
fully upon the river.

Tho lodges of these Indians are made of boards, so that they have
board rmﬁ lodfiug together, and for the same price, which is in-
geniously made large enough to inelude both. The lodges are built
on each side of & long table running down the saloon—1 do not mean
running it down in a depreciating manner—but merely stretehing the
whole length. When the lodges are uncomfortably filled, the rest
camp out on sofas, chairs, and under the tablec. Mosat of the In-
diavs, especially the  Dead Heads” bring their squaws with them to
the Pot.luck, and during the day may be seen walking outside the
lodges, or sitling round with their arms, waists and heads somewhat
mixed up.
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Many of them speak a peculiar language which i3 ncither English,
Freneh, Latin nor Sanscrit, but a combination of all, and is mainly
composed of “heows,” ¢ dew-tells,” and words of a similar nasal
sound,

The word Pot-luck is derived from potamus, a river, and lokus, a
wolf; the former describing the place where it is held, and the lattor
tho fiorce character of those who take part in it.

Lo this Pot-luck gathered about 200 Indians, in a vory lnrge steam
canoe, Cen you imagine it ? They came partly from Western On-
tario, and are called Canucks, in the language of the down Easters.
The others came from American territory, and are called New York,
Boston, and Clhicago Indians, To the latter belong the tribes of the
Big Months and Long Arms.

The canoes are large and are fearlessly taken many wmiles out on
the lake. They are painted white and green, and look as if they
might be built without drawings or measurements, simply by the cye.
From these cireumstances arose the expression “ Al inmy eye,” and
“ Do you see any green 2”7 Meaning of course “do you sce the canoe
coming down the yiver 2"

These savages nre inveterato gamblers. The young uns, male and
femnale, gambol on the for'ard deck while the old uns gamble on tho
euchre deck across the table by the lodges. There favourite games
are, in their peenliar langnage Ti-lo-jae and U-cur. The excitement
sometimes runs high. I have seen scveral pairs of hoots—the feet
still in thom—put up on the table as side bets when there was nothing
else available.  This is also part of the Potdnek, Lt I met one man
who snid he would rather have his lucre.

I have tried to ascerlain from many intelligent eontrabands, who
have spent a great part of their lives among these Bast Coast Indiuns,
what is the orthedox religion among them, but few can give me any
decided opinion.  There seems to be o cleur idea on one subjeet. 1t
is well expressed in the nutive proverh—¢ Pu-tino-ne-yin-thyp-ur-se,”
which muy bo freely and clegantly translated *¢ Git, git honestly if you
can, bat, at any rate, git.”

Ono of the smaller ceremonies of the Pot-luek took place on the
first evening after the Canoe left port, out on the open luke. When
most of the Indians had retived to their hoard and lodging, o chief
natped Sa-lo-ons-tew-ard came out of his lodge, to hold a gift distri-
bution of blankets fox those who were left out in the cold. Then be-
gan n scenc of savage delight. TFrom all sides the young braves
rushed up to seize what they could. When a young brave got n
blanket he at onco began to sing, “Put me in my Little Bed,” ov
¢ Rocl me to Sleep, Mother.”

Such is the exuberance of Indian spirits ! Then he lay down on a
sofa * to sleep perchance to dreem.”  Alas! some were disappointed.
They used strong epigrammatic langnage abeut it. Onesaid it,
I got none.”

Bat the great ceromony was held next day at ong o’clock, when the
canoe was nearing the Long Sault Rapids,

The braves with their squaws and sweet-hearts gathored about the
long table with their backs up—1 menn up against tho lodges, wait-
ing for the signal, to begin, and jostling and crowding to secure

laces.

P In the meantime slaves passing aud repassing laid on the table
dishes of various kinds of cooked meats and vegetables, and litile
plates of pickles and “sass,”

Thon o bell sounded,—when those who were in the inside ring gob
good places at the table, next to the great Chief, The others rushed
and crushed, and jammed themselves in, the best way, or rather, the
worst way they could. Of these the * Dead-teads,” secured the best
seats. My friend and mysclf found owrselves between two  Big-
mouths,” and opposite two of the * Long-Armn " tribe. ¢ Every man
for bimsclf,” said onc of our neighbowrs, as he speared o fowl with
his fork.

“That is & foul thrust,” replied my friend,
is only part of one, for it has lost & wing.”

¢« Then there's a difference of ¢ pinion,”

With such sportive conversution was the strife waged.

There wore three potatoes left in o dish before me. Hawke-Eyo
speared onc, Big-Indian-eat-a-heap, speared a second, and one of the
Loug-Arm tribe was making for the third. It was a eritical moment,
I literally grabbed it. ‘¢ My gosh,” exclaimed my enemy * if he haint
tuk it with his bare hand.”

In half an hour the Pot-luck was concluded, and many a brave was
sent away hungry and disappointed.

This took place, everyday thronghout the season, in different
canoes.

This thoughtless treatment of our Indians by the Canada Naviga-
tio;l Company has tended to make thom more savage than they are by
nature.

The company should be made strietly to understand that none of
the groat tribes cxcopt the Dend-Heads will stand this, much longer,
for all respectable Indians are quite fired of the yearly ceremony of
the Pot-Luck.

Opening of the Session.

Tre last session of the second Parliamont of Ontario opencd on
Thursday with the usual porp and circumstence. The eircumstance
gave birth to the pomp, and the pomp in its turn brought forth a lot
of little grandchild circumstances. The pomp began af Govermment
House, and grew in maguificence, a8 * street arabs ™ and admiring
loungers joined it on the wey ; and attained undistinguishable propor-
tions when the Parlinment Buildings were reached, and the crowd
there congregated was thrown in, This hasno reference to the throne

in tho wrangling hall, where opposing forces met in peace, each party

thinking how best the other conld be broken in pieccs. As yet quict
reigns like the lull of the elements beforo the rains descend. Guit
fingers are grasped by Tory, and vice versa, after the manner that two
pugilists shake hands in the prize-ring when their session commences,
after which they proceed to shake cach other up, just as the Mowatites
and Caweronians will begin to do next week. The whole circumstance
wasn't a circumstance to what will follow, when opposing orators ad-
dress themeelves to the consideration of the Address. The guard of
honor, from the 10th Royals, was not nearly so strong as tho guard
each parly will keep upon the tactics of the oiher, and the salute from
the eannon of the Toronto Artillery will be followed by salutes from
the big guns of the Ffouse when they belch forth their charges in
thundering cratory.

four can be no longer driven through them ; of tho finances, which
of gourse are srid to be in u flourishing condition—a big revenue, and
Iittle expenditurc ; of the Estimates, which are framed in & cheap
manner from economy, as well as strongly so as to stand hard digs in
the Public Service. Ho concluded by hoping their deliberations may
be characterized by wisdom and true patriotism. If wisdom and true
patriotism were to just speak out the deliberate tricks of Government
and Opposition would be characterized rather roughly. Wisdom has
given place to foolish zeal, and patriotism seems to be utterly lost turough
party animosities founded on personal ambition and motives of golden
gain. For this reason, when the blessing of Divine Providence was
ls)rought in gt oll, it was just as well to give it the last place in tho

cech.
