“God is wonderful in His works. In a vision heis
warned of his liberation, and amid eonld, hunger,
harassing fatigue, after many days of tedious and in-
terrupted travel be is restored to the fond embrace
of his parents.” He is now prepared to ba chosen
and to go forth, In another vision the voice of the
Irish calls upon the holy youth to come and walk
among them. Resistance to this volce wounld
be resistance to God, and yet go without being sent
he could not. The mission to preack in order to
bring forth froit should com« from the authority
constituted by Christ in his Church. He at once
sets sbout preparing bimself more immediately for
the gacred duty. Fasting, prayer, deep study are
among hie exercises.

At leogth he presente bimself before the
succesror of Peter, Celestine and armed with the
commission of Rome, the mother of churches set
out in 432 for Ireland, Other missionaries had
preceded him thither; but the batred of princes,
want of kuowledge of the language, and other un-
toward circumstancer, compelled thom to leave the
country; and to St. Putrick was the glorious privi.
lege reserved to conquer this choice portion of God's
people and bend their sturdy will to the sweet yoke
of the Gospel. Befors examining his work let us
take a cursory glance at the materiale upon which
ke had to operate. God often uses human means
to compass his ends ; by many and various inspira-
tions of his grace he moulds the earth to receive the
faith, proportioning these graces to our words and
to our cc-operation. We have reason to be proud
of Ireland's condition even wunder paganism
when we compare it to other pagan lands.
Previous to the full sun of Christianily il'u-
minating the distant isle, the borrowed iight
of the natural law shone with comparative
brilliancy. The Irish were ossentinlly a relig.
ious peoplo; they, following that light which
enlightened every man that cometh into this world,
were led to believe in not only a supreme wise
being, but in one that was cssentialty holy. Poly-
thelsm wasindeed their idea of the Divinity, but
never did they d-scend to such depths of degrada-
tion as to deify wocd and stone,and still less were
thay « vur 50 besotted as to pay Divine honour to
their very vices, as other nations had done. AsSt,
Paul rays: “They did by nature those things that
are of the law, these not having the law were alaw,
to themselves.” (Rom. ii. 14) Among what people
were.the privsts—those that offered sacrifice, the es-
sential act of religion—more respected than were
the Druids and priests among the Irish or Scotch ?
Religion was go innate in their hearts that i8 per.
meated all their relations, but which, duvold of the
guidiog light of true faith, engendered superstition,
Many of their actions morally gocd did not merit any
superoatural recompense, yet they prepared their
hearts kept thewn free from those v'ees that seal the
eyves of the soul to the rays of God's grace. To
their rcligious rites and observances they adhered
most tenaciously ; thelr nationality and their re-
ligion were almost inseparally wedded together;
nn cnemy of the one was the enemy of the other,
apd wirth equally jealous cye did they guard both,
We can then judge of their unflinching attachment
to Druidism when we reflsct upon their warlike na-
ture. Tven from the most remote period of her
known history did Ireland scorn the encroaching
steps of the invader, ard adopt every military pre.
caution to prevent his cven landing upon their
island. The argument of the pike long exercised
a salutary influence upon intruders. Such then are
the hearts that their former captive seeks to conquer,
valiant hearts, jealously religious and patriotic,
Patrick with his companions lands and sets about
the work of his Master. Miracles seal his apos-
tolic preaching and couversions follow, Bué “to
beard the lion in his very den,” he must strike at
the very henrt of the natlon assembled, that the ar-
teries way circulate the good tidings ro every part
ofthe island. The occasion of the anuual meeting
of the Kinge, Chieftains, Drnids and Priests at Tara,
the residence of the Kings, is a fitting one for his
purpose. Thither came the representatives of the
civil and religious polity of the Provinces, and!
thither also came Patrick. The nsual boufire is
lighated, and, either through ignorance bf the law,
or perhaps, the more effectually to procure an in-
terview, Patrick kindles bis, a happy forerunner of
the flame of love for the true God that he is to kin-
dle intheir hearts. Summoned befere the asrem-
bled kings and Druids, he fearlessly shows
himself {the ‘apostle. Nature yields - her
tribute to her author, ITreland’s =soil wafts
its aroma to Heaveo, the dear little shamrock serves
to nid belief in the Trinity. The good fight was:
begun, the conquering hero marches onward plant-
ing the standard of * the orucified” upen the ruins
of Druidism. Priests are ordalned, and bishops con-
secrated, to furthar tbegood work. Catbedrals, mon-
asteries, schoolg, began-to stud the whole island,
and at:the death of St. Patrick, in 493, Ireland was
mostly Christian. He bad run the.race, he had
fought the good fight, he had planted the faith, he

-had brought forth good fruit, Has thig fruit re-

mained? This we shall bow.ses. The brightest-
jewel in the crown of the electors over Paganism
was Faith, that brilliant gem that has since shed
its Iustre over the whole globe, For where is the
country that has not an Irishman within its bounds?

Henry’s divorce from Catharine led to his divorcing
England from the Catholic Chureh, and at the insti-
gation of the crafty Cromwell law steeped this aeed
of disunion and distruction in the blood of Moore
and Fisber. Ireland became an object of charitable
solicitude for the cunning master of Henry, and the
“saint and soldier” inductd the King to shed the
light of the reformation upon the benighted conntry,
Certaluly no country needed reform so sadly as did
Ireland ; she held steadfast to the antiquated faith
of St. Patrick ; she acknowledged as head of the
Church the same Clement VIL, that refused to put
asunder what God had joined together—that pre-
ferred right to might, truth to error, virtus to vice,
matrimonial unity to polgamy and impurity, female
innocence and dignity to overbearing male tyranny
and oppression. Thence to the work to rescue this
beautiful island from the thraldom cf Rome, to fu-
duce it to accept the boon of Henry's supremacy.
True! one, and but one (thacks to God
and the prayers of St. Patrick,) was found
swong ths bishops base enough to disgrace his
Episcopal character, to sell his Listh-right, to be-
come a recreant traitor. The glorious primatial
See of Armagh sends her Archbisbop Cromerat the
hend of the clergy to stem the headlong curse of
the sacriligious usurpers. The laity rally under
the leadership of Fitzgerald and O'Neill to main-
tain their rights against tbe minions of Henry,
whose reign, it is eaid, would serve as an original
if the portrait of tyranny were lost. Hard upon re-
peated defeats follows confiscation, high-handed
robbery, hewing down of the crucifix, defacing the
monnments of the dead, still the voice of the nobls
clergy bade the puople keep intact their faith, which
might be slandered and persecuted, but not destroy-
¢d by others. Ina word, the English Government
of that time employed force and viglence to induce
the Irish clergy and people to accept the various
phases of the Reformation ; and from first to last
the Irish clergy and people in & pody resisted and
finally trivmphed in their detereiined opposition,
Victory perching upon the standard of the cross,
bid defisuce to the enemiesof the shamrock. Think
not that this staunch adherence of the faith came
from a stiff-necked stubborness in the character of
the Irigh, which, fed and strengthened by persecu-
tion, might breuk but would vot bend. Than the
Irish no nation possesses a gentler or moregenerous
nature, The finger of God was here, and seemed to
have blessed the island as the nursery of the faith,
that choice seed might thencs bu wafted aver the
earth to germinate into the vigorous, wide-spread.
ing tree neath which the world now nestled, Blessed
be Gud for this selection, and blessed be His holy
name for its froition  Adversity had strengthened,
prosperity did not weaken their faith; the plant
prospered in & geniai and grateful soil. Compari-
sons are odious, yet history’s luminous pages are but
the reflex of our thoughts when they prove to us
that Ireland was never craven. As well when science
planted her beacon lights upon Armagh, Bangor,
Clonfert and Lismore,as when tae hedge school and
subterranenn cloister noiselessly gave forth their
treasures, the lamp of faith was kept constaotly
trimmed and replenished. As the vestal fire, this
was never allowed to die. The violent storms of
antagonism, or the gentle zephyre of encouragement
¢qually fanned its flame, brightening ag they fanned.
In sorrow the faith was cradled, and in joy it waxad
strong, and in sorrow again still strosger. War
and peace solidified its foundations, friendship and
hatred gave it vitality, Sully not its virgin robe,
violate it not, within tha sacred preciucts of the
heart it seems to slumberortodio Oh!it still lives,
and llves un carnest, au actlve life, it is en-
throned within an impregnable fortress. Iron may
batter, swords may gleam, scaffolds grimly emlle,
death embrace, but faith trinmphs even in the grave ;
no tyrant or bigot has ever yet dug grave deep
enough to confine it. When the grave shall yield
its dead—when the world shall stand a culprit be-
fore the Judgment Seat of God, what charge will
be justly urged against it for nations have their sing
as well as individuals? What the plen for condem.
nation ? What for acquital? Is it that the keels
of their merchantmen have furrowed the waves of

all the seas ?2——that they glided victoriously over the-

waters of the earth?—that they have produced a
ralaxy of patriots—starry names that glisten in the
firmament of the world’s history ?—that they sway-
ed the destinies of miillons 7—that under their
guidance Liberty had built her granderst temples,
orected her holiest altars, ‘dispensed her richest
blessings, enacted her wisest law, established her
freest institutions and achieved Ler highest
triumphs? Other nations may offer these or such
like pleng; but theére is one nation, one race, one
people, that will unfold no<tale of saintly glory,
claim no crowning pewer, swayiog modifying, guid-

In this way every facility is afforded to the
poot and their children to save, and induce them
to save their coppers; and, viewed in their gocial
aspect ag reformurs and teachers of economic habits,
to the children of all cluases, these banks are of the
greatest importance,

He thought that Pro-
testantism was doomed to be extinguished im
America. And though he intended to speak more
particalarly of the danger to the United States, be-
cause they were near us, yet he would read some
statistics compiled by an English writer recently,
showing the prowress of Roman Catholicism in Great
Britain. In 1829, the year of Emancipation, there
were 479 priests, 449 Roman Catholic schools, no
wonasteries, o colleges. In 1850 there were 972
priests, 729 schoole, 70 monasteries, no colleges.
In 1872 there were 1,825 priests, 1,409 schools, 72
monasterics, 20 colleges, Thess statistics show the
incredible rapidity with which Roman Catholicism
is spreading in Eugland. The reason of this alarm-
ing increase is that English penple believe it to be
their duty to pet Popery, which would yet canse
civil warfare and great bloodshed in England. He
believed that the United States would be in the
hands of the Roman Catholics within twenty-five
years, They already ruled Boston, New York, New
Orleans, Chicago, and nearlv all the chief cities,
and they will soon rule at Washiogton, and then
they will from there rule the country.

—WHY PRIESTS DO NOT
CELIBACY—W RI

While the Church tezches the dignity and
sapctity of the sacrament of matrimony, she
makes Holy Orders a ¢ diriment impediment.”
When a young man Teceives the order of sub_
deaconship, he takes a vow of perpetual conti-
nence, and cannot either lawfully or validly
get marmed, Christ does not permit tl}e
preachers of His Gosp )] and mimsters of His
Saerament to be married, and St. Paul gives
the reason in his first epistle tc the Corinthians:
« He who is unmarried careth for the things of
the Lord, how he may please God. Tut he
who is married is solicitous abuut the things of
the world, how he may please his wife, and he
is divided.” TIn these words of the Apostle
of tte Gentiles, we find warrant for the celi-
bacy of the clergy.

God will not have a divided service, and the
conscientious discharge of the duties of a priest
are incompatible with the life of a good bus
band, If pricsts were married few people
would approach the tribumal of penunce, for
they would very patarally fear that the coan-
fessor would not keep intact the seal of con
fession. Again in case of pestilence, it would
be too much to expect the husband to risk his
own life, and that -of his wife and children to
being the consolations of religion to the dying
victim. 'The case of the priest and the doetor
are nltogether different. The latter merely
requires to look at the patient, ask a few ques-
tions and write a preseription, while the former
must spend bours in the chamber of death
trying to reconcile the dying sinner with- his
Maker.

The founder of our religion showed his love
for virginity by selecting 2 virgin precursor,
St. John the Baptist, and a virgin mother.
We suppose that even the pastor of Plymouth
Church will admit that St. Paul coramended
celibacy when he advised the usmarried and
the widows to continuc so; even as he did.
When he gave that advice to the Corinthians,
he eould have meant ouly those who wished to
serve God at his altar.

St Peter was the only member of the Apos-
tolic College who was ever married, and he
after his vocation to be ¢ fisher of men” did
not continue to live withlis wife, IIis answer
to our divine Redeemer. ¢ Behold we have
left all things to follow Thee,” shows that in
Decoming an apostle he became a celibate. But
Jest there might be any doubt about this con-
dition of the Apostleship, our Lord names the
wife among those cherished objects the renun-
ciativn of which will give an everlasting re-
ward,

We do not mean to assert that Jesus Christ
personally cstablished the celibacy of the
clergy, but that he so commended it that His
priests should lead lives of continence.

Without cntering into the question of the
priesthood in a sacrificial sense it will suffice to
say it it is eminently proper that the man who
offers at God's altar the Body and blood of the
Lamb without spot should be unmarried.

If we look back at the history of the Church
we shall find indisputable evidénce that the
discipline ot the Church has always been to
prohibit priests to marry after ordination. In
his epistle to Pammachus St, Jerome states as
a-fuct in contemporary higto}y;u‘i@b € bishops,
priests and deacons are .chosen, from , virgins or
widowers,” The same holy father, in his work
against Jovinian, says:. -* You certainly admit
that he caunot remain a bishop Who begets
children in the episcopacy ; for, if convicted;
he will not be esteemed as a husband, but-con-

demned as an' adulterer.” From that: it is

manifest that the marriage of & bishop was in-
 valid and the fruits of it illegitimate. =~
~ The testimony of St. Epiphanius places the
practice of theé church beyond the confused
‘realms of controversy, Ho expressly declares
 hiat he Who'leads & miaftiéd life isi not ad-
mitfed by the Church. fo theiorder of bishep,
" priest, deacon or'sub-deacon.” S

’ [ b
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S2The entire legislation of the Church in her
councils, both general and provincial, presup-
poses the celibacy of the clergy; and in those
unhappy times when discipline became relaxed
the Popes were persistent intheir efforts to
uphold the doctrine of St. Paul. For Ca-
tholics there is—there can be—no difficulty
in admitting the divine wisdom, which oxacts
a vow of perpetual chastity from all in Holy
Orders, snd strengthens that vow with the
sanction of an ecclesiastical law.. - We believe
the Church to be ¢ the pillar and the ground
of truth,” that the spirit of wisdom snimates
her laws, and that Christ will be with her until
‘the end of time,  Catholics know that there is
the Gospel, in which, besides the precepts,
complianee with which is necessary for salva-
tion, are contained the sublime counsels of
poverty, chastity and obedience. With priests
chastity is not a mere evangelical counsel;
they take on themselves the awful dignity of
the priesthood and with it the obligation of
leading lives chaste ‘as the angels i heaven.

Non-Catholics, in discussing this question,
do great injustice to themselves, their families
and their friends, and uawittingly impugn the
wisdom of Jesus Christ Hinaself and His apos.
tles, They call celibacy contrary to nature,
and declare it impossihle in practice. Surely
they cannot mean to ssy that the God-Man
lived a life opposed to human nature, In de-
nying the possibility of priests and nuns keep-
ing the vow of chastity, our adversaries attack
the reputation of their own unmarried sisters,
daughters and sons. They forget the words
of God, who says: ¢ Thy appetite shall be
under thy power, and thou shalt rule over it.”
Tc is truly said that there is no vitue the devil
bhates so much as chastity, and it would seem
as if the arguments brought against celibacy
were suggested by him. He can quote Scrip-
ture, aud the counsel, « Increase and multiply,”
is frequently urged in opposition to celibacy.”
If that injunction of God were a commandment
then the thousands of unmarried ladies and
gentlemen in this city are leading lives opposed
to God's will. The arguments derived from
the command given by God to our first parents
is a two-edged sword more dangerous to those
who wield it than te Catholies.

STANLEY.

Great men are often ruined by their suc-
cosses, Prosperity and fortuse demoralize
them, Stanley’s speech before the Royal
Geographical Society of London, on the Sth
Feb., is drawing some pretty sharp comments
from American eritics. Col. Forney writes to
the Philadelpbia Press:—

1 bave a sincere regard for Staunley and for bis
marvellous labonrs, but the man seems to have
loat nig head. The com pany he met could not have
been more distinguished if Bevjamin Franklin had
been the guest, or George Washington, or even
Shakespesre or Milton. But cither of these char-
acters, like the living Garibaldi, or General Grant,
or Laboulaye, or John Bright, would have shown
their greatness by that humility which the really
eminent mind always shows in the presence of a
generous populur recognition. As I heard Stanley's
loose and nonseusical egotism, I thought of the
modesty of the lamented Dr. Kane,and the clear,
gentle nccents of the departed Agassiz. I do not

wish to criticize, but to deplore an exhibition so far
beneath the man and the occasion.”

RITUALISM.

Several ritualistic clergymen io the English
Church, according to the Liverpool Courier,
“have jormulated the tcrms on which they
propose to secede to Rome, Some members of
the party propose to make an appeal to the
Pope, or rather to the Congregation of Rites,

on the following points:—

(1.) That the married clergy may be re-ordained,
continuing in the married state, and allowed to act
a8 priests nob possessing the cure of gouls (this
would exclude them from hearing confessions). (2.)
The privilege of reciting the Anglicen 1ite for the
communion service in English, with the exceptlon
of the canon of the mass, which would of course be
in Latin. (3). That these regulations shall entall
ro precedent, but be distinctly regarded 88 an ex-
ceptional concession to clergymen in the Euglish
Church—all priests notwitbstanding these privileges
to be allowed to follow the present rules of the
Latin Church if they choose. This would permit
them, for example, to recite the whole service in
Latin if so disposed. Thesearethe pointson whick
Rome i invited to grant a relaxation of Christ disci.
pline for the accomodation of certain clerical rebela
now in the English Cburch. The concession 88 to
marrisge is evidently the roain difficulty ; bnt it is
gaid that they are only clalming the same indul-
gence as Rome alteady grants tu priests in the
United Greek Church, not the Orthodox Russian
Church, buat that branch which flourishes in
Grecce and Poland, The practice thereis to a large
extent for young men in training for the priesthood
to get married before they-are made deacons, and
they are then admitted to the regular [priesthood
&3 married men, aud have the oure of Bouls in all
respects except the hearing of confession. These
English rituallsts want the same tolerance of a
married priesthood, with the same limitaion ss to
hearing confession.” o

THE TWO KEYS OF THE MEDITER-
ATNEAN AWND BLACK SEAS.

As usual the news from the East seems still
to be as unrelizble as cver. The combatants
have drawn off for a breathing spel}, and the
areat powers are about to try what diplomacy
can accomplish to soothe the outraged feelings
of the Bulgarians, the Servians, and the Mon-
tenogrins, for atrocities unparalleled in modern
warfare, aud equaled by only ene nation, even
in the ages of barbarism. At this time a
brief sketeh of the two strongholds—one held
by Turkey, the other by England—may not be
out of place,

Constantinople is to the Black Sea what the
Gibraltar is to the Mediterranean, It ie the key of
the East ag the Iatter is the key of the West. -There
Is much plausibility, to say the least, in the report
that England proposes to seize Constantinople now,
ag it did Gibraltar over a century and a half ago,
and holding it, allow the other powers to carve the
rest of Turkey in Europe to suit their own palates,

Gibralter, ss every one knowg, is an insulted
rock, the most southern promoatory of Spain, coa-
nected with the mainland by a low, narrow strip of
sand, between the bar of Gibraltar on the West, and
the sediterranean on the East, forming one ot the
% Pillars of Hercnles,! Ceuta on the Atrican coast
just opposite, being the other, Qibraltar is fourteen
hundred feet high, and i "accessible only on the
northeru and western sides, Properly garrisoned,
it is claimed to he absolutely impregnable, Eng.
land hes spent millions to render it one of the
strongest foriresses in the world : and the rock of
Gibraltar has become the synonym of anything im.
movable: but what is more to the point, it com-
mends completely the pagsage between ibe Medi-
terranean and the Atlantic. In a word, England
by haviog possession of that rock, iz entire migtress
of the commerce of the whole of Southern Eurcpe,
The Moors held it in the days of their power. Eog-
land wrested It from Spain about the year 1708, by
surprising the garrison. Several attempts have
since been made to déprive England of this rock,
which is Indeéd one of the most precious stones in
the Crown* jewels of Great Britain. The most
memorable attempts was made by the French and
the Spaniards in 1779, which slege was continued
without Intermission for over four ycars. This was
perhaps fhe most determined siege and defence of
military history. -England guards Gibraltar as the
very apple of her eyé, and justly 8o, 'Bylretaining
that little gpot of ground, she manages to retain her
position a8 a power {n" Earope, and holds on to her
possession in the Eagt. It has a mixed ‘population

It matters not to these critics that whenever a real-
ly sensible non-Catholic visits Spaln, speuds eome
time there, and kecps his eyes and ears open, he
comes away with all his preconceived notions dis-
sipated; with a very high opinion of the people:
and, not infrequently, with an interior 1jght which
leads him into the bosom of the Church, Wo recall
as wo write, the experience of two acquaintances
ofour own ; one wasan orthodox Episcopalian, the
other an educated but very determined infidel,
Bach of them went to Spain, at intervals not
vory distant, and remained there several months
travelling from place to place and mixing freely
with the people. They both returned with the opin-
fon that the Spaniards were among thr most truly
happy and enviable people on the globe, “'The
vomen,” they suid, “ace chagte ; the domestic life
of the Spaniard i8 a model of thrift, contentment
and homely happiness, : the men are brave, frank,
and incorruptibly honest: and they know what
duty means.”” But such testimony as this, which is
practically inexhaustible, goes for nothing in the
estimation of our aforesaid critics ; nor does the fact
that whatever of evil there is in Spaiz, of n miral,
soclal, or political character, may be traced directly
to the anti-Catholic ard revolutionary element in-
troduced there by the secret gocleties, and that this
ovil i3 only to be seen in ihe large cities ; nor does
the other fact that both at the Vienna exposition
and at gur own Centeanisl, Spain made a display
which put several other countrics to shame, and
which could never have been furnished by & degrad-
ed, wenk and indolent people.

Bt a fresh proof of the falsity of the hackneyed
assertion concerning the degeneracy of Spain has
just been supplied. For nine years the Spanish

We say nothing here ag to the merits
of the conflict ; or ar to tho chances that Cuba free,
or Coba annexed to the United Statos, or Cuba the
scene of an irreconcilable conflict between the
natives and the Spanish inbabitants. would be any
happier than Cuba a8 ghe will now continue to be,
a colony of the Spanish crown, OQur preseat point
ts that Spain, by the irm tenacity with which she
maintained her authority agninst the rovolt; by the
willingness with which her people, under every form
of government, spent thelr blood and money to
mainiaio this authority ; and by the terms she has
now awarded to the vanquisled, has emphatically
disproved the nssertion that sho is cither weak, or
ignorant, or degraded, There i3 scarcely another
couatry on thoe globe that wonld not have quailed
before such s task. Tngland would have thrown np
the sponge before the first shots were fired: Aus-
tralia and Canadn to-day could shakeo if their alle.
gianco to Engluad by simply declaring their inten-
tices., 'The governmeonts of the world, it may be
added, have a far higher opinion of tho vrowess
and the pluck of Spain than that entertained by our
non-Catholic critics, Not one of the powers ucn-
tares to treat her with contempt; if a demand that
she considurs unjust is made upon her, she kpows
how {o resist it. To uso tho slang of the day, ¢ she
docsn’t scare worth a cent” The oaly peril for
Spain is from thc machinations of the anti-Catholic
element from outside, working through the secret
socivties. Her strength, her glory. and her hap-
piness depend upon her remaining firmly Catholic.

THE CANADIAN INDIAN.

Between the Canads Indians and our own there is
all the difference between wild and tame, besides
the vast disparity of umbers. When the Conunec.
ticutwas firat colonized by the French nnd English,
two distinct lines of policy was observed in dealing
with the Indiane. Tho French colouists were more
adaptable than the English, and less prouc and ex-
acting. They made but little show of taking hold
of the country. They cameas missionarics and
traders, and gave theic forts the appearance of tem-
porary lodgments. They entered immediately up-
on trade inthe principal article the Indians could
offer in traffic—furs and peltry. To profit by this
article of trade it was necessary te preserve the
Indians in the country, with ag little change of
habitg and pursuite as possible,and maintain at least
the friendship of trade, . Trading posts wers rapidly

estabiished, which became the points of contact
between the colonists and Indians ; and the settle.
ments of Quebec and Montreal were scarcely begun
before the whole extent of Canada was dotted.with
trading-posts, from Bell Isle toLake Saperior, whers
Frenchmen, attached to the posts as factor, clerks,
laborers, and voyagers, lived from year to year.
These posts becams the homes of the Indians and
traders, and - points of seltlement, wherea gemi-
civilization was established apd the French mind
led by the zealous missioneries who always accom-
‘panied the traders, molders tke civilization and
religion after the French idea. The short. term of
generation sufficed’ to establish a race of half-breede, |
of no mean proportion to the native population,

Among these preventives we cons’der it very im-
p rtant to have at all times accessible in horses,
neat sattle and sheep, rock salt in lumps, where
they can get it as often and as much as appetite
requires and their nature prompts, It promotes
digestion and health. Hogs should have at regular
times, a supply of unleached ashes, which we have
geen them eat with great avidity, and also charceal.
We do not undertuke to explain how this affects
the system. Perhnps the kind of food generally
given to hogs generates too much acidity. This
may be the reason, or there may be seme other
reason, but the effects are certainly fo increase
appetite and promote tbrift, In the cultivation of
the carth and growth of plaunts as well ag in the
care of his stock, the farmer continually meets
with results which he must také as they are,

As a pre-
ventive is cheacer and better than a cure, we would

good whitewashing, both insideand out, before the
fowls arelet inside, To make the whitewash still
more distastefn! to the vermin which have such &
fancy for poultry,mix a small quantity of carbolic
acid with the wash, stir it well till it dissolves, and
then apply. It isnot injurious to the fowls, bot is
to vermin, and at the same time is a geodorizer and
disinfectant.—N, Q. Independent,

CELLARS.

There ought to be no cellars under any human
habitation. The dampness and mould, and foul air
inseparable from ordinary cellars will find their way
into the upper parts of tho building, and taint the
air of every apartment, coming, as these noisome
gasses will through the zenms of the floorsand other
openings. If cellars must be had, the following
points should be taken into consideration : 1st. The
bottom of the cellar should be at least gix feet
under ground, and the bottom stone of the
foundation should be a foot deeper than the cellar
floor, for as the earth bas frozen in these latitudes,
in 1876, as low down a8 five feet, it is necessary
that the bottom should be belew the point of frost.
20d. Tho cellar wall may be a foot or two above
the level of the ground, to afford the convenience
of light and ventilation through windows better
than grating. 3rd. A gravel sill is bettet for a
cellar and foundation than clay, which is often
treacherous and uncertain. The front stones of the
foundations should, in all cazes, be flat and broad,

Tug AUSTRALIAN Lyre Birn.—The lyre bird or
native pheasant of Austealin, Menure Superbu of
aaturalists called bulla culla by the natives, from
tle peculiar monotonous call note of the femals, is,
as far as plumaoge goes, a very plain, dull-coloured
bird about the sixe of the common pheasant; but
its singular beauty consists in a long, beautiful,
lyre-shaped tail of sixteen feathers. 'Tha. strong-
hold of the lyre bird is tho colony of New .South
Wales, but it is, or was a few years ngo common in
most of the ranges and guillies extending eastwards
frhm the Bass River to the Tarra in Gippe’ Land,
and also in the gullies on the Plenty, Dandenong,
and Gipps' Laud raoges. These birds possess imi-
tative powers to a wonderful extent, and as ventrile-
quists and mimics nppenr to be unequalled.

BaxpaL-Woop.—The scent of sandal-wood is
kuown to most, if not the fact that were not the
Chinese to burn it as incense before thelr ehrines,
and the Indiaus also to so employ it, the uszs to
which it is put would be far more pumerous: that
is, if it were not so extensively used by some fow
nations for particular purposes, it wonld be cheaper
for general ones for all. In carved fancy boxes it
is freely employed, mostly ferinfaying This wood

Puorosep Diverston oF Tuk Nig.—The main
stream of the Nile is supplicd by the great equato-
rial lakes of Africa,and the annual inundations are
caused by the inrusb of torrents of water laden
with soil from the fertile slopes of the Abyssinisn
plateau, This ralt is now belog deposited in the
bed of the Mediterranean, and gradually forming a
new delta similar to the delia already formed at the
river's mouth, Sir Samuel Baker has suggested a
plan by which not only the water of the Nile but
the mud, which it now deposits wastefully into {he
ses, may be turned to good accountas a furtilizer of
the deserts of Nubia, Libva, and the Soudan, Ife
proposes by suitable engineering warks to divert a
portion of the Nile flood water into these deserts,
where it can deposit its rich sediment on the sands;
and also irrigate them so s to transform them from
a desert inlo “cotton fields that would render Eng-
land independent of Americn.” TLis could be
effected by having suitable dams and sluices at
different points of the Nile, say at the Cataracts.
These dams and slulcer, by enabling craft to pass
the Cataracts, would also rcuder the Nile navigable
from the Muditerrunenn to Gondokoro—a space of
25, of lattitude, .

Buooo-Sccxmg Bars, — The late distingnished
zoologist Blyth Las ebserved this babit in a leaf-
nosed bat of India, one belonging to quite angther
family than that to which the American vampire
belongs, The bat in qucestion is called Megadermn
Lyra.

varicty of Institutions ot home. You that
bave travelled have seen the baronial halls
