| A LECTURE BY FATHER RYAN; S.J.

'Fhe Raverend Father Ryan, of the Jesnite,
dolivered the following lecture en Thursday
evening, the 2nd of March, in the Aquein‘.c
Hall of 8t. Mary's College, before a highly
lntelli‘gent‘ and sppreciative andience:—

Ladses and Gentlemen :

1 think it is scarcely necegsary to introduce
myself ; but it may be well to introduce my
gubject.  Shakespeare says Wwe should
s gpeak Dy the card.” Now, I fear the an-
pouncemert on our card may possibly lead to
some confusion of thougut. You are told
shat the subject of my lecture g < Canadian
Misslonarfes and Mr. Packman,” and it 18 just
possible that some may be surprlsed to find
Mr. Parkman in the company of Canadian
Hissionaries. I have not the pleasure of
knowing Mr, Parkman personally, but, I
think, I may tell you that he is not, and

never had been, & misslonary in
Ganada. He ia an American gen-
sleman, of considerable literatry merit,

who has lately written some Iateresting
volumes on the firet French settlers, lay and
clerical, 'n Oanada, I intend tc consider
Liim only as the historian of Catholic mis-
glonaries ; and by missionaries I mean those
seligions, men sod women, who left home
and friends in France to bring Christianity
and civilization to thia couatry.

This is a brief explanation of the terms on
gur card. I have brought on the stage the
characters we ars going to cousider, and now
T ghall introduce my subject with a story.
The story ia old, but is only all the better
becauge of itd age. I will borrow the words
jrom Cardinal Newman : ¢ Once upon s time
the man invited the lion to be his guest, and
vecelved him with princely hospitality. The
lion had the run of a magnificent palace,
jn which there were many things to admire;
the subjects represented wers various, but the
most prominent of them bad an especial in-
tereat for the loid of the forest. It was that
of the lion himself.  The ewner of the man-
gion led his guest f.om one apartment to
another, and direeted Lis atfention to the
homage that was paid to the {mportance
of the lion tribe. There was, however, one
remarkable feature in all these representa-
tions : The man was alwaye victorious; the
lion was always overceme ; the man had it
all bis own way, and the lion was but a fool
and served to make him eport. There was
Sampeon tearing the lion to pieces; David
taking the lion by the beard; there was a
gladiator trom the Roman Amphitheatre in
mortal straggle with his tawny foe, and it
was evident thatthe man was gettiog the
wmastery. There was alion in a net, a lion
In & trap, and four lions in harness were
drawing the car of a Roman Ewmperor, and
Heroules, clad in the lon's skip, with the’
olub that demolished him ; and this was not
all.' Thelion was not only triumphed over,
he waa tortured into ‘extravaganot forme, aa if
he were the very creation ot man, " He be-
came an artistic decoration and a heraldic em-
blazonment, the fest ot slabaster -tables fell
away into lfons’ paws; liong' ‘faces grinned’
from -each side the fire-place, and lions'
wmoutha held the handles of doors. There
were gphinxes too, half lou half woman;
there were liona rampant, lions couchsant,
lions regardant, lions and unicorns, lions
'white, red and black; in fact, there seemed
no misconception or-excess of indignity that
wag thought too great for"the lord of the
forest and the king of brutes. When they
had gone through the mansion the maa asked
he llon what he thought of the aplendora:it
outained. In reply the lion did full justice

Mr, P. was not content with narrating histor-
ical facts, and if be thought it necessary to
give his opinion, we are sorry he did not use
the same care in correcting his opinions a8 he
'did in collecting his' facts. 1 do not intend
to question hisfacts; but I do mean to ques-
tion, examine and refate his opinionr, and
this I shall do by simply comparing his opin-
fons with his facts, and allowing vou to draw
your conclusions. I think we shall then see
that Mr. Parkman refutes himself. Our author
describes the Jesuit of fact, of real life ; ho de-
fines the Jesuit of romance and fiction. We
accept- Mr. Parkman’s 'description; we take
his definition, too, and mpply it to himself,
and from his own words we shall show bhim
that there is 'at lvast- one who cor-
responds to his idea- of & Jesuit,
and that one ia—Mr. Parkman himself.

A Jesnit, or Jesuitism, says Mr. Parkmsn
is «a centralized contradiction, a pheno-
menon of moral mechanism.” Now weshall
show that this definition in verified in the
psrson of our historjan, and not in the char-
acters whosge labors he describes B0 well,
We shall tahe Mr. Parkman sll to pieces;
put bim over against himself; give just bis
fucts ; then his opinions about Monks, Nnns,
and Jesuits in Canads, and I will ask Mr.
Parkman to contemplate this centralized
contradiction, and in the next edition of his
book, to explain this phenomenon of moral
mechanism-—himself,

The' first misslonaries to Canada, onr his-
torlan tells us, were the Franciscan Friars,
Champlain, “the single-bearted founder of
the colony,” as Mr. Psrkman calls him, ap-
plied to France for missionaries in 1615 to
rescue from perdition a people living,
e8 Champlain eays, like brute beasts,
withont f{alth, withont law, wlithout
religion, without G_.d.” The Franciscan
Friars responded to the appeal, and four
Religious of the branch called Recollats—
Denis Jamot, Jean Dolbeau, Joseph Caron
and Pacifiqus Du Plegsis—set out for New
France, and arrived at Quebec st the end of
May, 1615 (page 359). The priests packed
their church ornaments, says Champlain, and
we our baggage, and all confessed thelr sinse
belors setting out on the voyage.

ttGreat was the perplexity of the Indians as
the Apostolic mendicants landed beneath the
rock of Quoebec. Their garb waa a form of
that common to the Brotherhood of Ht.
Francis, consisting of a rude garment of
coarse grey cioth, girt at the waist with the
knotted cord of the Order, avd furnished with
& peaked hood to be drawn over the head.
Their naked féet were shod with wooden
gaudalg, more than an inch thick. Thelr first
care was to chonse a gite for their convent,
This done, they made an altar and celebrated
the first Mass ever .2ald in Copada,
Dolbeau was the officiating priest ; all New
France kneoled on the bare earth around him
and cannon from the ship snd the ramparts
hailed the majestic rite ; then in imitation of
the Apostles they took counsel together and
assigned to each his province in thevast
field of Stheir mission; to Caron the Hurong,
and to Dolbean the Montagnals, while Jamot
and Du Plessis were to remsin near Quebec.
Dolbean went with thé roving hordes of
Tadoussac to their hunting grounds, and
lodged in a hut of birch-bark full of abomina-
tions, dogs, fleas, stench and all uacleanness.
Having been blinded by the smoke he re-
turned to Quebsc, only to set out again with
opening spring on an extensive tour that
brought bim to the Esquimaus. Caron had
meanwhile hastened to the site of Aontreal,

mingled with the savages _st-udied
thelr - language and declared his pur-
pose of wintering .in  thelr village.

His friends tried to dissuade bim, telling him
of the privations he must endure. His an-
Aawer was: * What are privations to bhim
whose lifo is devoted to perpetual poverty,
who bhas mo smbitlon but to rerve God 7’
When the Hurons and Montaguais left Mon-
real and went up the Ottawa Valley towards
the Huron country, Caron accompanied
them. He himselftells us of this journey.
Read page 367.) Champlaln foilowed and
found the Friar amongst the Hurons, lodged
in a little bark convent that the Indians had
made bim. 1o this little hut the priest had
 an altar, Before this altar be stood in his
priestly vestmonts on the 12th August, behind
him his little band of Christians—the twelve
Frenchmen who had. attended him snd the
two who had followed Ohamplain. The
‘Host was raleed aloft, thelwo-shippers kneeled,
then their voloes joined in the hymn of praise

A robber and 6lthy beggar iz certainly
something. worse” than a mere madman,
It moy bo asked, why doss Alr. Parkman
sperk of St. Frapncis at all? Was it necossery
that be should give us his opinion of the
gaintly founder of the Frauciscan Order that
wo may better understand the facts in the
lifs of the ¢ brave” Franciscan Friar? No, it
wag not. But when he did determine to give
his opinions, it was necessary for consletency
and common senBe that he shouid not make
his opinions contradict his facts. The
t brave” Franciscan Friar would tell Mr.
Parkman that he, tao, had vowed ¢ perpetual
poverty” and ¢ perpetusl beggary,” and that
this poverty snd beggary were the sources of
his bravery. Ee would tell tbe historian,
too, that his greatess glory was to prove bim-
self a trne and worthy son of the humbles Bt.
Francis. The « heretic’ writer would hold
that the Frisr was brave in spite of
his vow (the Catholic missionary) ;
the true son of the Catholic Cburch
would say he was brave Zecause of it,
and say the same, and 8o says every Catholic ;
so fald the Catbolic Church herself, when,
because of his perpetual poverty, and that
bumlility which the heretic historian calls
ufilthy, she solemnly pronounced thet the
“robber and the beggar who walked the
atreet in rage,”had reached the height of heroic
sanctity. Mr, Parkman tell us heis a ¢luna-
tic,” ho does not ray what perticular form ot
heresy be g pleaced to follow. We suppose
he pretends to be a Christian. 1f 8o, we think
it would have bevn well before writing as
lightly of  perpetusl poverty und filthy
bumility, if he had thought & little more of
Him, who, In life, bad rot whereon to lay His
head, and who by humblieg Himeelf to death
entered into Hisglory.

Dubamel,
Bishop of Ottawa, in ('anada s Lordship
wag accompanied by two cures of his diocese.
The three pilgrims wers on their way to
Rome. mMgr, Dubamel visited the works
with a great deal of satisfaction;
two years had gone by since his last nscension
to the holy hill. Bis companions who had not
yot geen the rising temple nt Montmartre,
were struck with admiration at its grandeur.

When theie are over ome hundred milllon
Catholica on this continent; when Winnfpeg
will have a population of five hundred thous-
and, and the SBaskatchewan Valley be as popu-
lous as the Mississippl Valley, it will be time
enough to speak of the Pope taking up his
residence on this continent.

Waix the Conservative and Independsnt
papers are epgaged pralsing the Natlonal
Policy and predicting 1tz futore beneficent
results, it would be well for them to bear in
mind that there are certaln classes of the
community who have auffered from its opera-
tions. The manufacturer has gained, the
merchant has galned, so has the mechanic, so
tias the laborer, but the man living on a fixed
galary hes lost, except in the comparatively
fow instances where employsrs have voluntar-
ily increased it, when they found themselves
making 1arger profits. We never doubted that
the National Policy has been, and is, for the
general good, but let its bouefits be made to
operate ali round. The price of ,provisions
bas inoreased since 1879, so has that of most
manufactured articles neceasary to comfort,
but, .generally speaking, galaries bave re-
mained where they were.

The
first who made tkte attempt was
Oxford, the second Francis, :he third

O'Connor, the son of Fergue, the Chartist
lender, all veported insane. The nttempt of
the last named was really a burlesgue, as he
only pointed an old rusty pisto], losded with
nothing more harmfnl than powder. McLean
evidently meant mischief, as it is found that
two shots had beer discharged from a Colt's
American revolver. It is quite possible we
may hear of further developments in connec-
tlon with the attempt on the life of Mer

Majesty before many days.

Macaviev said, when writing an essay on
Byron, that the British public are sifflicted
with periodleal fits of virtue, to one of which
the great poet fell a victim. This sams
pubiio are also afilicted with periodical
fits of temporary inzanity, suoperinduced
by fear. In former times it was rumors
of a French invasion which wrought
the scare, relleved now snd then of
Inte years by o Fenian riging or o German
descent. Seversl times daring the reign of
our “ally,” Napoleon the Third, the acare
was very great, and especially after the Orsini
bomb affair in 1857 was 1t manifested in all
its meanness., Sometimes it is only neces-
sary for a prominent man to write an article
in the Fortnightly Review or the Ninsteemth
Cenlury to orsate a gcare on & moderate gcale.
The recent articles of Captain Kiroboffer, of
the Austrain army, and Lord Dunsany, of the
British navy were deemed sufficient to put
the sea-girt wooden-walled islaud in s fright.

the Normaunf, who vanquished aill before
them and took possession of the land,
After this came Prince Lewis of France with
an army which was on the point of success
when tbose who called him In bought him
off. Richmond came next with his French
aaxilllaries asnd beat Richard III, ; after
him was Orange Willilam with his Dutchmen
and Huguenots also victorious, and even poor
Cbarlés Edward with his small,ill fed, badly
armed Highlanders—if they can be oalled
foreigners—woreld have infallibly conquered
England had he taken the advice ot
his Irish staff and warched wpon
London dhrect. o long, say the alarmists,
a8 the sllver streak is around Englapd she is
invulnerable, but once let a tunnel be con-
structed and all is lost. «Bot,” an-
swer the promoters of the scheme,
(who held charters) #“you can alwoys
flood the tunnel in case of invasion
and thug render it useless.”

In the agrarian crime statiatics, {for inatance,
wo find tkat every threatoning letter is
classed a8 an outrage, but we are
pot informed that landlords, policemen
and informers write threatening letters to
themselves with great chéerfulness and punc-
tuality, and then hand them over to the
magistrates. Cases of this nature have come
to light since last Christmas and one wretch
at least—a man of the name of Donohue—is
suffering the congequionge in & common jail.
Still it must be admitted that agrarian
crimes are on the increase. The atfack
on the house of & farmer in the
Parish of Feacle, County of Clare, bas
been fully set forth by cable, modified,
multiplied and contradicted, but it does seem
now as if one man had died from the effecta
of his injuries. So much the worse for the
cause of the people, for although they can
point to four murders in Engiand to one in
Ireland in proportion to population, the thing
is altogether -different; they are mostly
women Xilled in Eogland, owning no pro-
perty, and they do not count for much.
People in the habit of eelling their wives
must surely be excused If they judge it Js no
great gin to marder them.

MAJOR ANDRE'S MONUMENT.

KEvery one has heard of Cyrus W. Field,
the great Amerlcan railroad man, cable man,
millionaire snd snob, Cyrus was & great
triend or admirer of things British in general,
and of Dean Btanley in particular, and to
plense the Dean had u monument, with a
suitable inscription, erected on his own pri.

vate property to Major Andre, the heroic
British gpy, and the man who, in conjunction
with Benedict Arnold, almost succeeded
in retalning the North American continent as
an appapsge of the Britlsh Crown. Thls
erecting of a monument to the arch enemy of
the American Republic did not please the
American people, but they could not inter-
fore ; & man may do what he pleases with his
own property, 5o long a8 he does not bust
that of others; and, moat assuredly, the
monument did net hurt anything but Ameri.
can feslings. Cyrus did not care about that ;
he I8 & millionaire, and millionaires have
privileges and tastes mot accorded to out-
slders. Aud so the monument was erected
and a bandsome ome it if, or rather was,
gotten up regardless of expenso at 'l‘arrytown,
with a beantifal inscription by Dean Btanley,
rocopitulating the virtnes of the man Wash-
ington caused to be banged. And there has
the monument stood those few years past
viewed with the same feelings by Americans
as the oitizens of Dublln Jook upon the
statue of Xing William of plous ard im-
mortal memory. On  Friday . nigut

Our
contemporary deplores the scarcity of ser—
vant girls, reflects upon some of those who
adopt thut role as a means of living and
then regrets that many young women should
think proper to seek employment in shops
snd factorles rather than hire them.
selves out for domestic sorvice, ‘The
News criticlses servant girtdom in Paris, and
rather approves of the plan adopted in that
gay and festive city by a great lady of dis-
miseing her servants once every six months,
becaure after that term of service they grow
laay and impertinent. (We quote from
memory.} Now, it appears to ue, that «girls”
are much Mke other folks, and that they
pursae those avocations in life which
promiss them the most happiness.
It is possible they would be better
of serving as waltlog waids, cooks,
chambermaids, &o., in private families, than
working in furrier stores, clothing stores, or at
other branches of industry, but it they choose
to think differently the laws of the country
allow them to act B8 well as to think so.
The same argument may be advanced as
against lawyers, editors and civil service em-
ployeos, who might be told with per-
fect trath that a mercantlle career
would- be more remuperative and as
respectable, and the same answer might
be pertinently given, . It iz nome of
anybody's business. 1t is of course possible
that in the end the girl who engages as a
servant comes out better than her sister of
the factory—nay, it is probable—but, 88 we
have sald, human nature i the same all over, -
and 1t I8 not among those who choose to call
themselves the higher classes only that there
are social distinctions. The alm of young
womanhood is to get well married, and
the servant girl feela that her occupation f#
looked upon as socially inferior to that of .
the worker in o store, This s in a great
measure the fault of employere of domestic
help, and if nltimately it redounds to thelr
disadvantage they have only themselves to
blame. This is a democratic country where
if men are not equal they desire to be with
all thelr hearts, Half educated people—often
people wholly unedncated—make fortunes
among us, hire a number of servants and then
know not how totreat them. There is almost

'a soience reqiired in treating servants when

those employlng them are not patriclans to
whom it is almost a duty to look up to with: -
awe, It lsn faob which ig easy enough of
explanation that ‘a certain class of mexe .

Mr. Parkmon Hes a curious chapter, which
he entitles #Devotees and Nuns.” Our here-
tic historlan. has shown himselt a ¢ central-
ized. contradiction” in his’ oplnicns of reli-
glous men, and I think we shall see that ke
proves himself to be #a phencmenon of moral-
mechanism” in his appreciation of religious
women. Buatwe shall again let our author
delsfcribe his characters, and contradict him-
gelf.: T : ' :

Ba 1637 the Jesnits established a college
at Quebeo for (the education of Indian hoys.
But the Indian girls needed education and
oivilization too, for the Indian woman was
searcely le. g savage and cruel than the Indian
warrlor, It is interesting to observe, how-
ever, that a fow fominine traiws of character
were found  higbly = developed amongst

Indian 1naldena — their love of orpa-
ments was almost arlistic, apd their
epirit of curiosity was quiet heroic.

They had actually anticipated our modern
apostles of the « wathetic” im theic apprecia.
tion of the sunflower! They did not wear
the flower a3 an ornament, but from it they
extracted a species of oil which they used for
(the purposes of the toilet) their hair. A
wissionary gives a rather striking instance of
Indian female curlosity :—He had erscted an
altar in his rnde hut, and though his altar
decorations were not very attractive, his con.
gregation wereinclicad to come so inconveni-
ently near that he foond it necessary to for-
bid them to enter the rustic ckapel. One
dashing maiden, however, came near the door
snd esid she would as least look in if sho died
for it! After all there was soms renson to
hope for the civilization of these poor, stmple
children of the forest. Aund go Fr. Le Jeune,
a Jusuif, wrote to KFrance appesling to
the charity of her devoted daughters
in behalf of the !little Ipdian girls.
The appeal was soon answered. The mission
wa3 distant and arduous., It {3 not easy at
&ny time to exile oncself {from home and
friends for ever. But when the place of
exile promises nothing to owr nature but
privations, trials, bardships, suffering and
death, the courage that says * 1 will go" raust
come from Charletian fortitnde, That spirit
cannot be of oarth which prompts the
« yvaliant womaon” to face all her nature
shrinks from, to leave all her beart holds
dear. There are those names in Mr. Park-
man’s chapter that ought to be ever beld in
veneration by Cunsaions of wuvery creed,
They are M. de ia Poltrle, Marie do V'Inocar-
nation and Marguerite Bourgeois. Wau shall
gee first what these brave and devoted
religious women did, and then consider our
historian's opinion of them aud their work,

(Page 183 :— They arrived at Tadonsac
on the 15th July, and ascended to Quebec in
a small cralt deeply laden with salted cod-
fisb, on which, uncooked, they eubsisted till
the firat of Augnst, when they reached their
destination. On the strand of Billery, between
the river and the woody heights behind were
claatered the small iog cabins of the Algon-
quins. The nuns were atfiret lodged ina
small wooden tenement under the rock of
Quebec at the brink of the river. Here they
wore soon beset with such a host of chitdren
that the floors of their wretched tenement
was covered with beds and they had no re-
spite from their toil. Then cams small-pox
carrying death and fear amung the nelghbor-
ing Indiong, The labors of the nuns were
prodigious in the infected air of their miser-
able houvals, where sick snd dying savages
covered the floor. Amid all that is most
distressing and most revoltipg, with little
food and Iees sleep, these women passed
the rough beginning of their new life.”)
Page 184 :—« But how did thess women bear
themselves amid tolls 8o ardnous 1" asks Mr.
Parkman, and he answars by citing a nleasant
record of one of this herolc lfttle band of
brave women—that fair and delicate girl,
Marie de 5t. Bernard, called in the convent
Bister Joseph; and the nuns, describing her,
soys ; ‘¢ Her dlaposition 18 charming; in our
time of recreation she makes us cry with
laughing ; it would be hard to be melancholy
when she 18 near,”

Sach {8 Mr. Parkman's general description
of the life these dovoted, honmble, hard-
working Religicus led in Quebeo. He fs
equally genercus and truthfal in describing
tbe actions of each, Of Marie de I'lnacarna-
tion he says: “She was unrelenting in every
practice of humiliation; dressed in mean at-
tire, she did the pervant’s work, nursed
sick beggars, and showed ln a raro degree
the facalties most useful in the prac-
tical affaira of Mfe. Ingaged in tbe daties
of Curisilan charity and the responsibilities
of an arduous post, she displayed an ability,
a fortitude and an earnestness which com.
mand respact and admiration. She harmon-
ized and regnlated her infant community
with excellent ekill, and in the midst of re-
lentless austerities she was loved as a mother
by her pupils and depsndents.”

Of Madem de Is Psltrio he says:—
4 The traditions of the Ursnlines are full of
the virtues of M. de ia Peltrie—her humasan-
ity, her charity, her penances and her
acts of mortification. ¢ No doubt,” says Mr.
Parkman,. ' with some little allowance theas
traditions ars {rue.” '

Such were thess two religious, according to
historical fact. Bnt what are they according
to historical fancy 7 Marle de l'Incarnation,
Mr, Parkilnan says, was a8 woman & lost in the
vagaries of an insane mysticiam,” and sus.
tained by '‘mental intoxication and false

{ excitement.” While M. de la Poltrie, when

a young lady in the world, was abundantly
wilful and super-abundantly enthusiastic,
and in the convent the fair devotee, says the
heretic, thirstad for admiration with a restless
longing for eclat. Now, I know there are in-
congraities in every character, few are com-
pletely perfoct.. It Mr. Parkman meant to
say these religlons women had thbeir fanlte
we should not quarrel with him. Bat when,
after having desoribod and proved their vir-
tues, he turns round and tells us these very
virtues' are facits, we have surely soms
reason not only to be surprised but to com-
plain, It will pot do for Mr.' Barkman
to tell us he is s heretic snd gives ns a
heretic's views. This answer would be in-
telligible if ke had called his book'a history
¢t his historicsl opiuions, but it is slmply
absurd if he wishes ug to accept hia book as
s history of Catholic misslonaries. Mr,
Parkman’s eelf-contradiotion is Instractive,
.especlally when united to his seslf-assurance,
They show us that even a well-meaning,
honest-mainded heretic is slmply Incapsble of
rightly appreciating anything Oatholic. Mr.
Parkman deacribes well what he understands,
‘but he understands only ' the natural., He
smiles atreligious avocations,calls the higheat
form of prayer mere mentsl excitement, sees
epiritoal pride {n'the desire of living for God
alone, a longing ‘for -eela! in the love of
-greatur perfection, Has Mr. Parkmsan. ever
meditated on the first and greatest command.

On the martial figure of Malesoneuveand the
talr form of this gentlennn we find the true
heroes of Montreal.”

‘Fhe heretic can appreciate the Hister of
Charity becausse hor life and labors are forjthe
most part in materfal aurroundings, relieving
the corporal wants of the euffering and the
poor. But he sees only -the outside of her
life; he cannot understand the interior spirit,
tue soul that sustains life.

Mr. Parkmnn devotes sn entire volume to
the history of the Jesuits in North Amerlca.
It is in this volume especially that the heretic
historian exhitita himsslf 88 & compound
contradiction. I will not give my views
about Mr. P,; I will give Mr. Parkmsn
himself. Hero is what ha 8suys about the
Jesuita in general, “Few passages of his-
tory are more striking than those which
accord the eftorts of the early Frounch Jesaits
to convert the ladians” (preface.)
The lives of theso estly Canadian Jesuits
attest the enrnestness of thelr faith and the
intensity of their zeal ; but it was a zeal that
wad bridled, catbed and ruled by n gulding
hand. Their marvellous {raining In equal
mensure kindled enthusiasm and coutroiled
it, roused into action a mighty power, and
made it subaervient ns those great material
forces which modern acience has lesrned
to awaken and ‘to govern.” (Page 7.)
Tho Josuits gained the confidence end good
will of the Huron popuiation. Thelr patience,
their kindoess, their intrepldlty, their mani-
{est dislnteresteduess, the blamelessness of
their llves and the tact which in the utmost
fervor of their zeal pever falled them, hed
won the hemits of the wayward savages, and
chiefs of distant villages csme to urge them
to make their abode with them. (p. 70.)
Agoln, “ when wo see them in the gloomy
Fobruary of 1637,and in the gloomier months
that followed, toiling on foot from onv Infoct-
cd town to another (the smallpox was raging
evory where) wadiog through the sodden snow
till they descrlod at length throagh the storm
toe clustered dwellings of some backwood
bamlet. When we ses them entering one
after another these wretched abodes of misery
snd darkness we must needs ndmire their
self-eacrificing zenl, though he smiles at tue
forility of the object, (p. 98.) #Nowbers is
the power of courage, faith and unflinching
purpoas more etrikingly displayed than in
the record of these missjons. (p. 142.) *The
Jesuits had borne all that the human frame
geems capable of bearing te., mutilation, tor-
tures, famine and the menace ol death in ita
most frightfal forms at every hour of the
day and night. DId their zeal flag or their
courage 1all? A furore intense eud nun-
quenchable urged them op to more distant
and more deadly ventures. They burnsd to
do, to suffer and to die, and now from out s
living martyrdom they turned their heroic
gezs towards o horizon dark with perile yet
more appslling, and saw in hope the day
when they sbould bear the cross into the
blood stalned dons of the Iroguols, (p. 146.)
% Yot while laboring at the work of conversion
with an energy never surpassed, gentle-
nees, kindness and patience were tho role of
their intercourse " with the Indiane. (p. 134.)
Soch is Mr, Parkman's descriptions of the
Jesuits in general. He 18 even more eloquent
when he comes to recount the herofc actions
of individual misslonaries. John de Brebosuf
was the Ajax of the Huron mission, ity truest
hero and 42 greatest martyr. Of the same
race 88 the Kpglish Earls of Arundel never
had the malled barons of line confronted a
taith so appalling with so prodigious a con-
stancy. (p. 389.) He had a couragse uncon-
acious of fear, yet redeened from rashness by
a cool and vigorous judgment. {p. 390.)
When he was near death from tortures, the
very mention of which make us shudder, the
savages tore ont his brave heart and drank
his blood that they would inherit some of his
bravery. Time does not permit us to cite Mr.
Parkman's enlogles of each of the Jesuit
heroes. We shall content ourselves with the
mention ol two other names, Oharles Gartler
and Isaac Jogues. Dt Garnler, Mr, Parkman
says: (p. 40, 5and 7.) (Read trom book,
&c. the account of his death, &o.

Jogues, our heretic snys, was one of the
purest examples of Roman Oathollo virtue
which this \Yestern Contineat has sesn,

(p. 304.)

Here surely were heroes and salnts, and
now let usBvo what Mr. Parkman thinks of
them. He has told us of the men ; what has
he to tell of the nissionary ? What motive
powor prowmpted their d eeds of devotedness,
snd what wasgthe end of all thelr hetolo
action ¢t Our bistorlar t6lls us the beantifol
atery'of thelr exterior life and actions, but
who will tell us the mors intereating and
instructive story of- their mlada and their
hearts. Where was formed that brave spirit of
unconquerabls . fortitude that animated the
soul of Brebauf? What cbanged the heart
of the gentle Ganier and gave him the lion-
like courage of the Ajax (the hero) of the
Huron mission? Howdid he who was vene-
rated as a llving marlyr leave home and
friends again to seek and find a second death
amongst the Iroquois? Mr, Parkman triea
to answer these questions by telling us these
wmen 'were Jesuita; the apswer I8 true and

EMPLOYMENRT IN WINTER.

To the Bditor of Tae PosT and TRUE WITNESE,

8e,—The strength of a mnation is in the
multitude of its people, a fact which our law
makers recognize in the laudable and siren-
ous efforts they from time to time put forth
10 incrense the population of our country,
They bring in at & considerable cost end
irouble immigrants fromn Europe, and more
especially the bardy natives of tho British
JIslea. . Whether to our ndvamtage or other-
wise we are the close neighbors of a large
and powerfnl natlon which every year draws
from our villoges and farms a deal of ths
tone and muscle which in Canada Wwo 8o
much require, and I think we should do some-
thing to keep this power at home, becauss in
gome form or another labor is the foundstion
of wealth, and without a reagonable shars of
wealth n country can neither be sirongnor
happy. Political economists gay that o
Southern slave was to.the mation worth a
thonsand dollars end a white man twelve
bodred, yet for the want of employment
multitudes of white men evary winter cross
the line to find in the New England Siates
what we refuse to give them, namoly, work
wWhereby to live.

‘Ibe loss to the Dominion through this
migration must be very considerable, and to
iz some way remedy it shounld be the duty of
all public bodies es well as private indivi-
duals who wish well fo this Canada of ours.

The Dominjon Government bring out im-
migrantg, but our municipal bodies do little
or nothing to keep In Canada our working
olass population, vither native or new comers.
In my, opinion the policy of most of our
corporations ia n penny-wise and a pound-
foolish one in not taking active steps to pro-
mote labor during the winter, and thus keep
in the Dominion thousards of men who now
g0 to the States, We want their labor in
tha summner, but in the wiater they may
starve. : '

To remedy this evil 1 would respectinlly
suggest to fhe Montreal City Fathers the
expediency of spending during fhe slack
season a few thonsand dollars In the getting
xeady of road-makiog material to enable
them to put the sfreets and highwaysitto
good order in the early gpring. To do tbis
would be wise policy, becense in the first
place labor could be had chesp, and in the
second it'would help onr working people to
tide over the  winter withonf having to go

into the States to find employment.
‘What I have here sald of Mont-
real will apply with equal florce

The door was tocked,
and on looking through the keyhole, they
could seo the body of Miss Gray lying on
the floor. Fearing something was wrong,
they burst open the door, and found the-un-
fortunate girl still alive, but evidentally
mortally wounded., A revolver, with ons
barrel dischsrged, lay beside ber. 'The re-
port of the shot was not heard by any ore in
the building. The girl's true name is Edith
Gray, apd she comes from the township of
Hiller, 'Prince Edward county.

The breedsr mentioned
nbove has found it difficnlt to ratse hir calves
cn clear Jersey. milk, and advires the feeding
ot that which has been skimmed.

REGULATIONS FOR LENT,.

From Ash Wednesday nxntil Easter Sunday,
every day is a fast day except BSundeys.
Palm Sunday is not a fast day, though it be &
day of abstinence. The use of flesh meat is
allowed at three meals on every Sunday in
Tent except Palm 8unday. The same is al-
jowed once a day only, on every Monday,
Tuesdsy and Thureday, between the first
Sunday in Leot and Palm Sunday.

On these days meat can be nsed at the one
meal only, and no fish allowed at the same
meal.

¥o can only take one full meal on a fast
day. In the morning we may, according to
the prevailing custom, take a cup of tea or
coffee with a-small plece of bare bread.

In the evening wo can take a collation,
which must not he a full supper, and must
consist of light, meagre food.

On days of fast and abstinence we may
coock meagre food with dripping, even with
pork, but pork iteelf must not be eaten.

In families where soup is wused for dinner,
pork, grease or fat can be put in it (no other
kinds of meat). If any of thig soup remans
after dinner it may be used at the eveping
collation, Pork, lard or grease cannot be
uged Im ite nataral stats.

On meagre days pasty cooked with dripping
or fat may be eaten.

Such. a8 are c¢xempted from fasting from
their meals through infirmity, age or hard
labor may uce meat three times a dey, when
others use it only once.

The above privileges authorized In the
Dlocese of Montreal (circular of Feb. the 16th,
1872) facilitate the observance of Lent very
considerably ; and with a little good will
many can keep the solemn fast that the
Saviour sunctified by fasling 40 days and 40
nights and tbat was ever sacred in the Church
from primitive Christianity.

Mr, J. G. Moylan, Inrpector of Peniten-
taries for Canads, in his report for the year
ending 30th June, 188}, strongly recommends
the adoption, in a modified form, of the Irish
or Crofton system of management and disci-
pline. A fandamental principle of Sir Walter
Crofton’s system ls that all punishment should

great end of improving the character ol the
convict'should be held steadily In view. The
motivo foroe to which he constantly appeals
is hope. Iu orderto make the hard labor to
which the convict is doomed reformatory as

taught to perform i under the stimulus of a
real and tangible advantage to himaelf.
Work, a8 o rule, is detested by the average
gaol-bird.

Thern
can be no doub whatever of the ssnitary in-
fluence of this treatment in bresking down
stolidity and making the convict amenable to
better influences. Little impression can be
made upon the vrdlnary convict so long a8 he
is in free sssociastion with likc.minded com-
paunlons, bnt tho cases are probably rare in
which he can undergo months of sclitary
confinement without a sonaible softening of
the incruatationg with which crims and crim-

In the second stage, or that of asscciated
labor, the chief feature is that of strct classi-
fication, Chis classification is four-fold, and
the promotion from third class. to gecond,
from second to flist, and from first to exem-
plary, is determined by & aystem of marks in
which general good conduct, Industry and
performance of school dutles take equal rank.
