Ehartoum, of which Gee. Woleelcy was cou-
stantly complaining, this Parisico ageney was
in receipt of divect communicntions from
El Mahdi at lcast once a week, which delailed
the progress of the campaign, told of Kl
Mahdi's plans for the future, and gave diree-
tions as 10 what shoeuld be divulged and what
should be kept secret, Last summncr when
Gen. Gordon wea securely cooped in Kher
toum the False Irophet vent a very important
despateh by % spy, who wenb in a varicty of
disguiges, all the way trom Umdurpia to
Cairo, whonce the despotele was Lrunsnutted
in n telegraphiv cypier to thigecity. This
despatch stated that the city of Khartoum,

Soon after this reply was
sent to £l Mabdi General Gordon sent Colonel
Stewart down the Nile to mako his escape,
the Genmeral being resigned  to  sacri-
Bee his own -life, but .wishing to have
his sde English companion and friend
gpared, Colonel Stewart wus promptly
killed by E1 Mahdi's soldiers, and the offer
of rarsoming General Gordon for £50,000 was.
renewed to Lord Lyons. It was again
referced to the British Glovernment and again
refosed on the same grounds -as before-—that,
the offer was a trap and that the Mahdi could
pot- fulfil his proffered.contract.

He was in New Zealand in 1865
and served in a volunteer corps as a lieutenant
on the Waikoto, True be did not ses
any fighting, but he was in the ficld. Later
still, in 1870 71, we find him a captain in the
French army, and there he saw something
like ‘‘service” indeed. In our own city we
know that he organized and commandod one
.of the finest companies of volunteers we ever
saw, and one that was admitted to be a credit
to the force, As a writer on military
matters he was acknowledged =as one
of the best anthorities in Canada, and
his friendly criticisms on the militia for years

GENERAL MIDDLETON “WANTS NO

At the commencement of the rebellion

Major Kirwan wos sent for and asked if he
would nceept & stafl position in the North
West field forces.

vacant and that Major Kirwan would himself
name. But Major Kirwan, woare informed,

did not propuse any terms to Mr, Caron, He
said it woul:d be better for him to report to
General Middleton, and that the latter would
be the best judge of where he should be put.

(Gen. Middleton’s personal staff, but in the
end it was agreed that the gallant Major
shounld go to the North-¥West and see Gen.

Major Kirwan should held. The enly condi-
tion the Major made with Mr. Caron was, we
hear, that he should be employed at the front,
and that he should have the rank of Major in
a combatant position. After about three or
four weeks of travel Major Kirwan met General
Middleton at Fish Creek. The fight was over
and the general was waiting for supplies.

The reception Major Kirwan received was
cool. In fact, General Middleton told Major
Kirwan to “‘ go back.” He tnld him that he
¢ did not want Home Rulers about bim,"” and
that ¢ no Home Ruler could be a loyul man,”
The interview was stormy, for General
Middleton had given Major Kirwan permis-
sion to speak as a politician, and for an hour
they discussed the situation. Onthe Home
Rule question the general was like a fenther
ip the major’s hands, but the general was in-
obdurate, and told Major Ilirwan again that
he should ** go back.” M: i r Kirwan refus

STEANGE STORY OF RACE
MIXTURE.

OUT OF WIIICH CHILDREN IAVE GROWN,
REPRESENTING FIVE RACE DIVISIONS.

CLEVELAND, July 11.—The ancestry ot a
coloved couple resicdent in Akron, thirty six
mijes south of this city, undoubtedly involves
one of the strangest and most complicated
caves of rnce intermiogling on record,
Smith Dandridge, who is onc of the beat
knawn and most highly respected of Akron's
colored citizens, was Dorn in slavery «t
Martinsburg, Va., in 1841. Mrs, Dundridge,
whose muaiden name was Margaret Kaponi
Maquet, was born i1 the village of Mowe, on
one of the SanJwi v or Hawalinn Islands, in
the year 1848, Lire history of ach prior to
theie .- ting and marrisge purtkes of the
netve of a romance, Mis, Dandridge's
father, Charles Maquet, was a native of the
istand of St. Helena, and during his childhood
duys had often seen Noncleon onapicte dur
ing the closing days of that ceizbrated Corsi-
can’s banishment.  Earlyin life Maquet gro w
wenry of his native slund, aad on boar? a
whaling vessel that tou:hed st St elens hi
sailed away.

. BRIG EMILY RAYMOND. .. ,

Hazrrax, ‘July 9.—Captain  Condis and-
crew of the a.b’a.'ndoned brig Emily Ray-
mond of St. John, N:B, arrived from New-
foundland to-day, _Captain Coadie ‘tells a
thrilling story of being twice shipwrecked
within a fortnight. The Emily Raymend
was from Greenock for Sydsey, CB. Oan
the 7th June ahe oncountered a terrific gale,
which continved until the vessel was a
total wreck. At midnight on June 10th the
wind blew & perfect hurricans and the sea
runping mountains kigh swept over the ves-
sel ; the topmasts, ynrds and masts came
down in one general wreck, smashiag .the
rails, stanchions and bosts. By night
there was pot o sail left, the water tanks,
hatcher and parts of the Lulwarks were goue,
the cargo had shifted, the cabin forecaatle
and galley were full of water and .the ship
wag completely at the mercy of the sea.
Three out of u crew of ceven were disabled,
snd all hands had given up hope, The crew
were subsisting un hard tack und water, und
there was only ten gallous of water left. In
this condition they remained fur two duys,
when the Norweginn bark Frithjof, of Tons-
berg, hove in sight, and tinally succeedwi in
tking off the Ruymond’s erew, The Frith-
jof was bound to Quebec in baliust, Fitteen
days after rescuing the Raymond's crew she
ran sshore et Cape Ballavd, Newfoundiand,
during o dense fog and, ton, hecome n total
wreck, bat both crews woere saved after great
exposure and danger.

* A FEARFUL DRAUGHT.

deal with thwrm. T'he Maaitoba Act is, there-
iore uftra vires, which rendere its provisions
nugatory. But even if this was not the case its
provisious are so extraordiniry that it could
never become law, and no couct of equity or
law would sustain its provisions.

IMPROVEMENT IN PALL WHEAT CQONDITioN
—LARGE CORN ARKA.

WasnrxoroN, July 10.~The June report of
the Agricultural Department. inued t,:v‘-ds\;I
says the month has bern favorable to the de.
velopment of winter wheat, and a slight im-
provement is indica ed, which advances the
general average butween two and three points,
or from 62 to rearly 065 The winter whest
region, which does not i clude the territorie,
now pr mises about 215,000,000. The condition
of sprlng wheat continues higher, though the
average has beea reduced slightly, Indications
now point to a crop of about 148,000,000. The
lmmense corn area of last year hus apparaatly
been increased G per cent., or at least four mil
lion acres, making an aggregate of 74,000,000
acres.

ploughed,

SOWING IN JULY.

AMany creps may be put in this month, nnd
the furmers of some aections, whose bay crop
has been light by reason of dry weather, and
who from the same cunse expect lintle or no
second ¢rop, are now hurrying to put in mil
let, Hungarian grass or fodder corn, or to sow
turnips, that they may mako up with these
crops the todder that they luck in the nay
crop. The two first named crops often give
the best results when rown ia July, as
they require hot weather to grow in, They
also do their beet when sown upon land
which hag beea well muoured and hes growa
o crop earlier in the searon. Thus they are
su excellent crop tojvllow early peas, po-
tatoes, spinach or other crops that can be
taken off by the first of July. 1f extra
manure ig put on for these crops it should be
well rotted and fine, or & well made artiticial
fertilizer should be used, as their season ot
growth is so short that they have not time to
wait for manure to decompose in the aonil
They need a vicorous sturt and o rapid
growth from the firat.
