Report of, the Resident Seeretary
For November and December, 1916

Dtariug the iiionth of NovcLebe, thie ac-
commnodation ut Kinigswood bas coutinued to
ho taxed to its utnioat capacity. The Canadians,
whQ took such a noble part in the desperate
fighting on the Somme in Septeumber and
October, have nuLt, since that period, been
engagod in any very serious assaults, and con-
sequeutly there was a conparatively suma11
nuinber of (naanouddstfomFrance
to tingland during Novemiber. Blit those
wonnded dipig Soptemnber and October were
being discharged frouîi the 'Acute" hospitals
dLiving Novemiber, to finish their treatinent, in
the convalescenit homes, so that the fio\v of
this class of patient continuied steadily. No
sooner was a batch of men discharged from
Kingswood for returu to duty with their regi-
monts, or for special treatmient in one or other
of the "specialist" hospitals, or to returii to
Canada for final discharge, tban their places
were takeni by new men fromn the "aicute"
hospitals. Thle places were neyer vacant for
more Chan a few hours.

These nowv arrivais experience a welcomne.
change and grent relief in the lireoat Kingswood.
While they are in the -"acide " hospitals they
are more or, lees confined to thoir ivards, if not
t(> bed, the military discipline ie strict, they
are soldomi or never allowed out, and have
comiparatively few opportunities for amuse-
mentor recreation. Althoughtherinedical and
surgical treatmnent and general arrangements
for the coimort and well-being or patients in
the '4acuto " hospitals, are lu miost cases very
good, there is, iu the majority of thein, littie to
rýelie vo the dendlyinonotoiy ofi il itary hospital
life, especialiy for mien after they reach the
convalescent stage, and are able to niove about
again, Nwho- have been accustorned to the free.
open-air lire of the North-West, and crave to
go ont and renew their interosts in life, but
can not. To such men, Kingswood, withi ils
comforts.ble, home-like atmiosphere and surv-
rondings, and the arrangements for providig
heoalthy and intoresting recreations, ail corne
aýs averywelcuîne relief. Theorequits are showin
in te excellent progress macle by the men

towards renewed healtki, tho ratity of abuse of
the freedoui or privileges extended to them,
thoir cotitinued good behaviour, and grateful
apprecîation of ail that le clonea for them.

The weather alI througlh the month was
oxceptionally wet, cold and foggy, and on more
than one occasion sonie of our mjen had thoir
first experience of nearly getting ]ost in a roal,
tbick, old-time London fog! 'lhle conditions
were not very favorable, therefore, for outdoor
work or recreation's, but whoinever tho weather
permnitted a numnber went ont for rides
througli the interosting parts of London in ur
motor car, while the more( able-bodied wero
able to take exercise in the grouinds, doi somo
light gardening work, go ont in the afternoons
to visit their, friends, or find recreation at a
picturve-show or theatre (if' their scanty purses
permit).

The long, clark winter eveninga make the
coinfurtable, well-heatecl recreationi rooms,,
greatly approciated. There is a plentiful and
varled assortmnent of boks, magazines, Cana-
dian and Britishi papers, also gaines snch as
billiards, chose, draughts, domninoes, etc., to
help the mon to pass thoir tirne agrooably.

TI very inîany cases fthe bullet or piecc of 8hell
in its pasLsage bans ton the m1usclesî or! nerves s0
thIaf af ter t he vound hias hieWled, these musicles
are stili so nuxwibed as to he alinost or quite
kiseless, and the' patient his little or ilo confrol
over flic organs affecfed. Somletimes, if is one
or more finger-s that are useless and have no
power to gr-ip, someutimies the hand, or eve.n thec
wvhole am-ii or leg is affected. Iu other cast-s,
tire muscles, slthiongh brought fogether and
healled, leave the hsand, arin, foot "or leg, stiff,
so that if canuot be turuied. bent, or used lu the
niormial way. lu still another class of case, the
wound in healing has caused *'lesionis" or
"1adhesions" of the tissuies and mnuscles, whicb
prevent the fr-ee use of the organs affected(.

For. ah these clseof cases, as well as
inany- orthers, s course of Massage, carefuhlly
adapted to thre particulair needs of the patient,
gives very beneficial effects. Th'le cures effected,
in both Imperisl sud Canradian hospitals, of
what only a few years aigo Nvould have been
consideied as-hocpeless cases, have been xnany,
sud 1 1vonderful. Most doctors seunow, -ou-
viuced that lu future, not only for- wouifded
men, but in general practice, iiassage will lie
one of the miost iimportant remedialmesr.

For, sonie timie the -Nedical Offilers attend-
ing otir patients at Ringswcod have been re-
comuînending sun iucreasing numnber to have
massage, umtil now about haif our, patients
have this treatinent daily. This keeps those of
our nulrses Whio aui dIo massage, busily cmi-
ployed. sud iu addition we have haid to mpo
a local Masseuse, speciailly qualified in Massage
sud the "Swe(dish Movemients," which snome-
times formi a uececssary adjnnct. The flome is
siso equipped NiLl two suitable Electrical
Batteries for the treatmnent of simnple cases
where Eleotrical Massage is heneficial. The
results secured have becen mnost graetifyîuiii and
encouragi ng.

Owing to the continued flgbting sud the
heavy cassiaties ln France throughont the
suitunn, cauising serionispresure oni the "aciide"
ho-pitals in Erigland, patients seemi to bave
