Seating arrangements for all processions are indicated 
in the text of the Arrangements. Notice of any change will be 
given one hour before the procession is scheduled to start. 
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Normally official processions are planned to consist of 
six special cars, a pilot car, an orderlies car and two Royal 
Canadian Mounted Police Security cars. The Pilot car con-
taining the local police will precede the motorcade. The first 
Royal Canadian Mounted Police Security car (with inter-
communication to the Royal car) in which will ride the 
Asst. Commissioner of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police and 
the Chief Constable of the City, and on some occasions, the 
Head of the Provincial Police will precede the Royal car. The
