SPremising that in our humble
judgment it is highly inexpedient for
Canadians to undertake {o wake recom-
mendations to the Imperial Government

{here can be no impropristy in offering
a few suggestions to those who hold up
the Canadian Federal system as a model
for adoption elsewhere.

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THE BANXERS' COXVENTION.

It cannot be afirmed that the late
meeting of bankers' at Saratoga was as
successfnl as some of those in former
years, The President, Mr, Cne of the
American Exchange Bank of New York,
delivered an address, the chief obiject of
which was to explain “what a bank does
for a’ country,” Or,as he elsewhere puts
the question, * What important function
doweasbankers perform?! My, Coeholds
that “a corvect veply to this simple ques-
“iion will clear away much of the mist
“(hat survounds the subject of paper
“currency.” MMr Coe is evidently one of
that clasg of bankers which is very pow-
erful on this continent, which caunot sep-
arate banking, in the legitimate meaning

- of that term, from the issue of paper

money. Banking as carvied on in Great
Britain means simply that certain indivi-
duals or joint stock companies undertake
to be the' custodians of the money
deposited with them by their customers,
which they loan again at a very slight pro-
fit on marketable securities. With regard
to what is known as paper curreney, it is
now nearly 40 years since the Imperial

* Parlinment declared by the celebrated

Act of 1844 the principles on which
future issues of bank notes should be
‘made. It was acknowledged at the time
by the author of that Act, Sir Robert
Peel, that it was in many respects a mea-
sure of compromise. It wasa fatal mis-
take to continuwe to employ the agency of
thie Bank of England as the issuer of the
Government paper money.” Incredible as
it may seem, there are numbers even in
England, including business men of ex-
perience andstanding, who cannot divest
theniselves of the idea that the Bank of
England has a pecuniary interest in the
paper issue, and that the monopoly ought
to be taken away. In the United States,
and even in Capada, similar misconcep-
tions prevail even more extensively,
Anotlier compromise was the permission

given to the existing Banks of Issuein the

United Kingdom . to continue their issues
on the basis of their average circunlation
of the three preceding years, all issues\
beyond such nverage to be on the basis of
legal tenders. The practivul effect of that
provision bms been that considerable
igsues have been made in Scotland and
Ireland on the basis of gold, the effect
being, as was pointed oul ‘by the London

“of Bngland where -it is -wanted, and to

“tigend it to ‘the Scotch (and frish, Bd.)

# banks  where it is not wanted.” The

" same journal pointed out: The compul-
¢ gory reserve of the Scotch und Irish

“at an wnexposed point, It places gold -

‘“where no one can. think of seeking or
“agking lor it.” Theve isasimple remedy
for the compromise with the Scotech and
Trigh baaks, which is - to make Bank of

‘England notes a legal tender in Scotland

and Ireland, ag they ave in Bugland. This
would have the elfect of keeping the
aggregate gold resevve, which would be
precisely the same, in the vaults of the
Bank of England instewd of being scat-
tered in & number of banks in Svotland
and Ireland. One effect of the compro-
mise was to excite the jealousy of the
Scotch banks, which were prohibited from
issuing paper money hy the Act of 1845,
and about ten years ago the Glasgow
Chamber of Commerce addressed a me-
morial to the Chancellor of Exchequer,
praying for the repeal of the Act, which
conferred a monopoly on certain banks
which were in existence at the period of
its enactment. At that time the present
Lord  Sherbrooke, better known as the
Right Honorable Robert Lowe. was Chan-
cellor of the Bxchequer, and in hisreply he
enunciated in the clearest langunage what
is the acknowledged view of ‘the paper
issue question which is.taken by English
statesmen, and it is worthy of notice that
there has been no subsequent attempt to

alter the national policy, M. Lowe took ™

the opportunity to declarve his adherence

1o the principle of the Bank Act of 1844,

and moreover toaflirm that it is generally

recognized. Ie wrote :—

1y is genernlly recognized that the issne of
Y bunk notes is the creation of money, and that
% the creation of money is the business of the
Ystute, not of any trading associatien, hence'it
“ follows that the issue of such nutes by private
#banks is rather av anomnly which ‘we niay
“tolernte than a right which we ought to ex-
“end, A mixed eurreney, composed purtly of
‘rhe precious metals and partly of paper, ean-
“not be in asound condition unless it complies

“with the three following conditions ; first, the

¢ paper must be gouvertivle into gold on de-
“mand ; second, sufficient seeurity must be held
“y the lssuers Lo secure the payment of the
“otes; third, mixed currency must be at all
imes e.\'nq(l‘\' of the same amount, and conse-
#quenily of the sume value, aso purely metallic
“ currency would be.”

Buch were the objects sought by Sir
Robert Peel in 1844, and which are still
held tobe necessary by British statesmen.
The permission given to existing bunks
to continue to issue notes on the basis of
their average circulation of three years
before 1845 is of no practical importance
in the present day. The aggregate cireu-
lation of such banks is smail in compar-

sison with that-of the Bank of Eungland,

and ‘would be much less.if the Bank of

England notes were made legal tender

throughout the United Kingdom, and if

- the issue of £1 notes were pérmitied. The
Scolel . and lvish: private banks gve:pér-'

mitted to issuesmull noles, while the bank",

which is practically the national one is
restricted to £3 nates.

At the Binkers’ Convention, Professor .

authority, after which he proceeded to

discuss the question, how shall the requi-.-

site elasticity be given to the currency
without hazarding its soundness and con-
vertibility ? Bankers generally are strong
advocates for securing what is - termed

“elasticity " in the ecurreney, and thisis -

not. surprising, when it is borme in mind
that the periodical expansion of the cur-
rency ab certain periods of the yearisa

source of large profit to those who supply

it.. In July, 1881, the circulation of banks

in Untario and Quebec was $£23,026,354, -

and in October it was $31,817,194, an in-
crease of nearly nine millions. The dis-
counts in the same period increased from
$100,627,199 to $110,693,989, an increase
of over ten millions. [t is not surprising -
that bankers should be strongly in favor
of a systemn which permits such expansion,
and this is said to be necessary in order
to procure the movement. of the crops,
and is designated the ¢ elasticity ’ of. the-,
currency. Now let us inquire how the
crops are moved in other. countries, ‘In

England it will "be recollected that one '

of the conditions laid dowun by M. Lowe

~was that the mixed currency ¥ must beat

“all times exactly of the same vmount as a
“.purely metallic currency would ~be.”
The Canadian periodical expansion is in
direct violation -of this rule.  In the
United States no such expansion can take
place, as the notes issued by the banks
are fixed in- amount, and secured by the
deposit of Government securities. Surely
what is not found necessary.in the United
States cannot' be necessary in Canada.
The Imperial Act is based on the principle
that the tendency of expansion of the
currency is to disturb prices and create
fictitious values. The market value of
every commodity depends on the supply
and demand. - A scarcity of iea or sugar,
or any otlier commodity, leads to a rise in
the price, and the rule holds equully good
in respect to money, which is the measure
of value of all other commodities. If
money. is made abuormally gilentiful, the
effect must be to raise prices, and ‘it is

“wholly impossible that such an expansion.
_as we have culled ablention to,as having -
taken place in 1881, during a, period -of
‘three months, could lave tailed to affect

the markeb. The truthisthat, with regard
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to the supply of & paper currency, the
interests of the banks and thase of the
public at large are at direct variance.
The banks profit largely by inflation,
while the public suffer by it. It isstrange

that Professor Atwater, holding - the view

that he prolesses to do, that the paper
currency should be issned by the nation,
should have endeavored to find a mode of
securing what he terms the % requisite
elasticity.”  There are fewer practical
difficulties in the way of ‘adopting a Gov-
ernment currency in the United States
thian there were in England in 1844, The
National Banks cannot derive any
very important advantage from a circula-
tion whicli is secured by the deposit of
Government debentures beuring 4 per
cent. interest with a tendency to a still
lower rate. The banks are heavily taxed,
and are naturally making great efforts at
every Session of Congress to be relieved
of these taxes. It would be a fair com-

promise, and one by which the: majority

of the banks would benefit, for the Gov-
ernwent to assume the redemption of all
the national bank notes outstanding, tak-
ing over the bonds which they hold as

security, and which might be held, as is

, done in_England, as specific security for
the issues. A safe maximum amount to
be issued on securities could -then be
fixed, and all' in excess held in bullion or
coin.
gradually substituted for the national
notes.

A scheme such as that above described
caould be carried out in the United Staies
without any disturbance of existing trans.
actions, and with very great advantage to
the community at large, In Canada the
same difficulties’ which existed in 1841,
when Lord Sydenham attempted to carry
his Bank of Issue Bill, would be found at
the present day. The banks if deprived
of their right of issue would be compelled
-to contract their discounts to the great
inconvenience of the public. ' 1t was this
difficulty which induced’ Sir Robert Peel
in 1844 to prohibit all future issues by
new banks, aud to limit those in'existence
to & fixed amount, based on theaverage of
three previous years. By this means. all
inconvenience to the public was avoided,
and the banks have never, so far as we are
aware, made any complaint,

OF course, United States would be

estublishing a bimetallic standard, - Can-
ada sutlers no inconvenienve whatever
from its present gold standard, and if any
succe-slul scheme could be agreed on with
the United States, the result most assur-
edly would be that in practice we should
have asilver standard.

- SPECULATING CLERXS.

One of the principal causes of latter-
day defalcations is petty gambling, or, as
it is more generally called, limited specu-
lation. - There iz 80 much competition
amoug young men for the few positions of
respectability and trust which offer in this
country, that salavies, save in few cases,

are kept at too low = rate to enable the

employes to live as most of them desire

and as many . of them actually do,” .The :

number of those who are willing “ to labor
and to wait'" is probably in the'majoxiby,
but with a’ cousiderable number, present
enjoyment i too frequently preferred to
future advancement and gain. The favor-
ite means resorted to of eking out light
salaries now-n-days is speculation in the
grain market, "which * is usually done
through a ehum or acquaintance living

"where he is suppased to have ‘an. oppor-

tunity of judging how to invest. ‘Tens of
thousands of bushels of wheat are‘bought
and sold foryears swithout a suspicion of
any danger. Even when discovered, the
employer too frequently dismisses the

-matter with the exaction of a promise

that 'the practice must cease, for. ‘the
young man ' is in all probability the near
relative of some large and wealthy share-
holder, whom it is not advisable Lo grieve
or trouble.” There are to-duy too many
Ca.nddmn young men thus engaged in
speculation in the markets of New: York,

Chicago and elsew_hele, who in aweak mo-,
ment would be sorely tempted Lo borrow .

further means of prosecuting some opera-
tien to asupposed successtul issue. :-As

long as'a youug man employsonly hisown’
‘means, there ¢an- be nothing dishonest in

these practices beyond the deceiving of

his employers and the guarantee compan y,f

‘bu deception havmg begun, thewhiteness

of the soul is lost, and the next step is -
rendered easier. Many of our banking
institutions offer greab prizes in the way
of preferment to worthy employes,and in
these days, when stendiness of pursuitand
consequent skill are the exception, there
is sufficient motive apart from mere
honesty to gratily ihe most ambitious
employe. Some of those filling high
positions in some of our-banks have been
advanced in a comparatively few years;
but not any faster than they deserved.
The nuimber of those to whom speculation
has brought wealth is very few, and the
number of those who know when to stop
is atill less. The :following remarks of a
prominent American Senator lately, on
the evils'of the present railroad system
in that country, will apply to other medi-
ums of speculation than railways’:  Hav-
ing no fixed understanding, these rail-

road wars break out and feed the fires of '

Wall street. Thousands of young men
through the country are being brought up
systematic stock speculators,leaving their
normal pursuits two or three times a day
to consult the ticker and see how stocks
stand.

BUILDING SOCIETIES.

A most valuable work has been recent-

ly published by Mr. A. S. Woodburn of = = -

Otbawa, being o compilation of the num-
erous Acts reluting to Building Societies,
Loan Companies, and other Acts pertain-

-ing fo Monetary lnstitutions passed by

the Dominion *Parlinment and by the
variouslocal legislatures, which have been
compiled by Mr.. W. Surrey Garlaud,

‘Clerk of Siatistics in the Fimance Depart- -

ment, -The luws rélating to banks and .

‘banking have ‘bteeu  compiled’ by Mr: .
S William. Wilson, Assistant Law Clerk to
~the Heuse of Commons. We learn fromthe -

preface ‘hat the earliest legislation inrve: . - :
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gard to building societies was passed. in
1846, but it was only in 1865 that an Act
was passed requiring returns to be made
by those societies. The first returns were
from: cleven societies, whose aggregate
capilal was $1,208,072. 1n 1873, at which
time permission lo issue debentures had
not been granted, the nggregate liabilities
were in round figures, capital n little over
six millions, and deposits nearly three
millions. Tn 1874 power was given toissue
debentures. The latest reluras give thie
nggregate liabilities as over §68,000,000, of
which nearly $32,000,000 are to shave-
holders,” nearly $23,000,000 to bond-
holders, and nearly $12,000,000 to deposi-:
tors. The great bulk of the property morl-
gaged Lo these societies is in Ontario. The
real estate in Qutario under assessment
{o 58 companies is valued ab $112,612,157.
What has been stated is suflicient to
prove how great must be the interest
attaching to these socities, and how valu-
nble must be the compilation, which
places before the public in. a convenient
form all the laws governing them. The
Paeific Railway Aeb and the Acts relating
to . 'Banks and Insolvent Companies,
“ Promissory Notles, and Bills of Exchange
are all additional subjects of public inter-
eat. The work has aover 400 pages, and
will be found valuable for reference.

SHORTAGE.

There are certain articles of trade which

it is difficult lo adulterate without im.:

-mediate injury to the manufnctuarer. In
former years spools of thread lsbelled
4100 yds.! or even “ 300 yds." were occa-

sionally found to contain merely one or,

two coverings of thespool, The idea may
- have orviginated with some retailer turned
manufacturer who,
-methods imposed upon the country dealer,
was seized with the notion of making an
article so nearly all wood that it conld be
“thrown in* with the stuff for a cotton
dress worth perhaps $1.50, together with
the buttons or hooks-and-eyes for the
same, a practice which in connection with
agricultural credits usually resnited in a
few years in leaving the buyer the master
or mistress of the situation. The decep-
tion was not of lang duration, bub ib was
productive of # woes nnnumbered’’ upon
the head of the relailer while il lasted.
“But our present concern is nok with spools
but rather with the article of white lead
ov zine paints. Complainis have been
rife for some tinte past as to shortage in
“the weight of packages. A keg which is
‘»st’fppomd to contain one hundred pounds
“of leadis found on examination to contain

only 24 1bs,fand 50 on. Thus a loss of

four per cent. isimposed on thie consumer,
who can hardly content himself with
possession of the keg, or the metal vessel
in which it ‘has been put up. The only
method of dealing with such eases’ of
shorlage is to pay only for the quantity
supplied, whatever be the brand on the
packages. Twine dealers have long main-
ained & pleasant fietion by which a pound
weight of the article cantains only four-
teen ounces, their #golden mean " pro-
bably between troy and avoirdupois
weight.  Our system of weights and mea-~
sures is very imperfect and complex. A
step in the right direction was the former
adoption of the decimal eurrency in Can-
ada, and the French metric system wonld
be no less simple and easy in ils applica-
tion to all kinds of measurements in
business, :

THE UNITED STATES MERCHANTY
MARINE. )

Mr. David 'A. Welles, the distinguished

political economist, :has recently publish-

ed a volume. of 200 pages, in which he’

deals with the Morchant Marine question
of the United States, showing how it rose,
increased, becume . great, declined and
decayed, with an inguiry inlo the con-

ditions essential Lo its resuscitation and -
Hfuture prosperity.

The statistics from
1855 to 1882 shew that the percentage of
exports and imports carried in vessels of
the TUnited States have' decreased
gradually during the period above referred
to from 75.2 per cent, in 1856 to 16.2 in
188}, The chief cause of the decay has
been the substitution of iron in place of
wood as a material {or ship_construction,
and the same cause has led to thie decay
of shipbuilding in Quebec. IL is by no
means probable that any other nation
will be able to compete with Great Britain
in the building of iron ships, but. most
assuredly it will ' be vain even to make
the attemapt, so long as the British ship
builders enjoy the advantages which they
do ab present. Mr. Welles declares that for
% nations or individuals to have attempted
“ to permanently counteract the influence
i of their substitutions by legislation or by
“ any specific commercial policy, was as
i ygeless, as our own experience proves,
¥ as Lo seek to arrest the stars in their
“ courses.” What Mr. Wellesholds to be
the only feasibla plan of restoring the
American shipping trade is.* the repeal
“ of the navigation laws, at least to the
“ extent of permitting our navigators and
“merchants to supply t.hem_se]ves  with
% ships on condilions as Eavorable as ave
¢ enjoyed‘by;their competitors,” wha  ave
¢ the merchants and sailors of all.other

¥ maritime nations ; such modifications of "
“ the tarifl as will enable us to build ships:
“ as cheaply as other nations; abrogation
“of local taxes on maritime property;
“ abrogation -of ‘compulsory pilotuge; -
“yepeal of the tonnage tax ; the reduction
“of all expenses connected with the
“ hiring or discharge of seamen, consulap
“ charges and the like, to the level gr -
“bHelow those imposed by other nations
“ and others,” The subject well deserves
attention, but some of the reforms sug-
gested, such as the abrogation of compgl
sory pilolage, wonld not affect ' the main
question atissue. We doubt much whether:
it is possible by any reforms such as those
indicated, to enable shipbuilders in
America to compele with those in Greab
Britain in the building of {von ships.

THE MAMILTON SPECTATOR AXND
THE BOUNDARY QUIESTION,

Before replving to the article in the
Spectutor in veply’ to the eriticisin which
we venbured to make on a former article
of his on the boundary question, we must
acknowledge that he has lreated the sub-
Jject with mare fairness than is usual with
the supporters of the Dominion. policy,. .,
The listory of ihe boundary dispute which .
has now been going on for upwards of ten
years ought to be borne in mind. During .
a number of years a coniroversy had been

-carried on by the Government of Canada

aud the Hudson's Bay Company as to the
true boundaries of the territories of the
latter,
Sir John Macdonald was personally mixed
up in these conttoversies, but most assur.
edly Sir George Cartier and the Hon,
Messrs, MeDougall and Cauchon were com-
mitted to the mosl extreme pretensions
ever made on behalf of Ontario. After
Confederation the Dominion acquired all

- the rights of Lhe Hudson's Bay Company;

and Outario had a legal claim to whatever
old Canada possessed prior to Confeder-
ation. It became necessary to determine
thie boundaries. The firsh step was the
appointment of commissioners, and M,
McDougall was selected by Ontario, but
instead of endeavoring to: determine the

“boundary,; Col. Dennis was instructed - to

report {o- Sir: John Macdonald what.the
true boundaries were. This he did at the

- latter end of 187), and his.report, which

was only published in 1880, was communi- - i

cated to the selact committee. of the com- - n

mittee presided over by Mr. S, J, Daivson,
1t contains a fulnicaled extract from' the
charter of the TTudson’s Bay Company ou

“which theelaim to the height ofland bound-.

ary was supported. This was the first claim™ -

“made ok the part. of the Dominion, and it . . =

We are not aware to what extent’, .
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was- founded on o fabricated extract nat

contained in the charter from which it pro-
fecsed Lo be a quatation. On this report
the Dominion Government -proposed to
Ontario to instruct bhe comuissioners to
establish the boundaries in strict accord-
ance with Col, Dennis’ report. Of course
the Ontario Government objected,. and
the Dominion  appointed Judge Ramsay
to inquire. Judge Ramsay simply got up
a case, as Judge Armour did  afterwards,
pleading as plansibly as possible for the
boundaries claimed by the Dominion, and
which it still contends for, although the
Mail spaves na effort to persuade its read-
ers that thereis a hope of Ontario getting
more territory from a judicial tribunal.
The Speciulor asserts that the arbitra-
tors “were appointed to find a legal
¢ houndary, and they did not do so, but
“ found a convenient or natural boun-
“dary.” Now Lhis is incorvect. The arbi-
trators wore appointed fo delermine the
boundaries, and we afliem that it

was quite unnecessary to  pass an

Act before hand - pledging the Domin-

ion Puwliament to accept the award.
‘(here are abundance of precedents, and
the prelension that the arbitrators should
have been .all lawyers is wholly unsup-
poried by precedent.  We “should - be
glad (o have an instance given of one
fiovernment repudiating  the ‘action of
another in a case of the kind. Thateited
by the Spectalor is not in point.  In the
British  Columbia case there was an

award, and the Mackenzie Government.

endeavored Lo give effect to it, but the
Senate rejected - the Bill. - The Speclator
holds that the arbitrators were' bound,
having found what they  uhanimously
believed. to be true boundaries on the
northreast- and south-west, to have con-

neeted them by a line drawn due west

from the north east until it intersected
& line drawndue north, Now, after all,
that is a mere matter of opinion. There
are no data whatever for determining the
mode of connecting those poiiits, and the
arbitrators having ' to determine the
boundaries deemed a nabural boundavy
preferable, . The Spect rtor must be aware
that the matter is' of no real importance,

With regard to what. the Spectator ve-

marks about Mr. Mousseau’s: claim to an
estension of the territory of the Province
of Quebec, and his request for out opinion
as to whether the Western ‘boundary of
that 1’1‘6\'il)ce extends to James' Bay, we
have no hesitation in giving ‘that opinion;

Outhe
other haud they are ready to believe that
by using the term * Northward * the [mpe-
rial Parliament meant to nullify the very

“object of the Quebee Act of 1774, and lo

leave withoub any government the prin-
cipal settlements on the Mississippi river.
The Spectalor believes “ the coutention
“of Ontaric te the Western boundary
“claimed by her {o be so strong that

finot the slightest fear nced be enter-

“tained of the result of an appeal to
“any. court whatever.” ~This is just what
we thiuk, but- we further think that the
true way of settling the matter would be
by an appeal from the award, which if
both parties agreed, counld -easily Dbe
brought abount. - Otherwise the  delay
would be interminable, and would neces-
sitate same provisional arrangements for
the govermment of the tervitory, which,
so fav as we can judge, the Ontario Gov-
ernmient holds to be indispeusable, il any
further delay is to be incurred.

UNITED STATES FOREIGN COM-
MERCE.

The returns of the imports and exports

of the United States for the . fiscal year
ending 30tk Jung, 1882, shew an excess
of exports to the extentof $25,727,836,
against an éxcess in 1881 of $259,712,718.
There was a considerable decrease in the
domestic exports, which were ratlier over
$150,000,000 less than in 1881, Nearly
$50,000,000 of this was in cotton wool,
over 375,000,000 in. breadstuffs and the
remainder in provisions. The ouly com-
modity in which Lhere was any consider-
ableincrease in the exports was petroleum,
which was about $12,000,000 in excess of
1881, . The imports -of merchandize were
greater in 1851-2 than  during any pre-

~vious year in the history of the countiy.

There are about 20 leading articles, the
increase in which over 1881 varies from
one (o eight millions of dollars,  'The chief
articles in which there was a f{alling off
were tea and coffee,  The exports of gold

.and silver coin and bullion were $30,000,-
000 in excess of those of 1881, and the
imports. less by over 08,000,000, and.

“imports af gver $91,009,000, there  was - in -
1882 nn wxcess of exports of nearly seven' |
i millions, S :

Ty LUMBERNES had a henving before the Tar-
ift Commission-in Chicago last Suturday. The

‘Sagiaaw men. and others had nrged a duty of

two dollars n thousand feet on Jumber. Mr,
Dean, of Chicago, & wholesale aud retail dealer,

‘fook aun opposite view. e could sce no reason

why a dufy of two dollars a thousand feet
should be paid on lnmber from the neighboring
Dominion; but he could see many reasons why
there should ;be no such duty. The Saginaw
wen the other day had estimated their supply
of Tumber at only coough for ten years. {f that
were o, it was the part of pradence to draw
from other sources. He himself was not in. full
sympathy with the idea that there was but ten
years® supply of Jumber ou huud in Michigan,
but still the supply was growing rapidly less.
The ' stumpage’ men had formed combinatious,
and the effect was to © bull ' the price of lum-
ber, which had been advancing for the last two
or three years out of proportion to former years.
He had been in the business many years, and up
to the time of the five fumber had cost him an
average of S1L46 per thousand,  The year after
the five the rebate which was allowed on iron,
glasx, ete., nob having. extemded to lumber, it
cost him $16.:80 per thonsand, so that the lum-
bermen made o profit of over two doliars per
thousnnd by the great fire. Tn ' 1873 it fell ‘to
$12.72, in 1875 to S1L.78, and in 1876 to $9.
It remained at about the same figure from 1877
101879, but in 1880 a little “ boom ™ started,
the stumpnge being coufined lo a siall number
of owners, nud the average cost of the lumber
in that year was $11.62 ; in 1881, $13.93, and
in 1882, so far, hetween Std and Sib. - That
was the direction which things had been taking
in consequence of the manipnlation of stuwmp-
age.  He conld see no earthly reason why the
American lumber futerest should have any pro-
tection. .Corn, pork, and beans were what
enfered into the lumber business; Ilinois pro-
dueed them.  As to the dilference in the cost of
Iabor he bad no faith in it.  He did not see why
a fool across the imaginary line would work: for
$15 o month when he could eross that'line and
get $20'a month. He: believed that the laber
in Cannda was as well paid as in the United
States. Besides, the Canadians hed to pay at ¢
Tenst $1:more a thonsand for freight on lumber
than:the Michigan lumbermen. Aunother advan-

" iage wWhich the Michigan men bad, was that

they could utilize tlicir slabs and sawdust.
With these advantnges on the side of the Amer-
iean lumbermen he could not see -why- they
should be further protected by o duty of $2 a
thousand, - .
