One of the Most interesting Fig-
ures Among Irish Leaders.

A BRILLIANT ORATOR, BUT %0-
CIALLY A RECLUSE,

During the tremendous siruggle of
the civil warin the United States, the
hosts of the ultra-war and negrophile
g‘lrty were led by a gentleman called

had Stephens. Whenever the cry
of oonciliation raised its voioe ; when-
ever natural humanity, starting back
in horror from the terrible bloodshed,
demanded peace ; whenover any ques-
tion aroee as to whether the negro
should be placed in abeolute predom-
inanoe over the whites of the South—
the voice of Thad rose loud and rau-
cous, and by its very vehemenoe and
strength imposed its own irrecon-
cilability upon weaker natures, says
the London \Weekly Sun.

omnipotence of this strange, wonder-
ful, terrible man, reading oneday that
he lived in a foew bare rooms, and had
nu companion but a single ocolored
servant.

Two natures more dissimilar than
that of Mr. Sexton and the old aboli-
tionist leader could not well be imag-
ined. The breadth, the frigidity, and
aleo the Irish geniality of Mr. Sexton’s
judgment would probably have ranged
him in the civil war of America on
tho side of peace, toleration and gen-
tle treatment ; but the reason an ar
ticle on him suggests to me this early
recollection is that m the abeolute
absorption in a great struggle, in the
lonelinees and isolation of their per-
sonal lives, there is something very
like in the careers of the two men.
For Mr. Sexton has no life ouleide the
life of the House of Commons. In
the ridiculous and idiotic mud-slinging
which opened the great Parnell split,
an inspired assailant of Mr, Sexton
sacribed his hostility to Parnell to his
love of the swoetbreads whioch are, as
everybody knows, a standing dish in
the houses of the great. Asa matier
of fact Mr, Sexton has

in London in the whole eourse of his
life. In all the fifteen years he has
lived in this city, the man is yet $0 be
produced who can say that he had
seen Mr. Sexton at his own or at any
other dining table. About three or
four times he has besn persuaded into
attending semi-official dinners given
by his own party. In the old days of
Pamell's unbroken leadership there
used {0 be nearly always a dinner to
the chief on his birthday, and these
diuners Mr. Sexton %0 atiend.
But with these exceptions Mr. Sexton
bas remained as much aloof from the
oonvivial companionship of his fellow-
men a8 if he were one of the early
asoetios, who sought their salvation in
the loaely desert, and not one of the
most prominent figures in & great im.
perial Legislatare. .

man ; indeed, the more [ have seen of
the prominent mea of political struggle
the more am I driven {o the conviction

that happiness and political eminenno
are rarely united. But it is this ab-
sorption which has made Mr. Sexton
the mighty parlismentarian lo is.
When Mr, Sexton comes down to the
House of Commons he has ulready
spent s morning in parlinmentary
work. As he mips the cup of tea
which is his only sustenance till din-
ner time, he goea carofully over the
newaspapers of the day; reads all
questions and the orders, glances over
any blue book which may bear upon
the questions in which he is intercsted
and takes laborious, carcfully-arranged
and tabulated notes. Whenever he
rises to make a speech, vven if it bo a
brief one, he has in hia hands a eouple
of sheets of note paper, on which you
seo written, in a hand as small and
almost

AS HEAUTIFUL AS THAT OF THACKERAY,

all the facts, arguments and sequence
of the question. Ifthere be quotations
to be made, they have been cut out
from the newspaper or the blue book,
and are pasted in as carefully as
thoug the great Parliamentarian were
ascissors-and-paste sub-editor. There
is no sloppiness about any work that
Mr. Sexton does. He is not a hut-or-
miss kind of combatant. I do not
suppose he has ever rigen in the House
of Commons in all the years he has
been there, and, in spite of all the
speeches he has made, without baving
mastered all the facts of the subject on
which he spoke.

And this thoroughness he carcies
out in everything he does. Sometimes
it is bard to understand how the small,
delicate, almost fragile frame is able
to pasa through the gigantic demands
which are made upon its energies.
Aud often as the name of Mr. Sexton
appears in the public press, this gives
but a faint idea of the amount of labor
and devotion he gives to the work. At
this moment he is the chief advocate
of the Irish claim at the commission
which is inquiring into the financial
relations of Great Britain and Ireland.
And just think what labor there is in
working up every single serious item
of expenditure in the budgets thst
have regulated the relations of Eng-
land and lreland during the ninety-
five years which have elapsed since
the aot of uniou! It is a peculisrity
-—it is 10 & oertain extent even a weak-
ness—of the mind of Mr. Sexton to let
00 detail escape him. The smallest,
tiniest cranny or nook of subject he
explores with the same relentless, tire.
less and serutinizing investigation as
the and most palpable; and

it is to & nation like Ireland. There,
alas ! all the training of the expert aud
the officialability, with rare exoceptions,
is on the side of the government. For
onoe all this trained ability has met its
match ; and Irish claims are doggedly
andefficiently and stubbornly advocated
by a man like slr. Sexton, who brings
to thees discussions about figures a
talent and a mieinory for statistics that
would do credit to one who had spent
bislifeat a clerk’sdesk’s in the tressury.
Talent of such a kindiu a ocountry
where no Nationalist iins any chanoe
of public appointment and official
training is as rave as it is precious ; and
1 sometimes think, with all the splendid
honor and ihe universal homage paid

to Mr. Sexton's genius and services,
that his own countrymen do not do
full justice to this side of his work.
While Mr. Sexton spends hours once
or twice a week in the commission of
wquiry, hie is a8 constant as ever in his
attondance in tho House of Commons.
There is something very native and
most chiildlike in the way Le sticks to
the House of C'ommons. ‘To most old
parliamentarians tho place becomes in.
sufforably tiresome ; 113 charm is still
as fresh with Mr. Sexton as when he
entered the place almost a youth. He
18 always present throughout question
time ; he rarely passesa day without
having some tuestion 1w the paper
himself, and he 18 always thore, watch-
ful, attentive, slecpless, to intervene
with 4 supplemental juestion when-
evor there is an opportunsty of striking
an enemy or helping & friend of Ire.
land  Ile never leaves the building,
and though he may dally for an hour
or 8o over a cigar—the one luxury that
breaks the asceticism of hig life after
dinner—he 1s usually to be found n
the House cven during the dreary
dinner hour: and 1if he be not there
he is to be found in the library
Iaboriously gotting through the piles
of correspondence with which all busy
men are assailed. \When midnight 1s
passed, and cvery human being ig
yawning and restless to get off, Mr.
Sexton may still be seen in his place
—-the order paper before him, those

of his gazing at everybody who is
making any movement, and those
sharp ears of lus open. Friends whose
companionship he loves may tempt
Inm with a walk or a drive home to-
getber ; but Mr. Sexton i3 not to be
moved. Not until the motion for ad-
Journment is put, and already tke
ghastliness and spectral emptinese of
night has cast its anticipatory shadow
over the House of Commons. ean Mr
Sexton be got to rise frow. nis seat.
Aud what are the qualides in au-
dition to those I named woich make
Mr Sexton the great parliamentarian
he is? 1 should put in the forefront
the perfectly extrao.dinary readiness
with which the word answers with Lhim
to the thought. Not even in the case
of Mr. Gladstone was that readiness so
complete and so extraordinary. His
mind seems to be one of those alert
and positive ones which at once see
clearly, and the word rushes to the
tongue as clearly as the vision to the
mind. I have rarely heard him hesi
tate for a moment to find words to ex-
press his ideas—evon when the ideas
were of a complex order and required
subtlety and delicate shadings of ex
preasion. It is also one of the results
of this extraordinary alertness and
lightning like rapidity of expression
that Mr. Sexton should—again Mr.
Gladstone is the only one who can
be likened to him—be never fogged or
bewildered in the labyrinths of the
longest semtence. There are fow
speakers I know—eaven among those
who can be classed as orators—who
do not now and then find 1t diflicult to
goet out of the thicket of speech into
which they are occasionally betrayed
in the course of speaking, and who do
not leave a ragged, an unfinishied or a
confused sentence. This hLas never
happoned to Mr. Sexton, in my expe.
rience, in the whole course of s
political life. His oratory would prob.
ably strike the stranger with some sur-
prise who Leard him for the first tinse.

The tradition still lingers that Irigh.
men are extremely florid or extremely
vohement orators. Listen ty Mr.,
Sexton--mark the deliberate, slow —
almost too slow — articulation, that
deadly calm, scarcely ever broken ex-
cept when an argument has to be
prossed howe by a certain elevation of
voice and cmphasis of manner—and
you will be inclined to the conclusion
that the

of the House of Comwmons is to be
found in its perfection sn the Irish
rather than on the English benches.
[ have seen Mr. Sexton lift the House
of Commons to the empyrean—imypreas
both sides of 1t so profoundly that
there came that deadly silence which
only the very perfection of oratory can
vrocure ;. and yet it is curious that
tlus orator is at the same time one of
tho greatest business men in the House
of Comuions. His mastery of figures
18 ag instinctive and as immediate as
his readiness of expression. 1 have
been told that when he was a school-
boy bis powers in rapid calculations
of mental anthmetic were already 80
well known that his school fellows
used to give puzzling questions to him
for their amusement. I remember
onenight Sir George T'revelyan brought
in a complicated bill, I think it was
when lie was chief secretary. Stand-
ing up immediately after, Mr. Sexton
bad already done a complicaved sum
in his mind, and was also able to tell
to a penny the result of these elaborate
calcnlations. The chief secretary at
once declared that Mr. Sexton's fig-
ures were exactly and emphatically
right.

\WWhat 1 want to impress upon the
reader above all things is
THE ESSENTIALLY PRACTICAL CHARACTER
of Mr. Sexton’s genius. He speaks
when need be; but he does not love
speaking. What he loves above all
things is to get the work in which he
believes done ; and there are few tasks
he hias ever taken up in which he does
not suceeed.

And what gratification does Mr.
Sexton get from all these services to
Ireland —tireless, persistent, inealcaul-
able? Like most of his colleagues,
he hLas to pass through a period of
misunderstanding — gsometimer  of
downrigit and brutal calumny—dur-
ing the saddened years which have
followed the golden era when all Irish-
men were united: and his nature—
thoughtful, gentle, philesophic rather
than combative and pushing—has felt
the blows, and will ever bear the
3cars. But he was too manly and too
tenacious a nature to be driven from
his work by public misunderstanding.
Sad, lonely, highminded, busy in the
public cause through every second of
every day, he iz one of the most interest-

AN EASTER  SERMON.

Timely Words From His Excel-
lency Mgr. Batolli,

THE SAVIOUR'S MESSAGE.

This Laster weck, after nineteen
centuries, humanity is moved once
more and feels the profound impres-
sion of tho death of the man-God ex-
piring in sorrow and pity, Our affec-
tions are once more stirred up, and
perhaps all men in their inner con-
sciousness hear tbe voice of Christ
sullering for all and saying to all:
** Come unto Mo and 1 will refresh
,cu.ll
? All conditions of human life are
reduced to these heads—crime and
puuishment, iwmpiety and cxpiation,
vice and virtue. And these conditions
are found represented in their full
evidinee in the eourse of the pussion
and death of Christ.

The most solemn moment of life is
that neurest death. The last desire
expreesed by the dying has often de-
cided the fate not only of a family, but
of great nations. The Jews recalled
always the last wishes of their pstri-
archs, and were guided by the last
will of David regarding the sucoession
to the throne. Tho Greeks were di-
rected by the last instructions of
Alexander, which decided the future
of all Greece and Asia. With the
Romans the authority was supreme of
the last wills of Augustus and of Con-
stantine. It was fitting that Christ
also on the crcas should express His
dying wish, and he did so in the com-
pendium of seven words, which com-
prisc His whole nussion, His teaching,
Hos 1oty plan for the betterment, not
of cne nation, but of all Lumanity.

CHRIST TO THE PEOPLE.

First — Christ saw from the cross
the human race in a state of profound
corruption and declared that He in-
tended to Lift it out of i3 migery by
meansg of repentance and pardon. He
recogmized the inextingmshable thirst
for happiness vainly sought up to
that time in & precarious materialiem,
and promised to humanity its true
kingdom with the evarlasting fulness
of every joy.

Second—He viewed the urgent ne-
cessity of nature by which man needs
social life, both to defend himpself from
eviland to make more easy the ac-
quirement of good. He called to Him-
self from the tree of the cross not
only individuals, but families, races
and nations, each and every one ; and,
moreover, He intended to constitute
above all nations and of all nations
one society, not indeed political, but
zeligious.  And this He declared when
He gave His own Mother to be the
Mother of all men.

Third—Without doubt human per-
fection is the outcowe of two activities,
which are free will and grace ; that is,
an activity proper to man’s nature and
the co-operating activity of God.
Clirist in Lisfourth and fifth words
indicated the natural activity of man
t0 be thirst of juatice, and promised
the co-operation of God, which should
never abandon to his own helplessnces
the man of good will.

Fourth—Certinly the most import-
ant thing in man’s life is to find the
rigbtdrud. to fulfil his voutgon to his
true destiny assigned him by Provi.
dence. Hapm who can justly
claim to have accomplished their task
and can say with St. Paul, « I bave
runthe race.’ Theimmortalityof glory
shall be the abundant reward given
them by God. Christ in the last of
bis dying words with stronger voioe
signified that tbrough Him and in
Him only should bumanity find the
attainment of its true destiny, and He
strengthened our faith and Teposed it
in the bosom of God, there to expect

its never-ending reward.

ROUHBKAL AND CHRIST,

Tho exprossion of the unbeliever
Rosseau has bLecome celebrated, in
which, comparing the doathof Soorates
with that of Cbrist, ho said: ** The
death of Socrates was that of a phi.
losopher ; the death of Christ that of
a God.” Indoed, there have not heen
Iacking wise and profound thinkers
who, studying the circumstances of the
passion and death of Christ, Lave suc-
oceeded in demonstrating Ilis divinity
from them ; and it would appear that
He Himeelf intended to show Himself
both man and God by His death on
the Cross, for He had predicted that
when He should be erucified e would
draw all humanity to Himself : * And
I, when I shall be hfted up, will draw
all things to Myself.”

The historical stagos of humanity,
from its beginning toits end, are three.
Its Listory begins with its fall, has ite
middle point tn the commencement of
its restoration and will find its com-
pletion in the entire and perfect ful-
filling of the providentia! designs of
God concerning humanity aud the
whole universe. Christ in His suffer-
ing humanity united the beginning
aud the continuation of all the miseries
aud wretchedness of mankind. By
the persenal union of the human with
divine 1 ature He constituted in Him-
self the inexhaustible source of repara.
tion, and in those wondcrlul endow-
ments of infinite wisdow and love
which the Divinity transfused into the
bumanity of Christ He prefigured in
Himself the tinal destiny of the human
race—the destiny marked out for it 1n
the hidden design of God which un-
folds itself in the progress of bhistory,
and which, in compendium, is ex-
plained in those sublime words : ** I'or
80 God hath loved the world that He
bath given His only legotten Son,
that every one wbo believeth in Him
sball not perish, but shall Lave life
everlasting.”

THE NEKD OF WoRsHIP,

Humanity bas need of worship and
of lawe. Worship is nceded in its
relations with the Divinity and with
the supreme principles of 1ts being ;
laws are indispenaable for its social
existence. Christ on the cross has
established worship **in spirit and in
truth,” has completed and set the seal
upon His legislation of justico and
charity.

\What there was of the true and the
good before Chirist was only a prepar
ation and a figurative symbol of Him
and of His mission in the world ful
filled on the cross. Indeed, His own
life, with its miracles and teaching,
was the continuous development of a
plan, beginning at Betblehem and
ending on Calvary, where He fixed
His throne, His cathedral and His
altar. From the moment of Christ's
death nothing was left for humanity
but the evolution and the application
of the work accomplished by Him on
the cross.

Religion and politics, philosophy
and theology, science and art, faith
and reason may justly be considered
88 concentric circles with respect to
Christ, who was the mystic stone fall-
en from heaven into the ocean of the
natural and moral universe, to sgitate
its waters around Himself, to set them
in regular motion snimated by His
8pirit. Therefore St. Paul said that
of all knowiedge, human and divine,
it was gufficient for him * 0 know
Christ and Ghrist crueified,” since in
bim he found all the tremsures of
science and wisdom.

A JAPAN HORROR

Kumamoto Leper Mission.

THE SICK ADND DYING,

et ey

Close by 1.. . 0to, there is a
hamlet called flonmioji, from the
name of a pagoda, much frequented by
pious Buddhiets, This pagoda is «lso
the mndezvolun of .“d Ia:ull 0{1 “n:k.
cspecially of lepers and the syphilitie,
'l;:go gather hither from all parts of
tho Empire. The greater part of
these wrotched creatures are outcasts
forever from (heir families, to whom
they have caused dishonor and
tuin. As the people of Kumamoto
are very toleraut in their regard, many
end by establishing themselves for
good in the hamlet, where they form
one of the most pitiable colleations of
beings to be seen in the whole world.

The state of these wretchos is really
terrible. They are piled one on top
of the other in miserable hovels be-
longing to ather poor people, to whom
they pay about a fifth or two-fifths of
a cent oach, daily, for their lodging.
In general, they have only one gar-
ment, but what a garment ! I have
seen in ono of these wretched holes a
poor mother who had no feet, scarcely
any hands, and no other clothing than
an old piece of rag which scarcely
covared half of her shoulders, With
her little naked baby she atrove to
cover the rest of her person.

Those who can still walk, go about
the city and the country begging. The
more skilful succeed on good days in
getting as much as three or four cents.
If they have not gone too far, they
return in the eveming to Honmioji and
sleep in the hovels just deseribed.
Some go a great distance and do not
return for days or weeks. The vil-
lngers treat them with considerable
humanity, but they cannot get s
lodging anywhere ; they have to sleep
in the vestibule of a temple, 1n a
corner of & field, or in the forest on
the naked earth, or on a plank of wood.

To cook the few Landfuls of rice
whick they have begged, they carry a
little saucepan, worth about four or
five cents, and prepare their poor
meal far away from dwelling houses,
wherever they can find a bit of dry
wood to make a fire. Those who
cannot walk, get themselves carricd
or drag themselves to the wide avenue
or the steps leading to the pagoda,
where, from morning to night they
implore the charity of pilgrims snd
passers by. The maximum of their
daily receipts is said to be from two
to threc cents. But often enough,
through {ewness of vigitors or other
causes, they get only a few centimes,
while others get nothing, and many of
these remaiu two or three days with-
out cating,

As aaid above, they sleep in huts or
common sheds. DBut when their
disease reachics a certain stage, they
cxbale such an odor that they become
insupportable to their neighbors, and
then they arc expelled. From this
moment they no iongerappear with the
rest, they sleep outside abandoned by
all, without mat or cover, expoeed to
wind and rain, weeping, groaning,
sighing for death,which generallyisnot
slow in coming. Then nothing is left
bat to bury them. Four or five of
their companions dig a pit. An old
barrel is bonght, the corpee is thrown
into it, and the whole deposited in the
ground, without priest or ceremonies.
A baurial costs eighteen or twenty
cents. But where is the money to
come from? As I have said, some
of them have a little saucepan; this
is sold. Each bas also a rag of cloth-
ing ; of course this eannot bo left in
the bier, 80 it is sold too, and may
fetch eight or ten cents. Then, there
are, beside the hovels, dung heaps,
which are regularly sold to poor farm-
ers of the neighborhood as manure,

and the produce merves to complete
the ocosl of the funeral. .

Some time ago 1 was desirous to
ascertain the history of a certain num
ber of these wretched inhabitants of
Honmioji. Here are some of the du-
tails I obtained : .

1. Furuya Ukichi, of the province
of Nagato, aged 28; a leper. las
thiree brothors, all very wretched, who
arc unable to keep him. Has been
st Honmioji for two years, Came
from home penniless, begging on the
way. If he gets better, says he will
return home, Adds that he has never
seen anybody cured since he came.
Says that he suffers very much

y and that ¢ his soul is very sad.”
Whilst speaking big tears roll down
his cheeks, whioh wero all eaten awny
with leprosy,

2, Uyedas Masuzo, province of Iyo,
aged 84. Has had leprosy since he
was 21, and has been three yoars
blind. Efforts were made to cure hun
at home, and his parents have spont
upon him about $200, constituting
their all.

3. Ayuwara Otohe, of the same
provinoe, 18 years old ; of poor fuwdly,
whio are quite unable to attend to hum.
bas had leprosy only two years, but
is alrcady frightfully disfigured.

4. Fukuzawa Kanekichi, of Sagami
provinee, 28. Eldest of a poor family,
whose support he has been. Has
been a leper three years. Thinks only
of his parents and wonders what they
now do to live. Sleeps in the woods,
on the bare earth, or on a stone.

5. Chikuha Teru, town of Shima-
bara, a girl of 23, has had leprosy
three years. Says her people were
oomfortably off, but have sgent all on
trying to get her cured.

6 Kato Matazo, province of Tsjima,
80. Has only his mother, who brought
him herself to Honmioji. As he can’t
walk, she goes about begging for
him.

His Term of Office.

PARXELL AND CHURCRILL.

On Mondsy Mr. Speaker Peel an-
nounced his resignation of bis high
oftice. Oa Tueaday the Houss voted
him its thanks, and adopted an address,

raying Her Majosty to bestow upon

im *'some signal mark of her favor ;"
in other words, the accustomed promo-
tion to the peersge; and on Wednes-
day the “ faithful Ormmons " procsed-
ed to the election of his suoccessor.
Mr. Peel's retircment is one more
reminder of how fast the Parlismentary
sceno is changing. Siucs his election
eleven years ago, how many of the
volerans whose namss had become
housshold words have withdrawn in
oue way or another from the field of
Parliamentary politics? It was only
last year Mr. Gladatone retired, making
way for one who was all but unknown
when Mr. Peel first presided over the
debates of the Lower House. The
rise of Randolph Churchill to the lead-
ership of the House of Commons, and
bis tragic passing away, all belong to
the period of Mr. Poel’s Speakership.
8o, too, does the all but cowplete
triumph, and the still more tragic
dowafall of Charles Stewart Parnell.
How many of tbe younger men were
sll urknown when Mr. Peel assumed
office! An entirely new grouping of
Euglisb parties haa arisen in these
eleven years. In 1884 there were the
two solid masses of the Liberals and
Conservatives, and striving to hold the
balance between them the solid little
phalanx that stood by Parnell. Now
ou both sides of the House there are
winor parties and groups and sub-
divisions of the main bodies, till the
fate of Governments depends less on
the voting power of any one party
than on temporary alliances of the
partisans of rival schools of political
thonght. A state of things such as
thet which prevails in many of the
legislatures of the Coatinent is arising
in England, and the tenure of power
enjoyed by Ministers may soon be’as
uncertain as it is abroad. Then, too,

THANKED BY THE CARDINAL

A Plitsburg Preshylerian Minlster Who
Defended His Eminence From Attack,

Prrrsnunc, April 14,—Laat Sunday
Rev. J. 1. McOrory, pastor of the
Third United Presbyterian Church, of
thin city, preached a sermon in which
he severely criticized Cardinal Gibbone’
sormon of March 29¢h last, in which
sermon the Cardinal condemned the
ex-priests of the Oatholic Church who
bad proved to be unworthy, who hsd
deserted the Church and were travel-
ing about the country attacking it.
Rev. Mr. McCrory, in his vermon, said
the Cardinal justified the suspicion of
corruption in his Ohurch, and con-
fesscd that every prieat who leaves it
speaks against the character of its
priesthood. o also alleged that the
Oardinal oxcused and encouraged
violence, and he made the strong
assertion that *the Oardinal puts
Ohristianity to shamo before the world"
“ He claims,” said Mr. McCrory, ¢ to
represent the Iargost body of Ohristians
in the world, and yet he has only soft
words for men whe would have mur-
dered if they had not beeu restrained
by bayonets.”

On Wednesday last Rev. E. R.
Donehoe, pastor of the Eighth Presby-
terian Church, of this city, took Rev.
Mr. McCrory to task for what he
called an unwarranted attack on the
Cardinal.. Rev. Mr. Donehoo also
wrote Cardinal Gibbons, saying he
hoped the Oardinal would uunderstand
that the sentiments expressed by Mr.
McCrory were not those of the Protes-
tant body or aay considerable part of
it. Speaking from a Protestant stand-
point, Mr. Donehoo said : ** Whea we
have to put words into your moutn
that rou do not utter, and attribute to
you expressions you did not use, hav-
ing no other argument, we had better
keep quiet.,” Rev. Mr. Doneboo re-
ceived the following reply from Cardi-
nal Gibbons yesterday :

Dgar Sik—I beg to scknowledge
the receipt of your letler and the
enclosed newspaper clippings.

Your gen-
erous action, prompted spontaneously
by a sense of justice and truth, com-
pels my sincere, gratolul acknowledg-
ment. Thbat the attach of the Rev.
Mr. McOrory is unjust must appear
evident to any one who reads my ser-
mon, & copy of which, taken from the
Catholic Mirror, of Baltimore, I send
to you. This uvjustifiable miscon-
struction of another's words and
motives indulged in by the Rev. Mr.
McCrory is unworthy of any honest
wan, The offence is only aggravated
when committed by one who is a leader
of others, who professes to teach the
doctrine of truth and charity. I am
bappy to think that this man is not a
fair specimen of the Christian preach-
ers. Tho knowledge that I have from
a personal acquaintance with reverend
gentlemen of every denomination con-
vinoes me that the Rev. Mr. McCrory
is an unfortunate exception in a body
of honorable and respectable Christians.

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JUDAS [NCARIOT.

Character Sketch of the Betrayer.

————

THE OMLY JUDEAN OF THE TWELYER

1t 18 surely an unusual subject to
write about--the oareer of the most
infamous man in sscred or profane
history. Nevertheless it is a singular
fact that, in comparison with the other
Apostles, thie materinls for a sketoh of
Judas are much more abundant. That
this is 80, of course, arises from his
patticipation in a tragedy the most
thrilbng, the most awful which
human history reccords, A study of
the career of the traitor Apostle is not
onte that touches the heart, and mskes
the work a labor of love ; nevertheless,
itis one in which writers and preachers
have found most forcible materials to
point 8 most important moral,

In the Gospels the osrder of naming
the T'welve Apostles is not always the
same, but Peter ever holds the firat
place, and Judas Iscariot the last. We
find 1 the I"athers divers initerpreta-
tions of the nawme of each Apostle
having relation to some symbolical
trait of their vocation. The other
eleven were Gahleans ; Judas was the
only Jew. A proverb says- * the
Gulileans love honour, the Jews gold.”
Was it because deeming him 1o be
cautious and prudent that the others
charged lnm with the care of the com-
mon purse > U nhappy choice, any-
how, for the wretched Judas. It 1s
certain that be was the only Judean
atnongst the twelve, and that his
gecond name had its origin in that he
came from the town of Karrioth, sit-
uated on the confines of the Dead Sea
—u miserble place, whose name indi-
cates Mmany sinister sigmfications ,
Iscariot the man of Karrioth, the man
addicted to usury, the man of murder-
ous intent, the traitor.

Why, it has been often asked in
reverent wonder, why did Christ,
cognizant of all things past and future
and who reads the innermost thoughts
of the soul, admit this iserable man
smong His Apostles? There are
many reasons forit, all of great instruc
tion. Without giving them as being
beside our purpose, it may be held as
certain that when our Blessed Lord
choge him, and numbered him among
twelve Apostles, he was either a saint
or on the road to saintliness. The
Saviour wishes to do him a favor, and
does not desire to take away from him
the liberty of making & bad use of it,
rendering  himself more guilty by
slighting it It was by his own will
alone that Judas becomes guilty, just
88 he might become a saint by the
right exercise of bis will.

\When Judas began that career of
evil which ended at last in unspeak-
able wickedness, we cannot know ; the
Gospel only tells us the result. It
must have been gradual, for no man
reaches to the highest point of ex-
cellenze, or sinks down to the lowest
depth of degradation, suddenly. Judas
was among the earliest followers of
our Lord; he witneased His great
miracles, believed in Him, and forsook
all to follow him. It his former life
had been sinful, asit likely was, it
can easily be comprehended that his
Saviour's teachipg had touched his
heart, and had altered his old crooked
ways. A brother Avostle, Matthew,
had been also a great sinner, and be-
came agreat saint. DBut the very fact
that he was called to the Apostleship
is proof enough of his sincerity at the
time. There is, indeed, a tradition
that describes bim to be just as our
fancy imagines that he ought to be—

« That furtive mien, that scowling eye,

Of hair that r2d and tufted fell.”
But all this is simply a childish way
of accounting for the prepetration of

reat vico—as if the propetration was
¥ore-doomed. and could not alter fate.
Whereas we know well that there are
no bad men oxcept those who have
made themsolves wsuch. So much,
surely, can be said of Judas ; it i3 not
that {lo was n villian by nature, but
that he marred and ruined in himself
the makinge of & saint

r'rom tho deeper gulf of guilt into
which ho was falling Judas was not to
be held back. That the petty thefts
from the common purse went on al-
most day after day, no doubt, unti} the
mad hunger of avarice well migh threw
him off lus guard, is plainly shown in
the wcident narrated by St. Matthew,
where Mary Magdalene shed the
precious spikenard upon tho sncred
feet of our Lord. * 'To what purpose
is this waste ? cries out Judas, *Why
was not the ointment sold for three
hundred pence and given to the poor '
But thia he said, St. John remarks,
“not because he eared for the poor,
but because ho was a thief, and having
the purse carried the matters that
wero put theremn ** It looked reason-
able enough to find fault w'th the
loving wastefulness of Magdalene ; and
the other disciples, showing that they
agreed with the remark of Judas, their
Divine Master,to shield Mary from any
further eriticism in consequence of her
noble act, said to them: ¢ Let ber
alono that she may keep it against the
day of My burial, For the poor you
have always with you, but Me you
Iave not always.”

* Agamst the duy of My burial !’
What a blighting of the hopes of Judus
cootained 1 those words! No Ihs
condernnation and burial were near at
hand. Where now was the prospect
of the earthly wealth, the regal cleva
tion which they had often indulged in i
Did He not expressly promise a great
reward? D:d le not in plain words
gpenk of the twelve thrones on which
they were to sit? Where is that
promige now * Is this its fulfiiment
—an accepted defeat, not even tinnk.
ing of seeking safety in flight.

From his action immediately after-
wards, 1deas such as those alluded to
must bave got hold of Judas, for we
find that he slunk away from Bethany
that night, and made his way to
Jerusalem, and got introduced into
the Council room of the chief priests
in the house of Caiphas, and hed that
first fatal interview in wlneh he bar
gained with them to betray lus Lord
** What will you give me, and | will
deliver Him unto you? But they
appointed him thirty pieces of silver.”
We have not the slightest recorl of
of what took place, what bargaining
went on, till the pultry blood money
was named. A paltry sum, indeed,
satisfied the wretched Apostle; the
thirly pieces represented about threo
pounds and sixteen shillings of our
money. For this price he was to
sell bis Master, and in selling his
Master to sell his own life, and to
gain in return the execration of the
world for all generations yet to come.

What could have been the motives
for the betrayal? This is the point
one feels inclined to go back to again
and agamn in a character sketch of
Judas. Something more than mere
disappointment at the vanishing of his
day dreams, when he heard hus Master
speak of hig approaching death, scems
neocessary to account for his action.
Perhaps there was aroused a feeling of
rancor at being rebuked for attempting
to censure Magdalene. Jealousy, too,
may have been aroused at feeling him
self less loved than the others were.
8t. John iwplies that ho was an habit.
ual thief; this fact, in itself porhaps,
sufficiently accounts for his fall. The
power of a besetting sin. to what low
deptbs can it not bring a man? He
had received warning enough, surely,
a8 weo saw, when lis Master, at Ca-
pbarnaum, long before his fall, de-
clared that he had chosen the twelve,
but that one of them was a dewil
Hie besetting sin, he very probably

struggled againat ; but as he did not
mastor his sin, his sin mastored him,
and led him on, as it usually ha{)pons.
to his rotribution and ruin,  \What he
did after leaving tho gathering of the
Jowish ecclesinstics 18 not known;
perhapa he at onco rejoined his fellow-
Apostles, in order not to lose n favor-
able chance to carry out his compact.

The sayings and doings of our Lord
on this the last night Lefore His Pas
gion ave rolated at length by the
Fivangehsts, and have ever, next to
the Pussion iteclf, been the favorite
portions of the (tospel history for con.
templatives to dwell on,  Our purpose
only allows us to regard tho scones
in which Judas figured.

Nemesis was goon on the track of
Judas.  When morning came after
that terrible mght, he heard that our
L.ord was delivered over to the Roman
Governor ; then he began to realizo
all thut he had done. Despair now
reigned where avarico had ruled pre.
vioualy., He rushed to the chief
priests with the money in his hand,
and offered it to them back * I have
rinned," he shricked to them, *in
that I have hetrayed inuocent blood.”
They received hiw with seorn --< \What
iv that to us? See thou to that.”
Ho cast down the pieces of silver in
the Temple, and went and hanged
hiwself.

There 1s no need to dwell on the
sorrowing circumstances of the lust
end of the traitor. e had given
himself freely and willingly to evil
courses. The price that must ever be
paid for the doing of evil—that he did
not realize until the knowledge only
availed to drive himn into the eternal
darkuess of the smicide’s grave.—Rev,
Jas.

Walter Lecky Reports His Chat
With the Aged Authoress.

HER RECOLLECTIONS OF THOMAN
IPARCY McGER,

A friend of mine was wont to say
“ that one of the wost vivid memorios
of a buay lifc was as a boy, lying on
the green sward that fringed a little
river, reading the **Fate of Father
Sheehy.” Hie story runs that he
could hardly see the print for tears;
and so great was his omotion that he
thought his little heart would breax.
Sinca those days he has wandered
far, and read much, but the effect of
the heroic life of a priest in tho penal
times, sealing faith with his life, still
continues the wmost vivil of book
impreasions. In hearing such a tale,
if the hiatener ia as the writer, given
to the curious, he will naturally ask,
Who wrote the book? To this my
friend would reply, with an ominous
head shake, and the sad intelligence
that the author had long since joined
the majority ; to use his own phrase,
* had donned the white robe.”

This was convincing. lwagine my
surprise, a few months ago at a din-
ner party in Montreal, to be told that
my friend was deceived, and conse-
quently deceiving others; that the
author, hale and hearty, still lived, as
full of love for Lrin a3 in the old days
when, in burning words und hearty
patriotism  she told the * Fato of
Father Sheeby.”” * Would I like to
see her?” said one of the company,
who evidently had a notion that my
swoile of surprise was one of scepticism.
Here 1 confess to a weakness. A
recent critic has noticed it, and, of
course, has demanded that I say mea
culpa, etc. 1 say it here. That
weakness is to see those who have
made life less hard to bear. There
are many ways of doing this; very
many. \Writing books—good books—
is one of them. * Would I like to see
her?' 1 turned the phrase up and
down in my mind, and without any
parley I answered * Yes, I would like
to see her, if your kindness will allow
you to make an arrsngement to tbat
effect.,” The arrangement was made.
A few da;s later I rang the door-bell
of Mrs. Sadlier's modest home. No
sooner was the door opened than a
genuine Irish welcome fell on my ears,
and a warm hand-clasp made me at
home.

My host was more than seventy,
yet her skin was fresh, the tinge of
the rose still lingered in her cheeks,
while her gray Irish eyes lit up the
face with a sweetness that xarely
accompanies old age. Despite bLer
years she is still active, activity round-
ed with a grace that makes you forget
her age. It is only when she com-
mences to speak of the long ago, that
you realize her years, As we sat in
the little dining-room, what a flood of
memories she evoked. She had known
the moat prominent Irishmen of her
day. She was the dearest friend of
the ill-fated D'Arcy McGee, whase
poetns, as a labor of love, she edited.
Brownson was a ¢ dear {riend ” who
had kept herself and busband to the
dawn, listening *‘ to his delightful
talk.’”” Her house was  Brownson's
home in his flymg lecturing trips to
Montreal. The memory of one of the
most original thinkers of Anierica,
one whose thoughts were ever high
and noble, is enshrined in Mrs, Sed-
lier's heart.

Listening to her converse, the
Brownson of the Review, strong, self-
willed, indefstigable. sledge.Lammer-
ing the pigmies, strewing the ground
with their armament, is forgotten fcr
the calm, acholarly, kind-hearled gen-

tloman in an easy chair, talking de
omni scibilo. In the course of our
desultory chat I asked Mrs. Sadlier
how sho becamo a writor.

“Well, it was in this way, Doctor.
I promise that you kuow I was born
in Iroland,” and the oyes flashed mer-
rily. My maiden namo was Mary
Anne Madden ; my birthplace Coote-
ville, County Cavan, and tho year, oh |
it's so long ago, 1820, Belore leaving
Iroland, in 1814, I had written & fow
sketches for a Liondon Iadivs' maga-
rine. On my arrival in Amecrica I
becamo conscious of my work, Every
ship was (reighted with immigrants,
the best and nobleat of Ireland’s chil-
dren. Amid the snarea and tempta-
tions of their now land would they
hold fast to the faith and love of coun-.
tey?  Distanco not only lends en-
chantment to the view: in many cases
it wipes 1t out. Of this I had sad
knowledge. These oxiles, so full of
faith, piety, and love for the land that
first greeted their eyes, would (alus!
that there was such a probability) be-
come careless, callous, and anchor-
weighed, dnft away from the old
moorings. You must remember, those
were the days of poverty for our race.
Banished from Ireland, they landed
penniless on these shores. The safe-
guarde of to-day were then unknown.
Credit to these exiles for their build-
wg. DPriests were few, churches far
apart, convents a luxury, while a bitter
prejudice was rampant against all
things Irish and Catholic. Our own
people, owing to the penal laws, had
littlo education. They felt its lack,
and the giant efforts they made to
build scnools and colleges for their
children, show how tbey appreciated
what was, through no fault of theirs,
wanting to their life. Could I not
help? In 184G 1 married the New
York publisber, My. James Sadlier,
who was asking bimself a similar
question. He urged me to write.

“\What was I to write? What! I
had long solved that question. 1 was
to help the priests in their work of
saving souls. 1 would write for, as
my friend McGee called them, the
« poor exiles of Erin.” In a simple,
casy style, 1 would paint the land of
their Jove, the gray Irish sky, with, as
you have written somewhere, Doctor,
«that spirit bird, the Inish lark, drop.
ping the songs the angels have told
him," the green fields, the heath.clad
huils, rivers, lakes, peat-bogs, every.
thing that responded to a touch on
nmemory’s key. Amid these scenes I
would paint that glowing Irish Faith,
which like Erin's sbamrock, as sung
by McCarthy,

“*I'he more they're trod, rebound the
more.’

“In weaving the past, sad and
lonely, 1t is true, a web of suffering, 1
should teach the lesson of the future.
That lesson, my life work, was the
preservation ¢. the old faith, and a bit
of their heart for green Erin. You
cannot understand, Doctor, how the
exiled Irish stick to Cushla-ma-chree.”
How my friend Douglas Hyde would
have loved to hear that sentence from
the old exile’s heart. *One of my
most popular books, I believe, was
*Willy Reilly.,' That was a prize
story. In those days the Pilot—will
the Irish ever forget that name ? what
bas it not done for their race 2—was
edited by Father Rodden. Dr. Brown-
son suggested to the editor, and since
then my dear friend, the proprictor,
Patrick Donahue, to offer a prize for
the best Irish story. I won it with
‘Willy Reilly,” and received fifty dol-
lars. Msny a book has come from
my pen since * Willy Reilly,” but the
have hiad the same idea over in mind,
faith and fatherland.”

Mrs. Sadlier forgot to add that she
had inculeated in the exile, love for
the land of his adcption. In one of
her few poems, ** The Insh Soldier ot
our Civil War on a Battle Eve,” blends
Erin and Columbia :

Mrs. Sadlier was full of Thomss
D'Arcy McGoe, that * noble, warm-
hearted man,” One of her stories is
worth telling. Between the forties
and sixties, it was the usual way st
festive gatherings to caricature the
Irishman, and put in his mouth in the
shape of a soug, some brutal fling at
his native Iand. The majority of the
prominent frishmen in Montreal took
this aa a meaningless joke. Not so
the poet. He determined to show his
disapproval. It was not long until he
had s chance. Asked to a meeting,
the usual caricature came along. The
audience laughed. Their pleasure
wag short. At ts finish McGee
jumped to his feet, and burning with
indignation, lashed the committeo for
permitting such a vile oufrage on an
ancient and honorable race.

I arose, and
with many a cheery word bid good-
bye to the gracious-hearted and noble-
souled Irishwoman, who was one of
our first pioneers in Catholic American
literature, and whose faith was at the
bottom of lier every written word.

My last sight of her was from a
Montreal platform, while reading one
of my Adiro.x\dack sketches. The
sweet, motherly face was nodding ap-
proval. A few bours after I was
hurrying to my hermitage, in the
bleak but loving Adirondacks.

Although Archbishop Williame’
impending jubilee celebration will
moatly concern the Oatholics of the
diocese whereof he is the honored head,
it will have an interest for all the co-
religionists in New Eogland.

The only exoiting time in Bermuda
is when the mail steamer arrives.

There is & legend that a man (colored)
was really hanged for some crime
within the last century, but that is
not fully corroborated. The horses
and donkeys pever imagine it possible
for them to run awsy, partaking, no
doubt, of the phlegmatic temperament
of their owners- The weather some-
timea becomes obstreperous, and once
in fifty years or 80 the Bermundians ure
treated to a hurricane; of course that
is a serious matter. A tornado is a
great blow to any country—an il wind
which blows good to noae.

But *“revenons a nos mountons,”
that is to our excursionists. A family
of ten has just arrived at our boarding
house, and *‘ sat upon us ;" took im-
mediate possession of the easiest
chairs, and ithe most ocomfortable
sofas. The olive branches thump the
venerable puno at regular hours,
causing it to utter howls and shrieks
expressive of mortal agony. Our
friendly invaders have with them an
ascoomplished Swiss governess who
speaks several languages; they have
just returned from the oontinent
where they have been several years
traveling — ** doing ™ Franoe, {uly,

Bwitzerland,oto. They favorus with var-
iedandinteresting reminiscences. A fow
of the moat iuteresting I shall repeat
a3 I heard them from Madame .
or gloaned from her diary, 'Thoy
wore soveral nooths in lome and
wero grestly impressed by the grandour
and imposing beauty of the Etcrnal
City. Deseribing their approach to
Rome and entranco she writes : ** Tho
atmosplicre of tho Campagna grew
golden iu tho last rays of the sotbing
sun, and & mist of amothyst camo and
went as wo sped towards Rome.
‘I'here was a hushed solemnity amongst
the passengers, no talking, no reading.
Ench ono settled into a calm expeota.
tion ; every o[ve turned to that point
in tho low horizon when the one
grand central object in Roma would
firat appear we sat with hearts uplifted
watohing for St. Peter's. Ve foared
that the sun would get and might
would come upon ua before we should
se¢ Rome, but then we did not know
how winter twilight lingers iu those
regions. However, in an instant
every hat was raised and every head
bent as a salutation; for before us,
like & vision, suspended between
heaven and earth, was indeed the
dome of San Pietro! The vision, for
such only it scemed, was in & haze of
golden atmoaphiere and its base faded
into blue mist! There was no sign
of city or peoplo, and in another in.
stant San Pictro had disappeared like
a vision. It was not long until quite
another view was presented to us,
this time of Rome, not of St. Peter's,
and then through pleasant vineyards
and fertile couniry wo steamed into
the grand station of the ferro via or
iron way of Rome."”

Visits thoss eyes, wakiog at ouce 1 say,

Whenoe this excess of joy? \WVhat las be-
fallen me?

And from within a thrilling voice replies,

The wealth and power of Rome in
the fifteenth century is beet exhibited
by a reference to the splendid arclutee-
tural edifice of St. Peter's, erected by
the piety and munificence of several
Popes, and which still remains a last-
ing monument of the skili of Michael
Angelo and other eminent Italian
architeots. Thisunrivaled monument
of art singularly bears no marks either
of age or incongruity, although it was
three hundred years in building and
over twenty different arcbitects were
en onit. Begun under Nicholas
V. in 1450. Michae! Angelo moulded
the immense concavity of the dome
under Paul 111., though he died before
it was finished by Fontana in the
pontificate of Sixtus V. who reigned
1585.

¢« The hand that rounded Peter’s dome
And groined the sisles in Christian Rome
Wrought ic a sad sincerity.”

I will not easay any description of
St. Peter’s, so mauny have seen it, and
there are 3o many descriptions. I
will concluda with a few words about its
size, &c. A sweeping forest of columns
surrounds theouter court with the swell
of an amphitheatre, and the circling
ovlonades are aptly inscribed with the
metaphoric promise : * There shall be
s taberuacle, for a shadow from the
heat and for a covert from storm and
rain.” This leads to ascending corri-
dors which form an inner court four
hundred feet square, and open into
either end of the portico of the church
under the pious invitation: * Come
and let us go up to the mountain of
ghe Il;ord, to the House of the God of

m ."

To give you an idea of the enormous
size of St. Peter’s for example: St.
Paul's in London, Eng., would not
enclose within its vast vacuities, in-
cluding its turrets and its dome, one-
Jourth part of the oubic square of 8t.
Peter’s, the oorridors of which would
encompass Ludgate Hill,

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The Prospects.

The efforts of the free lances to stir
up animosity against the Catholics of
this Province have failed signally.
There are two evidences of this. The
Orangemen who bave ordinarily voted
Conservative in lHaldimand are said
to huve done 8o again, and the Catho-
lic Liberal vote was not heavy., In
the other constituencies where Catho-
lies formed the majority there was no
evidence of a panic ansing from the
discussion of the achools question.

Mr. Laurier's speech in the debate
on the address has been seized upon
as indicating that the Manitoba Legis-
lature will effect a reorganization of
the system such as will satisfy the
Catholics of that Province. Those at
the head of affairs know very well
that the restitution of their rights to
the Catholics does not mean the estab-
lishment of an inefficient eystem.
That cry is simply a convenient sub-
terfuge, and can be set aside when
occasion requires it. It were a pity
indeed if when it again meets, the
Manitobs Legislature did not undo
the mischief, Nothing could excuse
the rashness or selfishness that would
embroil the Dowinion in a war of
religions and prejudices at this time.

There is everywhere a genuine spirit
of toleration in these matters. The
passions of thirty years ago are dying
out, and they should be suffered to
pass away. Catholics are eager to do
their share in accomplishment of this
end. They suffer in the larger mea-
sure from such bigotry, organized or
otherwise, ae remains. They recog-
nize the need of mutual good-wiil
sufficiently to exercise it themselves.
We rejoice to find the same sentiment
in others and do not require that all
the toleration be on one side.

It is to be feared that in Manitoba
forbearance is not too much in exer-
cise ; but great as is the pleasure of
gaining the victory of the just over
the strong, Catholics of the Dominion
do not seek the encounter. The great,
the momentous affairs of administra-
tion which mean 80 much in every
walk of life, and which are preesing
for solution demand their attention
equally with that of their fellows. It
is useless blinding ourselves to the
truth. At the next election the
question of trade will be the one of
paramount interest. It will appeal to
every man, whether in veligion he be

earnest or indifferent. A Liberal
victory will nean one potioy, a Con-
servative victory anothier, Is there a
Catholioc Conscrvative or a Catholic
Liberal anywhere who thinks so little
of his religion as to drag it into the
conflict wheroe it will receive sontompt
rather than veneration, contumely
rather than respect ?

Catholics do not want it so. It is
in the power of a Protestant Provinco
to ensure that it be not so. I{ that
Province refuse, then the Domimon
Parliament now in scesion should
legislate that the peaco may be kept,
and that the next trial of strength
muy not be made a travesty and a
mockery of the religious discussion.

Mr. Balfour's Critics.

No human being could reasonably
accuse us of partiality to Mr. Arthur
Balfour. As a politician homay have
raised himself very high in the estim-
ation of England's Feudal Lords, and
secured the plaudits of the implucable
fanatics who are of opinion that the
Irish have no redeeming qualities, and
that tho best and only remedial mea-
sures for their welfare and pacification
are found in a free use by the constab-
ulary of bludgeons and bayonets. Wo
are therefore no udmirers of Mr,
Balfour as a politician ; but we by no
means despair of his counversion to
more humane methods of government.
Mr. Gladstoue at one time and until a
late period of his life, believed in the
power and healing influence of coercion
actsand of the plank bed. Fortunate-
Iy for his reputation as a legislator he
lived long enough to see the errors of
his ways and by persevering and fear-
less advocacy of Ireland’s right to
home legislation, to atone in some
measure for the wronge of the past.

The sound, Christian principles, laid
down in Mr. Balfour's new werk,
* Foundations of Belief,” suggest the
hope that the author may make a
practicgl application of his theories
should it again happen that the destin-
ies and the fortunes of the Irish peo-
ple be placed at his disposal.

However strong the claims to super-
iority be which Mr. Balfour raises in
favor of faith against uobelief, in
favor of a Divine Providence against
the doctrine of blind chance, and in
favor of spiritual authority over weak
and limited reason, yet we find
critics are not waunting even among
professing Christians, who undervalue
his great work aud minimize its use-
fulness. The Christian Guardian ac-
knowledges that * it is & clever and a
cute book;" the writer ought certainly
feel highly complimented. The idea
of a great philosophical work being
set down as a clever and a cute book;
it reminds us of the journeyman tailor
expressing his admiration at viewing
Niagara Falls, when he said* it is very
neat.”

However, the journal gives Fm
credit for good intentions. 'The
Guardian writes :

¢ There is not much doubt that he, Mr.
Balfour, intended it is an aid to Christian
faith ; but the more closely it is cxamined
the more clearly it appears that the founda-
tion Mr. Balfour wants us to build on is
ssndy and unesfe. He dir wrages the
foundation on which Christian faith has
rested to make room for something inflnitely

poorer. Hedlsparasgos sense and reason and
exalts cuatom,”

However ocomforting to the Chris-
lisn Guardian the opinion may be
that scnse and reason are foundations
of Divine faith, Mr, Arthur Balfour
has proven the imposeibility of any
such foundation to stand the test of
criticism or of common sense. As
senso and reazon can deal only with
the natural and visible things of this
world, it is utterly impossible that
either one or the other can pass over
tlio limit of the Divine or supernatural,
Theillimitable, infinite and mysterious
domain of God's Heavenly Kingdom
on earth or beyond the skies, can never
be trodden or roamed over by sense oz
reason. How could reason or natural
sonse over give us either knowledge
or explanation of the foundation mys-
teries of the Christian Religion ? The
Blessed Trinity ? The Incarnation ?
The Atonement ? The Reasurrection
of the budy ? Final Judgment ? Mr.
Balfour says we obtain a knowledge of
all these and other mysteries from
authority. But the authority must be
divine ; all knowledge of mysteries and
of Heaven's aacred truths must come
from God or from some ono autborised
by God to teach infallibly. A believing
Christian will decide whother it is Mr.
A. Balfour or the Christian Guardian
that rest faith on ** an unsafe and sandy
foundation."

Rev. Dr, Clifford, an eminent Baptist
divine is quoted by the Christian
Guardian as saying: * \Whatever
philosophiers, scientists or theologians
may say about Mr. Balfour's book,
professors of primitive Christisnity
must set their face against the idolatry
of tradition. It was the putrifying
influenco of tradition on the Church
that lit the fires of Smithfield, and
sstablished Torquewnada."

An appeal to the passions of bigotry
is & poor argument against either
tradition or authority. Mr, Balfour's
solid arguments must have driven un-
reasoning preachers to the wall, when
for argument they turn on God Him-
self and make His divine suthority
respongible for the cruelties of the
Tudors or the excesses of Spain.

Dr. Clifford claims to be & professor
of primitive Christianity., DBut it
should be remembered before assum-
ing that role that the primitive Chris-
tions, having no Bible to guide them,
dependod on authority and tradition
for all knowledge of Christian belief
and ethica. We would strongly re-

comuend both the Guardian and Dr.
Clifford, if they mean to be in trath
primitive Christians, that they ** would
go and do likewige."”

The Church in the Peninsuls.

Early this month thrre will appear
a new work from the pen of Dean
Harris of 8t. Catherines, which will
deal more fully than bas ever been
done before with the history of the
Catholic Church in the peninsular
region about Niagars Falls. 8o long
ago a8 1640 Father Brebauf visited
the region and found there the great
Neutral Nation which was afterwards
exterminated by the Senecas. The
name of the great fail appears in the
* Relations ** of the Jesuils as On.
guisahra. The Senecas corrupted
this in Nya gaah, and the name as
we know it first appears in the Mar
quis de Noville's acoount of his travels,
published in 1687.

The story of the Church in that
favored region gives ample scope for
effective endeavor. Bince the organ-
ization of the first parlinment of Upper
Canada at Niagara a century ago, ut
which time Father Durke was chap.
lain of the forces and guardiun of tho
interests of the Catholic settlers, until
our own day, the list of devoted
priests who have labored in the penm-
sula is a long one. The region is the
great historieal ileld of Ontario. The
hitherto untold story of heroic lnbora
in o battlefield where sclf-sacrifice re
placed pomp and fame will now be
fittingly recited.

Dean Harris is peculiarly adapted
for tho work in hand, Iie has made
the study of the tribea and the oxplor-
ers, the pioneers and the missicnarics
bis own, aud is regarded asa foremost
authority in all questions relating to
these periods. We may look for a
publication that will be a fitting sequel
to his work published a few years

ago.

A Huge Failure,

If the results of the Haldimand
election do not comvince Mr. Dalton
McCarthy of his utter failure as a
leader in politics, all genuine pity is
thrown away on him. This Iast and
supreme effort to evoke the spirit of
fanaticism and create a solid Protest-
ant vote in Ontario has been attended
with disaster so inglorious as to rele-
gate him, if he have any wisdom left,
to the quiet pursuits of his law office,
or to the endearments and amenities
of home, sweet home. The fantastic
tricks which for the last twelve or
more years he has been playing, as
Shakespeare says, before high Heaven,
have shown to the world, if not to
himeelf, how utterly incapable he is of
filling the role of the great Achilles,
which in & moment of disappointed
ambition he assumed. The Grecian
hero by sulking and abstention from
the besieging army well nigh brought
viotory to the enemy and defeat and
disaster to his country's cause. Mr.
Dalton MoCarthy for the reason that
he was not called to the Ministry, and
that a greater and better man was
preferred before him, broke away from
the ranks of his party, and devoted
himself to the task of weakening the
strength of his former allies and
thwarting their policy. He did not
oontent himself, however, as Achilles
did, with quiet abstention from all
political atrife or withdrawal from the
field of battle. On the contrary he
raised & new war cry, and, like the
Mahdi of the desert, proclaimed him-
self the only true prophet and cham-
pion of the Protestant cause. Two
great evils endangered its existenoe,
viz,, the dual language and Catholic
Separate achools. These were the
fetishes at which free Brilons were
compelied to bow down, and Le was
the sure guide, the Moses who would
offect iheir emancipation. One Ilan-
guage, he said, one school, one flag
and one great common British citizon-
ship should be secured *¢ if not by the
ballots, then by the bullets.” At
three Provincial elections this shibbo.
loth was shouted on every platform,
but the men who re-echoed the ory of
false alarm were abandoned by all men

of common sense and honesty of pur-
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pose. Tho Qouscrvative party, that
might liave triumphed st the polls
with a sound platform to stand on,
went down with the unsafe planks
that sustained it and suffered on all
ocoasions jgnominious and irretriov-
able dofcat,

A succession of politioal downfalls,
howevor, convoyed no lesson to Mr.
Dalton McCarthy. He journoyed to
tho neighboring Province of Munitoba,
where & now Acadia was progrossing ;
whare the incaming settlers of British
origin and French Canadian pioncers
were 8 happy family indeod, affording
to each other mutunl asaistanco in the
building up of & new and flourishing
colony. Tho Protestant majority grant.
ed all that was required for tho quiet
and unmolested worship and education
of the minority., I'ree education, freo
worship and happy homes were enjoy-
ed by all. Unfortunutely for the
peace of the colony and for tho welfare
of the whole Dominion, the disturber
was permitted to sound thoe tocam of
featricidal warfare and carry from
house to house and from vlllage to
village the torch of religious discord.
Soon the welkin rang with the cry of
one language, one school and one
dominant persecuting majority. A
law was passed abolishing Separate
Schiools. Remedial measures have
been ordered by Imperial authority.
In order to defy tbai Imperial order
Mr. Dalton McCarthy went down to
Haldimand, Ho stumped the whole
riding with Mr. Sifton from Winnipeg.
The Bishops and zealous clergy from
Manitoba who civilized the savage
tribes of the North-West and who still
endure all hardships of cold and
hunger and long journeyings over
frozen lakes and drifting snows, were
foully misrepresented and held up as
money-grabbers and incapables, whose
labors and efforts at education Mr.
Rifton maintained * were a disgrace
to any civilized country.” The wholo
oounty of Haldimand was roused to
an unusual pitch of excitement over
such unmanly methods and such pal-
pable exaggerations.

The good sense that is characteristio
of Ontario farmers and business men
prevailed. Reformers joined with Dr,
Montague's supporters in voting down
such dsplays of bigotry. Dalton
McCarthy was utterly defeated and
put to flight with his imported legions
from other counties. It would be
contrary to all experienoe if this Iast
siraw has not already broken the
camel’s back.

The Rambler tells of Norwood and
Father Conway.

TALES OF BARLY SET I‘I.BIN..

About twelvo years ago the mission
of Norwood was scparated from Hast-
inge, and erected into a distinet Parish,
with the Rev. P. Conway as its first
psator. Father Conway ts well known
to many of tho readecs of the Rruistke,
mory especiatly of thoso vesiding in the
Nisgara Poninsuls, Ho belonga to o
fawmily which hae produced good priests,
and. Good men going backward on the
wings of memory, nearly forty years,
[ fiad that at that peroid, which
now looks remote, his uncle—Rov.
Bartholomew Grattan—was  parish
priest of St. Catherincs, where, to this
day he is sifectionatoly remenbered
and tendorly spoken of by the first
generation of Irish Uatholics and their
imwmediato descendents, Fatber Con.
way had also a brother—John G.—
who, filling an important, and respon-
sible position in the public service,
rendered faithful duty to hir adopted
country. Jobn Conway, in his day,
was one of the cleverest, of the many
clever young Irishmen we had in
Ontario at that time. Widely lament-
ed, and when having reached the full
zenith of his physical and intellectual
powers, bo was cut down by the inex-
orable haud of death, a little over
tweanty years ago, in the city of Ham-
ilton.

Of the work of Father Conway in
Norwood 1 would liketosay something,
did I not know of old his strong aver.
sion to rewaspaper praise ; and nothing
olse could I hero honeatly bestow. 1
must bo allowed however to say that
the parish of Norwood is a flonrishing,
as itie an orderly and a respectable
one; and that every movement calcu-
lated topromoto the moral and mat.rial
sdvaucement of the people has the
cordial co operation of the parish priest.

The soil of Norwood appuars to be
unfruitful for the growth and develop-
ment of the Irish race, and ss a conse-
quence the Irishmau has never attained
bis full height here. 1 confees that
this state of affairs does not displease
me very much. I am so much flled
with that feeling of ** Gra '* towards the
Irishwan, that 1 always like to see
more of him in the country, and less of
himin the town. The fast and fashion-
able life in our towns and cities is not
conducive to his welfare ; and hence it
is that with pleasure I record the fact,
that the congregstion of Norwood is
largely made up of those who till the
soil. There arr however a fow of the
old race iu the village, and where csn
we gothat we will not find them? My
old and valued friend, Mr. Michael
Feunessy of Brantford, who, I sincerely
trasat lives onin the enjoyment of every
earthly blessing, on the occasion of his
delivering s seventeenth of March
oration in the city of his adoption over
thirty years ago, broke loose through
his enthusissm, and uttered the follow-
ing words regarding the ubiguity of the
Ivishman., ¢ The Irishman,” said Mr,
Fennessy, as he spread his wings ¢ can
be found in every quarter of the globe,
Visit every laud under the sun, visit
the tropics, go to the North Pole, where
no white man can live, and you will
find an Irishman there ”! Pardon the
digression I bave beer giving a re-
minisoeuoe, which, to me, is a pleasing
one,

Well, I bave met a few of the old
race in Norwood. With Mr. O'Con-
nor, a trusted employee of the O P.R,
1 spent & couple of hours in friendly
oconversation, which was all the more
interesting, because carried on in the
Irish language. Yes, tbat patriotic
Kerryman aud myselt had a good old
chat in that tongue which was spoken
in courts and castles, and am
men eminent for their learning long

before tho Anglo-Saxon was ever heard
of. Ol courso there were no Irishmen
or Iriciwomen, of & ceortain cless
presont and thercforo wo wers not
laughed at.  Wugons and other
vehicica aro manufactured by Mr, Me.
Nicholl, w ride in any one of which,
would miake & beggarman as pompous
av & lord,  Mer. Cuarles O'Reilly long
and intitately connected with tho
municipal government of tho towaship
also residos hers and carries on the
business of general agent, particularly
that for agricultural implements. Now
for the tavern, 1 confoss that I seo no
resson to wish aucceis to the whiskey
shop, and «till less reason to recede
{rom the position which I have taken
in this question in formor comwuuanica-
ttons to the Carmmonie Rewister 1
kncw uo human wgency that deals a
more destructivo blow at the Catholic
Church ; nor auything that has more
etlectively roudered inoperative the
hoat encrgics of tho race to which I
belong. Tho ** mixed marrisge'” is bad
and has been subjected to merited
condemnation, but in ite blighting
influence on religion, and in the
restraint which it imposes on Irish
vnergy and Irish genius there can be
no comparizdn between mixed mar.

The Life Story of the Prince of
Church Music.

HOW HIS GREAT MASS WaAS
COMPOSED,

Nesting at the foot of the Apennines,
hardly ten miles from Rome, lies an
old town well known by the ancients
for its picturesque loeation, Pracneste,
now called Palestrina.  Its foundation
antedates Alla Longa, even Rome it
self. In hoary antiquity it was the
seat of a famous oracle ; in the nuddle
ages the stronghold of the powerful
Colonnas,whoseancestral castle jutting
out from a craggy precipice, gives one
a most gloricus and sweeping view of
the Campazna, with the faiot outlines
of the Eternal Oity beautifully sil-
houetted against the light blue Italian
sky. Refreslimg mountain winds chase
away the sultry heats of sunmer, and
the density of the wooded heights
shield it from the chilly blasts of the
north. In calm, clear weather, with
no din or turmoil of coonmercial activ.
ity to break the deadly silence of the
torpid village, the lingering vibration
of the morning bells at Rome is the
ouly sound that bresks the profound
solitude. Plantationsof mulberry and
olive trees, their branches interwoven
with wild grape vines. screen the
secluded village, as with an encircling
wall of mottled foliage and sweet.
scented blossoms. * He who enjoys
this gorgeous view," says Gregorovius,
+¢ this picturesiue landscape, this azure
sky, this invigorating air, may by his
enkindled emotions gladly bear in
mind that Palestrina is the birthplace
of the great master of church music,
who takes his name from this city.”

It was here that Giovanni Pierluigi
da Palestrina, or as be himsell at-
taches his name to his compositiona,
Joaunes Petrus Aloysius Praenestinus,
was born 1 1324, in poverty and
obscurity. The small Pierluigt as a
child displayed phenowenal talents in
music, and as a strolling street ganun,
singing frow door to door.first revealed
his musical precocity and carned the
beggarly pittance doled out by the
astonished auditors.  \Whether bis
talent recesved ats first recogmition by
the chapelmaster of Santa Maggiore,
or whether m a public musical tourna
ment his sweet voice and musical soul
was first disclosed we cannot discover.
In any cvent, about 1540 he came to
Rome and placed himself under the
tutelage of Claude Goudimel.  In 1551
we find him as macstro de putti
(master of the boys) in the chapel
Giulia, in the Vatican. His numer.
ous productions and growing fame
secured him in a short time after the
coveted dignity of macstro dells cap-
pella della Vaticana. Hisfirst volume
of masses gecured him the position ot
Papal singer under his patron and ad-
mirer, Pope Julius [I1., but no mar-
nied singer being permitted in the
Sistine Chapel choir, after six months’
service e wasobligedto retire. Inl555
hie acoeptod, and that with nameless
graiitude, for e was in extremely =ore
stnaits, the position ss chapelmaster at
the church of St. Johin lateran. 1t
was from here hie arose from penury
and neglect to Lionors, distinction and
immortality. The oceasion that called
forth this sudden transition was the
publication and rencition of his ** Im-
properia” and Ins * Crux Fidelis.” for
aight voices. Written in the style of
Falen Bordone, in the greatest sim.
plicity of style. but the harmonization
is wrought out with such anart, sucha
heavenly devotion sccms to breathe
from cvery note, * that the hearer finds
himself transported from this mundane
sphere to thie blessed choirs of oclestial
spirits.”  Lven now no one can resist
the ineffable cliarm, the pervasive

unction and soul searohing pathos of
this eimple composition, inspired by
the fervid faith of its devout composer.

Yet, this was only the beginning of
a number of stupendous compositions,
which have engrafted themselves on
the history of Christian art and add so
much to its beauty and splendor. The
culmination point of his artistio en-
deavor was, however, attained in the
* Migsa Papue Marcolli.” After the
countcil of Trent had condemned tho
abuses that had crept in church musie
a committce was formed of which
Cardinal Vitetlozzo and Si. Charles

lorromeo were the moving spirits,

The committee arrived at the con-
clusion that the pensioned singer of
the Papal chapel, Pierluigi Palestrina,
should be commissioned to compose a
serious, churchly mass. If Palestrina
should succeed in this, church musio
was to undergo no chiange at the hands
of the Cardinals ; should he fail, they
vould adopt such a course of proced-
ure as would bring about the desired
changes. Privately St. Charles en
couragred Palestrina to do his utmost.

Palestrina had recourse to prayer
and meditation. Ile gave no title to
the mass, in order to avoid all suspicion
of worldly or profane themes. When
he began his work he gave it the sup-
erseription : ** Illumina oculos meos.”
With this title the work was discovered
after his death on the original manu-
script, and first published in 1600 by
Andreas de Agnetis, in Venice.

When Palestrina had completed
three Masses they were ordered by
Cardinal Vitellozzo to be performed on
the 25th of April, 1653, to the assem-
bled members of the Cardinalitial Con-
gregation — in his palace. The two
first elicited loud applause, the third
fairly captivated them. The singers
themselves sang with a fervor and
enthusiasm that made the perforrance
a veritable revelation to the surprised
and delighted audience.

Congratulationspouredinupon Pales-
trina, and the assurance was rcadily
given that no alteration should be
effected in church music, and the sing-
ers especially were encouraged to sing
only works of this kind for the future.
The crowning hionors came when the
Holy Father Pius IV. had the Mass
sung on the 19th of June, in the same
vear, and after hearing the devotional
character, full of a musical wealth, of
harmony,of almost inspirational power,
said: * Thease are the barmonies of
the new canticle of canticles which St.
John the apostie heard resounding in
the heavenly Jerusalem, and which
anotherJohninthe militant Jerusalem
gives us a forctaste of.”

He was appointed to tho newly
created position of Papal composer ;
being a layman, he wags still ineligible
to the position of chapel-waater.

It was Cardinal Francesco Pacecco
who suggested the propriety of dedicat-
ing the Mass to Philip, King of Spain,
and at the instigation of his patron
and friend, Cardinal Vitellozzo, he
named the work ** Papae Marcelli.”

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FRENCH COMMONITIES.

The Religious Orders Unjustly
Taxed.

DEBATE BY TUHE DEVPUTLES,

This ig now a rather old question in
Feance, but 1t has recently become an
actuality of the hour in consequence
of the nuwerous protests of Bishops
aud others apainst the ¢ droits d'ac-
croissement” passed geveral years ago
with the undoubted motive of eo
weighting many religious communi-
ties with tuxstion as to break them up
in course of time and to complete the
work begun by M Ferry when he
brought about the expuision of the
non-nuthorized Orders.  The question
however, is one so involved with com-
plex fiseal arzuments that 1t would be
very difficult to present it clearly in a
fow words. The recent protests were
in anucipation of the efforts about to
be made in the Chamber of Deputies
to get the legislation of 1850 and 1884
affecting religious communities con-
siderably modified. At two sittings
during the past week the subject has
been hotly debated.  The second dey’s
debate led 1o an important result.
The discussion was reopened by M. de
Lamel, deputy of the Catholic and
Monarchial Right and an cminent
lawyer. e showed that if the laws
of 1550 and 1881 had not been carried
out (most of the religious communities
have refused to ray and have appealed
to the Courts . .th much success) it
was because they rested upoa a legend
—the extravrdinary riches of religious
Ocders. The eommunities were taxed
not according to their actual revenues
like other associationus, but according
to their gross capital and a supposed
revenue of five per cent. ‘The drowt
d'accror=sement, assumed that each of
the members possessed a scparate
estate and that the disappearance of
cach added to the fortune of the sur-
vivors. This reasoming was quite in-
applicable to the authonised communi-
tus. Nevertheless the droit d’accrois-
sement was imposed upon them in
addition to the mortmain tax. In this
way the principle of fundamental jus-
tice was attacked. A blow was struck
at a class of citizens because of their
religions opimons. M. Ramel pre-
posed us an amendment to the exiating
law that the tax upon the revenue of
religious Orders authorized or not
should be brought within the action of
the common law, that in tiie case of
the authorised communities the droit
d'accroizscment should be abolished,
and that in the rasc of the unauthoris-
ed the mortmain tax be abolished. M.
Cochery declaredthiat this amendment
if adopted, would re-establish the im-
nunity of religious Orders, which was
inacceptable.

ment had simply included them with
other associations under the comrmon
Iaw. Moreover, they only paid 21
centimes on 100 of capital, whereas
fiurncial socicties paid 85 centimes. If
the laws of 1580 and 1854 had not
been applied it was because jthe reli-
gions Onders hiad always vefused to
declare the deaths of their members
and the value of their property. It
became necessary to take mceasures
which wonld lcave no margin for
ambiguity. M. Denys Cochin observ-
ed that tho property of the Delites
Swurs do Pauvres did not represent a
revenue but acharge. In order to pay
tho tax they would have to send away
their old and inficm pensioners and to
cliurnge their establishmentsinto lodg-
ing houses.

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FATHER SHEELLY.

The Renowned Patriot Priest to
Lecture in America.

A CULTURED, ELUQUENT SPEAKER,

Father Shechy of Limerick, Ire-
land, is an old and familiar figure in
America, this being his third visit to
the United States. It is thorefore
scarcely needful to remind our readers
who Father Sheehy is. It is simply
true to say that be is tho best known
and the most beloved priest in Ireland,
His name is a household word in every
province and parish in the island. g
name is linkod inscparably with his
martyred namesske and relative, the
great Father Sheehy of the last cen-
tury. Both names will long live in the
minds of Irishmen, for disinterested
effort and generous sacrifice in the
cause of Ircland are sure never to be
forgotten by the long memorie Irish
race.

Irish .\mericans became acquainted
with Father Sheehy more than twenty
years ago, when he lectured for an
Irish charity in all the principal cities
of the couatry. Those lectures are re
membered since, and to those who
listened to him then it is no surprise
to hear of Father Sheehy's name in
active connection with every national
movement at home from that hour up
to now.

When Michael Davitt, in *79, raised
the banner of the ‘¢ Land for the Peo-
ple,” among the very first who stood
by bis side wag Father Sheehy. How
he labored, and with what effect, is
now historic. Atan early date in that
great and rightecus struggle for the
redemption of a people Father Sheehy's
effective work earned for him the
distinction of arrest and imprisonment
at the hands of the notorious Buck-
shot Forster and his munion, Clifford
Lloyd. The prison, as wo know, is
the ** hall mark” of Irish patriotism.
It confers power, it bestows prestige,
it supplies & weoapon. Thus Father
Sheehy found himself thrice armed on
lus release from Kimainbam jail, and
forthwith he went anaw into the fight
with all the encrgy and force which he
could employ.

After the stirring campaign which
followed, and which fittingly cul-
minated in a mighty meeting in ¢ rebel
Cork,” he came to this country as a
nationzl delegate, in company with
Mr. T. P. OConnor and Mr. T. M.
Healy, M.P's. The historic Chicago
convention, held in November, ‘81,
called by the Irish delegates as repre-
senting Ireland, and by Mressrs. Pat.
rick Ford, I'. A. Collins and John F.
Finnerty, as representing the several
organizations in this country, was the
greatest and most representative gath
ering of Imshmen ever grouped to-
gether in this country. The vast sum
of $230,000, which passed into the
care of The Insh World, and through
this channe! to the Irish National
treasury in Paris, was the fruits of
that assemblage. These are, in fact,
tiac moneys known as the *‘Paris
Funds,” now at length about to be re-
lcased and applied to the relief and
sustenance of the evicted tenants in
Ircland. Father Sheehy’s part in
awakening the sympathies of his
countrymen Liere at that juncture is
still remembered.

We have no doubt that those who
saw and heard nm then are sure to
give him welcome once more to the
lecture platform in America. He is
waking preparations for an extensive
lecturing tour throughout this country.
This time the grooudl of Lis lectures
go toward the building fund of & new
church in Braree, County Limerick, of
which he is parish priewt. His own
hishop, his great friend, theillustrions
Archbishop of Cashel, as well as the

patriotic Bishop of Galway, have sent
him special messages of godapeed,
whilo all the most eminent of the Irish
Parlismentary leaders have sent him
their warmest wishies for the success of
his errand here,

_As Father Bhe2hy is now making
hig lecturing ongagements wherover
feasible over the United States, ho
solicits the kind co-oporation of his
many friends, lay and clerical, to help
m making his lecturing tour tho eutire
success, which, we think, he may with
much confidence antictpate for them.
His lectures embrace a wide and varied
field, and in the hands of Father
Shechy are sure to afford his hearers
a rare and enjoyable treat.

Death of Cardiual Richard.

His Ewminence Cardinal Francis
Benjamin Richard, the Archbishop of
Paris, is no more. This illustrions
prelate passed quictly away a foew days
sgo at the advanced sgo of 7G years.
Cardinal Richard had made numerous
friends during his administeation of
the archdiocese of Paris, to which he
was appointed on July 8, 1586, Pre-
vious to this he was Dishop of Belay
from 1872 to 1878, titular Archbishop
of Lorraine from 1578 to 155G, when
he was translated to Paris. [t was
but a few months ago that he celebrat.
ed his golden jubilee, sud it was &
jubiles in every scnse of the word.
His death was the result of a Jaryngitis,
brought on by a cold which he caught
soaie time ago while engeged in admin-
iatering to tho wants of the poor, aged
pensioners under the charge of the
Little Sisters of the 'oor. On this
cccasion His Kminence personally tend-
ed the aged pensioners and filled with
his own hands the bssins of soup which
were served out to them. He subse-
quently gave his blessing to the 800
persons who were present, and as he
sddressed them no one thought that his
death was so close st hand. It is
needless to say that all Paris, and, in-
deed, all France, is in mourning, and
visitors to Notre Dame will mise from
its cloisters the grand old face that bas
cheered them o0 often.
