Immoral Literature.

' The Minister of Justice introduced a
bill making important changes in the
criminal code. Sections 107-9, respect-
ing the sale of obscene books, Is
amended by including ‘“‘manufacture’”
as well as sale, it being found that a
censiderable traffic was springing up
in the printing of these books which
needs treatment. e law is also
made more -explicit and stringent in
regard to the transmission of obscene
end immoral books through the post.
Scction 1083 regarding seduction by em~

loyers is repealed and re-enacted to
rciude women and girls employed in
shops and stores as well as in fac-
tories.

Betting on Race Tracks.

The sections regulating betting on
race tracks are amended to remove
an anomaly in the present law, which
recognizes betting on bona fide race
tracks during the progress of a race
meeting, but makes illegal the booth in
which the bets are made.

Another amendment will prevent con=
tinuous racing in Canada which, as in
the case of the Windsor meeting, last-
dng throughout the whole season, has
degenerated into a mere gambling con-
‘eern. To effect this reform without
finterfering with legitimate horse race
dng, race meetings are to be confined
to two of ten days each with an in-
‘terval of 40 days. This practically
gives a ten day meeting in the spring
and fall :
{ Art Lotteries.

The section dealing with the distri-
bution of works of art by lottery is
also amended by the bill. When the
bill was previously before the House
& subsection was inscrted in the sec-
tion prohibiting lotteries to meet a
case of a legitimate art enterprise, that
Ycint having been strongly pressed up-
on the attention of the members. It
was put in against the judgment of a
great may members who thought it
nwas liable to abuse. That anticipation:
had been realized, the Minister said,
the exception had been abused. After
trying the best he could to make some
provision that would allow legitimate
practices of the kind mentioned, with-
out running the risk of abuse, he found
it was impossible to recommend a con-
tinuance of the exeeption, and he
therefore proposed the repeal of the
gubsection.

Labor Unfons Exempted.

An amendment is made to the 520th
section, regarding combinations in res-
traint of trade, to render it clear that
its provisions do not interfere with
trade and labor unions.

Mr. Dickey also introduced a bill to
amend the Penitentiary Act, the ob-
Jject of which is to enable the governor
in council to alter the territorial areas
for which penitentiaries are establish-
ed. The bill also gives power to the
Government to transfer penitentiary
officers from one penitentiary to an-
other.

The departmental report stated
that the earth was ti be deposited be-
hind the embankment, and for which
he had decided in favor of Goodwin’s
claim for 15 cents yer yard extra, was
not necessary, If that were a fact
Goodwin had no claim, but the claim
did not include any earth not in the
watertight embankment itself. Under
examination by Mr. Goodwin, the de-
partméntal engineers had made admis-
soins, as to - work which great-
ly strengthened the claim. Sir
Charles Tupper read the contract
which he held meant what the original
plan wuold indicate was intend-
ed, namely, that the.watertight banks
should be alongside that portion of the
canal when the water was above the
margin of the canal, and the rough
€mbankments alongside the part when
the margin was above the water level.
He added in conclusion his decision
had not been influenced in the slight-
est by any consideration of how much
it was going to cost the Crown. His
decision was based upon hisg judgment
formed after a full and careful inves-
tigation of the facts and he assumed
all responsibility for it.

But he recelved nothing, and deduct-
ing off the mortgage from the farm,
he is just $2000 in the hole.

TORONTO'S PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

Detatled Statement Showing the Attend=-
ance and Expenditure.for Past Year.

Inspectors Hughes and Chapman re-
port 28,938 as the total registered at-
tendance for 1895, not including the
kindergarten classes, which have 4616
registered. The average daily attend-
ance in all the schools was 23,129, in
the kindergarten classes 1917, an in-
crease of 245 over 1804, Average
monthly registered number was 26,238,
an increase of 302 over 1894. 'There
were 499 teachers and 107 kindergartens
not including special teachers.

Three new kindergarten classes were
opened during the year, making 40
in all, which cost during the year for
salaries and supplies $29,763., The cost
of free text books amounted to $4917,
and of general:supplies $620v. g

The total expenditure of the schools |

for the year amounted to $414,832. Or
this $329,699 was paid out in salaries or
teachers, officefs and caretakers. Over
$57,600 was expended in new buildings.

The city contributed $371,518. The Gov- |
ernment grants amounted to over $22,- |

000. Night schools cost $4703." Fuel for
the schools and offices amounted to
$20,684. The schools to which new
rooms were added were Dewson, Fern-
avenue, Givens, Morse, Palmerston,
Queen Victoria and Rosedale. Repairs,
alterations and improvements to - the
various schools cost $17,768. The .20
rented rooms cost $4496. The board
has 49 buildings. The value of -the
school property is estimated at $1,636,~
808, the buildings being worth $960,503,
school sites $623,393, and school furni-
ture $52,912,

“ T0 NEOPHYTES OF THE WHEEL.

The serious bicycle collision in Rox-
borough-avenue the other night ought
to act as a warning to this year's crop
of wheelmen.. With such a multitude
of ‘wheels on the streets serious ‘acci-
dents are sure to occur from time to
‘time. It is, indeed, a matter of sur-
prise that so few have been reported
so far. The accldent in question' was
the result of a collision the responmsi-
bility for which rests with the young
man who now lies at death’s door. He
was wheeling at a high rate of speed
and crashed into a cyclist coming from
a slde street. The neophyte of the
wheel should take nothing for granted
in regard to the movements’of other
wheels and vehicles on the streets. He
should have an absolutely clear right
of way ahead of him before he under-
takes to do any fast riding. He should
always have his machine under perfect
control, because he does not kmow at
what instant he may come in contact

or from some other unsuspected quar-
ter, But the greater danger that wheel~
men are exposed to arises from pos-
sible collision with trolleys, -horses and
‘vehicles in.the crowded streets down
town. The danger is especially immin-
ent on Yonge, Queen and King-streets.
The public.safety calls for the improve-
“ment of nearby. parallel streets to re-
lieve these main thoroughfares of their
congested wheel ‘and vehicular traffic.
Viotoria, Teraulay end a few other
streets: ought to be improved at once,
50 as to take the wheelmen off the
crowded thoroughtares. If this is not
“done there is sure to be an unusually
large number of bicycle fatalities this
Season. i

THE FAD uﬁx,luué AIRED.
It begins to look as if the Wiman
Commercial Reciprocity fad was not
dead, ‘after all, but asleep. The moto-
rious Farrer ‘has been commissioned
to revive the supposed corpse. Pre-
sumably on behalf of the people of
Canada, he has already entered into
negotiations with the United States
House Committee on Ways and Mean=
to pave the way for a reciprocal treaty
between {he two countries. The Globe
still clings to. the theory that Canada’s
interests are inseparably connected
with those of the United States. We
are advised by that. jeurnal to make
no deal gwith Great Britain that may
prejudice our relations with our neigh-

.

bors. They . might retaliate and
annihilate - us! The Farrer mis-
sion to ,Washington |is right in

line with the Liberal policy. There is
no doubt an understanding . between
him and thé Liberal leaders in this
matter. Probably the Grits think that
the United States politicians will make
a bid for a;closer Canadian connection,
now that Great Britain is moving in
the same direction. According to The
Globe, Canada ought to try and make
the same kind of a deal with the Unit-
ed States as ha8 been proposed with
Great Britain. The two theories are
incompatible. Mr. Chamberlain’s zoll-
verein would preclude any similar ar-
rangement with the United States. It
was, in fact, the recent hostile mani-
festation of thé United States towards
Great Britain that’was chiefly instru-
mental in calling the “zollverein pro-
ject into prominence. Let Farrer and
the Grits rest assured, Commercial Re-
ciprocity with the. United States can-
not be made a plank on any platform
during the coming campaign. The
mere mention of Grover Cleveland and
the Monroe doctrine will kill it.

THE LATE COL. DENISON.-

When a man of mature years casts
about for something to engage his at-
tention, outside of the common every-
day duty of supporting his family, he
will find few things that are more hon-
orable and praiseworthy than the de-
votion of his time and his ability to
the service of his country. With the
late Cok Denison, the glory of the Bri-
tish flag was the ruling passion of his
life. He esteemed it an honor and a
privilege to take part in any undertak-
ing or expedition in which the welfare
of the Empire was concérned.

Mrs. Alexander Cameron, then 1ine

formerly the wife of the late Capt.
Eber B. Ward of this city, made her
will at the Russell House. This will
Jeft her fortune of ambout $4,000,000 to
relatives of (her dead and living hus-
“bands, to several charitable institu-
tions, to personal friends, ahd also
to the city of Detroit, where her first
husband made his fortune. The pro-
visions of this will,however,have been
kept a secret,

There had previously been litigation

and consequently ill feeling among the
heirs of her first husband in regard
to ' the disposition of the Ward es-
tate, but the above episode, which
‘was accompanied by handsome gifts
in advance, was generally supposed
to have allayed the resentments, and
that all the interested parties would
acquiesce in the arrangement.
But it was not to be. And now
more litigation is on, in which the
heirs ‘'of two of Capt. Ward's sisters
are the complainants.

The Story of Eber B, Ward,
Capt Ward was passing along the
west side of Griswold-street, about
100 feet north of Jefferson-avenue, o
‘Jan. 2, 1875, when he was seen to
totter and fall. He was carried into
a store and medical ald summonea,
but it was too late. The great busk
ness man and millionaire had passed
away, stricken by apoplexy. :

An examination of his affairs show-
ed that while having large assets, he
was considerably in debt. At first he
had confined his business to steam-
boat lines and made a good deal of
money. Then he went into larger
ventures and became an extensive
manufacturer of iron. He was also
one of the lumber barons of the west,
and was the owner of extensive tracts
of pine lands, lumber mills and salt
wells, besides timber lands for char+)
coal purposes. : :
*He was the president of the ht
& Pere Mhrquette. He also invested
heavily in railway property, and as-
sumed the presidency of the Burlington
& Southwestern Railroad,and occupied
the same position on the Louigiana
Central. ‘He owned considerable stock
in the Islet Co., on the north shore
of Lake Superior, and started silver
smelting works at Wyandotte; made
large investments in Utah silver mines
and established the American Plate

d | Glass works at Crystal ‘City, Mo.

Then came the panic of 1873, with
its terrible prostration in business and
shrinkage of values. Business stag-
nated, mills shut down, and capital-
ists placed their money in hoards.
Capt. Ward, in November, 1873, tried
to negotiate the trifiing loan of $12,000
in New York, but although offering
security in ten times that amounthe
could not get the currency. Two
years afterward, while emerging from
these perplexities, a clot formed on
his brain, and he féll as if struck by
lightning.

At theée time of Capt. Ward’s decath
he had five children: Henry, Milton
D., Charles H., Elizabeth and Mary.
Of these the only survivor is Charkes
H., who is said to be in London, Eng-
land. Charles is°a beneficlary of his
father’'s second wife,and takes no part
in- ithe present legal contest. By his
second wife, who was .Catherine L.’
Lyon of Cleveland,Capt.Ward had two
children—Eber B.Ward, a man of lei-
sure in Paris, who married a Canadian
lady,from whom he is said to have been
separated, and Clara L. Ward, now
Clara de Riquet, Princess du Chimay,
wife of Joseph de Riquet,Prince de Car-
‘mon-Chimay, now residing In Paris.
The Ward WL

Capt. Ward’s will devised his pro-
perty as follows: To Mrs. Ward and
her two children, the Ludington pro-
perty,consisting of about 60,000 acres of
pine lands near Ludington,in this state,
-together with sawmills, docks, etc.,
the-whole valued at $1,023,000, and to
be accepted in lieu of dower. To a
number of persons he left legacles of
personal property. After the debts
of the estate and the legacies were
pald, the four executors were directed
to sell all the rest of the property,
and as trustees, take the proceeds in-
to their possession. Out of the in-
come of these proceeds, which -
tuted the trust under the will, {one-
sixth was to go to his sister, “Aunt
Emily” Ward, during her lifetime, and
at her death this one-sixth was to be
paid to the children of his sisters,Mrs.
Abbie Owen and Mrs. Sallie Brindle,
who are the nleces and nephews of
both Eber B. and ily Ward.

The five children “of Eber B. Ward
by his first wife—MiltontD., Charles
H., Mary, Lizzie and Henry Ward—
were to receive such sumsas were ne-
cessary for their support, in the opin-
fon of the trustees, but not to exceed
$200 per month each.

BICYCLE REGULATIONS.

New Customs Rules luned—.epoilt of 30
Per Cent. Required From the Bicyelist. -

The new. customs regulationg affect-
ing bicyclists entering Canada from
the United States have been ‘distributed
to the customs-officers here and at the
different points along the border. Un-
der the new rules a bicyclist must pay
a.deposit of 30 per cent., on the value
of his wheel as assessed by thg cui-
toms officer. He must also give &
full description of his' wheel, which is
entered on. a form, and &' -duplicate
of this latter is given the bicyclist.
When . the latter leaves Canada, no
matter at what point, he: Hands this
duplicate to the customs and it 1§ for-
warded to the original point of entry.
If the description of the wheel is eor-
rect the deposit is returned to the bicy-
clist at his home address. The only
difference between the new regulations
and those originally issued by the Gov-
ernment is that the customs officer is
permitted to use his discretion as to
the length of time the bicyclist may
remain in Canada. As a usual thing
the. customs officers value the wheels
at between $30 and $40, sq that the
usual deposit required is from $9 to
$12. >

Modern Methods of vExe'quae.

Among European travelers the fav-
orite form of money exchange is the
checks of the Cheque Bank of London,
Eng. By the use of these checks trave

ctlty in changing their money from
the currency of one country to that
of another, as with the agents of the
bank in all KEuropean cities . their
checks are current in all. countries.
Books of checks are issued 'for any
amount and the purchasers' may then
draw against their account in any
city in which they may be.

Webster, General Ticket Agent has
been appointed an agent of the Cheque
Bank, and he finds that very many of
his ‘passengers for Europe find the
Cheque Bank checks much safer and
more convenient to earry than gold.

Gossip of the Harbor—#1thy Parhgraphs of
Interest to Vessel Men, p
Yonge-street wharf improvements are
completed.
Capt. Milloy, lessee of the
Ycnge-street wharf, is in town. 3
Local Manager Jolly of the Hamilton®
. Steamboat Company will open an office
on Geddes’ wharf to=day.

Grain men are agitating for an early
opening of the St. Lawrence canals,
as the ocean steamers are €xpected in
Montreal about April 24, and it is de-
sirable that the lake boats should be|
-able to get down with grain.

It is estimated that the grain in
store at Port Arthur, Fort William and
other western shipping points aggre-
gates about eight million bushels,more
than, double the amount awaiting ship-
anent last spring.

Before making her first trip to this
city, the Macassa will be taken to the
dry dock at Port Dalhousie and over-
hauled. There is some obstacle in the
way, however, and it is most unlikely
that the boat will be placed on the
Hamilton-Toronto route for three or
four days at the least.:

~The new classification of risks by
the marine underwriters at.the recent
meeting in Chicago will, it is said, have
the effect of driving third class boats
out of the grain trade-after Oct. 1.
On Lake Ontario to Ogdensburg the
first=class rate 1s 40 cents on $100. For
third-class boats it is 60 cents to Sept.
