The police authorities are Investi­
gating a statement filed with them ac­
cusing a citizen of Collingwood of 
having conspired, to accomplish his 
mother's death. The motive for the 
proposed matricide was the possession 
of the insurance on the woman’s life.

The charge is made by John Rose, a 
Toronto insurance solicitor, who de­
clares that he played detective, receiv­
ed an offer from the son of a part of 
the money 4f he would get rid of the 
woman, and was actually paid $20 with 
which to take the woman into the 
States and purchase poison.

In fact Mr. Rose asserts that the 
conspiracy progressed to the point 
where he brought the intended victim 
to Toronto, while the unnatural son 
supposed £he had been taken across the 
l<ne to be slain. He says that after 
listening to the plans of the would- 
be murderer for a month he concluded 
the time had come to expose the miser­
able scheme to the poldce.

John Rose resides at 411 longe­

st re et with his family. He is sixty 
years old and stands well among the 
insurance men of Toronto. Until Sat­
urday Rose was employed as a travel- 

* ing solicitor for the Continentail. Life 
Insurance Company. He was dismissed

W. J. Peck of Toronto, manager of 
the Union Mutual, in which company 
the woman, was insured for $l.r*XJ, 
called upon Crown Attorney Curry 
and Rose made his statement.

Rose declared that about Sept. 1, while 
in Collingwood, he was approached by 
the man and told that he could make 
some money by helping him do a little 
piece of work. He inquired how,and was 
told the man had an insurance policy 
on his mother’s life for $1500, and he 
should receive $500 of the amount if he 
would get his mother out of the way. 
Rose said he concluded to appear ;o j 
agree to the scheme and see what the 
man would do. They then discussed the 
details and how it could be accomplish­
ed. The son thought his mother could 
be decoyed to the lake and thrown in. 
Rose told him a better plan would# he to 
take her to the States and get rid ot­
her by slow poison. This plan appealed 
to the son and he gave the solicitor a 
$10 note. A few days later he sent him 
in an envelop another $10 note.

Came lo Toronto.
Rose said he invited the woman to 

accompany him to Toronto, and the son 
thought he was taking her away to get 
rid of her. He brought the woman to 
Toronto and lodged her at 39 Edward- 
street. He said he did this because he 
was afraid to leave the woman where 
her son was for fear he would actually 
get rid of her. In answer to Mr. Woods’ 
inquiry as to why he accepted money 
of the man and retained it, he said that 
in taking the man’s money he did not 
believe he was doing anything wrong. 
Later he had gone to a lawyer and 
discussed the case, and they had made 
a demand on the would-be matricide 
for $20 more, which he said he would 
pay, but had not done so.

Against Constitution.
Such a law would be unconstitutional, be 

cai-se tile legislature has no authority ' n- 
dor the constitution to single out owners 
and rpeiNitors of coni mlues, and prohibit 
them from making contracts which it Is 
competent for other owners of property or 
employers of labor to make. And It has 
been held that such an act eanuot he sus­
tained us an exercise of the police pover 
by the Supreme Courts of Illinois and YVest 
\ lrglnln, and is therefore void.

The Supreme Court of Illinois has decid­
ed that a statute requiring the wages of 
the employes of a coal company to he paid 
weekly, the statute not Including all cor­
porations, Is unconstitutional as depriving 
the corporations affected thereby of the 
right of liberty and property without -'ue 
process of law. And so it has been decid­
ed by two courts that an act requiring the 
opera Fers of coal mines to cause to be fur­
nished and placed upon the railroad track 
adjacent to the mine a track scale of stan­
dard measure, upon which to weigh the 
com hoisted from the mine. Is Invalid, as 
class legislation, and does not pert tin to 
the police power of the state.

Cannot Fix Wage».
For the legislature of Pennsylvania 

to fix the minimum amount of wages to 
he paid to coal miners would be a viola­
tion of the person's liberty of contract 
The Supreme Courts of Rhode Island and 
Arkansas have already decided that the 
rights of persons to contract cannot be 
limited by arbitrary legislation, infring­
ing private rights.

The power of ihe legislature to regulate 
charges of price of any kind depends upon 
two conditions: 1. When It Is a valid 
exercise of the police power of the state.
2. When the business Is clothed with a 
public Interest. Under the first come the

■remains of Emil Zola has resulted In T 
an official declaration that he died 
firom asphyxiation, caused by carbonic 
oxide fumes.

A crowd drawn there by curi­
osity has remained In front of Zola’s + 
house since morning, and his tragic 
death continues to be the chief topic . . 
of conversation here. The funeral has • • 
been fixed for FYlday, and interest is • • 
shown in the question whether Drey- *T 
lus will attend. The Patrie says;

“If he dares to show himself in tha *i* 
procession, the looks and contempt of T 
all the spectators will be concentrated *r*î 
on him- If he hides himself in this 
decisive hour he will show himself to 
be his own judge of the work of his 
benefactor." The post-mortem exam­
ination of Zola's body this morning re­
sulted, besides the officiai report, that 
his death was due >to asphyxiation, 
caused by carbonic oxide fumes, in 
showing that the novelist fell into a 
densely saturated atmosphere as he 
attempted to open a window, and was 
thus suffocated.

Madame Zoia, It was further de­
clared, owed her Life to the elevated 
position of the bed. A medical bulle­
tin, issued this morning, says:

"Madame Zola is progressing as 
satisfactorily as possible, in spite of 
the terrible shock caused by the news 
of her husband’s death. Complete rest 
and isolation are indispensable. She ! 
had a heart-rending fit of anguish 
when told of his death, which was 
only communicated to her this 
ing. It was followed by a state of 
torpor. She is now calm, but is un­
able to utter a word or make a ges­
ture.”

The remains of Zola will be interred 
In Montmartre Cemetery. The funeral 
will be a civil ceremony, tho, prob­
ably, the body will be accorded the 
military honors to which the deceased 
is entitled as an officer of the Legion of 
Honor. The League of the Rights of 
Man Is organizing an Imposing demon­
stration at the funeral, and has Issued 
an appeal for subscriptions to erect a 
monument to the dead novelist.

Among those who signed the register 
af Zola's house, or sent condolences, 
were Premier Combes, a majority of 
the cabinet Ministers, M. Waldeck- 
Rousseau. Maître Laborie, Col. Picquart 
and M. Millerand.
