(Paris, Dec. 28.—The grounds upow
which Dreyfus depends for vindication
and restoration to the army have been
communicated to the Associated Presy,
Dreyfus charges that a telegram from
Col. Schwartzkoppen, the late Gérman
Military Attache here, to Col, Paniz~
zardl, formerly Italian Military Attache
at Parls as présented to the court~-mar-
tisl at Rennes, bore the date of April,
1804, when he was occupled with the
details of the mobilization of troops, of

which the telegram treated, whereas
the actual date of the telegram Wwas

the last of March, 1895, after he (Drey- |

fus) had been tried.

A copy which has been found hu’
established the correctness of Dreyfus
claims, in the opinion of the commis-

gion, which recommended a revision of |

the case, The statement of the case
against Dreyfus, containing the tele”
gram, when it arrived at the Ministry
of War, was dated April 1, 1805, which
Dreyfus claims shows the telegram
was written in the latter part of March
that year. The late Col. Henry clip~
ped off a corner of the telegram and
thus the actual date disappeared. Then
Col. Henry, in s own hand, annotated
the telegram, April, 18904, The col~
onel, however, meglected to rememb’er
that the month of April had only 80
days, for in the document there is &
mention of the thirty~first of the cur~
rent month.

The unauthenticity of the telegram
oould have been established had the
court at Rennes appreciated the im~
portance of the error. Finally it de~
veloped that in the telegram, where
the words “ce canallle de 4—"" ap-
pear, the initial “d” had been substi-
tuted ‘for the letter “p.” The original
copy, written by M, Gribelin, the keep~
er of the archives of the War Office,
carried the letter “p.” The scratching
upon the paper was apparent, but M.
Berillon, the handwriting expert, testi
fled that the letter “d4” was correct. It
i8 now claimed he was in efror,

Appeals to Ministerial Association
for Support in Elections.
