SAW THE RUSSIAN FLEET. i

Saigon, Cochin China, April 28.—Sail-
ors on the French cruis:r Descartes,
just in from Kamiranh Bay, allege
that they passed the entire Russian
gquadron at Cape Averella, forty-five
miles northeast of this city. Admiral
de Jonquieres arrived here on the Des-
cartes, but neither he nor any of the
officers will discuss the Russ an Baltio
fleet. They will not deny that it was
sighted off Cape Varela, nor will they
confirm the story of the sailors. If the
report be true, then Rojestvensky sim-
ply went out to sea about thirty miles
to the southwest and then took a course |
inland, so as to bring his fleet off the|
coast halfway  hetween Saigon and
Xamranh Bay. The railors who speals
about the Russians say there is no
doubt whatever that they sighted the
fle=t, about fifty ships strong, and that
several steamers flying the German flag
were delivering supplies at 4 o'clock on
Wednesday afternoon.

He manifested
emphatic regret for the retreat from
Mukden. . He believes that the peril to
the army then was over-estimated,
and that the day was far from being
the retreat was ordered.
With his eyves gleaming, and emphasiz-
ing his words with a blow upon a
camp table, Gen. Linevitch exclaimed:

“I would certainly not have retreat-
ed. I persuaded Kuropatkin to stand
at Tie Pass, and we halted there for
a time. We could have remained, but
on account of certain administrative
factors, he considered it inexpedient,
and the retirement was continued.
After assuming command, I gave the
men a day's rest. The Japanese did

‘not press us, and could not do so, as

their condition was quite as bad as
ours,

“As for that unfortunate retirement
itself, any observer can convince him-
self that its significance, and especially
its influence upon the army, has been
industriously and greatly \exaggerated
by the Japanese and the foreign press.
The retreat was in'no sense in the na-
ture of a complete rout, proof of which
is evident in the fact that in less than
a month after the retreat, the two
armies, which were thrown into con-
fusion by the Japanese, had been col-
lected and fully reorganized. The first
army did not require this, having re-
tired in order.”

Gen, Linevitch attributes the greater
success of the first army during the
retreat to the relatively more advan-
tageous position in which it was lo-
cated.

After an expression of regret that
so much harm had been done before he
was given command, a cloud of sorrow
darkened the rugged, energetic face of
the venerable general, and he twice re-
peated: “Yes, it as a #ad inheritance.”

Attacked With Appoplexy While
Traveling-—The End Soon Came.

‘Washington, April 28.—Gen. Fitzhugh
Lee of Virginia died at the Providence

Hospital in this city at 11.20 o‘c!ock%
ispecimen, of a verbal bouquet handed | -

to-night as the result of an attack of
apoplexy and paralysis with which he
was stricken early this morning while
traveling by rail from Boston to Wash-
ington, The end came suddenly and
was without pain. He was 68 years of
of age,

Prior to the civil war, at the begin-
ning of which he resigned his commis-
sion in the Uwited Stateg army, Gen.
Lee saw considerable frontier duty in
movements against the Indians. He
was an expert cavalry officer, and on
one occasion June 16, 1860, he was en-
gaged in a haad-to-hand encounter
with Comanche Indians near Camp
Colorado, Texas. His services in the
Confederate army as a major-gencral
are well known, and during the inter-
val between this war and hig active
work in the Spanish-American Wwar
Gen, Lee filled a number of important
positiong, including the governorship of
Virginia and the presidency of- the
Pittsburg and Virginia Railroad.

Taking into consideration, ther, the
question of milling at initial points, or,
in other words, at places where the
farmer could deliver his grain at the
mill, the position' in Manitoba may be
first dealt with.

In Manitoba there are 60 local mills
capable of turning out 6600 barrels of
flour a day. These mills are almost
altogether located in the southern half
of the province, which is, for present
purposes, excellently well served by a
veritable gridiron of railway lines.

The new western provinces of Sas-
katchewan and Alberta possess to-day

wards of 3000 barrels. Two of these
mills are to be found at points at pres-
ent off the lines of railway. The rest
are scattered along the system of the
C. P. R. Next in order come the Lake
of the Woods and Ogilvie companies.
These do not to any extent grind wheat |
which is produced in the localities |
where their mills are situated. Their
modus operandi is to have an exten-|
sive system of elevators along the rail- |
way lines thruout the country, where
they collect the grain, and from whence |
they ship it to their milling points. This
brings them into competition with th91
local millers in the business of buying|
grain, and gives the farmer the result-
ing benefit. :
Capacity of the Mills.

The joint capacity, then, of the mili-
ing trade in the west reaches, conse-
quently, a total of 17,600 barrels a day,
of which 14,600 may be produced in’
Manitoba and 3000 between that pro-
vince and the Rockies.

To apply a practical test to the sub-
ject, the first point to arrive at is as
to how much wheat this represents,
and what proportion it bears to the
crop of 1904, which is the year affected |
by this survey of the situation. Mill- |
ing experts state that it takes five |
bushels of 1904 wheat to produce

X., the
head of the school for brides, ard three
of her: principal lectuyrers. Mme. X. is
a beautiful, plump, silver-haired lady—
an aristocrat to her finger tips. She is
three times a widow and ig contented
to remain so. Her assistants, like her-
self, are widows. All are so closely con-
nected with the great families of Phila-
delphia of other days that they have
the entree to all of the fashionable cir-
cles of the city. Consequently their
school for brides is always full. In
fact there are so many candidates for
admission that young women of thr
wealthy families of Philadelphia en-
gage places in the classes sometimes a
year in advance. .

Of- course, the things taught in the
school for brides can be told of in gen-
eral terms only.
