The addresses at the convention just
concluded had, said his excellency, de-
monstrated that the permanent pros-
perity of .the nation was dependent
upon the conservation of the forests
at the head waters of the rivers, As
»’llon. Mr, Fisher had pointed out, a
neglect of this nlight shake the posi-
tion of Montreal as the chief commer-
eja‘L\ port.

"In\the United States the forest de-
struction is three and one-half times
greater than its growth. The loss o
the farmers of that country aggre-
gates a thousand million dollars per
annum as a direct and indirect loss.

‘Wanton and criminal neglect of the
forests meant the transforming of a
heaven {nto a hell.

When the relative per capita wealth
of Canada in undeveloped resources
is made known the people of the whole
United' States would want to come to
make their home in the Dominion to
have a share in the vast unspent for-
tune, i

BRIUF JANUARY
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Revenue Shows a Decrease and
the Ordinary Expenditure an ln-
crease for Past 10 Months.

OTTAWA, Feb. 12.—(Special.)—The
financial statement for January shows
that the federal revenue was $6,639,063,

a decrease of - $629,260, as compared
with January, 1908. The ordinary ex-
penditure was $12,608,594;, an increase of
$1,943,146. The expenditure on capital
account, $10,499,220, was $7,626,687 In
excess. of the capital expenditure dur-
ing January, 1908. This, however, was
evidently due . to increased payments
on account of the national transconti-
nental railway. !

For thHe ten.-months of the current
fiscal year, ending Jan. 81, the revenue
amounted to -$68,937,836, as compared
with '$81,024,272. The ‘ordinary expendi-
ture was- $63,041,215, an. increase of $6,-
708,631, while the capital expenditure
inoreased by $14,670,060, The nominal
increase in the public debt during Jan-
uary . was $16,652,260, the net debt at
the end being $291,573,767.

J. F. Ellis, president of the Ontario
Fruit, . Fish and Game Association,
proposed the toast of ‘“The Canadian
Forestry Association,{ coupled with
the names of Hon., Frank Cochrane,
President Snowball and H. M. Price of
Quebec.

For the
past two years the sum of $6000 was
placed in the estimates for taking stock
of the forest reserves. This would do,
he continued, until Ontario knew ac-
tually what thosé resources amounted

to.. He favored the withdrawal of all]

unsuitable lands from settlement, and
those areas which. had been unwisely
disposed of. He was convinced some-
thing definite must be done, but the
vested rights of the present holders
must be recognized. He appealed to the
lumbermen to meet the Ontario Gov-
ernment on some equitable basis, so
that the province might get back into
the reserves the lands in question. The
government could not buy back the
areas at any enormous price, but there
might be some way in which the lum-

bermen could become partners with the'!

government in its efforts. The depart-
ment of agriculture had imported 100,-
000 young pine trees ata cost of less
than $80 per hunitred fér planting in
Ontario undér the direction of the coi-
tege at Guelph.

vet been carried out, because of non-
agreement between the cities and the
railway. The attempt to solve the
problem of the tracks along Toronto’s
waterfront was without'doubt the most
important step vet taken in Canada.

Papermakers Interested.

Carl Riordon, as representative of the
Qanadian Manufacturers! Association, |
spoke on the attitude iof the paper
manufacturers. The paper and pulp
industry had more need of conserva- |
tive forestry methods than any othert
industry that is using the forests com-|
mercially, -because it had the largest
investment per quantity of timber used,
and this investment was represented
by plant that was less movable than
any other wood-using industry, and
also because it required a large amount
of power steadily all thru the year, and
this depended on the forests remaining
at the head waters.

These» men, acting separately, have
constfucted hundreds of miles of the
Canafjan Northern Rallway~ System,
and  have produced millions of the
ties which rest under the steel of that
ever-expanding enterprise.

A. C. Mackenzie named Phoenix,
twenty-eight miles south of Elk Horn
Lake, because his adventures in reach-
ing there reminded him of an exper-
fence of his earlier years in getting to
Phoenix, B.C. :

“Now, Archie named Phoenix,” said
Mr. Cowan, ‘“and I'm going to take
a smdsh at this one.” And thereupon
the mew terminal was named South
Gowganda.

These men regard the building of
the Canadian Northern sleigh road as
one of the least of their undertakings.
They have so many horses in the west
that it takes .1500 ‘bushels of oats a
day to feed them. They can ride for
days over western railroads which
they have constructed, Their personal
fortunes run into geveral hundred
thousand dollars and their credit runs
into-mfllions. These big men are used
to large undertakings and are disposed
to régard the building of 68 miles of
sfeigh road thru forest, unbroken only
by lakes and rivers, as one of the
smallést of their accomplishments.

And yet, it is one of the most notable
undertdakings in the career of either of
these men, and they are just commenc-
ing to Tealize it.

With a staff of men and teams they
slashed the road thru and graded it in
28 days. That was something big, sure-

T

’ . Hundreds of Horses at Work.

But now these men must handle the
“traffic. Already they have 150 teams
employed and men are scurrying over
the north country for one hundred
more. They have built road houses .for
accommodation of horses, men and
pagsengers at Burwash, Phoenix and
South Gowganda. They are putting
out a staff of ‘‘road monkeys'’' or sec-
tionmigrt to keep the line in perfect
condition. They have had to haul in
car load after car load of .their own
supplies, and this while the traffic
of the road avas making increasing
demands on their resources. '

Day after day telegrams are com-
fng to Sellwood asking if they can
handle so many car loads of this, that
or the other thing. Invariably they
reply, ‘“‘Yes, send it along.” Then Mr.
Cowan raises his fist in the air and in
husky tones will shout:
© “yes let 'em, send it along. Wwe'll
smash’ 'er thru if we have to buy up
every horse and sleigh in the coun-
try.”

s Another telegram is handed to Mr.

Mdckeénzie. It reads: :

‘“pwenty passengers on Gowganda
Speclal going right thru.”

Mr. Mackenzie turns to Mr, Erring-
ton, the general manager, and says:

- #Put. the six best horses on the stages
and ‘Tush these men thru. Tell the
drivers to make it- a record. Send a
man on to-night with orders for the
best possible reélays at Burwash ' and
Phoenix.” 4

Mr. Errington then steps up to Mr.
Cowan respectfully and says:

“My. - Cowan, we could load fifty
teams if we had them here to-mor-
row. There are 17 cars on the siding.”

Up goes the Cowan fist in the alr.

«We've got to smash that stuff
thru,”” he says, with set jaws. "“"We
s won't let the shippers get sore on us.
i Send BIill and Dave to Sudbhuury and
tell them to sub-contract, buy horses
or do anything. We'll tear up this busli-
ness or die in the attempt.”

Another wire is handed to Mr. Cowan,
It reads:

“Can vou handle two ‘thirty-herse-
power hoilers to Gowganda?” .

On a Splendid Train.

At the Union Statioh a party con-
sisting of Arthur Hawkes, Canadian
Northern superintendent of publicity;
J. B. Tyrrell, M.A., the well-known
geologist and, mining engineer; John
W. Bartlett of the Bartlett Mines;
J. C. Murray, editor of The Canadian
Mining Journal, and representatives of
the Toronto morning < newspapers,
boarded the C.N.R. Gowganda Special.
It is a splendid- train, consisting of
baggage, smoking, cafe and sleeping
cars. An evening. dinner was served
on the train and the party retired to
sleep- comfortably until morning.

Breakfast was served the next morn-
ing as the !train was speeding north
of Sudbury:  to Sellwood, where the
Moose Mountain iron mines are be-
ing developed. There a long line of
freight cars loaded with supplies for
Gowganda was standing on the siding.

stood awaiting the passengers for the
new mining-camp. There were racks
behind for the hand baggage and the
seats were .covered with a profusion
of fur robes, There was no particular
necessity for these on the day of our
arrival, for the sky was bright and
clear and the temperature moderate.

In less than a minute everyone was
seated and the driver cracked the whip
in the air over the horses’ backs. The
animals responded by taking up a live-
ly trot. We passed quickly thru the
little Town of Sellwood and in a few
minutes were moving quickly into the
depths ~ of the forest. Great pines,
weighted down with snow, stood on
either side, Now and then the forest
would open and let the stage out on
a lake, actoss which the horses would
spin at a lively gait. At noon, in four
hours’' time, the party had reached
Burwash, twenty miles from Sellwood.

Burwash consists of a road house,
dining hall, a bunk house for the
teamsters, an office and several other
log buildings. In the dining room, in
which an excellent meal was served in
enamel dishes, about fifty men were
crowded. Outside were freight and pas-
senger sleighs, dbg teams and loaded
toboggans. A number of men were
busy erecting an old bunk house,which
had been burined down the night be-
fore. . |

In the meantime the stage horses
were changed and at 1 o'clock sharp
we were off for Phoenix. This trip in-
cludes about fifteen miles on the ice
across Burwash and Welcome Lakes.
Phoenix was reached early in the
evening, and there, to our .surprise, we
found the bunk house filled with spring
beds, mattresses and blankets, Forty
people slept in that building that night.
Everything that could be done to con-
tribute to the comfort of the transients
was done. The meals were excellent,
there being fifteen varieties of food
on the tables. The bill of fare,tho there
was actually no printed bill, included
heef, pork,. sausage, potatoes, corn
cake, bread, cakes of several kinds,
stewed prunes, beans, stewed apricots,
a?ple sauce, raisin pie 'and pumpkin
Jte. d .

We were off again in the morning at
a lively clip. On the road we passed
the four tents of the surveyors, who
are making the preliminary survey into
Gowganda. A glance at Engineer
Hazen’s profile showed the road to be
easy of construction, and it will pro-
bably be built. It is everyore's opin-
ion up north that the steel ‘will be
into Gowganda by next September.

Splendid Distributing Polint.

At Elk Horn Lake, where we arrived
about noon, dinner was sérved in a
tent. This is the site of South Gow-
ganda and already half a dozen build-
ings' have been erected. An important
distributing centre is bound to spring
into existence here. It Is situated two
miles south of the Bartlett Mines and
within easy distance of%every impor-
tant property‘at Gowganda, It is four
miles closer to the mines than Gow-
ganda City. From this point sleighs
may be despatched toany of the mines,
and the whole country west is most
easily accessible from this base of sup-
plies.

‘Within two hours after the first load
of supplies arrived at South Gowganda
$78 worth of sypplies were sold to
prospectors, ineluding food, ‘blankets,
axes, picks .and other necessaries.

The party left South Gowganda early
in® the afternoon for the camps of the
Bartlett Mines. There they were ex-
tended every passible courtesy by the
management. The Bartlett camps af-
forded convenient headguarters‘for the
inspection of that property “and: other
properties visited on subsequent days.
1t is impracticable to deal in thid artl-
cle with the  discoveries. on such pro-
perties as the Bartlett, Reeve/ Mann,
Boyd, Armstrong and others, except
to %ay that they justify all the fav-
orable things that have been claimed
for them by their respective manage-
ments,

The trip was made without one un-
pleasant occurrence. Indeed, it was
an erjoyvable and exhilarating exper-
fence.

INCREASE THE LAND’S FERTILITY.
Spring is approaching fast, and far-
mers must now look to the production
'of -the maximum from the land this
year. It was never intended that a
shalf crop should be harvested from
_ne soil of . Ontario. But there are
many things done on our farms that
prevent a full crop being returmed and
‘likewise many are not done that would
develop latent energy. -
Cultivation is the first great need
of our farm lands. Too often we have
expected ‘crops from a light scratch-
ing over of the surface but that ‘day
of successful farming is past.

There are many fields that do not get
this good treatment. Others there -are
where indirect fertilizers are needed,
such as salt and lime.. Especially in

Land plaster,

to. clover, corn and oats allow the
lime to act on the soil ingredients in
such a way as to render the plant foods

Both these aré known as
indirect fertilizers because they assist
in the liberation of plant food from
a soil already supplied 'with these
eitments. "No doubt there are other
advantages accruing from their use
also. s i § : )

To get value from plaster or seeds,
it 1§ well to sow it on the plants just
as soon in the spring as one can walk
on the land. The use of rock phosphate
with the stable manure before it is put
on the fields is also a.good plan.
