FORTY-SEVEN DEAD N
8 COIC MINEDIHSTR

Only Slight Chance That Any of
Entombed Men May Escape
Deadly Fire Damp.

PITTSBURG, Dec. 2.—The fate of
five, American and 42 foreign miners,
while not ‘definitely. known, was pretty
well established late to-day by the
finding of the body of a mine puinper
near the twenty-second entry of the
Naomi -mine of the United Coal
pany at Fayette City, 385 miles
this city. The man had died
cuffocation. !

Judging from the two fatalities thus
far known, both having been caused
by poisonous gas fumes, it is almost
certain that the 47 miners still en-

tombed in the mine have succumbed to
the. deadly afterdamp.

There is also a possibility that the
explosion of last night occurred so close
to the men that they were killed by
its force or the resultant fall' of tons
of rock and earth. ;

Since shortly after 8  o’clock last
night a large force of rescuers have
labored constantly in an effort to
reach the imprisoned men. .The work
has been necessarily slow on' acccunt
of the wreckage and afterdamp. Not-|
withstanding the fact that the rescue!
party have worked in 15-minute re-|
lays, a score or mere of their members!
have been compelled to go to theh';
homes suffering from . the poisonous
gas. Two of the rescuers are In a
critical condition.

All dav long a crowd of 2000 persons
bave stood about the mouth of the iH-E
fated mines, awaiting some news 1'r0m;
the entombed men. Hundreds of these|
persons are relatives or friends of the|
unfortunate miners and their griefl is|
pitiful. v

It is famillar to lovers of Bret Harte's
virlle sketches, and, without a com-
pany of genuine strength, might very
readily in its stage presentation ap-
pear to deteriorate into uiltra-sensa-
ticnalism. But Miss Robson’s support
is of the sterling sort that makes of
every character an outstanding person-
ality. Espeelal recognition is deserved
by Geo. W. Wilson as Colonel Star-
bottle of “Kaintuck,” who has scrupu-
lous ideas of “honor”; H. B. Warner
as the fugitive, ‘who, having unwitt-
ingly avenged an insult Salomy has
recelved, wins her love at a bound;
Jemes Seeley as Madison Clay, her
father; A. 8. Lipman as Jack Mar-
bury, gambler,dandy, synic,yet staunch
friend in the hour of need, and
Ada Dwyer as Lize Heath, wife of
“Red Pete,” desperado, which part is
excellently taken by ‘Thomas F. Gra-
ham.

First Fight on This Continent for
Title in 1869, When McCoole
Beat Allen—Complete List of
World’s Winners,

An English prize tighter named Figg is
the first acknowledged champion of the
world, holding the title in 1719. Then fol=
lowed George”'gpylor 1734, Jack Bro_ugh-
ton 1740, Jack Slade 1750, Bill Stevens
1760. and on down to Jem Belcher, who
was the first champion of the last cen-
tury. Tom Cribb received a belt and cup

in 1809. Then followed Tom Spring 1824,
Jem Ward, a portrait painter, 182, Deaft

Burke 1833, Bendigo 1339, who afterwards |

preached; Nick Ward 1341, Bendigo again
in 1845, Toss Parker 1849, Perry, the Tip-
ton Slasher, 1850; Harry Browne 181, and
the Slasher again 1853.

In 1857 Tom Sayers beat Perry for $1000
a side and new belt, Sayers boxed Heenan
in 1860 and retired. Hurst was next and
Jem Mace, a visitor in Toronto only a
few years ago, beat Hurst in 1861 and
next year ne knocked out Tom XKing.
King reversed the honors the same year.
it was in 1866 that Mace and Joe Goss
fought a draw for $1000 a side. Then E.
Baldwin, probably a relative of Jersey
Baldwing the ex-Toronto amateur cham-
pion, figured in several draws.

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RUSSIN JEWS RBUSED
I SHUTERN ST

Cox;diti'ons Far Worse Than Slav-
ery Related by Band of
Immigrants.

NEW YORK, Dec. 2—A band of
poor Russian Jews, fleeing from the
American southwest, reached this city
with a harrowing tale of peonage and
persecution on account of. their faith,

According to Moise Opotowski, he

and many fellow-workmen of Moscow
were attracted by an advertisement 11
a newspaper, there, offering $18 to $20
a week wages.in agreeable employ-
ment, near Galveston, Texas. Seventy -
five of the men paid 785 rubles each
for passage to the United ‘States.

Nine days out Opotowski says the
immigrants rebelled against a diet of
bread, herrings and | potatoes, and
there was a general fracas, in which
the sailors beat the Russians unmerci-
fully.

At Galveston, after being at sea .25
days, the party was met by a labor
agent. They then traveled two days
with the agent, until they arrived at
Pueblo, Col., and were made the next
day to walk niné miles out to a clear-
ing. They were handed over to ne-
groes, who gave them saws a d or
dered them to get to work at once
sawing limbs from the trees. Many of
the immigrants demurred, saying that
was not the kind of work they had
been engaged for. Then the negroes
took switches and thrashed them as if
they were slaves.

The immigrants were left to sleep in
the - flelds, and all they could get to
eat was pork and beans, with leavened
bread, which their religion forbade
them to partake of. They had to eat
the food provided or else starve.

After four days of this sort of ex-
istence, Opotowski says, most of his
companions- fled in various directions,
in small bands, without having receiv-
ed a penny in wages.  He and at least
156 of his countrymen escaped ‘'and
reached Lincoln, Neb., whence a char-
itable Jew sent them to Omaha, and
there a man named Zieman, of the He-
bréw charity organization, provided
them with tickets for Chicago. From
. there they came to New York.

Change in Bylaw of the Firemen’s
Benefit Fund.

The civic fire and light committee
yesterday adopted without discussion
Ald. McBride’'s suggestion that the city

As the bylaw stands
provision is made for superannuation
on the basis of 26 years’ service,

Chief Thompson asked that retire-
ment at the age of 66 be not made
ccmpulsory, and it was agreed that
he’ should be” allowed full discretion
in the matter. .

EXPERIMENTAL WORK.

Free Distribution of Seed Grain and
Potatoes for 1908.

By instruction of the hon. minister of
agriculture a distribution is being made
this season of samples of superior sorts
of grain and potatoes to Canadian far-
mers for the imprevement of seed. The
stock for distrihution has been secur-
ed mainly from the experimental farms
at Indian Head, Sask.,, and Brandon,
Man. The samples consist of oats,
spring wheat barley, Indian corn
(for ensilage -only), and potatoes.
The quantity of oats sent is 4 lbs,, and
of wheat or barley 5 lbs., sufficient in
each case to sow one-twentieth of an
acre. The samples of Indian corn and
potatoes weigh: 2 ibs. each, . quantity
of each of the following' varieties has
been secured for this distribution:

Oats—Banner, Wide-Awake, White
Giant, Danish Island, Thousand Dol-
lar, Improved Ligowo, all white var-
ieties. -Black oats are not recommend-
ed for general cultivation, a few
samples, however, are available which
can be sent if specially asked fors: .
- Wheat—Red Fife (beardless); Pres-
ton,
(early bearded sorts); Percy ‘and Stan-
ley( early beardless varieties).

Barley—(Six-rowed)—Mensury, Odes-
0g, -Mansfield and. Claude. (Two-row-
ed)—S8tandwell, Invincible, Canadian
Thorpe and Sidney.

Indian corn (for ensilage)—Barly
sorts, Angel of Midnight, Compton’s
Early and. Longfellow; later warieties,
Selected Leaming, Farly Mastodon ana
White Cap Yellow Dent.
Potatoes—Early varieties, Early White
Frize ana Libenster g.-e. meajui o
late vanieties;-Carman No. 1 and Late
Puritan. THhese later varieties are as
a rule more productive than the earlier
kinds. - <
Only one sample can be sént to_each
applicant, hence it an individual re-
ceives a sample of oats he cannot also|
receive one of ‘wheat, - barley, Indian
corn or potatoes. Lists of names from
one individual, or applications for more
than one samnrie for one household,
cannot be jentertained. The samples
wil' be sent free of charge thru the mall. |

tawa, and may be sent in any time be-|
fore the 15th of February, after whicn|
the lists will be closed, so that the sam-|
ples asked for may be sent out in good |
time for sowfingl Applicants should |
mention the variety they prefer, with a|
second sort as an alternative. Appli-|
cations will be filled in the order in|
which they are rcceived, so long as the |
supply of seed lasts. - Farmers are ad-|
vised to apply early to avoid possible
disappointnient. Those applying for|
Indian Corn or potatoes should bear in
mind that the corn i1s mot usually dis-
tributed until April, andi that potatoes|
cannot bé mailed from here until dan-|
ger from frost in transit is over. No&
postage 18 required on mail matter ad-|
dressed ‘to. the Central Experimental
Farm, Ottawa.

as it is to misdirected work, or work
that brings no profit. ’

That fleld that yields but a few
bushels per acre thru lack of fertility
or want of drainage, the cow that makes
less than 209 pounds of butter in a year,
the pig that is kept shut up in a pen b
and fed till the feed amounts to more
than it {s worth, these are what make
80 much farming unprofitable.

It costs as much to plow a fleld that
yields only 10 bushels to the acre as it
does to plow one that yvields fifty. The
cow that gives only 3000 pounds of milk
in a year takes up as much barn room,
as much pasture and practically as
much feed and care as a cow that
gives 6000. The pig that has been kept
& year and- a half or two years sells
for but little more than the one that|
is kept only 8 months and forced along.

Half doing things results in little pro-
fit, tho the farmer keeps at it from
sun to sun. Eight hours a day, of in-
telligent, systematic work, with flelds
and plants and animals of high quali-
ty will result in greater production and!
greater profit than 16 hours a day- of!

| TECHNICAL SCHOOL UNFIT.

Board of Trade Committee - Inspect

! the Premises.

| The technical committee of the board

of trade took a tour of inspection thru

the technical high school last night.

Principal Eldon conducted them thru.
They viewed with some interest and

no little curiosity the sight of a num-
ber of students of clay modelling and
freehand drawing working away in the
bottom of the old T.A.C. swimming
!tank. This has been converted into a
studio by placing a floor over the
cement and putting in a stairway. They
