German Dead Litter Ruins of
Demolished French
Village.

PARIS, July 7.—~A French official
observer, describing conditions in the
Village of Fricourt after it had Reen
taken by the British in the recent ad-
vance north of the Somme, says:

“Fricourt, 1ike Montauban, presented
a speotacle in ruins, which were in a
state «of such complete disorder as to
show the power of the new British
heavy guns,

“Everywhere are dead. Behind a de-
molished parapet a German grenadier
still holds a grenade clutched in his
dead hand, Further along is a group
of three German infantrymen, torn to
pleces by shells, and then half cuvered
by falling walls. In every corner and
in the holes. made by the shells are
dead and stil] more dead. The air is
heavy and infected with the odor of
the bodies,

“The battle continues not far off and
grenade fighting is going on, We
plainly hear the repeated explosions of
these projectiles, German shells keep
falling without cessation on the west-
ern end of the village,

“Back of the firing line we come
across a group of prisoners from the
186th regiment of Prussian infantry, of
which an entire battalion has sumrend-
ered. We pause tv interrogate them,
I put the following questions to them:

“‘Where were you before coming
here?

“‘In the Champagne facing Tahure,’

*‘How did you come north?

“‘By train two days ago.

“"Why did you surrender so quick-
ly? :

“'We were without shelter, and the
artillery tore our ranks to pleces, We
felt ourselves to be in such a com-
plete state of inferiority, that nothing
remained but to surrender. We then
made a hasty deoision, and raised the
white flag.’

“'Did your. eemmanders tell you of
this offensive?

#'No, When we ptarted we believed
we were ‘olng to Verdun, It was enly
when we were on the way that we
learned we were (o fight against the
English.

“Further south one of our brigades,
attacking from the west, forced its
way across 600 yards of the German
front line trenches into the enemy’s
defences in Ovillers. Fierce fighting

“Following our successes last night
to the east of LaBoiselle, we advanced
our line over a maze of German
trenches on a front of nearly 2,000
yards to a depth uf 500 yards.

IALLIES ABLE TO WIN
AND HOLD PUSTIONS

Paris Shows Keen Elation Over
Results of the
Fighting.

ENEMY IN STRENGTH

German Battalions Were Massed
to Resist the French
Attack.

PARIS, July 7.—Yesterday's defen-
sive fighting has given almost as
much satisfaction to the French as
the previous day's capture for, they
say, it has clearly shown' that the
entente allies not “only are able to
win positions from the. Ge rmans
wherever they like, but also are able
to hold these positions when won.

The first German counter-attack
was launched in the night on the
Somme River. The Germans suc-
ceeded in carrying twy small woods
situated south of the Clery-Marie-
court road, a few hundred yards from
the Sugar Works bordering that road.

The French troops there, being more
or less in the air, fell back on the vil-
lage and swinging their left wing
slightly, captured another small wood
at the northeastern end of the village
close to the Hem brick field and along
the edge vof the road from Clery to
Hem and Curlu.

This was the only change in the
situation thruout the twenty-four
hours during which the counter-offen-
sive lasted.

At the beginning of the battle there
were behind the front, assigned to
the French attack., twenty-seven Ger-
man battalions drawn from the 121st

divigion and from the regiments of the |

July 5, the German commanders sent
up to the Peronne front four reserve
divisions, of which two already are de-
clared to be virtually out of commis-
sion, The other reserves brought up
from different points between Rheims
and the Somme were of a most hetero-
geneous nature. Onc battallon of the

The French officers say there can
be no doubt that the rapidity of the
French advance, if not the advance
itself, took the Germans by surprise.

POORLY GONSTRUCTED

Wall s So Badly Built
They Must Be
Razed.

That

TOWER SUPPORTS BAD

'

Structure Would Have Collapsed
Under Any Added
Strain.

OTTAWA, Ont., July 7.—Hon. Rob-
ert Rogers this afternoon took
a party of newspaper men over the
ruins of the old parliament buildings
for the purpose of showing them why
it has been found necessary to remove
/practically all the old walls, ‘What
looks like amazingly bad work by the
original builders was revealed when
the walls were stripped of plaster,

The front walls still standing pro-
vide a number of examples of bad
work. For instance, the mnortheast
cornerstones upon which the tower
rested had been wrenched from the
brick foundations adjoining, and look
as if at any time they might have col-
lapsed under the weight of the tower,

There is no bonding left in:the more-
tar, and the walls when looked at s0C-
tionally are seecn to he falling apart,
In some cases this kind of had work-
manship had been patched, The cross
walls had not been tied,

“Is il possible that this is due to
frost betting into the walls after the
fire?” Architect John Pearson was
asked,

“Oh, no!"” wus the reply.

Collapse Threatened.

“IL.ooks as if the tower and the build-
ing might have fallen -down some
day?” it was suggested,

“Well, it would most certainly have
fallen down ii they had ever attempted
to put another storay on those walls,”
replied Contractor Lyall,

“Now, .gentlemen, you see why the
parliamentary committee which is co-
operating with me in this work de-
cided that all the old walls had tc
come down,” sald Hon., Mr. Rogers,

“Over there at the southeast corner
of the building we found a great crack
{ In the wall, due to settling,” said Mr,
| Lyall. “We could not understand it, as
the whole building is on rock. We in-
vestigated and found 1hat at that cor-
ner they had built on earth. Had they
gone eight inches lower they would
have reached rock.”

The new west wing, built some six
Years ago, is also being demolished to
the first storey in order to make room
for the commons chamber,

“We have gome job pulling that
down,” said Mr. Lvall; “but the rest
of the building falls: down.”

Germans Hold Large
Reserves.

BRITISH DOING WELL

Foe Must Soon Abandon That‘
Part of Front Held by
British.

PARIS, July 7.—Commenting on the
situation on the Somme, Marcel
Hutin, the military expert of The
Echo de Paris, writes: “Our armies
will not endeaevor to press farther
forward until the disorganization of
the enemy be judged sufficient” By
this he means sufficient
reserves have not yet been drawn
into the conflict, These strong bodies,
usually stationed at the rear the
front battle zone must be wiped out
by artillery if not by the infantry,
before the next forward ‘stride can
be taken. :

“It is also necessary that our brave
British allies, on their side of the
battle front, shall come to a level with
us. They are holding with force all
the positions which they have con-
quered, an# we are assuréd of new
conquests by a regrouping of their
forces, apd a new stroke by their ar-
tillery.

GAUGING FOE LOSSES
IN JUTLAND FIGHT

British Naval Experts Do Not En-
tirely Agree in Estimates.

LONDON, July 7.~Two estimates
of the total tonage lost by the Ger-
mans in the Jutland naval
have been made by British officials,

The more conservative one, who
included in his list only vessels
“seen to sink,” and based his esti-

Chief S.ubject of Discusai;m
at Next Meeting of Con-
- servation Body.

BASELESS RUMORS

Talk About Status of Women
Workers Hearsay, Says Dr.
A. H. Abbott.

Female Jabor in munition plants in
Toronto will be the chief subjects of
discussion at the next meeting of the
provineinl conservation committee,
which will be held in the parliament
bufldings on Wednesday morning of
next weck at 10.80 a.m. A lengthy re-
vort following investigation of Toron-
to munition pants by the secretary
will ‘be presented.

While Dr. A. H. Abbott, secretary of
the committee, would not state what
was contained in the report, it is un-
derstood that it indicates that many of
the rumors current regarding inade-
ouate wages for women workers and
the supposed unwillingness of employ-
ers to hire women, have little founda-
tion in fact. What action, {f any, the
committoe will decide to take on the
hasis of the facts as revealed in the
report remains for the committee to
decide.

Constitution and organization for the
committee's branches thruout the pro-
vince will also be discussed. It is pos.
sible that no definite hard and fast
O;T’n.nizauon will he adopted, but that
existing Red Cross and other patriotic
organizations will" be asked to co-
operate with the provinecial commitiec
for the furtherance of its patriotic
alms without alteration of their pres-
ent constitutions. This would be in
keeping with the act authorizing the
committee, which directs that it shall
work thru existing organizations.

“There are many erroneous ideas
current,” said Dr. Abbott, speaking of
the status of women workers in mu-
nition plants, “My own conviction has
been for some time that a good Acal
of the talk about munition plants and
1he attitude of employers has been just
hearsay. The committee cannot work
on hearsay.”

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EYES AND TEETH
CAUSE HEADACHE

Pains in the head may be due to a
large variety of ailments in many
parts of the body.

KAISER HEARTLESS
AS HISTORY SHOWS

Heaped Insults Upon His
Father, Even After He
Was Dead.

DROVE MOTHER AWAY

Empress Frederick Obliged to
Leave the Palace Which
Was Home.

Those who remember the kaiser’s
conduct when his grandfather died in
March, 1888, are searcely surprised at
his hatred of England and his heart-
lessness today. Every sort of mental
annoyance was inflicted upon his fa-
ther, the luckless Emperor Frederick,
who only reigned 99 days, and every-
one was in terror when Willlam came
to see his father, lest he should sug-
gest that he become regant.

It was when Frederick died In June
of 1888, however, that Prince Willlam
showed his true character. As soon
&8s the emperor had drawn his Iast
pbreath, he doutled tke guard around
the new palace at Potsdam, whera the
dead man lay, and allowed no one to
leave or enter. He then declared that
all the property of ‘hose wiichin, his
mother, sisters and attendants, was
confiscated for a time, and persmally
“went thru” their bedrooms, boudoirs,
cupboards, desxs, strong-box2s and
other receptacles.

Wanted a Diary.

The reason for this search of his
mother’'s home was that his father was
said to bhave kept a dctalled diary, one
volume of which proved conclusively
that the whele German Emperor idea
was originated by Frederick, As !lis-
marck had arrogated to himself all
the credit for this, he had instilled into
William the necessity of confiscating
all the volumes for fear of state se-
crets being revealed.

He told his mother's officials ihat
now he was master, and only his or-
Aers were to be obeyed. He tore up
the list of persons who might be ad-
mitted to look for the last tim2 on the
dead emperor, which the Empress
Trederick had given to her chamber-
lain, and substitut?d an order for the
admission of high army officers. In
fact, ‘he heaped insults upon his dead
father and his living mother.

When the Empress Frederick left
her home three months later for good,
she is reported to have said to her
servants and officials: “If you ever
went to see your old mistress again
you must_come to Berlin. where I will
malie you welcome. May palsy strike
my foot if ever I thrust it over this
threshold again.”

€he is said never ngain to have en-
tered the nalace in which most of her
womanhood had been passed.

IWRIGHTS GIVEN CREDIT

FR FRST AEROPANE

Griffith Brewer Lauds Work of
Brothers at London
Meeting.

PRAISE FOR KITCHENER

Lord Northcliffe Tells of At-
tempt to Rob Aviators of
Patents.

LONDON, July.~The fourth Wilbur
Wright memonrial lecture on ‘““The Life
and Work of Wilbur Wright” was given
by Griffith Brewer under the auspices
of the Aeronautical Soclety of Great Bri-
tain at the Roya1 Soctety of Art. Lord
Mo chai, .

Lord Montagu said he was sure the
audience would wish him to express his
own and their sympathy with the rela-
tions of Lord Kitchener in the catas-
trophe which had occurred. Lord
chener had the foresight—rare in
country—to see at the outbreak of war
where the war was leading and to pro-
vide for the necessities of the war. He
would never be forgotten in that urct.
If he had died now in the height of his
fame and power it was at mg rate a
noble death. He had died as he would
have wished to have died—in the service
of his country.

Turning to the subject of his lecture,
Lord Montagu said that most of the work
of real value to mankind was dome out-
side official circles and b{' private in-
dividuals, and it was nearly always op-

sed at its outset by by the pure sci
ists and by the government department.
The Wrights, in common with others of
the same character and type, had the
wonderful quality which we called intul-
tion. They not at their disposal any
v great means of looking at their
problem from a ely scientific point
of view. The Wrights were inspired by
the single idea of flying and they suc-
ittt Brewer dbsoriby boyh

rewer ed the ood
of Wilbur, born eight miles east of New-
castle, Indiana, and not, as often stated,
and as was the case with Orville, at Day-
ton, Ohio. The son of a bishop and orig-
inafly intended for the church, Wilbur
soon showed literary talent and joined
his brother in the conduct of various
1oumlutlc ventures, They subsequent-
y added to their printing business the
manufacture of bicycles, which earned a
gut reputation for the excellence of

Aitho the brothers h

o0 the brothers had from their ear
childhood taken a keen interest in thz
possibilities of human flight, it was not
until 1896, when Wilbur was twenty-nine,
that they took up the problem seriously,
Wilbur was never tired of praisi the
work of Lilienthal and of James String-
fellow, one of the founder members of
the Aeronautical Society, The Wrights
first studled all the books, then tested
the data of Lilienthal and other author-
ities by building man-carrying gliders
and risking their lives. Having fiscover-
ed, after two years’ outdoor experience
in the air, that the very axioms on which
the art of flight reclined were, some cor-
rect, some inaccurate and some absolute-
ly false, they began a long series of lab-
celeniic Banmer thade. thoussde™ )

nner made ousands of
tests with models of various forms of
curved planes in a little wind-tunnel,
and tabulated thousands of readings
which, even today, give equally efficient
results to the more elaborate tables since
pro%ared by learned institutions,

The lecturer then described the experi-
ments of the brothers at Kitt wk
and the Kill Devils Hill in North Caro-
lina, during which they made many suc-
cessful flights and studied the flights of
buzzards. On one occasion re-
mained in the air for ten minutes 1
second, merely gliding against an up-
cu{:mfit' had b et

o lHcense ever been refused under
the British Wright patents, and at the
present time no impediment existed for
the free use of the invention for manufac.
turers to make machines for the British
army or navy-——the only real market for
aeroplanes in Great Britain, The friend-
ly action brought against the British

vernment for infringement had been
settled, in view of the war, by the small-
est sum compatible with real recogni-
tion. Germany and Austria also used
the invention—without having paid for it.
Lord Northcliffe, on hearing of the terms
of settlement, had written: *“I think
ht has behaved more than gen-
erously—nobly, in fact.”” No one should
attempt to allot any particular portion
of the great discovery to one or other of
the brothers—they worked in perfect uni-

son.

Lord Northeliffe said Mr. Brewer was
thru all the great struggles of the Wright
patents and a devoted friend of those
most modest inventors. The speaker
described the astonishment when Wikhur
first flew in France. He remembered
that first aeroplane. It was very rough,
very simple. The motor was not only
one of very small power, but also from
the point of view'of modern flying ma-
chinés verv crude., But the rights
“new that their machine could fly. They
took no risks. Bvery part of that ma-
chine was perfectly made from the prac-
tical point of view,

Lord Northeliffe continued: After more
than & hundred years of experiments
with aeroplanes these two brothers were
“he firgt two peonle in the world who
made a machine to fly and flew it. 1
make that remark amphatically because
thers {8 onn penart of the matter to
which Griffith Brewer d4id not eall at-
tention, and that is the attempt of peonle
to rob the Wright brothers of the priority

1 have closely followed
the history of the hundred years of aero-
plane experiments, end I have the un-
swerving conviction that the credit of
the first flying aeroplane is due to the
Wright vrothers, and, from the point of
practical flying, to nobody else. I know
that these words of mine will go across
the Atlantie. I believe that they will
assist in stopping the spread of the
insidious suggestion that the Wrights did
not invent the aeroplane.

I never knew a more simple, unaffected
trio than Wilbur. Orville and. Catherine
Wright. After they had been in Burope
a few weeks they became world heroes,
and when they went to Pau their demou-
~trations were witnessed by thousands
from all parts of Burope-—by kiugs and
jesser men—but I don’t think the excite-
ment and interest &oducod by their
extrordinary feats any effect upon
that simple American tnio. I had from
Catherine Wright a short time 0 just
the same simple kind of letter the one
friend. writes to another, and the onl
remark she made about the great wo
they had done was to call my attention
tn two or three of these American at-
tempts to denrive the brothers of the
eredit which be ed to them.

Language of Instruction.

For example,
it is contrary to natural law and justice,
for it to deprives subjects of Catholic and
French origin of their right and privilege
to have their school rates applied in the
best way for the education of their child-
ren, it rests upon the absurity, for
universal experience shows that a child’s
m tongue is the best medium for
thought between pupil and teacher,
Sir John Simon proceeded to argue
that the regulation prejudically affected
the right or privilege granted by the laws
of the vince and guaranteed by the
Ast of Confederation, and submittecf’ that
the resPondents ‘were not entitled to an
injunction, and d‘?lskms of the courts
below therefore were wrong. Counsel
then dealt with the acts under which the
schools were established and remarked

t the question how the schools were to
be conducted was one in which the
French-Canadian population, which form-
ed the majority of citizens. evinced the.
greatest interest,

In continuing the argument Sir John
Simon contsnded regulation 17, 1813,
and more especizally regulation 18, 193,
some re-
spects completely abridged snd re-
voked rights and privileges which (-
tholic citizens and those of French
origin in the province from 1841 to
1867 and sincé had enjoyed.

Justice Lennox in his judgment had
declared regulation 17 intra vires, both
of the department and the legislature,
and granted a perpetual mandatory
injunction againet the appellant board
to enforce in entirety the regulation in
all the schools under control.

German -War Expert Considers
Crucial Stage of War
at Hand.

GRUDGING ADMISSIONS

Anglo-French Gains Not Yet
Acknowledged to Be Deci-
sive Successes.

BERLIN, July 7.—The military
correspondent of The Zeitung Am Mit-
tag, commenting on tke war situation,
writes:

“The fighting on all fronts is in-
creasing in extent and violence. Thae
cnemy everywhere is attempting to
throw fresh troops into the struggle,
which seems to be approaching nearer
and nearer its maximum intensity.
The mightiest exertions are being
made on all sides to force a decision
and the tension can scarcely become
higher.” ?

After summarizing the official re-
ports the correspondent continues:

“It still is too early for a final ver-
dict upon the situation, as the
siruggles on the principal fronts still
are in progress. The (Germans, how-
ever, hitherto have been able to hold

{up the enemy’s advance on the west

as well as on the south and east.
Neither British, French, Russians
nor Italians have attained large or
decisive successes, while in places
whete the central powers have as-
sumed the offensive, as in Volhynia
and south of the Dniester, their op-
erations have been conducted with
success.”
Situation in East.

The correspondent devotes relatively
more space to the combats on the east
front than to those on the west, de-
claring that the Russian attacks
against Field Marshal Von Hinden-
burg, Prince Leopold and Count Both-
mer give every evidence, from the ex-
tent and masses of the troops employ -
ed, that an offensive on a large scale
is contemplated. He adds that tho
fighting along Von Hindenburg’'s front
still is in progress, but asserts that the
attack against Prince Leopold's armies
appears to have been finally and dc-
cisively repulsed with the heaviest
losses.

The fighting continues on the upper
Styr, he says, and the Russians were
able to cross the river ond gain a foot-
hold in one place, but the counter-ag-
tack already has begun. The Russians
were thrown back in Volhynia and on
the Stripa front, he concluded, and the
victory at Tlumach, south of the
Dniester, is increasing in extent,

AWAIT MOVE AT SALONIKI.
The Attitude of Roumania s
Watchful.
LONDON, July 7.—Roumania, it is said
here, is awaiting some move by the en-
tente forces at Saloniki. The near east
is interested in the battles thruout the
Caucasus and Megopotamia. No news
has been received recently from the
British army in Mesopotamia, but it is
believed inactivity has been camsed by
the great heat.

GREEK KING PREPARED
10 FIGHT THE ALLIES

Zaimis and Prince Nicholas Saved
Him From His
Folly.

DRAMATIC SITUATION

Greece Decided to Bow to Ulti-
matum Only at the
Eleventh Hour.

LONDON, July 7.—The Morning
Post’s Athens correspondent, in a
malled despatch, referring to the
threat uttered by M. Skouloudis, then
premier, when interviewed by an Ita-
lian correspondent, to resist the de-
mand of the allies, says:

“This resistance was actually pre-
pared with the king’s personal sanc-
tion, and on the day the ultimatum
was handed in the same government
which at 1 p.m. returned this docu-
ment to the allied legations on - tha
ground that the cabinet had already
resigned and therefore was no longer
competent to receive it, at 2 p.m. or-
dered out a force of infantry and ar-
tillery to repel an Anglo-French land-
ing at Phalerum and Pirazus.

“It is difficult to imagine a more
demented act with troops in the offing
and ships ready to support their land-
ing. Fortunately for King Constan-
tine and his dynasty, M. Zaimis on the
one hand and Prince Nicholas on the
other, persuaded his majesty in time
to abandon this senselers plan of his
‘responsible’ advisers and give his un-
conditional acceptance of the allies’
demands.”

FORD TO UNDERTAKE
ANOTHER PEACE TRIP?

Rev. Dr. Aked and Emily Balch
Will Use Persuasion.

STOCKHOLM, July 7.—Rev. Dr.
Charles F. Aked and Miss Emily Baleh,
American delegates to the neutral
conference for continuous mediation,
which is the outgrowth of Henry
Ford's peace expedition, and has been
sitting in Stockholm, sailed for home
today on the Frederik 8. VIIL to con-
sult with Mr, Ford regarding further
work for peace, Several proposals
concerning the future activities of the
conference have been discussed here,
but the delegates think the final de-
cision should be made by Mr. }ord.
One suggestion is to combine the con-
ference with the peace forces recently
organized in the United States.

Immediately there is great commotion.
The anxiety of the German officials to

The
s:lat.lon is closed and everybody is search-
ed. .

Incidentally every letter and docunient
found in possession of any of the travel-
erHatselzed,

at is only one of the means em loy -
-ed by the Germans to prevent comr:unl-
cation between the unfortunate Belgian
people and the outside world, The ser-
vice of the postoffice is very regular for
the occupied territory, but no letters are
allowed from abroad, even from Switzer-
land. There are private couriers whé,
for large sums and at great risk, under-
take to bring in letters that have been
handed to them at the frontier. The Ger-
mans, however, as shown, are very in-
genious in discovering these couriers.
Then imprisonment or a heavy fine, per-
haps death, is the penalty.

Following the seizure of such letters,
the Germans have a peculiar means of
mental torture for the persons addressed.
A police official with an air of mystery
takes a letter to its destination. If it is
accepted, arrest and punishment follows.

SHOT FIRED BY WEST
WAS NOT DELIBERATE

Jury Finds (that Gunner Elliott,
Kingston, Met’ His Death By
Accident.

BULLET SPLIT IN HALF

Gunner West, Who Did the
Shooting, Was Former Tor-
onto Man, ’

Bpecial to The Toronto World,

KINGSTON, Ont.,,' July 7.—That Gun-
ner Russell Elliott, Peterboro, a member
of the 74th Battery, came to his death b
being accidentally shot by Sentry Josep
West in the discharge of his duties, wa,
the verdict rendered tonight by a jury
sitting before Coroner Dr. D. E. Mundell,
Gunner West, who did the shooting, is 19
years old, and his home is in Toronto,
He enlisted here three weeks ago, and
officers say that he has proved himeself
a fine soldier,

The evidence showed that Elliott came
to the barracks late last night with two
other members of his battery, and that
his two comrades produced their late
passes on being challenged, but that
Ellfott refused to come up to the sentry
with his. Following out military orders,
he then fired on Elliott.

The evidence showed that the bullet
was not fired deliberately at Elljott, as
it was found by medical men that the
bullet broke Into two pieces before hit-
ting Elliott, one plece going into his fore-
arm and the other into hig side. This
showed conclusively that West did not
deliberately shoot at Elligtt.

West attended the inquest under mili~
tary escort, but did not tell his story of
the shooting. T. J. Rigney was present
on his behalf. All thru the trying ordeal
he bore up well, but almost fainfed
whene the coroner-asked the jury if they
had agreed upon a veredict,

Gunner Elllott wag 26 years old, and
was preparing to take the rank of sad-
dler-sergeant. Two brothers of the dead
soldier are in khaki, Lance-Corp. Lewis
H, Elllott and Pte, E. Gordon Elliott of
the 93rd Battalion, now encamped at Bar-
riefield camp here.
