might he well to have a little discus­
sion respecting the use of private cars 
by ministers of the Dominion and pro­
vincial governments. All our political 
parties are tarred with the. same stick 
so far as the use of these cars la con­
cerned. so the discussion should not 
involve any party politics. The first 
objection we have to the use of these 
carq is the fact that they sometimes 
place members of the government un­
der great obligations to private cor­
porations. The car, It Is true, belongs 
to the government, but the railway 
company changes the equivalent of 
eighteen first-class fares -for hauling 
a private car in the case of pçlvate 
individuals. But in the case of cabinet 
ministers no money is collected. Every 
minister, we hear, is handed with bis 
seals of office a little card from each 
railway company, with this touching 
legend thereon:

Pass Honorable------ , his car and
party.
A minister of the crown, Dominion 

or provincial who has a private car 
hauled from Ottawa or Toronto to 
Vancouver and back by the Canadian 
Pacific Railway Company free of 
charge, receives from that company 
not three thousand dollars in cash but 

’ its equivalent. He may not be influ­
enced thereby and he might not be 
improperly influenced by a straight 
cash gift But there' is a prejudice 
against public officials receiving gifts 
from private corporations, just as there 
is a prejudice against "judges on the 
bench or jurymen receiving money 
from litigants. ‘‘Mr. Squeers,” we are 
told, “had but one eye, and the popu­
lar prejudice runs in favor of two.” 
So the popular prejudice runs in favor 
of jflibtic officials paying their* own 
way or having their way paid for them 
by the government.

No one questions the propriety of 
the prime minister traveling in a pri­
vate car. As we like to see the gover­
nor-general travel in state because he 
is the titular ruler of the country, so 
tihe public do not object to the real 
ruler, the prime minister, being accord- 

j ed a certain dignity. In making a pro­
gress thruout the country a private car 

j or even a private train at times might 
not be out of place. But here, as in ttihe 
United States, the bill should be paid 
by the government. Ministers of the 
crown crossing the continent on pub­
lic business may often need a private 
car. Sir Henry Drayton and his col­
leagues on the tariff commission 
needed one undoubtedly, the members 
of the railway commission need one, 
but they should all be paid for out of 
the public treasury.

People do object, however, to a pri­
vate car being hitched on a train to 
bring a minister for social purposes 
from Toronto to Oshawa or from 
Ottawa to Brockville, and the like of 
that. They1 Object still more when 
these privaté cars are sent about the 
country for'jthe convenience of a news­
paper correspondent or to bring juve­
nile- guests to a children’s party.

Washington, Dec. 6.—Favorable re*’ 
port on the Johnson bill prohibiting 
immigration Into the United States for 
a~ period of two .years was ordered 
today by the house immigration com­
mittee.

GERMAN SITUATION.

Editor World : May I be allowed to 
correct one of the statements in your 
report of my remarks at the Open 
Forum? In paragraph three you report 
me as saying that "The poverty and 
shortage of food which the country (Ger­
many! was now experiencing would very 
likely drive the people to war again,"

This statement is entirely erroneous 
and not what I said. I said that the 
m.litarist spirit in Germany was so 
greatly weakened and so unpopular that 
only one conceivable thing could revive 
it—namely, pressure from outside so 
severe as to persuade the people that 
even war would be less terrible than 
peace. I did not say that "the feeling 
of the people was that something must 
be done if only to show the nations of 
the world that the peace treaty could 
not be adhered to.” My own impression 
was that in view of the great difficul­
ties involved, the present democratic 
German government is making a very 
creditable attempt to carry out the treaty 
so far as it is possible. The collection 
of rifles formerly held by the civilian 
population is not the action of a ‘‘desper­
ate’’ government to protect itself against 
the people, but the fulfilment of one of 
the terms of the Spa agreement.

You also attribute to me the state­
ment that "the independent and majority 
socialists were strongly in control of the 
reichstag." While the majority social­
ists were in power before June of this 
year, the government is now directed 
by other groups. It is not fax to class 
the two pgrties together, 
radical difference in principles does 
not allow them to join or co-operate. The 
German majority socialists supported the 
war, the independents opposed it; the 
majority socialists are conservative and 
correspond more or less with the Brit­
ish Labor party; the independents are 
radical and Marxian, arid a considerable 
proportion of them have decided to unite 
with the third (Moscow) international.

I hope that, with your usual fairness, 
you will publish this correction. Hi 
opinion the likelihood of further military 
aggression on the part of Germany is 
extremely small. In the whole of Central 
Europe it

J. J. Little stated that more use could 
have been made of the money received 
by the board. "We do not need thesi 
fancy fittings in our schools or these 
domestic science and manual training 
rooms, which could be substitute by a 
fifth and sixth grade.”

Advocates Manual Training.
To this Mr. Wilcox stated that, In his 

opinion, everybody should know 
thing regarding manual training. 
Cornish then asked if the people were 
to be bailiffed out of the’ir homes to pay 
school taxes. “This is a thickly-popu­
lated section of the township,” he con­
tinued, "and some relief from the heavy 
taxes should be instantly secured.” Mr. 
Wilcox agreed that they were heavy, but 
the orBy relief in sight tv as to wait un­
til surrounding sections were assessed. 
This statement was hotly resented, and 
more questions resulted.

Regarding relief from heavy taxation, 
Mr. Wilcox said that it was up to the 
ratepayers to attend the council meet­
ings and back them up. Previous to the 
tax question, other business was dis­
cussed, including the erection of Hydro 
poies on three of the Falrbank streets.

1919, at a total cost of $128,044; 66 
in 1920, at a total cost of $265,226.

or in the early spring of 1921, at an 
estimated total of $92.000. The grand 
total amounts to $482,270 to date.

•No more applications for loans 
can be received by the commission, 
owing to the fact that the grant al­
lowed by the provincial government, 
$500,000, ils practically allotted. Of 
the total 129 loans grant*. 114 were 
granted to returned soldiers, the com­
missioners favoring men who enlist­
ed during the war. The work of the 
York township housing commission, 
it was pointed out, was only sur­
passed by two or possibly three 
housing boards thruout the province 
of Ontario.

The annual meeting of the A A. U. 
of C. is to be held in Winnipeg on the 
10th and 11th Inst.

He 
will present the following report for his 
association :

In presenting this; our first report 
since renewing our affiliation with the 
A. A. -U. of-C., as representative of this 
association, I beg to submit a brief sum­
mary of the activities and business com­
pleted during the current year.

Some 200 cards have been issued to 
bicycle riders during the past year and 
competitions have been held In numerous 
towns and cities thruout Canada.

The usual championships at the gift of 
this association were held and there was 
also an added interest in connection with 
the Dominion championships, as the win­
ners were selected to attend the Olympic 
games at Antwerp in August last. Messrs. 
Norman Webster, Harold BounsaM, Herb 
MacDonald, Willie TayJor and Harry Lar- 
tln were the representatives selected from 
competitions covering two months, the 
final trial of which was a 100-mile race 
held at Exhibition track in the city of 
Toronto, on July 10, 1920.

The above bicycle riders we consider 
are the equal of any competitors fin the 
world, but from reports we haVe re­
ceived, we beg to point out that flhe 
track on which the championships were 
held, was a motorcycle track rather than 
a bicycle track, and this placed our rep­
resentatives at a very derided disad­
vantage.

fair chance, we believe, and rightly so, 
that our riders would have made a much 
better showing for Canada at the Olympic 
games.

It Is our intention during the present 
convention to call together the represen­
tatives from the different provinces in 
Canada, with a view of extending our 
activities during the coming year to cover 
all provinces in the Dominion, and the 
representative who has the honor of 
presenting this report has full power and 
authority to promulgate any suggested 
agreements which will further the in­
terests of cycling thruout our territory.

In closing, we would like to bring to 
your attention the fact that when the 
Canadian Wheelmen’s Association renew­
ed their affiliation with your body, we 
struck out from our constitution all rights 
as to the control of professional bicycling 
in the Dominion of Canada, and we would 
like to add that we have not found this 
a ■ prejudice to the welfare of sport in 
Canada. If we are not going too far, 
we might suggest to other organizations 
who might have had some controversy 
with the governing body, that we think 
it would be of benefit to these organiza­
tions to do the same as our association 
has done and waive all right* as regards 
the control of professionalism in sport. , _

He touched particularly the farmers 
expressed opinions,-which declared free 
trade to be the salvation of the pro­
ducer from the soil, the solution of the 
problem of rural depopulation, and which 
further charged Canadian manufacturers 
tilth price-fixing.

Free trade, he stated, in answer to 
these arguments, would mean the ruin 
of countless manufacturing towns, and 
the consequent disappearance of a large ' 
settion of the farmer’s present marKet, 
thus forcing him to offer hts grain in 
competition to countries already ade­
quately supplied. Rural depopulation, 
furthermore, could not be attributed to 
the tariff, as free trade England was 
experiencing tjlis phenomenon, 
hxing, finally, had positively not been 
attained by the Canadian manufacturer. 
H&f would pay any man, he declared, a 
large salary if he would dispose of his 
factory’s product at the present time for 
a price netting the barest surplus.

Necessity for Protection.
Mr. Davis referred to Premier Drury’s 

recent reference .to the CanadlaiT manu­
facturer as narrow-minded. The pre­
mier, Mr. Davie pointed out, admitted 
Ills belief in a tariff for revenue, while 
the Qianufacturers based their arguments 
upon the necessity for protection. Any 
narrow-mindedness, he concluded, would 
appear to rest with the farmer class.

UNION STOCK YARDS, WEST TORONTO I Magazine Anomaly.
An anomaly In the present regulations 

■Covering the importation of magazines 
-Ik* periodicals was pointed out by Mr. 
L. Davis, chairman of the magazine 
section of the Canadian National News­
paper Association. Publications, he 
stated, were admitted duty free, while 
raw paper was dutiable to an extent of 
25 per cent If the magazines were sub­
jected even to the duty which the raw 
paper in their manufacture Justified, the 
government would, Mr. Davis pointed 
out. realize a considerable revenue.
/ The witness quoted figures showing the 
importation of American publications, 
exclusive of those brought in on sub­
scription lists, to have Increased from 
$881.000 in 1912 to $2,010,000 in 1920. He 
pointed to the danger of the ideals, an­
tagonistic both to the British nation and 
Canadian standards, toy which many ofl 
these periodicals were , actuated, 
argued, therefrom, the desirability of 
fostering national literary magazines.

Mr. Davis submitted In support of his 
argument some 50 American magazines, 
of which the contents were predomin­
antly ’’risque,” or otherwise undesLraBe

Hereto­
fore It had been generally assumed th^ft 
India would continue to export wheat 
despite acute shortage of food suppl.es 
in some districts. Bulls made much 
also of congressional enactment touching 
rural products, and of foreign political 
complications, as well as advices of rainy 
weather likely to delay harvesting in 
Australia and Argent.na. Gossip that 
export interests in the United States 
were not following today’s advances in 
.prices appeared to have no effect. Late 
denials that buying of Australian wheat 
had been for India were likewise prac­
tically ignored.

Corn and oats were strengthened by 
the action of wheat and by elevator pur­
chases of the December delivery of com. 
Notice was taken, too, of a decrease in 
the com visible supply total, and of 
some foreign buying of May delivery. Pro­
visions rose with grain notwithstanding 
weakness in the hog market.

La' At the afternoon session of the 
royal commission of university fin­
ances yesterday, the Hon. Mr. Justice 
Maeten, president of the Alumni As­
sociation of the University of Tor­
onto, made representations on behalf 
of that body, which, he explained, 
in#uded in its membership, 25,000 
graduates and former students of the 
university 18,000 of whom were resi­
dent In the Province of Ontario.

Mr. Justice Masten referred briefly 
to four points which had been men­
tioned in President Falconer’s mem­
orandum. The first ~>vas the funda­
mental need of increased facilities so 
that the development of the provincial 
university, as demanded by the peo­
ple, might not be stayed. The alumni, 
deeply concerned as they were In a)l 
matters of education and progress, 
felt, he said, that a very grave crisis 
faced their alma mater when only pre­
war facilities existed to meet the 
greatly increased demands of the new 
era in education. The second point 
emphasized was that lest the “quality” 
of education be lost to sheer “quan­
tity,” better facilities for post-gradu­
ate and research work should be pro­
vided and the university must be de­
veloped at the top. The third was 
that if the standards of the university 
are to be maintained, salaries for the 
staff commensurate with those paid in 
similar walks of life, must be .pro­
vided. The fourth was to express full 
accord with' the position asserted by 
the Federated Colleges.

War Memorial Fund.
In proof of his statement that it 

■was In the interests of the proyince 
that organization of the alumni be 
lacllltated, Justice Masten instanced 
what the association had done in the 
(past two years toward indirect finan­
cial assistance to the provincial uni­
versity. A war memorial fund, which 
•now totalled $336,457, had been rais­
ed and part of this was now being 
used for loaning without interest to 
students who had returned from the 
war unable to complete their courses 
without financial assistance.' 
year $37,447 had been loaned to 162 
students, and this year already $42,- 
426 had been advanced to 188 stu­
dents. When the need for assisting

The special committee appointed by 
the Joint conference of the Independent 
Labor Party, which met in Toronto on 
Nov. 20 to confer with the provincial 
government on means to be employed to 
cope with the serious out-of-work pro­
blem which continues to steadily grow 
more acute, was accorded a highly sat­
isfactory Interview yesterday afternoon 
in the legislative building in Queen's 
Park.

The deputation was received by the 
Hon. E. C. Drury, prime minister; Hon.
Mr. Biggs, minister of public works, and 
Hon. Walter Rollo, minister of labor,- 
and was composed as follows : Maydr 
MacBride, M.L.A., Brantford; George H.
Hale row, M.L.A., East Hamilton; Frank 
Greenlaw, M.L.A., St. Catharines; Sgt.- 
Major McNamara, M.L.A., Toronto,2 and 
Jos. T. Marks, provincial secretary.. Dr.
H. A. Stevenson, M.L.A., London, who 
was in the city, accompanied the dele­
gation.

On opening the proceedings, the prime 
minister referred to the statements 
which had appeared in the daily press 
under big headlines erroneously fore­
shadowing a rupture of the friendly re­
lations Jhat have existed between the 
U.F.O. and the I.L.P., altogetner at vari­
ance with the remarks he had made 
while addressing a Chatham audience.
He was given warm assurance by mem­
bers of the deputation that they fully, 
sympathized with him, and, as one of 
them said : "The premier’s remarks were 
exactly in line with a speech he had 
delivered at the banquet tendered to the 
provincial cabinet, and the Labor mem­
bers of the legislature, by Toronto labor 
bodles, early in the year, end assurancc- 
was given that the Labor group lookeu 
forward to a continuance of the friendly 
relations with the government which uad 
resulted so advantageously to the people 
of the province at large.
