There are many evidences in and about
the city which ehow clearly that St. John
ie not going behind in point of commer-
cial development. Probably one of the
most, striking illustrations of the present
moment is the construction of a mammoth
coal pocket at the end of the North Wharf
for the Dominion Coal Company. ‘I'me
structure, which is now rapidly nearing
sompletion, is being erected by Fairbanks,
Morse & Co., of Chicago, the work being
in charge of William Underwood, ' the
company’s foreman. ¥ b

The building was commenced on August
W, and, it is expected, will be completed
und in operation by the first of November.

The structure measures 260 feet long, 38

“teet wide and 56 feet high, from  the
wharf line. The substructure consiste of
a modern framework of No. 1 yellow pine,
jtalcing about 35,000 feet, the main poste,
which are of 12 x 12 in. material, being re-
inforced with 6 x 12 in. stuff, heavily sway-
braced and bolted together. The pocket,
which will have a capacity of ‘5,000 tons,
will be divided into three large pockets
and will be fitted with seventeen outlets
on the water side for the coaling of tugs
and lighters, and. the same number on the
opposite sire for loading carts for local
trade. These will be fitted with the Fair-
banks and Moree patent outlet gates, the
time required for coaling a eart, includ-
ing the raising and lowering of the gate,
being one half to threequarters of a min-
ute. T4 il be coaled at the rate

mingte.

100 feet higher hhan the roof
of 'the pocket and constructed bo travel
from one end of the bunilding 4o the other
that the different hatches may be reached
without moving the vessel. In each tower
will be placed a' 100 horse power steam
boiler and a four-cylinder, fifty-horse pow-
er engine. The buge towers will travel
on a reguler 'mailroad track, the rails be-
éagof‘bhereguhrw&ightdmllhgstock,
and placed 28 feet apart. They will be
fitted with sixteen wheels on . either side,
the same size and weight as those used on
wodern railroad cars, and will be operated
by an electric motor.

Conmected with each tower will be a
thirty ton coal pocket, into which coal is
dumped when hoisted from the vessel.
“4from each tower will be suspended a
large beam overhanging the harbor for
70 feet. Built from this beam will be a
/threeton clam-shell bucket which is drop-
ped to the vessel, filling iteelf by means of
ettached machinery. The bucket @ which
travels on a cable is estimated to make a
trip once every minute and thus the two
towers will hoist six tons a minute or 360
tons every hour. The coal taken from the
pocket in these fast travelling towers is
first transferred to five ton cars and dis-
tributed to different parts of the main
building. The towers, as already stated,
are kept in motion by electricity, but with
an endless cable with grip attached, simil-
ar to the modern cable-car. -

This may appear Small in view of the
constant reports of 25 and 30 bushel aver-
dges, but over against these high figures
must be set 12 and 15 bushels averages which

Looked at dispassionately, even 80,000,000
busihels is an enormoug increase over last
year in proportion to the acreage, apd is
moreover a higher average than  has been
produced in any year over so extended a
territory.

The acreage estimate of the Manitoba and
Territorial governments is a little over three
.and three-quarter millions, but the Free
Press considers thig too low by at least 234 -
403 acres, although ecven that figure is an
increase of 382,342 over the previous year.
The Free Press estimate of 4,000,000 acres
gives an increase of 616,750 over 1904 for |
wheat alone, or congiderably more than |
half a million acres, an almost unprecedent-
ed record.

The yield of 20 or 21 bushecls per, acre,
which now seems fairly assured is greater
hy two bushels per acre, than the average |
vield of Manitoba for twenty and the Terri-
torieg for ten years. .

In making estimates of average yields, it
must be borme in mind tbat much of the
jand in Manitoba has boen {n crop from
twelve to fifteen years and a_ goodly portion
of it for twenty years.

GETTING IRON
UNDER THE SEA

Nova Scotia Steel and Coal-Co.
Gets Large Submarine Area.
(Halifax Chronicle.)

Numerous j graphs have appeared re-
cently regarding the extension of the iron

ore dands of the Nova Scotia Steel and |

Coal Company. We haye copied the fol-
lowing from a $St. John’s Nfid., paper, as
it may be of interest to our readers: “Hon.
J. 8. Pitts, who left here on Sunday last,

has gone to Montreal to attend a meeting ||

there of the directors of the Nova Scotia
Steel and Coal Company, to set on foot
operations to develop the recently acduired
submarine ore deposits at Bell Island. The
comparyy has just purchased these exten-
sive areas on the north side of Bell Island,
as the ore beds on the island were begin-
ning to run short. The company had six
million tons and was excavating at the
tate of half a million tons a year, so the
life of the terranean areas was but twelve
years. The engineers of the company esti-
mate these submarine areas to’ contain
three or four times as much ore as has
been  found on the whole of Bell 1sland, or
150,000,000 tons in all. It is certain that
the ore extends under the waters of
the bay, and thefactis that ore is now
being mined by the Nova Scotias Company
below the sea level. The company’s en-
gineers have been capéfully looking into
the question and they are convinced that
the ore will be found to continue in the
submarine aveas. The work so far carried
on has proved that the estimate originally
made by R. E. Chambers, M. E., as to the
quantity of ore is practically correct. The
Scotia Company has, in its land areas at
Wabana, more ore unworked thn the
new blast furnace at Sydney Mines can
use in thirty years, although-the capacity
of the furnace is more than double that of
the Ferona furnace. As megards the cost
of ¢perating these submarine areas the en-
gineers estimate that ore in these marine
arcas can be got out at a cost of only a
few cents per ton more than the present
ore from the tunderground areas on’ the
istand. The Scotia Company now has a
very extensive plant, including a shipping
pier, tramway, etc.; already established on
the island, and is in a position to mine
this ore without the large initial cost which
would have to be incurred by a new com-
pany undertaking the work. The Scotia
Company has purchased the arveas at this
particular time because they feel that you
cannot have too much of a.good thing.

CANADA'’S
SURPLUS

This Year It Will Reach Nearly
$8,000,000 - - - The State-
ment in Detail.

" Ottawa, Oct. 6—(Special)—The Cana-

last fiscal year, was $7,871,320. This is
shown by the financial statement for
1904-5, which was issued today. It is a
little below the estimate made by Hon.
Mr. Fielding in his budget speech, when
he predicted a surplus of about $9,000,000.

The revenue last year was $71,180,626,
which is half a million greater than the
amount collected the year before. Hon.
Mr. Fielding estimated the probable rev-
enue at $71,250,000. The expenditure dur-
ing the year was $63,300,305 against an es-
timate in the budget speech of $62,250,000

of $55,612,832.

The expenditure ~on capital -account
amounted to $15,441,403, which is $4,392,-
200 more than in the previous year, Mr.
Fielding’s estimate was for a capital ex-
penditure of $12,500,000.

The debt is increased $5,349,113 against
an estimate of $1,250,000

The customs revenue showed an increase
of $731,037; post office an increase of $473,-
047; public works, an increase cf $422.1.:3.
Excise collections declined to the extent
of %53;2,233 and the miscellaneous account
declined '$743,166.

The principal items of increase in ex-
penditure on capital account are public
works, railways and canals, $9,840,028, an
increase of < $4,007,075; bounties, $2,234,-
685, an increase of $1,104,643.

For railway subsidies the amount paid
was $1,275,629, or $771,248 less than the
year previous.

The principal items of revenue for the
last two years compared were as follows:

There was an increase of $5,750,438 in
the circulation of dominion notes.

For the first three months of the pres-
enf year the vevenue has been $18,102,473,
an increase of $1,033,398 over the same
period last year, and the expenditure on
revenue account has been $10,776,015, an
increase of - $1,789,677.

For September the revenue was $6,657,-
122, an increase of $285,192, and the ex-
penditure was $5,469,769, an increase of
$1,721,489.

The expenditure on capital account for
the first threee months this yéar was $2,-
223,226, an increase of $337,134.

Young
Robert H., son of Richard A., the presi-
dent, has received mearly $2,000,000 from
the company since he came out of college,
while his brother-in-law, Thebaud, got
185,000 last year alone.

President McCurdy has put the other life

been receiving $150,000 a yemr since 1901,
and that his salary has been sbeadily raised
since 1871, xw-'hen it was $30,000.

‘When Richard H. McCurdy was recalled
o the stand, following Mr. Preller, he was
asked why the increagse was eo great.

The witness replied that it was because

the company’s assets had increased from
$40,000,000 in 1877 to more than $400,000,000
at the present time. .

There was a laugh when the chairma
asked if the benefits that accrued to the
policy holders had been in the’same ratio.

Mr, Hughes asked the -witness the time
at which the president’s salary would be
$200,000 a year. .

Mr. McCurdy replied that he had made
no calculation.

One interesting fact brought out by the

examination of General Manager MoCurdy
today was that: 3t cost the Mutual Life
more to get new business in New York,
where the population is congested, and in
Texas, where it is sparse, than it does in
ota]}er places where the population is mor-
mal, ‘
It also 8o happened, according to young
McCurdy, that both in New York and in
Texas the company Wwas wontinuing to do
business through gemeral agencies on a
commission basis instead of through salari-
ed general agents, and that it so happened
that relatives of the MeCurdys or other
influential officers were ‘interested in the
fat agencies.

For instance it was shown that in 1904

the New York agency of C. H. Raymond
& Company, in which Louis Thebaud, son- |.

COLE SWEARS TO
HIS INNOCENCE

in Steeves Murder
Case Tells a Remarkable
Story on the Stand.

Portland, Me., Oet. 6.—(Special)—"1 did
mot kill Jack Steeves, I had nothing to do
with his death. I never saw him since he
Jeft my house on the mormmg of April i2.
‘We never haa any words antl were on the
best of terms.” -

These were last words that Edward F.
€ole spoke in his direct examination, this
afternoon in his trial for the murder of
his friend, John F. Steeves. They were
the climax of a proiradted examination in
which Cole told a straight forward and
circumstantial story, of his relations with
the murdered man.

. 1If Cole cannot, as he ewore, either read
or write, either his story is true or he is

the most remarkable inventor-of intricate |

and plausible stories ever put on the wit-
mess stand in this state.

. Briefly stated, Cole’s alibi, which he told,
avas as follows: GSteeves and he left Cole’s
house on the morning of April 12, and
went to a coal shed to seek work. The
man they wanted was not there, and they
returned to the house. On the way they
met Steward, who has testified to eeeing
thein that morning. ' Then Steeves asked
Cole to sell for him in a pawn shop a
watch, that Steeves had bought here,
Cole keeping the money as a loan. After
they reached the house, Steeves told Cole
he was going déwn to see Hiram Crossman
about getting work. He went upstairs
and changed his trousers, came down and
left the house. Cole”and a lodger in the
house repaired a couch and in the after-
moon Cole went to a power-house in Port-
land, looking for a job.

He told of one man whom he met on the
way and two others he talked with at the
power house. The evening he spent at
bone.

Cole accounted for the stories of his pro-
posals ta others to drug Stesves and rob
him by saying that he had been joking
and had been misunderstood. Steeves was
generous to him, he said, and what was
Steeves’ was his and his was Steeves. He
borrowed money from his friend and so
was in possession of the Canadian bills
which have cast suspicion on him.

The witness was cross-examined severe-
ly by Assistant Attorney :General Dhil-
brook and did not make as favorable im-
pression as on his direct examination. He
‘failed to remember details, even some that
.would naturally mot be easily .forgotten.
The ecross-examination was not finished
when court edjourned.

The state put in some unimportant evi-
dence when the court convened in the
morning. Then Mr. Eaton rested and Mr.
Wilson opened for the defence in a logical
address outlining the proposed alibi.

The first witnesses were Hillsboro men,
called to establish the amount of money
Steeves had when he left home. They
were W. J. Jonah, who employed St-eves,
Isaac 8. Dawson, Arthur Hopper and John
L. Peck, a banker.

1t is mot likely that the case will be fin-
ished by tomorrow evening and it may
run well into next week.

It is eafe to say that many of those
who read the short cable despatch which
announced the death of George Maacdonaidl
had been under the impression that the
venerable poet and novelist had passed
away long vears ago. And this, despite
the fact that Dr. Macdonald had continu-
ed his literary work almost until the end.
But the man who, thirty-five years ago,
and even twenty years ago, was provoking
discussijon with his' “David Esginbrod”
and “Robert Falconer,” and charming
childhood and youth with “At the Back
of the North Wind” and “Ranald Ban-
nerman’s Boyhood,” did not belong to the
age of “best sellers” or the day of the
discovery that God is probably radium.

"Fhere were giants in the earth in those
days, mighty men, and men of renowm.
Kingsley and Newman had waged their
battle of religious polemics with all Eng-
Jand looking on. Thirteen years ofter the
publication of “David Elginbrod,” Glad-
stone was compelling the “Letter to the
Duke of Norfolk,” with his “Vaticanism.”
Religious . discussions were considered to
be perfectly proper on all and sundry oc-
casiotis in all and every one of the walks
of life.

Before the trustees, faculty and student
body. of Tufts College, last Sunday, acting
President Frederick W. Hamilton deliv-
ered the Russell lecture in Goddard chapel.
The lecture s established in accordance
with a bequest of the late’ James Russell
of Arlington, and is delivered annually the
second Sunday of the college year.

The subject as prescribed by the testa-
tor is ‘“The Sufficiency of the Promisés
of the Gospel to Meet the -Reasonable
Wante of Man.

My Dear John:—I infer from your let-
ker just received, which is more disting-

1 want you to go into this business
with your eyes open. I would like very
much to see you have a home of your own
for reasons which I shall give you, but I
don’t want you to have any false notions
mbout its cost. If the financial end is! your
only consideration, by all means get you a
respectable boarding place, where you will
have a comfortable room and eatable food
at reasonable rates, if such a combination
exists. You will have the satisfaction of
knowing just how much you will have to
pay for your meals and lodging and laun-
dry, and there will be few extras. As a
purely financial proposition it is very sim-
ple. But—and I can’t place too much em-
phasis on that but—marriage is not prop-
erly a financial proposition. I know very
well ‘that it is in & t many cases, and
the fendency to it so seems to be
ing, but it isn’t right. Money is an
cant factor in domestic life, but be-
yolid® the necessities of existence it is not
en Yessential. Properly used, it will help
to make happiness, but at its best it is a
mere auxiliary.

Ordinary boarding house life is absolute
stagnation,-and it is one of Nature’s in-
excrable laws that stagnation breeds
death. I know there are people who will
rise -above adverse conditions wherever
they may be placed, but 1 have as yet
seen no reason to count you among them.
At any rale, it is a serious risk, and I
earnestly hope you will not take it.

On the other hand, a home is nature’s
training school for the making of genu-
ine men and women. I’ll admit that na-
ture doesn’t always turn out & first-class
job, but that’s the fault of the material.
I know some persons who wear trousers
who couldn’t be turned into men by any
process, natural or artificial. < I would
not be so ungallant to apply the same
statement to some peérsons in petticoats
whom I have met, but I'm afraid their
trapsformation into women with hearts
and minds and souls, ali in active opera-
tion, would be a task too great for any
agency. However, that’s a divension, If
you want to grow.in every way—mental-
ly, morally, spiritually—if you want to be
happy, get you a few pooms that you can
call ‘home.
