British staff officers pointed out the 
significance of these latter advances in 
view of the German official statement of 
Tuesday which claimed the recapture of 
trenches occupied on Saturday. These 
officers say that the subsequent events 
are the best proof that the German 
statement was untrue. Grandcourt was: 
badly smashed but bits of walls still 
standing distinguishing it from' some of 
the other villages, which were complete­
ly flattened and pulverized. German 
stores of provisions were found in the 
village and the British tommies dined 
today on German rations.

Amsterdam, Feb. 9.—There has arriv­
ed in Holland a gentleman who holds a 
very responsible position of a commer­
cial and linancial character in one of the 
largest business houses in Constanti­
nople. He brought with him the very 
latest impressions from that city, and 
the picture he gives me is by no means 
a cheerful one. Privately I send you 
his name and position so that in giving 
publicity to his statements you need not 
doubt their genuineness and seriousness 
Were you to publish his name more than 
one head would come off in Constanti­
nople.

“Complete control of the Turkish army 
has been assumed by the Germans. All 
the highest and higher commands are 
filled with Germans; also the admniis- 
tration of national affairs is in German 
hands, witli the result that there is a 
perfect inundation of German officials 
everywhere. The Turkish military hav 
absolutely no voice in directing affairs, 
the German Feldwebel, or Sergeant, hav­
ing higher power than a Turkish cap­
tain. The Turkish soldiers are only 
kept in order by vigorous, vicious, and 
constant corporal punishment for any 
and every alleged offence. Many Turk­
ish generals- and other less high -officers 
have been sent back from the fighting 
areas by their German superiors, and 
even officers in most ranks are fre­
quently sentenced to serve military pun­
ishments.

“There is an unceasing demand on 
the part of the Germans for Turkish re­
inforcements to fill gaps from losses in 
the armies wherever the Turks are serv­
ing. These demands always create re­
sentment and anger in Turkish military 
circles, where the view is strongly held 
that Turkey should primarily occupy 
herself with the affairs of Asia, where 
her forces are already weakened and 
scanty.”

My next question was about munitions 
to which the traveler replied:

“Germany sends large quantities, but 
the Turks are now making much more 
in their own factories than at the com­
mencement of the war. Work is inces­
sant in the national factories under Ger­
man foremen sent from Krupp’s at Es­
sen. Many new factories have been 
erected, but the whole Turkish output 
is not very large.

“As to finances, all is disorganized 
into anarchy, national and private af­
fairs being heavily and adversely af­
fected. It is not difficult to imagine 
the condition of Turkey when I say 
that the Turks prefer the German mark,

REPORTS ON WORK OF NEW BRUNSWICK BRANCH RED CROSS V.Y

Lady Tilley’s report as organizing 
president and treasurer N. B. Provincial 
Branch Canadian Red Cross Society.
To the Members of the Provincial Branch 

Canadian Red Cross Society :
Gentlemen :—
I have first, as organizing president of 

the Canadian Red Cross Society in New 
jJjflAtiwiek, to report the formation of a 
W-aneli at Fredericton, and as 1 have 
h'fig felt that the capital of the province 
should be represented in Red Cross work 
by a chartered » branch of the society, it 
is indeed a pleasing duty. It will he 
known as the Ashburnham Reel Cross 
Society, Fredericton, N. B., and with the 
Countess of Ashburnham as honorary 
president, an efficient executive, and a 
membership already numbering over sev­
enty, will prove of great assistance.

Another branch is about to be estab­
lished in Victoria County and from our 
past exjterience of societies in the various jSi 
rural districts, we know that each mem­
ber will become both a faithful and in­
terested worker.

Our financial report for the last three 
months shows receipts, including baP 
ante on hand November 1, 1916, amount­
ing to $9,152.63. Expenditures $5,964.69.
Of this amount $5,109.50 was forwarded 
to Toro.ito for various special funds, 
$457.15 to Mrs. Rivers Bulkeley for the 
prisoners of war, $25 as a donation to­
ward the V’. A. D. work in the military 
hospital here in our own city, and the 
balance, $873.04 was used for general ex­
penses.

This leaves us with a balance in the 
Bank of Nova Scotia and cash on hand 
amounting to $3,187.91.

In connection wnth our appeal for “the 
servcry”' of the hospital now being erect­
ed in Paris by the Canadian Red Cross, to 
be presented by them to the French gov­
ernment, it is my pleasure to state that 
the response has been most satisfactory. 
Instead of the £350 which was the estim­
ated cost, we have been enabled to send

CLOSE OF SYNODI

TO LIVE WELL AND LIVE LONG
The presentation to Bislion Richard­

son of an address expressing the good 
will and best wishes of the clergy and 
laity of the diocese on the occasion of 
the tenth anniversary of his taking the 
chair of the synod was the crowning 
event that brought the actual business of 
the forty-eighth session of the synod to 
a close yesterday; afternoon, in Trinity 
church rooms. Archdeacon Forsyth 
made the presentation. Unfortunately 
the embossed document, which was to 
have been presented to the bishop was 
not ready, but this did not interfere with 
the formal reading and offering of the 
sentiments of the clergy and1 laity of the 
diocese.

Tlie closing hours of the session were 
largely devoted to clearing up the de­
tailed matters of the synod. Frederic­
ton was named as the next meeting 
place. Reports of the committees for the 
mobilization of the spiritual resources, of ment to the state constitution was de- 
the corresponding committee of the Col- feated in the House of Representatives, 
onial and Continental Church Society, 
of the sub-emmittee of committee on 
men’s societies, of the secretary of the 
affixing of the seal of the synod, and 
of the women’s auxiliary to the diocesan 
synod for the year, were received and 
passed.

Offices on committees and boards held 
by Rev. G. A. Kuhring, Lieut.-Colonel 
H. M. Campbell, and Archdeacon Ray­
mond were filled by other clergy, but 
the comtnitte.es and the .boards, with few 
exceptions remained with practically the 
same personnel as last year. Rev. H. A.
Cody and Hon, J. P. Burchill were 
named as members of the board of edu­
cation in the places of Mr. Kuhring and 
Lieut.-Colonel Campbell. Archdeacon 

■ Crowfoot was asigned a post on the 
board to care for widows and orphans 

I in lieu of Archdeacon Raymond.
Following tl>e close of the synod a 

meeting of the executive committee was 
held, and matters of minor importance, 
dealing chiefly with appointments on the 
various boards were disposed of.

In the evening Rev. R. A. Hiltz, of To­
ronto, secretary of the Sunday School 
Commission of the Church of England for 
Canada, spoke on Sunday school work.
The lecture was illustrated with lantern 
slides. ( . .

At the afternoon session a discussion 
on the endowment of the Cathedral at 
Fredericton took up the greater part of 
the time. Bishop Richardson expressed a 
wish that the endowment figure might 
be set at $10,000.

A resolution expressing sympathy and 
regret at the necessity of Archdeacon 
Raymond leaving his work in this diocese • 
was adopted.
