The
cold is intense, the temperature being twenty below zero. A driving snow rend-
ers it impossible to distinguish friend from foe a hundred feet distant. Thous-
ands of wounded on both sides have perished from exposute,”

FRENCH SUMMARY. v

Paris, Feb, 15—The French War Office this afternoon reported :—

. “In Belgium yesterday the German bombardment of our trenches was un-
interrupted. From the great dune, our heavy artillery inflicted damage on the
mortars of the enemy. We occupied, for -a distance of about 250 yards a Get-
man trench along the roadway from Bethune to Labasse.

SAYS WERNER HORN
ONGE WAS OFFICER
IN GERMAN ARMY

His Lawyer Hopes to Establish
Contention For Use in Defence
—Hom Not a Craak, He Says

New York, Feb. 15—Daniel O’Connell,
of Boston, lawyer for Werner Horn, who
is in prison in Maine and awaiting ex-
tradition for attempting to blow up
the bridge across the St. Croix river on
the Canadian border, says there were in
Horn’s letters which showed that Horn
was onee a German army officer and
these probably will be presented to es-
tablish the . defence that Horn, as a
member of the German army, commit-
ted an act of war against an enemy na-
tion, .

Mr. O’Connell said that there were
numerous incidents of a similar charac-
ter in relation to this with Mexico and
with Great Britain. Jt has always been -
held, he said, that a man could not be!
extradited from this country for a po-
litical act against another country, and
the word “political” had a wide range,4
including acts of war, such as the blow-
ing up of a bridge.

“If this defence protects Horn against
extradition what defence will you make
against any charge that the country may
bring against him?” was asked. “That
depends largely on the attitude of the
government.” Mr. O’Connell said: “There
may be reasons why it will not care to
press her case. At any rate it is a ques-
tion for us to consider later.”

Mr. O’Connell said that the papers in
Horne’s trunk bore out his story that he
was thirty-three years old, that he had
been nine years in the German army,
that his rank was that of a lieutenant, |
that he had lived for three years on a
coffee plantation in Guatemala, that he
had tried to get back to Germany but
had come to this country when he saw
that German reservists were almost cer-
tain to be captured on their way home.
He was quite certain, Mr. O’Connell
said, that his client had mo hand in the
burning of the Roebling plant at Tren-
ton, where several buildings were de-
stroyed in which supplies for the Allies
were being manufactured. The papers in
Horn’s trunk, he said, have no hint that
there were others acting in concert with
him,

“The man is not a crank,” said Mr.
O’Connell. “He wanted to do something
for his country, but you can be assured
that there is no foundation for the many
wild stories concerning his adventures.”

GERMANS PROUD OF '
SUCH A FOE”

Sergeant W, Johnson of the 2ad Royal
Warwickshire Regiment Tells of Brit-
ish Work, =

On the night of the 18th we made a
charge on the German ‘trenches, and they
absolutely cut us up. We lost the com-
manding officer, sixteen other officers
and about 800 men killed and wounded,
but we have won the praise of every-
body out here, for-on every parade some
general or other comes and says how
proud he is of us. I think that night put
twenty years on me. I took my platoon
out fifty-seven strong, and when I mus-
tered them again I had one lance cor-
poral and three men,

As I got up to the German trenches
by a piece of good luck, I fell into a hole
made by one of our shells, and my pack
came over my head and knocked me outl
In fact 1 was nearly suffocated when
they found me, for I had fallen on my
face, and everybody was: surprised to see
me. They thought I was killed when I
fell. One man in my company hap-
pened to come back past me, and he
helped me out, and we managed to crawl
back to our lines. If he had not seen me
1 should have been captured, as I could
not help myself. But they are not a bad
lot of fellows. The German officer came
over himself and gave us permission to
fetch our wounded in, and he said he
was proud he had got such a foe to

fight.

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THE WAR NEWS.

‘The press of Germany shows resent-
ment toward the United States because
the government of tae latter country has
intimated that it would not be wise for
the Germans to sink an American ship
in British waters without first making
inquiry concerning the vessel and the
character of her cargo. One or two Ber-
lin pasper§ are very bitter in their com-
ments, and one charges the United States
with being “in a benevolent agreement
with England.” The general German
view as expressed in the press and in in-
terviews appears to be that ao attention
saould be paid to the American note.
The German government, however, must
Tealize that to antagonize the United
States would be extremely foolish, and
as- a matter of fact its threat to block-
ade British ports is largely a bluff. What
it_has threatened to do would, if carried
out, very seriously affect not only the
trade of the United States, but of Den-
mark and Scandinavia, and would still
further allenate from Germany the
sympathy of neutral nations. Viewed
from any standpoint Germany will find
her attempt to blockade British ports a
very costly undertaking.

It is intimated that tae Russian forces
in Rast Prussia, and farther south in
Bukowina, have withdrawn to strategic
positions, where they will give battle to
the Ge s and the Germans and Aus-
trians. By this movement the Russians
have been able to choose the battle
ground with better lines of communica-
tion, while at the same time the Ger-
mang and Austrians lhave been drawn
farther from their base. It is assumed
that a great battle will develop in each
of these localities, and the Russians ex-
press confidence in their ability to re-
- pulse the enemy.

No important change is repoﬂgd in the
gituation in France; Belgium an Alsace,
where artillery and trench fighting con-
tinues, with an apparent slight advant-
age for the Allies. ;

Having previously expropriated all
stocks of corn, wheat and flour, the Ger-
man Bundesrata has now expropriated
the stock of oats, and has also ordered
the brewerles to reduce their production.

UNIFORM PROVINCIAL LAWS

Uniformity in provincial legislation in
Canada is greatly desired by all who
have business to transact in different
provinces, and also lawyers, who now
find it necessary to have a knowledge
of the laws of all provinces, as well as
of the Dominion. A strong movement
to bring about greater uniformity has
been inaugurated by the Canadian Bar
Association, and its action has been en-
dorsed by the Canadian Credit Men’s
Trust Association, which is asking the
eo-operation of the principal boards of
trade and other public bodies in each
province.

An address on this subject, delivered
by Sir James Aikins, president of the
Canadian Bar Association, in Winnipeg,
in December last, has been printed in
pamphlet form and is being distributed
by the Canadian Credit Men’s Trust
Association. Sir James Aikins poinbed
sut how desirable it is in the interests
»f banks, manufacturers and wholesale
merchants, as well as lawyers, that there
should be a uniformity in provincial
Jegislation, and that one of the purposes
for which the Canadian Bar Association
was formed was to bring about this de-
sired result. Lawyers of all the prov-
inces are thus interested in the work,
which can only be done with the con-
currence of the several provincial gov-
trnments and legislatures.

A precedent has been established in
the United States. Twenty-five years
fgo the American Bar Association be-
gun an agitation which resulted in the
creation of a Board of Commissioners
on Uniform State Laws, appointed by
the governments of the respective states,
to make a study of the comparative
laws of each state, and to make recom-
mendations. This board has not only
gathered information, but has had
standard forms of acts relating to the
several subjects on which uniformity is
desired drafted by experts. Sir James
Alkins pointed out that as a result the
Negotiable Instruments Act has been
sdopted by forty-six states, territories
and federal districts and possessions;
the Warehouse Receipts Act by thirty
states; the Bills of Lading Act and the
Sale of Goods Act in eleven states; the
Certificates of Stock Act in nine states,
and several others in a number of states.
The work is being continued, and Sir
James very properly says that what the
United States has done Canada can do;
and, as a matter of fact, there is more
uniformity in Canada at present than
there was in the United States before
they bégan to adopt standard acts.
After discussing legislative jurisdictions
fn Canada as between the federal and
provincial authorities, and dealing with
a number of questions and showing
clearly the inconsistencies and contra-
dictions in provincial laws, Sir James
made a very strong plea for the adop-
tion of standard acts, or failing this that
Dominion legislation be secured. He
pointed out that the provinces in respect
of Dbusiness transactions throughout
Canada should pull and work together,
and that every eonflicting piece of legis-

1.—That the representative govern-
ments co-operate with the governments
of the other provinces to standardize
laws affecting financial and commercial
transactions. :

2—That the respectivé governments
each appoint a commissioner or com-
missioners for the purpose of conferring
with such representatives from other
provinces to obtain this result.

8—Or in the alternative, that the re-
spective governments commission the
Canadian Bar Association to report upon
the subject and that an appropriation
be granted for that purpose.

Fewer But Better Men,

* The Germans sent hither three army
corps to stiffen the Austrian-Hungarian
main attack, but the Germans, if they
bore the brunt of the fighting, likewise
suffered the worst defeat. In the battle
north of the Tukholka Pass the Rus-
sians were distinctly inferior in numbers
to the Germans. Unquestionably Rus-
sia '7as many more men under arms than
Germany, but she cannot dash them

about from front to front as the German
commanders do. In the fighting line the
Russians have no superiority in num-
bers and in many memorable battles
they have been largely in the minority.

The grand duke’s numbers are mostly
standing ready for use when the proper
moment comes.

PASTORAL LETTER
READ YESTERDAY

The Lenten pastoral letter of His
Lordship Bishop LeBlanc was read in
the different churches throughout the
diocese yesterday. He urged the faith-
ful to abstain from intoxicating liquor,
and appealed for a frequent attendance
at the sacraments of the church, particu-
larly during the season of Lent. Sin, he
said, was not merely an evil, but an in-
finite evil. The following are excerpts
from the letter:

So essentially opposed is it to the
sanctity of God that nothing can ever
justify its commission. Even though a
man could secure, by one sin, every pos-
sible advantage to himself or to society,
or save himself, his family and friends
from the loss of everything they 'holq
most dear, no power on earth could
sanction or permit its commission.”

“We would again strongly recommend
our people to abstain from intoxicating
liquor at all times, particularly during
the penitential season of Lent. Taere is
no habit more easily ‘contracted, or more
difficult to eradicate when acquired, than
tbat of drinking liquor; nor is there one
more productive of dire consequences to
the individual, to the family and to so-
city. At the present time when, owing
to the war, many find it difficult to se-

Sluis, Dec. 20—When I saw before me
a civilian with a blue jersey, and a suit
which evidently was not made for him,
and with a face not usual in these parts
of the country but of rather a German
type, I understood that I was facing a
deserter. I said to him, “Are you tired
of the war ”

“The Yser,” he continued, “this name
makes most of us shiver. It is not a
fight, but the slaughter of masses. And
what business have we in Belgium after
all?

It
means saying good-bye to your country
and your welfare.

Explaining why he deserted, my in-
formant said: “I was quartered in a
house near Blankenberghe, where a mo-
ther and daughter lived. One night I
heard a terrible noise. A sergeant and
a soldier had forced an entrance to the
home under pretext that there was ligat,
and the women woke me by their
screaming. I jumped out of bed and
rushed upstairs, asking the men what
they wanted there. The sergeant was
maddened by my interference, and prom-
ised me a punishment. This made me
mad, also, and I knocked him down the
stairs. This was enough for the otaer
man as well. But the next day I re-
ceived an order to appear before the
court. I thought, ‘No fear, and I de-
serted. Now, I feel myself another man,
and not an instrument of murder. I shall
go to America and try my chances
sthere.”

A few days before I had met another
deserter, who had just crussed the fron-
tier. He was of a much more sympatae-
tic type. He deserted, he avowed, be-
cause he did not want to die. “At the
Yser,” he said, “there awaits us nothing
but certain death. The officers force us
into the enemy's fire over the dead and
wounded.”

“But,” I asked, “if you had to explain
your presence in Holland, how could you
do it?

«] ghall say that I was menaced by
civilians wanting to kill me. They can
never deny this, there have been so
many francs-tireurs, it is said.” This
explains one of the legends of Belgian
civilians shooting Germans. A simple
