Ottawa, Dec. 8—Continuation of pro-
hibiigion. untll ‘decided by referendum’
was unged on the government this after-
fioon by a delegation' representing the
Dominion prohibition committee ' and
Strengthen-Canada movement.

‘The delegation’s memorial' follows:

In view of the benefits now generally
recognized by the le of Canada as
having - resulted from;prohibition as pro-
vided by means of order-in-council lim-
iting the trade in intexicating liquor to
sacramental, industrial, artistic, mech-

_{anical, ' scientific and medicinal pur-

poses, thereby greatly. reducing drunk-

| enness, crime and waste of money and}

manhood; and if view of the status of
the order-in-countil of March 11, 1918,
when the articles ‘of 'peace shall ‘have
been signed, and

“In view of the impossibility of sub-
mitting- at this time the question of
making prohibition permanent to a vote
of the people of Canada without a
manifest disregard of the right of sol-
diers overseas to vote thereon;

“Therefore we commend:

“l. That the prime minister and gov-
ernment of Canada be requested to take
the steps necessary to continue in ef-
fect the conditions of the order-in-
council of March 11, 1918, by having the
same embodied in legislation to be en-
acted by the parliament of Canada.

“2. That legislation so enacted be con-
tinued in' effect until such time as a
vote of the electors of the Dominion of
Canada shall have been taken on the
question of its continuation or discon-
tinuance.

Six Months’ Notice.

“8. That the vote on this question be
taken at a date to be fixed by the gov-
ernment of Canada at least six months
prior to the day of voting and with due
regard to the return to 'civil life in Can-
ada of the Canadian soldiers now over-
seas.”

The delegation, in a statement issued
subsequently, declared:

“The dominion prohibition committee
has had g¢onferences with the leaders of
the various temperance forces in all of
the provinces and has evidence of a
strong public sentiment for the contin-
uance of the prohibition order until the
period of demobilization is ended. There
is also a strong sentiment for postpon-
ing enactment on prohibition until such
time as the soldiers have returned home
(and taken up their civil pursuits and
are able to express their will with re-
:_pect to this and all other public ques-
ions.

When Soldiers Return.

“The prohibition leaders find them-
selves in full sympathy with this opin-
ion and therefore ask that the pro-
hibition question be submitted to the
electorate at a time to be fixed by the
government of the day, but not until
the soldiers have returned to Canada,
and that, in the meantime, the present
order-in-council be made a law by the
action of parliament.

“We are confident that the govern-
ment will act favorably upon our sug-
gestions, realizing as they do the sound-
ness of our position and the overwhelm-
ing strength of. public sentiment among
all classes of our citizens in favor of
prohibition, a sentiment that has grown
steadily as a result of actual experience
because of the universal advantages
which have followed its adoption as a
war measure. The people demand a
fuller test, after which final sentiment
will follow by decisive vote.”

‘tonight by the- government c¢ommittee
which has been investigating the treat-
ment of British prisoners of war. The
first deals mainly with the treatment
of men captured during the spring of-
fensives of 1918, and relates largely to
‘the employment of prisoners directly. .
behind the German lines. Like pre-
vious reports, it is a long, shocking
'record of brutality and callous neglect.
F.'ouowing are typical extracts from tes-
'timony given by prisoners who escaped
to British or French lines:

“Several prisoners died of starvation
at Ramcourt. Later deaths of starva-
tion became even more numerous. When
I left Bazancourt about 150 men were
suffering from dysentery and half of
them were living skeletons. There was
a lot of sickness at Cappey, caused from
lack of food and exposure. No attempt
was made to remedy these conditions.”

Large numbers of prisoners, no longer
fit to work behind the German lines,
were sent to 'Heilsberg, East Prussia,
or Trelon, in Prussian Poland. A wit-
ness, describing the arrival of about 300
of these prisoners at Heilsberg early in
October, says they were mostly stretch-
er cases and were taken to 4 ship, but
many of those sent to the boat were so
weak they could hardly walk. He says:
that youths of twenty years looked like
men forty years old. - ‘

At Trelon, which is supposed to be a
hospifal ';or prisoners, disabled while
\Yorkmg on the western front, condi-
tions were even weorse. The place was
supposed to accommodate: 400 but there
were about 1,0007there. There was but
one doctor in attendance on the men,
many of whom were in shocking con-
dition.

One’ Bright Spot.

Only one bright spot is found in tl\e
harrowing record.  This relates to the
Deynze' hospital for the fourth German
army, where, although many supplies
were short, prisoners - received careful
treatment and adequate food, including
wine and eggs when necessary.

The second report, which is dated
Oct. 28, says that the conclusion was
reached that events in the camps at-
tached to the tenth army corps point
to a deliberate policy of yindictiveness,
with a definite purpose of reducing the
health of officer prisoners. It is said
that this impulse sprang from respon-
sible German authorities and was di-
rected bv them. The war ministry did
not interfere for the alleged reason that
it had no authority over the comman-
der of any German army corps. The
committee says that this seems a mere
pretense. y

Later Victims.

London, Dec. 7—Thirty American so}-
diers released from a ‘German prison
camp in West Prussia landed at Leith,
Scotland, yesterday, with 1,000 British
prisoners of war, many of whom were
in an emaciated and pitiful condition.

NUEMPLOYMENT IN
BERLIN IS SERIOUS.
London, Dec. 7—Dr, James Crack, an
American who has resided for a long
time in Germany, is head of the depart-
ment at Berlin which is finding work
for idle men, according to a Berlin des-
patch to the Express.

The utterances of British statesmen
make it clear that the crime of causing
the war and the crimes against humanity
committed during the war are not to go
unpunished. Exalted position is to be
no protection. The more exalted the
criminal the greater his responsibility.
Now that the war is over there are those
who would be disposed to be lenient,
but if the world is to be made safe for
democracy the guilty must be punish-
ed, as a lesson for all men and nations
for all time.  Nor can the leaders of the
Bolsheviki be overlooked, whether their
case is considered with the others or not.
"Pheir crimes are among the most hor-
rible of those récorded. Democracy was
threatened from above; now it is threat-
ened from below. Having beaten auto-
cracy it has to reckon with anarchy. It
is!orthestawsmcnoftheAlliedna-

~tions to recognize this condition of af-
fairs and hew to the line.

Germany. presents a problem the solu~
tion of which is very far from clear,
but the various states forming the em-
pire must be held to account, whether
they form one monarchy or republic or
half a dozen of them. Even if we were
convinced that one group or another, or
one man or another, was' authorized to
speak for the whole country, there
woﬂdsﬂnbethedifﬁcnltythatnbm-
liance can be placed in what any Ger-
man group or individual would say. Bit-
ter experience has proved that they can-
not be trusted. Their pledge is good
only while they believe, it serves thsir
interests. The phrase, \“desth before
dishonor,” has for them no meaning.
Hénce the Allies must take whatever
steps are necessary to ensure the fulfil-
ment of their demands. In time there
may arise a generation of Germans
worthy of trust and confidence, but the
best way to ensure that result is by a
stern policy of punishment and enforced
reparation for crimes committed.

A COMMUNITY HOUSE,

An interesting development following
thedisasmdayearagoinﬂalifax has
been the establishment of a Community
House for the benefit of those living in
temporary houses in the devxtated
aren. The Christian Science relief® com-
mittee sent to Halifax was asked by
séme citizens interested in social service
to assist in such a movement and at
once gave four thousand dollars, without

v conditions or stipulations what-
ever, to build a Community House. In
a Jetter written to clear up some misun-
derstanding, Dr. George B. Cutten, di-
rector of the rehabilitation department,
says:— ;

“The supervision of the Community
House and of its activities have been
handed over to the Bureau of Social
Service, which has provided an efficient
special worker to supervise the work.
The department of technical education
of the provincial government expects to
conduct domestic science and other
classes there, and the Playground com-
mission will also probably take part.
The Halifax Relief Commission did not
pay for the building and is not conduct-
ing any classes, but the building was
erected with the full consent of the com-
mission, and the scheme has the com-
mission’s approval. This Community
House is to furnish an educational, soc-
fal, and recreational centre for the peo-
ple at the Exhibition grounds.”

It is easy to realize how great a bene-
it a community centre conducted as this
one will be is to the people. Such cen-
tres are needed in all citles, and it
should be one of the tasks of the recon-
struction period to provide just such
educational, social and recreational cen-
tres for those who need them. Their
valee has been proved over and over
again in the experience of American cit-
.ies, where more and more attention®is
baingsivmtothisphueofsodnlwel—
fare work.

A SOCIAL OBLIGATION.

Pursuing a topic discussed on this
page yesterday, it should rouse the pub-
lie to the point of action when it is said
that there are today in the maternity
hospital of the Salvation Army in this
¢ty four young women of feeble mind.
H society fails to protect itself by proper
provision for the care of the feeble-
minded, segregating the worst cases
and keeping a careful supervision over
those less severely afflicted, it must pay
a heavy price, not only in the cost of
institutions but in a lowered standard
of human efficiency. Public interest in
this problem needs to be aroused. Far
too large a proportion of the people fail
to give attention to social questions,
perhaps under the mistaken impression
that they and their families are not con-
cerned. Surely the war has tgught us
that we are all in the world-currents
which shape human destiny, and that in-
difference to what is transpiring around
us is the very essence of unwisdom. But
apart from the question of self-
protection! and making less dangerous
the pathway of our children, there is the
call to service which comes to every
member of a Christian community. The
horrors perpetrated in Belgiun§ move us
to pity and deep indignation,-but what
of the crimes daily committed against

. the innocent at home? When will be

\

tection of the law around those who are
incapable of protecting themselves, and
whose sins are less flagrant than that of
a Christian people who throw them to
the wolves? Feeble-mindedness leads to
crime as well as vice. There are vary-
ing degrees and phases of mental weak-
.ness. - We should have, and the people
should heartily pupport the mifnister
of health in having a proper census of
the feeble-minded in this province; and
when that has been taken an institution-
al farm should be provided for the care
of the most extreme cases, and social
barriers of protection thrown round the
others. To do less is to fail in our duty
to God and man.

Coal Handlers
~Work For All
 But Dominicn Go.

By ,arrangement with the British ad-
miralty the Coal Handlers, who have
been holding out for a wage schedule of
seventy cents an hour, will resume work
at the new rate, but they are still at odds
with the Dominion Coal Co. and R. P.
& W. F. Starr Coal Co., who at a mieet-
ing yesterday offered them sixty cents
per hour which the men declined.

At a mecting last night between a
delegation from the Coal Handlers’ Un-
ion and Sir Arthur Harris, minister of
shipping for the imperial government, Sir
Arthur met the demands of the union
of seventy cents an hour on behalf of
the British admiralty. The meeting took
place on board Sir Arthur’s private car
at the depot as he had wired R. H.
Blennerhasset to arrange it. The offer
made by Sir Arthur was for seventy
cents per hour and a signed agreement
for twelve months, starting from the
first of December, was stipulated.

A meeting of the Coal Handlers’ Un-
ion was held last night at their rooms
to decide on Sir Arthur’s offer. The
matter was decided favorably and it was
