Berlin, July 81__A decree proclaim-
ing martial law and the prohibition of
publication of news of the movements of
German troops and war material, was
issued today.

The proclaimation announce military
measures on the frontiers, the armed pro-
tection of the railroads and the restrict-
fon of telegraphic postal and railroad
services except for millitary purposes.

STORING SUPPLIES OF
GRAIN AND FLOUR

Berlin, July 81—The German foreign
office gave assurance this morning that
no mobilization order would be issued
in Germany today, officials admitted,
however, that the situation had not im-
proved, but had become rather aggra-
vated’ since the issue of the Russian
mobilization order.

It had been generally expected that
an order for the mobilization of the
German army and navy would have
been issued in the course of last night.
The government’s postponement of this
drastic action gave rise today to hopes
that something might happen to avert
the necessity of doing so.

Fear that in case of mobilization the
German railroad system would be
blocked for ordinary traffic, caused sev-
eral municipalities to take steps to in-
crease the stocks of grain in the dis-
tricts within their jurisdiction ‘The Ber-

r might be averted.

The financial markets reflected the
general pessimism. Trading has been
almost suspended except for cash busi-
ness and even this is listless.

Arrested as Spy.

Allenstein, Germany, July 81—A Rus-
sian spy was arrested here today. He
is said to belong to the St. Petersburg
military intelligence department.

No Extras Allowed.

Vienna, July 81—The police authori-
ties have forbidden the publication of
extra editions of the newspapers and
even the regular editions have not been
permitted to refer to the occupation of
Belgrade, which is still not generally
known.

Extremely Grave.

London, July 81-—The closing of the
London exchange indicates the extreme
gravity with which financiers view the
war situation. For four days there has
been practically no buying there. Con-
sols reached a-new low level. The bot-
tom dropped out on all stocks. Increases
in discount rates are announced not only
by London, but by practically all ex-
clanges on the continent. Stockholders
reported an increase of from 41-2 to
51-2 per cent. today.

Liverpool, July 81—The corn market
opened in a very excitable manner today
with futures soaring from twelve to
fourteen cents over last night’s close.
There was every indication that the
prices would continue to advance and
reach record marks.

DUTCH ARMY

LONDON STOCK
EXCHANGE CLOSES

Unprecedented Action Because Credit
System Brokes Down — Fimancial
Effect of War Elsewhere

London, July 81—The London stock
exchange has been closed until further
notice. The decision was taken by the
committee this morning. The commit-
tee also announced that the settlement
due on August 18, has been postponed
until August 27, and that the consols
settlement due on August 6, has been
put over until September.

Stocks which have yet to be delivered
for the account just closed, must how-
ever be paid for.

The chief reason for the unprecedent-
ed action of the committee was the fact
that system of credit had practically
broken down and it was impossible to
carry on business in the ordinary way.
This situation did not arise through
over-speculation but because bankers
could not collect margins which had been
gradually shrinking, whnile at the same
time the continent continued to pour
stock into London.

Bankers here had been trying for some
duys to get their customers to take up
this stock, but the impossibility of find-

When the morning session opened Mr.
Carvell called A. R. Gould. Mr. Guth-
rie said that Mr. Gould was in the city,
but not in court, as he expected Ross
Thompson to be on the stand. Mr. Teed
asked for an opportunity to cross exam-
ine, Mr. Thompson, but Mr. Carvell said
he wished to examine Mr. Gould before
continuing Mr. Thompson.

Mr. Gould was sent for and when he
arrived took the stand for examination
by Mr. Carvell.

In reply to questions, Mr. Gould said
that he was president of the St. John
and Quebec Railway Company, incor-
porated in New Brunswick with head
office in Fredericton.

TOURISTS HELD UP

Eight Hundred Left te Own Devices
Because Imperater Sailing Cancelled

‘London, July 381—The Hamburg-Am-
erican Steamship Company has cancelled
the sailing of the steamer Imperator
from Hamburg today. The company sent
notices to the 800 first-class passengers
waiting here for the Imperator, that the
company had been compelled to post-
pone the sailing owing to the political
situation.

The passengers, of whom about 80 per
cent are Americans returning after
European trips, have been left by the
company to make their own arrange-
ments.  The company, however, says the
moment the situation clears, the Im-
perator will sail for New York, and the
passengers will be given due notice of
the date of her departure.

Hamburg, July 81—Besides suspend-
ing the sailing from Hamburg of the
Imperator, it was reported today that
the Hamburg-American line had also
ordered the Vaterland to stay at New
York to await developments. The other
Hamburg-American liners, however, will
continue the service. Shipping to Baltic
ports has been entirely suspended.

In St. Petersburg

' St. Petersburg, July 81—The popula-
tion of the Russian capital kept awake
throughout the night and the streets re-

sounded with the din of patriotic demon-

strations. Huge processions paraded the
streets. Striking scenes were witnessed
at the mobilizing offices, whither people
of all classes flocked to register their
names.

The seriousness of the situation ap-
peared to be fully realized, and virtual-
ly every one cast aside his personal af-
fairs, which were considered to be quite
overshadowed by the country’s call to
duty.

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Kaiser Gets Noted Hotel Man To
Run His Household and Check
Wholesale Thievery “Below Stairs”
—Some Austrian Matters

Emperor William has once again given
a striking illustration of that modern-
ity which is blended uniquely with the
medieval and mystic sides of his inter-
esting chagyacter, by entrusting to Con-
rad Uhl, one of the most widely known
Bonifaces of Europe, the task of cater-

ing for his entire household. Conrad Uhl,
a Bavarian by birth, and a captain of in-
fantry on the reserve list of the Bavar-
ian army, is known to mearly every Am-
erican or Canadian who has ever visited
Berlin, as the owner of the Hotel Adlon.
Among all the hotel-keépers of Germ-
any, he is perhaps the most successful,
and assuredly the one most up to date.

The household of an emperor, or of a
king, has much analogy with a big hos-
telry. Eyen in ordinary times the num-
ber of persons whose rank and status
entitle them to be fed at the expense of
Emperor William, ayerages from eight
hundred to a thousand in a single day,
while this number is even doubled and
trebled when on such occasions as the
wedding of the Kaiser’s only daughter
to the sovereign Duke of Brunswick.
Then he is called upon to extend his
hospitality to a whole contingent of
reigning sovereigns such as the Cazar,
King George of Great Britain, the Kings
of Saxony, Wurtemberg and Bavaria,
each of whom brings a perfect army of
retainers of high ana low degree in his
train. Then, too, there are the court
balls during the winter season, where the
number of guests who have to be pro-
vided with supper, ranges from four to
even six thousand, at a single function.

During the reign of the late Emperor
William, who was a man of most simple
and abstenious tastes, the waste and rob-
bery to which he was subjected in this
connection, was something inconceiv-
able, but was in keeping with the system
that prevailed at the courts of Vienna
and St. Petersburg, and at that of Queen
Victoria, the loss in each case amount-
ing, through dishonesty and waste, to
fifty and even sixty per cent,

A few years after the accession of the

resent Kaiser to the throne, he endeav-
ored to put a stop to all the pilfering,
for it is difficult to call it by any other
name, and he insisted upon certain rates
of expenditure being observed by the
comptroller of his household, demand-
ing that the meals of himself, the mem-
bers of his family, his guests, and those
of the dignitaries of the court who take
their meals at the palace, should not
exceed $8 a day on ordinary occasions
and $10 a head in exceptional times,
while the feeding of the servants was to
be kept under $1 a day. This sum did
not include wine, liquors or cigars, but
merely the actual food and fruitsi on
ordinary occasions, as much as ten and
fifteen dollars a cover being allowed for
state banquets.

While: this had the effect of diminish-

ey
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thievery, to a considerable extent, it af-
fected- injuriously the quality /%of the
cuisine.

Realizing this, and thoroughly dissatis-
fied, the Emperor took the occasion of
the recent retirement of old Count Aug-
ust Kulenburg, who had been the grand
master and supreme comptroller of his
court ever since his accession, to consult
the count’s successor, Baron Hugo von
Reischach, about the matter and at his
paggestion called into council Conrad
Uhl, as the most capable Boniface with-
in the length and breadth of the German
empire.

Uhl was invited by the Kaiser to in-
stitute a most searching investigation
of all the comditions of what may be
described as “life below stairs,” in the
imperial palaces, and to make use of his
experience as a successful hotel man-
ager, ‘to report on the possibilities of in-
creasing the efficiency and quality,
while reducing the cost, and abolishing
the transparent abuses which had re-
sisted all the efforts of the monarch to
eradicate.

The report of Uhl was of such a start-
ling character, showed such undreamt
of leaks, corruption and mismanagement,
at the expense of the imperial palate
and purse, that the Kaiser, realizing that
it was hopeless to expect any of his

{ court officials to accomplish the work

of cleaning out the ‘Augean stable re-
quested Uhl to undertake it, and to as-
sume the entire charge of the feeding of
the reigning family, of their guests, of
the dignitaries_ of the court, and of their
retainers of evlry class and degree, run-
ning the entire business on hotel lines.

Conrad Uhl, who is a very rich man,
has accepted the task. :

The question naturally arises, what in-
ducements have been offered to him to
undertake this task, seeing that he is al-
ready possessed of a very large fortune?
Being a captain of the army and the
possessor of several orders of knight-
hood, it may safely be taken for grant-
ed that his reward -will take the form
of elevation to the nobility for himself
and family.
Austrian Matters

To what extent the late Archduke
Francis Ferdinand was at daggers drawn
with the other princes of the sovereign
house of Hapsburg, is strikingly shown
by the fact that his death under such
shocking circumstances has been imme-
diately followed by the reappointment to
active command in the army, of all those
archdukes who hadbeen driven to re-
sign them, by, his hostility. Even Arch-
duke Francis Salvator, husband of the
Emperor’s youngest and favorite daugh-
ter, Valerie, and .who with his wife and

The late Archduke Francis Ferdinand
may be said to have added insult to in-
Jury by intimating through the Vienna
“Reichspost,” his acknowledged organ of
the press, that if he had driven the other
archdukes to resign their commands, it
was because of their lack of military ca-
pacity. That @®ey should have been all
o_f them restored during the last fort-
night or three weeks to active roles in
the army shows that the emperor does
not share the views of his murdered
nephew, in whose place as inspector gen-
eral of the army, and as his own alter
ego in the supreme command, he has ap-
pointed Archduke Frederick the one
member of the reigning house with
whom the late heir presumptive was on
terms of most biter enmity.

London, July 20—Those critics who
have complained of the difficulties of di-
plomats abroad and who are agitating
for a living wage for ambassadors and
others would do well to read the recent
disclosure by Sir Arthur Nicolson, per-
manent under secretary, of state for for-
eign affairs in the British government.

According to Sir Arthur, who is real-
ly the directing genius of England’s for-
eign affairs, candidates for positions in
the English diplomatic service are first
asked to guarantee that they have an in-
dependent income of at least $2,000 a
year. This is not done with the idea
of limiting the positions to young men
of the moneyed class but simply to be
sure that the man can live in a foreign
capital.

“For the first two years when he goes
abroad,” Sir Arthur says, “he gets no
salary at all, and even for his early
years as third and second secretary, his
salary is very modest and, especially as
an attache, he has to go to some of the
bigger capitals, and living there is very
expensive, and if one were not sure that
he had a certain minimum to live upon,
we should have a series of bankrupts
dotted over Europe. In St. Petersburg,

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WAR AND PANIC
Germany had not declared war upon
Russia at noon, in spite of a New York
despatch to that effect; but “a state of
war” had been proclaimed in Gemmy,
giving the military charge of the coun-
try, and the next step, at any hour now,
may be a declaration of war against the
. Czar. This was London’s interpretation
of the situation early this afternoon.

- With every stock exchange in the
world closed, with a run on the Bank of
England, an upward leap in the price
of wheat, the forced suspension of
liquidation in stocks to prevent a finan-
cial debacle, and everyone of the big
European nations straining at the leash,
the situation this morning is one of
stress and strain and of ghastly possi-
bilities such as our generation has never
before experienced. It far outdoes the
days of Fashoda and of Agadir in gravity
and in peril. At any hour may come
Armageddon.

Great Britain will be drawn into war
the moment the German sword comes
out of the scabbard. Canada, an integral
and loyal part of the Empire, will in-
stantly accept its full measure of respon-
sibility in the expenditure of blood and
treasure, Our country’s duty and its

" honor, and the call of the blood demand
such a declaration from our people and
they will be found more than equal to

the obligation. War is to be lamented

end to be avoided so long as it can be
svoided with honor—but no longer.
When the British Lion moves by field
and by flood to meet the challenge of
the foe the Lion’s whelps must keep
ytep. And they will.

SIR WILFRID LAURIER.

There is a quickened beat of the pulse
of the Libera]l party in New Brunswick
because of the promised visit of the rev-
ered chieftain, Sir Wilfrid Laurier. He
Is assured a demonstrative welcome.
That this is his due, even his most bit-

ter political opponents cannot gainsay.
Their interest or their bias may keep
them silent among their applanding fel-
lows, but none there is who can say

. that the record of the great Canadian
has been other than to add lustre to our
statesmanship. Few leaders have held
so firmly the allegiance of their follow-
ers over such a span of years; none, per-
haps, through the days of triumph as
well as defeat, have so well retained the
sdmiration of opponents.

St. John remembers the Gutelius agree-
ment and other examples of how public
business should not be conducted, while
the province at large stands aghast at
the Dugal revelations and we have the
spectacle of Conservative party men in
all sections calling for the casting aside
of their leader in a last effort to save
a government already wrecked.

'ANSWERING THE PRAYER FOR
BREAD

The latest bulletin of the Bureau of
Labor of the United States government
devotes itself to a study of the middle-
man’s contribution to the cost of wheat
and flour to the consumer. No doubt
the middleman is responsible for a large
part of the increase in the cost of living,
but so far as the millers are concerned,
this report exonerates them from the
tharge of exacting an unreasonable toll.

The statement of one miller visited
was: “I will contract to grind all the
wheat you will bring us, give you all
the flour made, and in addition furnish
the sacking for your flour, provided I
may have the feed for my pay.” Compe-
lition is generally keen in the business
»f handling wheat and flour, and the ele-
ment of speculation is never absent.
Yhere may at times be local agreement
as to prices, and occasionally a man or
group of men may attempt a corner in
wheat, but the field is so broad and so
®asily entered that no monopoly can be
maintained.

No man is in the wheat business save
dor the profit he hopes to make, but the
percentages which are taken by the vari-
pus hands through which the wheat pass-
es is not sufficient to make a perceptible
difference in the weekly budget of the
average family. The farmer delivers his
wheat to the operator of the country ele-
vator who tests, weighs and receives it.
The elevator operator usually buys at
sbout three cents per bushel under the
price at which he can sell on track at
$he time. Competition generally keeps
him down to a margin of about three
eents; a decline in the wheat market at
the.time of shipping may turn his ap-
parent profit into a loss, and on the

report states that elevator margins have
been about the same since 1906.

The commission men receive one cent
a bushel for handling wheat. Jobbers
make what they can but they figure on
A fortunate
purchase or sale or a change in the mar-

about one cent a bushel.

ket may cause a good profit, while some
adverse conditions may make the trans-
action a losing omne. The terminal
elevator charges add another cent to the
toll. In Kansas City the charge
is one cent per bushel for the first
twenty days or part thereof, and
one-fortieth of a cent for each subse-
quent day.

It is the transportation companies that
first begin to exact the large tolls. Tak-
ing the state of Kansas, the report says
that a fair estimate of the average rate
from the hard wheat area in Kansas to
Kansas City is about twelve cents per
100 pounds or 7.2 cents per bushel. Haul-
ing from the prairie to the sea must
make a very considerable addition to the
cost per bushel. The flour jobber takes
as his toll about an average of fifty cents
per barrel; the retailer’s profits vary in
amount, but they run, according to this
report, on an average to twenty cents
per quarter-barrel sack—forty-eight or
forty-nine pounds..

All who undertake to answer the
world’s prayer for bread, do so of course
from the profit they expect to make.
The farmer of necessity takes great
risks. He invests his labor and seed, the
use of his land, power and tools. He as-
sumes the risk of making a crop or of
having a whole or a partial failure, and
he assumes the risk of the price per
bushel of the wheat he may harvest. A
year of good crops may mean a compet-
ence, an adverse year may mean the loss
of his land, the foreclosure of the mort-
gage and the pinch of poverty. Any
year he may find the government under
the control of the protected interests,
and the latter straddled on his back like
the old-man-of-the-sea, exacting their
tribute. Indeed, in Canada this is an
evil more to be dreaded than rust or
snow in harvest. It is the ultimate cal-
amity for the farmer. .

This report does not consider the bak-
ing of flour into bread, but home baking
is greatly decreasing throughout the
country and the percentage of flour pass-
ing through the bakery is rapidly in-
creasing. If home baking were miore
common it might have some effect in
decreasing the cost of living. But a
point that should be emphasized is the
importance of milling to a country that
produces wheat. The mills are said to
sell flour in bulk at the mills at less than
the cost of the wheat required to make
it. The cost of manufacture, the profit,
and the loss of the flour is covered by
the value of the by-product—feed. St.
John is in an ideal position to beccme a
milling centre, and the by-product would
originate and stimulate mary other in-
dustries.

HEADMASTER OF ETON
A BENEVOLENT DESPOT

Dr. Lyttleton Again Furnishes Ma-
terial For Newspaper Letter
Writers

FORTUNES Told True,
158k

(Times Special Correspondence)

London, July 21—Probably there are
few men in England who would relish
less being the storm-center of an acrime
onious discussion than Rev. and Hon,
Edward Lyttleton who, for the second
time within a year, is being fiercely as-
sailed on the one hand and as staunch-
ly upheld on the other for a recent ac-
tion in his official capacity as headmaster
of famous Eton College.

A few months ago it was Doctor Lyt-
tleton's refusal to accede to the wishes
of certain humanitarians and put an en
to the cruel sport of hare-coursing
Eton that laid him open to severe criu
cism; today he is being attacked for
having expelled two uncommonly preco-~
cious young aristocrats of fifteen who
not only planned an unauthorized mid-
night expedition to London, but pro-
posed to indulge in a supper at a restau-
rant in Picadilly Circus.

Regarding Doctor Lyttelton’s action
as unduly severe, the mother of one-of
these youthful blades first conducted a
somewhat fiery correspondence with the
“head,” and later sent it to a London-
newspaper which claims the biggest cir-
culation, since when a battle-royal has
raged in print and out of it, Doctor Lyt~
tleton’s action, it may'be said, has been
upheld by practically all, if not actually
all, his scholastic brethren.

‘T'his eminent schoolmaster, cleric, (he
is a canon of the Church of England,)
and sportsman, whose essential kindii-
ness is easily read in his face, is one of a
famous family of Itonians who are
known to fame as the “lucky Lyttle-
tons.” The head ‘of the house was the
fourth Lord Lyttleton, and e anaGrad-"
stone married sisters. T'here were eight
of the lucky Lyttletons, the eldest of
whom, Lord Cobham, has held the office
of land commisisoner for England and
Wales, commissioner under the Railway
and Cana] Traffic Act, and that of trus-
tee of the Natjonal Portrait Gallery. An-
other brother, Lieut.-General the Hon:
Sir Neville Lyttleton, is chief of the gen-
eral staff and first military member of
the Army Council. A third brother was
the late Alfred Lyttleton, who was coi-
onial secretary, and yet another was
Bishop of Southampton, while Hon.
Spencer Lyttleton was private secretary
to Mr. Gladstone from 1892 till 1894.

The present head of Eaton is now in
his 59th year and has occupied his pres-
ent position since 1905. Previously he
was for fifteen years headmaster of Hail-
eybury School and having held assistant
masterships at Eton and Wellington,
Somebody has described him as “all body
and heart,” and it is difficult to say
whether he is most renowned as a peda-
gogue, an author or an athlete. All the
Lytteltons won their cricket honors, and
the “head” of Eton still is a member of
the Marylebone Cricket Club and is the
author of a book on cricket which is
something of a classic, but his favorite
game now is golf. Among his many
books are ones on “Training for the
Young in the Laws of Sex,” and “School-
boys and Schoolwork.”

Seldom has a headmaster of Eton been
selected with more care, yet at the out-
set there were not wanting those who
denounced  Doctor Lyttelton as a
“crank,” averring that he was a senti-
mental humanitarian who lived entirely
on beans .and cabbage and presumably
wore sandals. Certain it is, however, that
the “Head” has not yet erred, so far as
is known at least, on the side of senti-
mentality, anyway not in the case over
which there has been so much pother.
He is, by the bye, almost perfectly am-
bidextrous, and has been known to throw
a cricket ball a hundred and five yards
with his right hand, and then, changing
over, to throw it almost as far with his

left.

Canada’s Troops
Ottawa, July 81—Should the gover-
nor-in-council consider the European
emergency of such a nature as to war-

rant calling out of the Canadian militia | -

o

for the defence of Canada, beyond her
shores, parliament will have to be called
within fifteen days of that decision. It
is thought more than probable that the
Canadian parliament will have a mid-
summer session this year. '

It is computed that there are 80,000,
active militia in Canada at present, and
it is estimated that Canada could raise
and equip about a quarter of a million
men. Col. Hughes believes that a pre-
liminary contingent of militia numbering
from 20,000 to 80,000 men could be mob-
ilized and made ready for sailing within
two or three weeks after the government
in council had decided to send them.

In such a case parliament could sit be-
fore the men were in readiness to leave.

It is believed here that in event of
Britain being involved and Canada send-
ing troops Col. Hughes will go with
them in partial command,

Germany Holds Steamers, !

Berlin, July 81—The German ‘govern-
ment today ordered the Hamburg-
American line to hold the liner Vater-
land in New York until further orders.
Orders were also issued detaining the
Victoria Luise and other vessels of the
German reserve list in their ports,

EARLY REPORTS
ON THE SITUATION

London, July 81—It was officially an-
nounced here today that “Conversations”
has been resumed between the Russian
and Austro-Hungarian governments.

Berlin, July 31 — The Tageszetung
states that diplomatic relations between
Austria and Russia have been broken

A Vienna despatch to the “Tageblatt”
says that Russia has sent a warning in
the nature of an ultimatum that the
Czar will not tolerate territorial ac-
quisition by Austro-Hungary. Infor-
mation as to Austria’s attitude in case
bf victories in Servia is demanded.

The Tageblatt despatch adds that it
is hoped Austria’s reply will be satis-
factory and obviate the necessity of
German mobilization,

In Austria

Vienna, July 81 —— The tension in
Vienna was greater today, although no-
thing definite had occurred to change the
situation for the worse.

The “Neue Frie Presse” insists that
Russia must cease to procrastinate and
say distinctly and unreservedly what
she intends to do.

Popular enthusiasm in conmection
with the war against Servia shows no
sign of abatement. An appeal for Red
Cross nurses met with . an immediate
response from 1,000 women and girls
belonging to all classes of society. Arch-
duchess Maria Theresa applied to Em-
peror Francis Joseph for permission to
be enrolled as a Red Cross nurse.

Vienna was overflowing today with
people who had deserted the summer
resorts and were hastening to their
homes,

SOME DETAILS
OF THE FIGHTING

Nish, July 81—A statement issued: by
the war office today said that the Aus-
trians failed in an effort to force the
pass which commands the approach to
the Moravia Valley and the road to Nish.

London, July ' 81—Another despatch
from Nish to the “Exchange Telegraph
Company” says desperate fighting con-
tinues along the river Drina. Both Aus-
trians and Servians have sustained heavy
losses. The Austrian divisions, after
fighting fiercely all day, failed to force
the defile leading to Plevlie and Prie-
polie.

Vienna, July 8l—Austrian frontier
guards today repelled a strong attack by
Servians near Klotievatz on the Bosnian
frontier, without sustaining loss.” The
Servians lost one officer and twenty-two
men,

Fighting of the most desperate nature
continued today with casualties on both
sides. The Servian war office declared
two Austrian divisions had also failed to
force the Kovatach defile after an all
day fight on the banks of the Drina
River.

Food Prices in Germany Go Up.

Berlin, July 81—Prices on food im-
ported from Russia doubled today.
Potatoes were unobtainable. There were
no Londen mails today.

British Cabinet Meeting

London, July 31—Premier Asquith
called a meeting of the cabinet today.
First Lord of the Admiralty, Churchill,
carried a large package of documents to
the session. These were supposed to
relate to the war measures taken by the
naval chief during the last twenty-four
hours. The premier, who is also min-
ister of war, conferred with several at-
taches of the War Office before the cabi-
net meeting began.

FITCHENER'S AMBITION

To Be Viceroy of India Said To
Be His Chief Wish

(Times Special Correspondence.)

London, July 20,—The return of Lord
Kitchener to England at this moment,
while more or less in the nature of a
much-needed holiday, is not unconnect-
ed with the greatest desire of his life.
One of his closest friends some months
ago told the writer that the field mar-
shal, who has just been raised to the
rank of an earl, would never rest until
he became Viceroy of India. That has
been his greatest ambition since the me-

sorable days when he was commander-

in-chief of the British forces there and
Lord Curzon was viceroy. The soldier
and the statesman had a famous quarrel
in those days ending in the latter being
recalled.

Those who know Kitchener’s enorm-
ous influence with King George and
Queen Mary and who realise the almost
unlimited indirect power of the throne
in England today, are confident that
Kitchener’s complete triumph cannot be
long delayed. It is expected that Lord
Hardinge, the present viceroy, will soon
announce his retirement to the Paris
embassy “on account of ill-health,” and
that Kitchener, who, by the way, is not
a favorite with the present government,
will step into his shoes. :

able. Situated on one of the most
charming reaches of the Thames, and
surrounded by flelds and avenues of
trees, the house is within ten miles of
London, and most of the guests motor-
ed down from town. Ham House is
one of the private palaces of England,
dnd contains ancient furniture, exquis-
ite tapestries,, ornaments, silver and pic-
tures which the visitors were much in-
terested in inspecting, the whole house
being thrown open to them. It is said
to have been one of the houses in which
King Charles II took refuge after his
flight from London, and the Cabal cab-
inet met in one of its rooms.

Since the present earl came into the
property the whole place has been put
in order and properly maintained, but
had any of the visitors seen Ham House,
say forty years ago; he would have been
considerably surprised. The earl’s fath-
er was a man of very free purse, and
when he died the inheritance was in a
most impoverished condition. The es-
tate was placed in the hands of trustees,
and one of them, the earl’s uncle, Al-!l
gernon Tollemache, worked energetical-
ly to conserve the revenue and bring to
the estate some of its former splendor.
He certainly allowed no money to be
wasted at Ham House during his tena-
ncy. Crops of hay were taken off the
fine lawns every year and most of the
house was rlosed.

His was a careful stewardship and re-
sulted in the family fortune being in a
flourishing state when the present earl
succeeded to the title.

The many Canadians present were full
of admiration of the many objects of
interest which the earl so courteously
pointed out to them. More than 1,000
guests were invited, including many
notabilities on this- side. Earl Grey,
looking very bronzed and fit after his
trip to South Africa and Canada; the
Hon. G. H. Perley, with Mrs, and Miss
Perley; Richard Reid, agent general for
Ontanio, and Mrs. Reid, who was Miss
Mulholland of Toronto; Hon. J. H.

Plaster

Rock Burned To The Ground

Iwo Men Suffer From Burns; Others
Have to Jump From Windows to Save

Their Lives

In a fire which spread rapidly yester-
day morning at Plaster Rock, N. B, six
dwelling houses were destroyed, other
buildings threatened, and two men burn-
ed quite painfully; while others sus-
tained minor injuries. The flames had
gained considerable headway when they
were first seen about one o’clock, in a
boarding house in a building owned by
Thomas Cummings. The fire spread
quickly until the whole building was a
mass of flames, which soon found their
way to houses adjoining until five others
when
daylight broke.

So far as is known little insurance was
carried, and the loss on the six houses
with much of their contents is estim-
ated at about $15,000. Some of the
buildings were self-contained cottages,
while others were tenement houses. It
was in the boarding house that there
was the greatest danger to life. Here
were several persons sound asleep when
the fire broke out and it was with greaf
difficulty that they were able to escape.
In two or three cases it was only by
jumping from upper windows that es-

cape was made possible. Two foreigners
amongst the boarders were severely
burned about the face and hands.

In the other structures nearby it was
possible for the occupants to remove be-
fore the flames had advanced upon them,
and a little of the household articles
were also saved.

The loss is keenly felt by the private
owners and the tenants of the houses.
Three of the dwellings were the prop-
erty of Thomas Cummings. These were
the largest of the buildings and one of
them was the boarding house. Another
was owned by the Donald Fraser Lum-
ber Co., a fifth by Elwood Giberson, and
the other by John Lobin. Walter Thib-
ideau was a heavy loser amongst the
tenants, very few of whom had any in-
surance to protect their furniture.

The fire burned flercely until about
four o'clock, three hours after it had
been first seen, but was then conquered
by the large fighting force of citizens of
Plaster Rock striving energetically to
prevent further destruction. There was
little wind, and this probably
many other buildings from being re-
duced to ashes.

Mr. Guthrie—The construction. com-
pany only holds the railway stock as
trustees until the railway is completed.

Mr. Carvell produced the minutes of
a meeting of the construction company
in May, 1912, showing authority for is-
suing 9,990 shares of their stock to A.
R. Gould in exchange fgr the transfer
of Mr. Gould’s claim of $1,000,000 against
the railway company. ‘

As the proceedings were interrupted
by the rattle of traffic in the street Mr.
Carvell remarked “Mr. Gould, as you
own the New Brunswick legislature, I
w.ls_h'you would have a law passed pro-
hibiting the use of this street by any
z&c}ept rubber tired vehicles.

Mr. Teed objected to the remark and
Mr. Carvell withdrew it, altthough, as he
remarked, Mr. Gould had not objected
to’ ‘the imputation.
