With the departure, from the United 

States Senate, of Simon Guggenheim of 
Colorado). Isaac Stephenson of Wiscon­
sin, takes his place as the wealthiest 
man in that body. He is said- to derive 
an income of $3,700,000 a year from his 
fortune of $74,000,000, which will make 
him one of the heaviest contributors 
in the country to the new income tax. 
As he receives more tHan $300,000 a 
month, he will probably have little dif­
ficulty in paying the ^148,000 which he 
will be assessed. .

Senator Stephenson, or “Uncle Ike” as 
| he is known to residents of Wisconsin, 
is one of the unique characters in the 
senate. Like Lorimer, he recently was 
tried for wholesale bribery in procuring 
his election, but unlike the senator from 
Illinois, he was allowed to retain his 
scat. Had Senator Stephenson not ac­
cumulated millions in the lumber he 
might have made a considerable fortune 
on the vaudeville stage. Few people 
living have such a retentive memory. He 
can answer correctly nine times out of 
ten any question that relates to his’life 
since his third birthday, even giving the 
day of the week and the month in which 
any event took place. He can tell off­
hand just how much he got for lum­
ber fifty years ago; he can even tell the; 
exact amount of a check that he made 
out in payment of a bill when he was a 
young man.

Senator Stephenson was born near 
Fredericton, Néw Brunswick, in 1829, 
His parents were so poor that he was 
able to gain but a mediocre education 
and long ! cfore he was out of his teens 
he was compelled to go to work to help 
support the family. At the age of eleven 
he went to Bangor and a year later he 
was taken to Wisconsin.

For several years he worked on the 
farm, in the woods with the lumbermen 
and as a common sailor on ships that 
sailed the Great Lakes. By the time lie 
had reached his 28th birthday he had 
saved enough money to purchase an in­
terest in a timber and saw mill. Sena­
tor Stephenson now owns practically all 
the stock of this concern, which has sev­
eral mills and owns millions of acres of 
land.

In 1867 he devised a plan for running 
logs on the Menominee River and built 
the boom that handles more logs than 
any other in the world. He became 
pqeside^t of the largest retail lumber 
company in Chicago ; president of the 
Stephenson National Bank of Bonnette; 
president of the Peshtigo Lumber Com­
pany, and president of the Stephenson 
Manufacturing Company, which cuts 15,- 
000,000 feet of lumber annually.

He is probably the closest rival to 
former Senator Clark of Montana in the 
amoimt of money that he has .spent in 
politics. Hç served several years in the 
Wisconsin state legislature and three 
terms as congressman. Then he decided 
to run for the ynatorship.

'Names for the new coast liners have 

not yet been decided on, but they will 
be known as ’’Princesses” as are the 
other vessels now' on the triangular run.

Somewhat similar in appearance to 
the present Princess Charlotte, and like 
her fitted with turbine oil-burning en­
gines, the new ships will be larger, of 
approximately 5,000 tons register. Each 
vessel. will be 897 feet over all, 50 feet 
beam and 20 feet deep. They are to be 
driven by oilburning turbine engines of 
18,500 horse power, and call for a con 
tract speed of 22 12 knots.

They will be built on the cruiser stern 
principle, will have three passenger 
decks and three funnels. The passenger 
accommodation will be splendidly fitted 
up and the vessels throughout will show 
the most modern improvements. They 
will have sleeping accommodation for 
about 460 first class passengers, and 
about 80 second class passengers.

Captain Troup said that the develop­
ment of the British Columbia coast 
steamship traffic within recent years had 
been one of the most phenomenal of all 

Public the C. P. R.’s varied activities, and 
though it was recognized that the new 
vessels would constitute a remarkable 
advance over the present accommodation 
in fact eclipsing anything on cross-chan- 
riel or coastal service in the old coun­
try, he felt that the company was fully 
justified in ordering the new steamers 
at this time, and had no doubt that it 
would be a very short time inded when 
even these palatial steamers would have 
to be augmented on the Pacific coast.

In 1907 a law was passed 
which allowed gambling and the estab­
lishment of casinos. The state was to 
have 15 per cent, of the profits, and 
casinos could be opened only with gov­
ernment permission. As saan as the 
law was passed aplications poured to, 
and in a short time 187 casinos or gamb­
ling saloons were authorized., Last year "
133 new establishments were opened. 
There had been a similar average in _ • 
the years that preceded. The amount - 
of revenue collected by the state was 
14,000,000 francs in 1907, 28,000,000 in 
1908, 87,000,000 in 1909, 43,000,000 in 
1910 and 1911, and last year the rev­
enue was about 58,000,000 francs.

When you turn, however, from the 
great spacious streets, with their noble 
buildings, into the back streets, very 
different things meet your eye. 
once you are transported into a region 
of squalor, of the abyss in which the 
very poor, the casually employed, the 
hopeless have their abiding place in this 
rich world. Many of the children still 
go about to their bare feet, the women 
wear frowsy shawls and their heads are 
uncovered, and the shops are small and 
frowsy, too. There are immense blocks 
of such streets, and in no city in the 
world do you see what an infectious 
and irresistible disease the slum bacillus 
can prove itself to be.

Houses with noble height and with 
spacious windows, artistic ceilings, 
splendid mantel pieces, have been turn­
ed into tenement houses, and sometimes 
you can see the slum disease creeping 
steadily but irresistibly from the tene­
ment house at one end to the noble 
mansion at the other end of the street. 
Whole streets that were still the dwell­
ing places of successful professional 
men to my boyhood, have all succumb­
ed to the slum bacillus, and are now, 
from one end to the other, the squalid 
tenement house.

And yet again there is another con­
trast. AU this frightful decay reducing 
even the mansions of the nobles which 
were full of Irish gaiety and hospital­
ity when the old parliament was still 
sitting, are gone into decay, but all this 
is on the north side of DubUn. On the 
south a great new city is growing up 
and spreading out into distant suburbs 
where pretty and clean red brisk houses 
and fine roads and sometimes even pret­
ty gardens indicate a city where pover­
ty is not as universal as it once was.

' Reflecting on this contrast I felt very 
hopeful as to the future of Dublin when 
once more there throbs and rushes 
through the veins of the nation the hot 
young blood of newly recovered liberty. 
The artistic spirit of the people, their 
lofty conceptions, their ardent ambition 
are to be found in their fine streets and 
their noble buildings; the problems they 
have had to face are to be seen in their

Thoughts on Re-visiting Dublin
I pass thus briefly from this organiza­

tion and its proceedings to a description 
of the feelings which Dublin creates in 
the minds of those who rçtum to it 
after long years of absence.

If Mollere were a living playwright, 
he would not have been able to join the 
French Society of Dramatic Authors un­
til a few days ago. The society is the 
most powerful institution of its kind in 
the world. It has contracts with every 
French manager, and the one single 
manager who, a few years ago, tried to 
do without the society, had to surren­
der after a six months’ fight. He was 
boycotted by the society. No member 
was allowed by the latter, under pain of 
expulsion, to sell him a play; and as 
everÿ playwright whose plays are worth 
having belong^to the society the mana­
ger was reduced to writing his plays 
himself, and they were bad.

This body enjoys an absolute mono­
poly, and collects the royalties from 
every theatre in France, even when the 
play is not the work of a member, or 
is by Molière or Shakespeare. The sta­
tutes of the society contain one famous 
paragraph, Article 17, which forbids the 
lessee or manager of a theatre to bring 
out his own plays on his own stage. 
Thus Mollere could not have belonged 
to the society. But M. Henry Bernstein 
has taken over a theatre of his own, at 
which he naturally wants to bring out 
his own plays, and at the annual meet­
ing of the society he at last succeed­
ed in having the paragraph amended. 
Henceforth a manager of a theatre will 
be allowed to bring out his own play on 
his own stage, but only on the following 
conditions:

Firstly, he must pay an extra 1 per 
cent, of the gross receipts to the funds 
of the society; secondly, he must never 
bring out more than one play by him­
self yearly; thirdly, if he writes a play 
in collaboration he must give the name 
of his collaborator to the society before 
making any arrangement» whatever for 
the production of the piece; fourthly, 
he must, -on oath, give the society the 
names of all his shareholders,' financial 
backers, board of management, etc.

These stipulations apply also to a Æ 
manager wishing to bring oat a play by ^ 
a relative or connection of his, which 
he was forbidden to do under any con­
ditions by the former Article '17. Each
