It is estimated that fully 256 per cent of
- the automobiles exported by manufacturers
in the United States is shipped to Canada.
Thirty-two hundred and seven machines
ere bought in the States in 1911 and it
Is expe that more than 5,000 will come
in this year. The average value of cars
shipped into the Dominion by American
manufacturers was $1,887. English manu-
facturers ehipped 240 cars, of an average
value of $1,309, to Canada last year.

Communication Cut Off—Block=
ade of River Deprives Mills of
Logs—Government Has Been
Neglectful

(Bpecial to Times.)
Chatham, N. B., Aug. 15—Two spans of
the Southwest Bridge that forms the chief
link of communication acrosg the South-

‘| west Mirimachi river between the most

populous parishes of the county, went
down this morning at a quarter to twelve
and now partially blocks the channel in
the river as well as cutting off all com-
munication from shore to shore. .

The spans that went out are directly
over the channel and, while the upper
work fell clear from, the foundation bases,
part of the woodwork grounded in the
channel and this is so far blocked that
rafts of logs will not be able to get through,
and as ninety per cent. of the mills on
thé Miramichi are practically dependent
upon the regular supply of logs from the
Southwest Company at Millerton, a few
miles above, the situation. is serious for
the mills and the 2,500 men who get their
means of livelihood from them.

The bridge has been in a very bad con-
dition for the past three years and every
effort has been made by the people to get
scme repairs done but without success and
now the only bridge from the mouth of
the river to a point forty miles above has
gone down and the inconvenience will be
very great.

RLSSI SERS
THE PARTTION OF
MONGOL

Effert of Patriotic Native Prince
Frustrated By Russia’s Attitude
and China's Help!essness

Peking, Aug. 15—A prominent and patri-
‘otic Mongolian prince; leadey. of the Mon-
golian alliance, an organization of several
thousand Mongolians, has planned an ex-
peditiorf to "Mongolia ‘to bé accompanied
by Chinese troops, for the purpose of over-
coming the independence movement which
is the ie of the Russian demands that
Ghina grand Mongolian autonomy and
steps be taken to bring about the partition
of Mongolia.

Russian now objects, declaring she will
not permit China to eend soldiers to Mon-
golia, on account of the infringement of
Russian special interests, which it would
entail. The Chinese government is help-
less and has decided to accede to the Rus-
sian demands, thus practically ruining the
chances of the success of the expedition.

The Mongolian alliance claims that Rus-
sia is endeavoring to deceive the world
regarding the Mongolian desire for inde-
pendence, and charges that the alleged
sentiment -is due wholly to external influ-
ences. It declares that the Mongolians do
not want a change which would give Rus-
sia control and by which China would lose
a vast territory.

Box of Candy Fails to Account
For Death—Must Await An-
alysis of Contents of Stomach

Hamilton, Ont., Aug. 15—In co_nnection
with the mysterious death of Rose Ziepe,

at the city hospital, on Sunday evening, |

a new feature has developed that tends to
further deepen the mystery. It is that
Mre. Bruce, wife of the man detained by

the police on a nominal charge, her two
sisters and the other girl, who visited
Mrs. Bruce at the hospital with the dead
girl, did not, according to the-doctors, at
any time show any of the eymptoms ex-
hibited by Rose Ziepe before her death.

Dr. Eagar, acting medical superintend-
ant of the city hospital, who was first to
attend the dead girl, and her companions
stated that none of the girls showed any
evidence of illness, but upon learning that
they had partaken of the candy, that was
supposed to have caused Rose Zeipe's
death, the medical men used the stomach
pump on all of them, as a precautionary
measure. This pute an entirely different
complexion on the case, as the girls elaim
‘tlbgy ate the same .candy that Miss Ziepe

id.

In the face of thisdevelopment, the pol-
ice find themselves at sea, and until the
result of the analysis of the stomach is re-
ceived from Toronto, it will not be known
what caused the unfortuhate girl'e death.
Dr. Rennie, coroner in charge of the in-
quest, was spoken to.regarding the newly
uncovered circumstances of the freedom
from any ill effects of the other girls, and
he offered a euggestion that Mies Zeipe
died from ordinary causes, which brought
on the convulsions.

Murder Plot Revealed by Letter
Picked up in Street — Finder

Notified Police in Time to-Save
Writer's Husband

Berlin, Aug. 15—Under ordinary circum-
stances if a German picks up a sealed let-
ter on -the street he must return it to the
post office or to the addressee without
opening it.

Luckily this rule was disregarded by an
inhapitants of Crossen-on-Oder, who picking
up a letter opened it, and found that it
was a communieation from the wife of a
woollen manufacturer, Robert Witzker,
who informed a school teacher recently
transferred to Crossen that she had com-
pleted: arrangemeénts for poisoning her hus-
band and marrying the school teacher.

The incriminating letter was handed to
the police, who now kept a sharp watch
upon Frau Witzker.

BOMB OUTRAGE

Milan, Aug. 15—A happy accident
thwarted an act of revenge planned by a
Benevento policeman named Paolo Cioffi
on his young newly-married wife, who, ow-
ing to his ill-treatment, had returned to
her parents’ roof.

Having found her bedroom, Cioffi in the
night climbed the balcony and placed there
a dynamite bomb, to which was attached
a long fuse, which he fired after descend-
ing to the btreet.

The whole front of the house was blown
to pieces by the force of the explosion, as
well as all the windows of the neighboring
dwellings. Signora Cioffi, however, on ac-
count of the intense heat, happened that
night to be gleeping in a larger room at
the back of the premises and thus escaped
the diabolical act of vengeance plotted
against her,

MURDERED HER
DAUGHTER FOR
INSURANCE

Melancholy Stery From Paris—
Victim a Beautiful Girl—Youth
Kills His Father

Paris, Aug. 15—A melancholy story con-
cerning the assassination of a beautiful
young woman by her mother was told to
the jury at Rouen. The victim, Marie Cau-
thier, aged 20; was insured for $1,000, and
it was to obtain the insurance money that
her mother, a widow of 41, who kept a
small grocer’s store at Bouelles, strangled
her, and then placed the corpse in an out-
house in a hanging position as if Marie
had committed suicide.

Throughout the trial the prisoner main-
tained that she was innocent, but the evi-
dence was overwhelming. The two little
brothers of the murdered village belle tes-

how, éuring’ the night of the crime, they
heard their sister repeatedly call out,
‘“Mamma, mind, you are strangling me.”

When the body was discovered hanging
to a nail, Mme. Gauthier explained that
her daughter bad committed suicide, and
that she had been very.melancholy for
some time. This was proved to be untrue,
for the girl was to be married in Septem-
ber and had told all her friends joyfully of
Her betrothal. The murderess was sentenc-
ed to death.

While Mme. Gauthier’s trial was pro-
ceeding at Rouen, the jurymen of the Al-
lier Department were considering the case
of a son who murdered his father. They
were in a lenient mood, and the parriciae
was sentenced to only one year’s imprison-
ment.

The people of the mainland who were
rendered homeless by the eruption have
erected a new town on Ivanoff Bay, 150
miles west of the volcano, and christened
it Perry, in honor of Captain Perry of the
revenue cutter Manning, who rescued 500
people during the catastrophe. The new
village is flourishing and needs no- assist-
ance.

London, Aug. 15—The Times states that
Gainsborough’s full length portrait of
John Eld, who was mainly instrumental
in founding the Staffordshire Infirmary in
1766, has been sold by the Knoedler Com-
pany, art dealers, to the Boston Museum.
The picture was sold at Christies by the
Infirmary in May for $21,000. .

Sir George Armstrong Who Ter-
minated the Dictatorship of Lord
Fisher—The Youngest M. P.,
Sir Philip Sasson, Head of |

lustrious Family

Sir George Armstrong, who is a passen-
ger on board the “Adriatic” will be recall-
ed by many as that retired Lieutenant of
the Royal Navy, and subsequent newspa-
per owner and editor, who played so im-
portant a part in terminating the former
dictatorship of Lord Fisher at the admir-
alty, by publishing letters which the ad-
miral had been_exchanging with subordin-
ate officers of the fleet commanded 'by Lord
Charl§ Beresford, criticising, condemning
and ridiculing the latter. These lettersy
which Fisher had invited and obtained from
the officers in question, notably from Cap-
tain Reginald Bacon, R. N., Fisher caused
to be printed for office use, and for pri-
vate ‘circulation among those officers who
had taken part with him against Beres-
ford. One of these pamphlets fell into the
hands of Sir George Armstrong, who pub-
lished it, showing that Figher had not only
encouraged disloyalty, insubordination and
delation, among the personnel of Beres-
ford’s fleet, but had communicated direct-
ly with the lattér’s.captains, instead of do-
ing so through their admiral, as strictly
required by the naval regulations.

The exposure created an immense sensa-
tion, exeiting the keenest interest in naval
circles all over the world, and led to the
retirement of Fisher from the First Sea-
Lordship of the Admiralty, to the retire:
ment of Captain Reginald Bacen, who
reached flag rank within a few days of his
being shelved, and also that of Lord Chas:
Beresford, who received by way of conso-
lation the Grand Cross of the Bath from
the king. Sir George Armstrong’s action
in’ publishing the pamphlet was universal-
ly commended, as putting an end to an era
of back-biting, treachery to superior offi-
cers, and lack of loyal, comradeship that
had sprung up among the commissioned
men of the navy under the administration
of Lord Fisher at Whitehall.

It must be a source of regret to Sir
George Armstrong that Winston Churchill,
now at the head of the admiralty, has call-
ed Lord Fisher out of his retirement to
become chairman of a naval committee on
fuel, his most influential adviser.

BSir George, ‘who-is the son and grand-
son of distinguished soldiers, ‘is still the
'owner and-editor of “The' People,” but has
sold “The Globe;,” one of the principal
London evening papers, to the ownership
and editorship of which he succeeded on’
the death of his father. Under his direc-
tion, both these papers have always been.
very friendly- to the United States; but
his father, the first baronet, a Crimean vet-
eran, invalided out of the service for ge-
vere wounds during the Indian Mutiny,
did not like America or Ameticans, and
took every opportunity of expressing his
feelings. -

One of the most amusing instances of
this was offered by a strongly-worded edi-
torial in the Globe against American chor-
us girls- whom he denounced for “the famili-
arity with which they treat the audience in
the stalls (orchestra seats) and boxes.”
The article went qn to declare that ‘it
was amusing when for the first time a vi-
vacious singer addressed remarks to the
audience and pardonable when she even
smiled at some particular gentleman, but
it ceases to divert and becomes objection-
able when a crowded chorus devotes it-
self to winking and smiling at the audi-
ence.” The article concludes with the fol-
lnwxng exordium: “No one can doubt that
ghxs modern free and easy spirit, with its
increasing familiarity and even impudence,
tends to drag musical comedy into the
mire. The descent from the Savoy operas
to the American importation in which the
chorus girl ogles the audience has been
swift and painful.”

The fear thus expressed by the old bar-
onet lest the impudence of American chor-
us girls should by its influence impair the
maidenly reserve and strict propriety of
the London ladies of like profession at the
Gaiety, who have already entangled some
two dozen British peers in the matrimonial
net, is exceedingly funny, and Sir George's
ponderous editorial on so frivolous a sub-
ject was suggestive of the shooting of a
butterfly with a blunderbuss.

Bir' Philip 8assoon, who is arriving on
bf)ard the Mauretania, enjoys the distinc-
tion of being the youngest member of the
House of Commons, to which he was ele=t-
ed last spring, for Hythe. He has also
quite recently came into a very large for-
tune in the meighborhood of fifteen or
twenty million dollars, through the death
of his father, the late Sir Edward Sas-
soon, and from his mother, the late Ludy
Sassoon, who was a daughter and heiress
of Baron Gustave Rothschild of Paris, third
Baronet of his family, he has also taken
over his father’s controlling interest in
and supreme direction of the entire Brit-
ish telegraph system in Asia and North-
ern Africa. The services which the late
Sir Edward and his father before him ren-
dered to the British government in this
connection have been so great, that Sir
Edward would have been raised to the
House of Lords had it not been for his
premature death. As it is, the beerage in-
tended for him is likely to be bestowed
upon his son, Sir Philip, as soon as the
 Unionist party returns to péwer.

It is not only that the control of this tele-

DUKE OF CONNAUGHT
REVIEWS FORCES
AT WAL

Veterans, Cadets and Ambulance
Corps on Parade — Certificates
Presented— A Striking' Picture

Halifax, Aug. 15—As field marshal of the
British army d. R. H. the Duke of Con-
naught on tne ‘grand parade this morning
reviewed the royal British Veterans, the
veterans of the- Fenian Raid, the Ca-
dets ,and of the Grand Prior of the Urder
of 8t. John of Jerusalem. He presented
first aid certificates to' a large number of
members of the St. John Ambulance As-
sociation, a body coming under the head of
the first mentioned. =

Despite threatening rain large crowds
congregated outside the parade and along
the streets, none but those directly inter-
ested being allowed within the enclosure.
Not the least striking feature were the
long lines of soldiers drawn up on either
side of the street, the “Thin Red Line” ot
infantry togehter with artillery. The mem-
bers of the.royal party arrived at the par-
ade sharp on time, the duchess not being
present. The princess and her lady in wait-
ing were the only ladies included. It was
noticeable that the duke and the members
of his staff wore artillery uniforms. As
their autos rolled up onto the parade the
royal standard was broken from the flag
staff amid cheers.

The Royal British Veterans were the
first to receive attention from the field
marshal. He passed down the lines, speak-
ing to each in turn and took occasion to
speak a few words to them as a body. Then
the Fenian Raid Veterans, some two. hun-
dred strong, were reviewed, then the Che-
bucto and Industrial School Cadets, the
former under command of Instructor Sau-
ger and the latter under Instructor Johns,
the whole body being under command of
Major Outhit. At the close of the review
the Veterans and Cadets joined in three
hearty cheers.

more directed this way. Presumably the
mew farm settlement board will soon have
something to say for itself, and if the
hopes and predictidns of Premier Flem-
ming are verified there will be within the
next year a considerable incregse in the
number of agriculturists in the province.
Tt is said that a smaller number than usual
of New Brunswick young men are going
to the western harvest fields this year,
and that is an indication of improved con-
ditions at home. It is well to take mnote
of these considerations from time to time
to counteract the somewhat pessimistic re-
marks one still hears at times concerning
'} the future of New Brunmswick.

With regard to the city of Bt. John, it
| s worthy of note that the building per-
mits granted in this city during July am-
ounted to $376,450, as compared with $240,-
000 in July last. This is a gain of $136,-
$560 or nearly 67 per‘“gint.

OIL AS FUEL

0il as fuel is coming into more general
use, and there will be an increasing de-
mand for it for that purpose. It is worthy
of note that oil as a fuel for railway loco-
motives is growing-in favor in Canada. The
! last issue of the Canadian Forestry Journ-

‘- al contains the following interesting state-
i ment:—
“During the first week in July a loco-
i motive using oil as fuel hauled the regular
passenger train on the run between Wel-
| lington and Alberni, the extension of the
Island division of the Canadian Pacific
‘Railway, formerly known as the Esqui-
malt and Neanaimo railway. The experi-
ment was entirely satisfactory, the run
of forty miles and return being made on
time, the new fuel working very satisfac-
tory.- As a result the manager of the road
says that, as fast as it can be done, all
the locomotives on the entire line of the
Island division, consisting of 118 miles, will
be equipped as oil-burners and the use of
" coal as fuel discontinued. The trains be-
tween Wellington and Alberni are now
hauled daily by oil-burning engines. Not
only is the danger from forest fires large-
ly, if not altogether, removed, but the
comfort of passengers is greatly increased,
owing to the elimination of smoke and cin-
ders.” ’

To what extent New Brunswick may be-
come an oil-producing province is as yet
a matter of conjecture, but there can be
no doubt about the matket for whatever
may be produced. Who knows? There may
yet be a Canadian Dreadnought built at St.
John, using New Brunswick oil as fuel.

MILLION DULLAR
HOTEL PLANNED

T. L. Morrisey Here in Connec-
tion With Project—To Use Big

Block Opposite Customs House
as Site

The erection of a large hotel that in
point of architectural beauty and equip-
ment will compare favorably with the
best in Canada, is one of the next im-
portant steps to be taken in the forward
movement in St. John. T. L. Morrisey,
of Montreal, who for some time past bhas
been interesting local and outside investors
in this project, arrived in the city yester-
day accompanied by James E. Adamson,
a prominent architect and engineer of
Montreal.

Mr. Morrisey brought with him a copy
of the plans for the new building and
told a reporter for 'The Telegraph that
the building wag to be erected on the
property which he purchased in Prince
William street, opposite the customs
house, and would involve an expenditure
of more than $1,000,000.

It is planned to have the preliminary

actual construction work - begun next
spring with the work rushed from that out
50 as to have the hotel ready for occupy-
ing by April 1, 1914,

“There has long been; a feeling in St.
John,” eaid Mr. Morrisey, “that the erec-
tion of a modern and in every way up to
| date hotel was greatly needed.” With
| this remark h& produced a copy of the
plans w}nch he brought; to the city and
remarked, “you see that is what we pro-
! pose to give you.”

The plans of both the interior and ex-
terior of the structure are on elaborate
lines. They provide for’a six story build-
ing with roof garden having a frontage of
160 feet in Prince William street and a
depth of 140 feet on the north side and
163 feet on the south side. In addition
to the main entrance there are to be two
side entrances and provision is made for
three stores on the ground floor. The ho-
tel is to be provided wilth a lobby 44x36
feet, a dining room 54x50 feet, a reception
room, ball room, grand stair case, a draw-
ing room, elaborately furnished waiting
and writing rooms, and three electric
elevators. Arrangements are also made to
have separate apartments for the ladies.

SHPPING NEWS OF
o THE NRTH SHORE

Steamship Lorca Makes New Re-
cord for the Province—Takes
2,266 Standards—Loaded For
F. E. Neale

(Chatham Gazette)

Last Tueeday, August 6th, there cleared
at Campbelljon the steamer Lorca which
had on board, from the Shives Lumber Co.
for F. E. Neale the grand cargo of 2266
standerds, a total of approximately 4,500,-
000 superficial feet of lumber.

This eclipses all previous records for the
province, the largest cargo taken from the
Miramichi to date being 1805 standards
which the Zafra took out Saturday.

The Nordfarer, the biggest three master
ship to ever vigit the Miramichi and prob-
ably the biggest afloat at the present time
leaves today for Newport, Wales. This ship
arrived off Chatham on Sunday June 2nd
and after some delay proceeded to Nor-
din’s mill where she took on board 1140
standards. When over the bar, the Nord-
farer .will probably get about 140 standards
more from Richibucto before proceeding on
her trans-Atlantic voyage.

The block-boat Progress III. arrived Fri-
day night and almost immediately began
loading. She will probably compi’ete her
cargo tonight and leave tomorrow morn-

ing.

Successful Mission Worker and Evage-
list :

The news has  just been received in
Mongreal of the death at Norfolk, Va,
on Sunday night or early on Monday
morning of Mr. John R. McConica, who
not only was instrumental in having the
0ld Brewery Mission started, hut who
discharged faithfully the duties of super-
intendent in connection with it for a per-
iod of ten years.

Mr. McConica, who was about fifty-eight
years of age, was born in Nova Scotia, and
in his early days was connected with the
printing trade, but getting converted in
the old Jerry McAuley Mission in New
York, he became a local preacher. Coming
to Montreal, he started the Old Brewery
Mission in a little store on St. James
street, and many who were down and out
have loving memories of his kindly words
and his efforts to lead them to better
things, both in'body and in epirit. As the
result of his appeal to the churches to
help him in carrying on the work, amongst
the poor and affilicted, Dominion Square
Methodist church came to his aid with the
building on Craig street, and rented it to
the Old Brewery Mission for to carry on
their work.

In February, 1901, Mr. McConica resign-
ed the position of superintendent, and at
a farewell reception on February 12, 1901,
he was presented with a well-filled puree.
Mr. McConica returned to Norfolk, where
he received the degree of D.D. from the
Methodiet church South, and was used by
that body as an evangelist, congicting the

marines, He is survived by his wife and
one daughter. Mr. George Hodge, of

Sergt. I. F. Archibald Captures Associ-
ation Cup With- Record Score and G.

Suesex, Aug. 14—The ehooting being
done at the forty-sixth annual meet of the
Provincial Rifle Association this year is
worthy of Bisely marksmen, being decided-
ly superior to that of other years.

Beating All Records,

Never has such splendid shooting been
done on the Sussex range by the P. R. A.
members. Last year a score of 96 won the
Association Cup and marks of 82 shared
in the distibution of prizes, but at today’s
match as high as 90 was counted out and
when 1t is considered that there were
forty-five who made this figure or more
today, the high standard of efficiency will
readily be recognized. In this match the
winner becomes the receipient of the
challenge cup and $10 in cash while there
were fifty-two prizes aggregating $153.
