For the Boston Hotel Fire;

Boston, Mass., Dec. 8—A combination 
of rats and matches is blamed for the 
fire in the Arcadia Hotel, in which 
twenty-eight men lost their lives, as a 
result of investigations by state officials. 
Walter L. Wedger, state chemist, and 
officers of the state police, found in a 
closet, where the fire apparently started, 
two rats which had been burned to 
death. One still held a piece of burned 
paper between its teeth. The officials 
agreed that the rats probably chewed 
on matches thrown into the closet with 
sweepings, and thus started the blaze.

Mayor Fitzgerald made another tour

of the lodging houses of the city and 
ordered some sections of houses closed 
because of over-crowding or inadequate 
fire escapes, and made criticisms to the 
owners of conditions as he found them.

Montreal,Dec. 5—That George Moffatt 
is insane and that he suffers from the 
most horrible hallucinations, which re­
cently led him to make an attempt on 
bis life in the Verdun asylum, was tes­
timony given by Doctor Burgess, medical 
superintendent of the latter institution 
in the case of Roland Moffatt versus W. 
S. Montgomery, of Dalhousie, N. B., 
heard before Judge Lane.

The plaintiff is curator for George 
Moffatt, and alleges that the latter, on 
January fl, 1912, entered into an agree­
ment with the Montreal General Con­
tracting Company, Limited, by Hrhich 
he lent them $82,000 on a promissory 
note, which was made payable on Feb­
ruary 27, 1912, at 6 per cent, and which 
was secured by a chattel mortgage on 
certain property and effects, and also 
by three mortgages on tugs and barge?. 
On March 21, 1912, the note was still 
unpaid, and George Moffatt assigned and 
transferred his claim under the loan to 
W. S. Montgomery, for $1 and other 
considerations.

The plaintiff contends that no good 
or Valuable considerations were 
eeived by George Moffatt, and that the 
latter was “non compos mentis,” at the 
time he made the agreement, and that 
It was through undue influence that 
Montgomery received the transfer. Con­
sequently he asks, that the contract be 
c’eclared null and void.

The plaintiff contends that George 
Moffatt made to the defendant a dona­
tion of bonds of the Province of New 
Brunswick amounting to $19,000, and 
also gave him a release on a promissory 
note for $7,000 representing a loan made 
by Moffatt to the defendant.

Doctor Potteous, assistant medical 
superintendent, of V«hu» corroborated 
the testimony •ofBtetot- Burgess, and 
added that he believed the Symptoms of 
insanity displayed by George Moffatt 
were such as to give little hope for his 
recovery.

ilies. While it did not compensate for 
loss of wages, or perhaps even obviate 
the need of private charity, there was 
no doubt it had saved many homes 
which would otherwise have been 
broken up.__________________

NEW YDHi SIOEK MARKET
The first of the English mails to 

reach the city this season was taken 
forward this morning over the Inter­
colonial railway on the Ocean Limited 
leaving a little late, about 11.42 o’clock, 
and being carried in six cars. The mails 
arrived on the steamer Tunisian and 
comprised 2,191 packages, including 
sacks parcels and newspaper packages.

The staff at West St. John handled 
the packages quickly and they were 
transferred in the same way as freight 
to the east side whence they were Uken 

the I. C. R. to the west. One of 
the cars was overloaded and the brief 
delay consequent from relieving its 
strain was the only hitch in the hand­
ling, which was superintended by A. J. 
Gross, superintendent of this division, 
assisted by F. B. Bent, superintendent 
at Halifax. One of the Empresses is 
due at Halifax this evening with more 
than 4,000 packages of mall matter.

Good time was made in unloading the 
mail from the steamer, getting it into 
the cars and bringing it around to the 
depot. The steamer docked at 2.80 
o’clock and the start was made about 
four o’clock in getting the packages ont 
of the ship. The last lot was loaded 
into the car about 7.80. The cars were 
Immediately shunted around to the 
Union Depot.

Mayor Frink sent a telegram to the 
post office department yesterday ex­
plaining that there was considerable dis­
satisfaction over the announcement that 
the mails from West St. John were to 
gc forward over the I. C. R. A mes­
sage from R. M. Coulter, deputy post­
master-general, last night, stated that 
the postmaster-general was absent but 
asked in what way the interests of St. 
John were effected by the arrangement.

The mayor, replied that St. John was 
competing with another seaport for the 
carriage and transfer of British mails 
and that the routing by C. P. R. would 
insure their being delivered in Montreal 
in better time.

Mayor Frink has not yet received any 
reply to his last telegram and the local 
post office officials have not received any 
further advices regarding the routing 
of the mails to be landed by the next 
mail steamer.
