manifest desire for attendance at the social means of grace, as in 
the days of Malachi. “ They that feared the Lord spake often one 
to another; and the Lord hearkened and heard it, and a book of 
remembrance was written before him for them that feared the 
Lord, and that thought upon his name.
\ Cultivate the graces of the spirit, which are “ love, joy, peace * 

long-suffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, temperance» 
against such there is no law.” God said to Abraham, ^ I am the 
Almighty God, walk before me, and be thou perfect. If such 
was the command given to the patriarch under a former dispensa­
tion, it is our privilege and imperative duty to attain to the higher 
life, having so many advantages in this nineteenth century. biÇt 
the influences of practical Christianity be manifested in your pri­
vate and public life. “ Sanctify them through thy truth, thy word 
is truth," was the earnest prayer of Jesus. Men who have become 
eminent in the Christian Church have been holy in heart and life, 
and attained their high degree of grace and usefulness by faith, 
prayer and frequent communion with God. We recomnjpnd you 
to read the lives of devoted men, such as Fletcher, Bf&mwell, 
Stoner, Smith and Carvosso, which we trust will prompt you to 
emulate their bright and blessed examples.
