SHARP ENCOUNTER BETWEEN DR. TUPPER AND
MR. MACKENZIE.

In the Commons, recently, after the House had
gat all day and nearly all night— :

Dr. TurPER said that in his judgment it was a
great breach of the arrangement which was entered
into on the part of both sides of this House for the
Government to force them into having these late
sittings. Half a dozen gentlemen had risen to
their feet to address the House on this question be-
fore the vote waps taken, and therefore he (Dr.
Tupper) had hoped that there would have been no
objection to the adjournment. He (Dr. Tupper)
had himself refrained from taking part in the de-
bate simply because he had desired to expedite the
business, and with the same object in view he bad
asked several hon. gentlemen on the Opposition
side of the House who had intended speaking not
to doso. However much any hon. gentleman in
this House might be disposed to treat with derision
a proposal to give the same consideration to the
agricultural interests of this country that they had
given to others, he (Dr. Tupper) did trust that
some regard would be paid to the understanding
they had arrived at, that they should not sit till
such late hours. It was an outrage for any Party,
no matter what its strength might be, to refuse to
give members of this House an opportunity of ex-
pressing their opinions.

Mr. MACKENZIE said that whatever might be
said about the understanding they had come to
about adjourning early, the House would treat with
degfsion the attempts of the two hon. doctors to
constitute themselves the representatives of the
farmers in this House. Why the farmers were rep-
resented in this house twice over on the other side of
the question. With regard to adjourning, he had
merely to call the hon. gentleman’s attention to the
fact that they had now been five days debating this
matter, and it would be absolutely necessary for
him to ask another day in the week for Govern-
n;ﬁnt business if this discussion were to be intermin-
able.

Mr. Borrox, seconded by Mr. Bunster, moved
the adjournment of the debate.

The motion was declared lost. .

Mr. MACKENZIE rose to speak but Dr. Tupper
and other members of the Opposition called for the
yeas and nays. These were taken and the motion
was declared lost by a vote of 74 to 112,

Mr. BowELL then moved the adjournment of the
House.

Dr. TuPPER then repeated what he had said as
to the breach of the arrangement with regard to
early adjournments, and added that since he had
been in this House he had never witnessed such a
spectacle as that of a minister occupying nearly an
entire day in addressing the Housé as had been
the case on the present occasion, and the Govern-
ment then endeavoring to force the debateto a
conclusion at four o’clock in the morning. The
hon. gentleman had said that the House would treat
with derision the attempt of two doctors to repre—
sent the interests of the farmers of this country.
In reply to that he (Dr. Tupper) had to say that
long before the hon. gentleman had a position in
this House or in this country at all, he (Dr. Tup-
per) had had the honor of representing as import-
ant a farming constitutency as that which the hon.
gentleman represented. (Hear, hear.) The hon.
gentleman forgot what he owed to the House and
to the position he beld when he undertook to speak
in that way to any gentleman elected by the inde-
pendent suffrages of the people of this country, or
to reflect as he had done on any class of the com-
munity. When the hon. gentleman went to South
Ontario he was reminded of the flippant way in
which he had treated the member oF Centre Wel-
lington, and when the verdict was rendered he
found that in that constituency in which he had
before had a large majority, that majority was
turned. [Cheers.] He held that there had never
been a discussion in which the Government had
less to complain of in regard to the conduct of the
Opposition than this one. He (Dr. Tupper) had
protested last year against such late sittings as they
were holding, but the hon. gentlemen opposite con-
tinued them, and to his (Mr. Mackenzie’s persist-
ency) in that respect was owing the fact ‘that they
had lost some some of the brightest ornaméhts of
this Parliament. One hon. gentleman was’ forced
to occupy the chair in Committee six hours at a
time, and his life was sacrificed in consequence.

Mr. MACKENZIE said the hon. gentleman had no
right to complain of anything he (Mr. Mackenzie)
had said, and he (Mr. Mackenzie) appealed to the
Spealter to say if he had used any unparliamentary
expressions. He (Mr. Mackenzie) said that he
(Dr. Tupper) had no right to say they had any
right to represent the farmers in Parliament.
[Cheers and groans.]

Dr. TurpER—I rise to a point of order. [Up-
roar from Ministerial benches.] The hon. gentle-
man has no right in dealing:with statements I
made in the House to change his own statements
to which I have been referring. What the hon.
gentleman said was that he would treat with deri-
sien the claims of the two doctors to represent the
farming interests. [Hear, hear.]

Mr. MACKENZIE said that was no point of order
at all. The hon. gentleman (Dr. Tupper) in his
remarks had made the most violent attack possible
on him [Mr. Mackenzie], but all that he [Mr.
Mackenzie] said was that he and his brother doctor
had no right to assume to represent the farmers in
this House. ECrieﬂ of * No, no.”] The members
for Centre Wellington and Cumberland represented
a very small section of the farmers, and they did
not represent them at all, for they misrepresented
them, as the policy they advocated would be dan-
gerous to the farming interests. The hon. gentle-
man had stated that the Government bad used
their majority just as they pleased. He [Dr.
Tupper] surely fancied he could insult the majority
with impunity; but he [Mr. Mackenzie] would
show him that he could not. The Government did
not want any lectures in political or any other kind
of morality from gentlemen opposite, and they
would not stand it. With regard to the adjonrn-
ment, he said that he was about to move for it when
the hon. gentleman [Dr. Tupper] called for the
yeas and nays, and if he had not called for them
the House would have been adjourned some time
ago. He concluded by moving the adjournment.

The House adjourned at 4.40 a. m.

MR. BLAKE ON THE STRENGTH OF PARTIES.

Hon. Mr. Blake, in the course of the debate on
M. Devlin’s resolution favoring the Representation
of Minorities, made some important admissions in
reference to the strength of parties. It is clear
enough that the Grits are feeling exceedingly un-
comfortable at the prospect before them, and it is a
remarkable fact that their principal men, both in
Ontario and Quebec, are casting about for some
plan of securing representation for “the minority,”
which they shortly expect to become.—Mr. Blake
said :—

The hon. gentleman (Mr. Devlin) had referred
to a speech in which he (Mr. Blake) had-expressed
his opinions on this subject. Subsequent thought
and reflection had not caused him to change those
views. He was very strongly convinced that an
enquiry would produce facts which would be start-
ling to members of this House. As to the practical
working of the present dystem of representation, he
held that the present system did not merely afford
a guarantee that the opinions of the people. as ex-
pressed at the polls, should be represented in this
House proportionately to their strength, but it
afforded no guarantee that the majority at the poll.
might not be an absolute minority in this Houses
His investigations as to the returns of his own
Province of the elections of 1867 convinced him
that, assuming the acclamation elections on the
most reasonable basis that could be obtained as to
the relative strength of parties in those constitu-
encies, elections occurring subsgquently to and
preceeding the election, and thus arriving at a con-
clision as to what would have been the popular
vote had there been a contest in every county, the
Liberal party would have had a very slight majority
in the Province of Ontario; that of the 82 members
who were returned, the popular vote would have
returned slightly more than 41, and therefore it
would have been 42 against 40, being the nearest
approximation that could have been got. As a fact,
it was 30 to 43. In the same election the Province
of Nova Scotia returned 18 members against Con-
federation, and one only—and that gentleman by a
very narrow majority—on the other side ‘of the
question. So that if that was to be taken as an
expression of the opinion of the people of that
Province upon that important subject, it was next
door to unanimous.  But the best calculation he
could make led him to believe that the real expres-
sion of popular opinion in Nova Scotia was about
12 to 7, if both sides of the question had been heard.
In the last election in Nova Scotia, too, there were
19 members returned to support the Government—
only one gentleman in opposition, and that one

ntleman the member for Cape Breton, as an
independent, but whom he [Mr. Blake] had at an

early period given over to the enemy, and who had

since verified his [ Mr. Blake'sd prediction. Eyen
the return of 19 to 2 did net, however, really ex-
press the opinion of the people of Nova Scotia upon
that occasion, which was not all so favorable to this
Government as that return would make it appear
[hear, hear]. Tb the late gemeral elections in the
Provinee of Onlaiio, the same ebservations applied.
Those who investigated the subjeet would find that the
popular vote was mot so stromgly in javor of the
Government as the return {o this House by any means
[hear, hear]. He stated this knowing that hon.
gentlemen would suppose that they told against his
party, but they were discussing & matter in which
the interests of all parties ‘were concerned, and
under such circumstances he was willing to state
the facts, no matter which way they tended.

It is well known that a large number of the
Ontario constituencies under the influence of the
Pacific Scandal cry were earsied for the Govern-
ment by majorities of 10 to 50; no person now
doubts that these will all retirs Opposition men at
next general election, or that the Grits will be
handsomely whipped in their Ontario stronghold.

A SCERE IN THE SENATE.

Nova Scotia Senators in Collision.

In the course of the debaté on the motion to
censure the Government for endeavoring to pack
the Senate—

Hon. Mr. MILLER correcfed an error made by
Mr. Power. In the original appointments from
Nowa Scotia, six were Liberals and six Conserva-
tives, not one Liberal and eleven Conservatives,
True, only one of the twelve opposed confederation,
but that was no reason why he should be taken as
the only Liberal. The hon. senator [Mr. Power]
had gone out of his way to say some Senators had
supported union in Nova Seotia because they were
offered places in the Senate. If that referred to
him [Mr, Miller] it was untrue—it was a vile
slander.

Hon. Mr. Burixor—Yes, a vile slander.

Hon. Mr. M said he had not been pitch-
forked into the Senate because of his father’s in-
fluence.

Hon. Mr. POWER rose 0 & point of order.

Hon. Mr. MiLLER denied that he was out of
order. He had been persectited because of his ad-
vocacy of Confederation, and sacrificed brilliant
prospects because of it, and it was unfair to throw
out, in this cowardly such a vile insinua«
tion. He [Mr. Miller] had mo occasion to be
pitehforked into this House, He had been offered
five or six consti i pposed Confed-
eration in 1864, because he favored the larger
union. He quoted from a speech delivered that
year in the Nova Scotia Parliament, to show that
he had then advocated a large jconfederation of
British North America. He had opposed the Que-
bec scheme, but not the prineiple of Confederation.
He proceeded to give the history of Confederation
in Nova Scotia, and his oW eonnection with the
movement. The condition of affairs in 1866 was
such that no loyal man could have opposed Con-
federation, as it was an Imperial policy, and no
Province in the Union owed mere to the Imperial
Government than Nova Seotia did. The only
inconsistency which he could possibly be charged
with was at first he had considered the question
should be referred to the people, but he had after-
wards consented that Confedération should be set—
tled without an appeal to the people, but if the
Union had not been effected just at the time it was,
the Provinces could not have been brought into line
again as easily, and Confederation would have been
defeated.

Hon. Mr. CArRrALL complimented Mr. Brown
on the eloquence of his speeeh, but he thought the
hon. gentleman had failed t0 advance any reason
why the Constitution should have been strained by
the Government in an attempt to pack this Cham-
ber with supporters and override their privileges.

Hon. Mr. Powkr denied that he had made any
insinuations against the members from Nova Scotia
that warranted the remarks of the hon. member
from Richmond, and he thought the statement of
the hon. gentleman would be news to the people of
Nova Scotia and members of the Legislative Coun-
cil.

Hon. Messrs. MACFARLANE and. DickEY cor-
roborated what Mr. Miller had stated as to his
course respecting Confederation.

Hon. Mr, PowER reiterated his insinuations, and
Mr. Miller said they were falsehoods.

Cries of “Order, order,” *Question,” “ Call in
the members,” etc., became very prevalent at mid-
night.

Hon. Mr. PowER insisted on explanations.

Hon. My. WiLsox said this was no place for
such remarks. If the hon. géntlemen had anything
to rettle, they should go outside the House and
settle it.

Hon. Mr. PowER persevered, and held the floor,
and said if Mr. Miller repeated his speech in Hali-
fax, there would be a great many persons there who
would not believe it.

Then Hon. Mr. M1LLER wanted o tell the House
how the member from Halifax got pitchforked into
the Senate, but the House would niot listen to the
story.

Hon. Mr. Power insisted on explaining how he
came in, but the Honse wonld not hear him, and
he was drowned by cries of *order,” “leave off”
by Hon. Mr. Wilson, of Montreal.

Hon. Mr. Curistie asked him what was the
point of order the hon. gentleman wished to raise,

Hon. Mr. Wrrsox said the hon. gentleman was
not Parliamentary. .

Fon. Mr. Wizsor raised andther point of order,
that the hon. gentleman wag mot speaking to the
question. This had the desired effect, and the cry
was then “call in the members.”

OUR FOREFATHERS.
Kixa's County, N. B.)
Mareh 20th, 1877.
To the Editor of The Watehmean.

In the continnation of the “History of Queen’s
County, by E,Stone Wigging, LL.D.,” published
in Toe WATonMAN of February 3rd, it is stated
that all- the Loyalists of the name of Ferris came
from Westchester County, New York. The state-
ment may be correct as regards most of the names
mentioned, but “ Joseph,” deseribed as a Captain
in the Rangers, under Col. Butler, being at first in
Newfoundland and after in Kastport, and dying on
Indian Island in 1836, was & native and came di-
rect from Stamford, Conneetient. My anthority is
the “ History of Stamford, by Rev. E. B. Hunting-
ton, A.M..” Stamford, 1868, published by the au-
thor, and it is a history of the town from its foun-
dation, 1641, up to 1868. This eorrection may not
be of much importance or interest to the public;
but if Mr. Wiggins’ “ History of Queen’s” is to be
an authentic record of the past for that County, it
is as well to have it perfeet, and the only interest I
have in the matter, is from being pretty well
posted in the history of the old Puritan stock that
came out to America some 250 years since, and
also of the Loyalists who eame to New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia in 1788, my father, being
one of them, and my direct ancestor, was
one of the founders of Stamford, Conn., in
1641-2, and I am only in the sixth generation from
that man aud the last of the mame of the Stamford
family. Jeffry Ferris was No, 11 of the 59 found-
ers of Stamford, and in a list of the wealthy men
of the town, in 1701, was Peter Ferris, Joseph
L. Ferris and Peter Ferris, jr., and this family was
one of the highest in rank, eoming from England,
belonging to a noble family. The original name
in England was Farrars or Ferrars, (something
like that.) The “ History of Stamford ” would be
a valuable auxiliary to any one compiling a re-
cord of the first settlers of this Province. It gives
a full description of about 30 of the Loyalists who
came direct here from Stamford in 1783. Besides
these are double that number, although hailing
from different parts of New York State, Long Is-
land, New Jersey, New York City, etc., their stock
or ancestors originated in Stamford, and it gives
the origin of all.

When Stamford was founded, New York City
and part of the State was sfill in the hands of the
Dutch, under the name of New Netherlands, and
City, New Amsterdam, and it was not until 1664
that the English gained possession of New York,
and then the Yankees kept pushing their way up
to New York City and State, to better themselves,
the same as is done to-day. Tim and wooden nutmeg
pedlers, from Stamford, gave much trouble to the
Dutchmen of New Amsterdam, even in that early
period, and many times there was such a scare that
the Dutch Governors had #0 turn out their whole
garrison to protect loyal citizens, the Yankee being
a variety of the human species not suited to their
taste.

I enclose you a list of the 59 founders of Stam-
ford : one of the wealthy men in 1701, and one of
the Loyalists. There are Loyalists who came here
from Stamford, in 1783, whose ancestors were only

settlers there, early last cemtury, such as Jarvis,
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Whitney, ctc., and are not mentioned on the early
lists. Yours,

After the halls have once been passed there is
scarcely anything in the rooms beyond them, so
instantaneous in effect upon a stranger as the car-
pets which cover our floors. The walls themselves,
important as they undoubtedly are, are not so pro-
ductive of vague sensations ; sensationg of.comfort
where the carpet is in harmony with its surround-
ings, and very decided impressions of discomfort
and artistic displeasure when, as too frequently
happens, it is glaring, self-asserting, and utterly
inharmonious.

In choosing a carpet the first thing to be consid-
ered is that it is to the room what the background
is to a picture, and that in this capacity it must
throw up the main features, suggestions and whole
effect of the other furniture, but throughout the
operation must itself remain perfectly unobtrusive.
In other words, and mixing our metaphors a little,
carpets are very like a certain class of people, who,
attempting to assert themselves in a loud and glar-
ing manner, become simply vulgar, pretentious
and utterly disagreeable. A self-asserting man in-
variably destroys the harmony of any domestic
picture wherein he may happen to be placed, and
just in the same measure a self-asserting carpet up-
sets the perspective, and banishes all ideas of unity
from any room,whose floor it is called upon to cover.
As a recent anonymous writer upon the subject of
household decorations remarks, “The true test of
beauty in a carpet, as in many other things, is
that it should make itself felt rather than seen,
should. in short, be such that éne forgets to observe
it, or if caused fo do so by accident, finds out its
perfection and quiet beauty with a little pleased
surprise.”

To secure this harmony the choice of color is of
no little importance, but in this respect opinions
are so varied that nothing like a definite rule can
be deduced. 1t is certain, of course, that the col-
oring should be selected in relation to the general
design of the room; but as this relation may be as
pleasantly affected by contrasting'as by harmoniz-
ing, we are in doubt whether to agree with the
many authorities who suggest that the carpet
should be a little darker than other portions, but
shjould still present the main body tint from which
the rest of the room should work up in lighter
shades; or with Eastlake and others of the same
school, who incline towards contrast rather than
repetition. On the whole, the latter idea does
seem ewhat less ), though a serious
objection may be raised in the fact that, while
many people are capable of hing theird
tions very fairly, comparatively few understand the
art of toning their contrasts. ; .

With regard to design, it is almost imperati
that, in a moderately sized room, large sprawling
patterns should be avoided, as they are utterly des-
tructive in their effect upon the furniture which is
placed above them, besides being very difficult to
match in case repairs should be needed. Mode-
rately small patterns are invariably
and these in turn should be treated conventignally,
that is, should be arranged on a geometrical base
rather than in an attempt to imitaté fruit flowers,
shells, rose-leaves, Cupids and other designs which
Fastlek o Holesale as * piotorial mon-
strosities, fit only to cover the floors of Madame
Tussaud’s Chamber of Horrors.” Certain it is that
if we desire to pay any deference to the origin of
the carpet, we shall share the stiffinecked archi-
tect's contempt, for in all the textile fabrics of Per-
sia, Turkey and India, which stand in & measure
as patriarchs of the whole tribe, we will find no
such bald efforts to imitate nature as those men-
tioned above ; no huge baskets of flowers, outrage-
ous as to size and colors ; no impossible vases hold-
ing still more impossible vines; no roses the size
of cabbages and colored in indigo or magents
shades ; but broken forms that excite the powers
of the i and irregular lines

Such carpets, in the original oriental fabries, an
no doubt, hard to procure; but is only by way of .
referring to their designs that we i:v‘:’da L
at all, and in- this respect, at least, they are very
easily imitated, more than one of our own carpet
dealers having at the present time paf whose
outlines resemble the general idea to which we
have endeavored to give expression. -

Another proposition advanced by Mr. Eastlake
on the subject of carpets, is that in few if any cases
should they be allowed to entirely cover the floor
of the room upon which they are laid; as in the
first place, the material being necessarily cut up to
fit into corners and recesses, is in this way very
much wasted. Secondly, a carpet made to fit one
room will never fit another, at least out many
alterations. Thirdly, the practice of - cov-
ering up the floor, and thus leaving no evidence of
its material exposed, is contrary to the first prin-
ciples of d ive art, which requi the
nature of construction should - always be revealed,
or at least indicated, by the ornament which it
bears. And lastly, he says, that as no one wants a
carpet in the nooks and corners of a room, it is
pleasant to feel that there at least the floon can'as .
sert ita independence. ; finia s
| Whiere the Tndependenios of the Hoorean be as-
serted in the shape of handsome parquetry or inlaid
woods, we agree with this proposition entirely; but
as either or both of those substances are not always
conveniently obtained, it is as well perhaps that
Mr. Eastlake’s taste in this matter has not become
universal, in which case our plain and often dis-
colored deal boards would have but a sorry effect
when bordering even an ordinarily handsome car-
pet. We can, however, preserve to &
the rug-like character of our floor coverings by
completing them with. a deep border added to the
edge and matching the other part of the carpet in '
color, though not necessarily in design. '
may be the character of the carpet, whether it be
the richest Axminster or the cheapest ingrain, it is
always possible to find a border for it, and there-
fore, if it is equally possible to compass the extra
expense, a border should always be used, it being to
the carpet very much like what the setting is to a
jewel, e

Among the varieties of carpets now shown to the
public are the Aubussons, the Wiltons or Mo-
quettes, the Axminsters, Brussels and tapestry Brus-
sels, Venetians and, ingrains or Kidderminsters,
not to speak of the felts, druggets, hempen, Man-
illa mattings, and lastly, rag carpets, which, how-
ever, are not shown to the public, being generally
used by those who take the trouble to manufacture:
them. Among those which properly come under
the heading of carpets, the two ply ingrain is the
cheapest quality, so cheap in fact that it is within
the means of almost every body. It usually turns
very well, and put down over a carpet-paper—
a thin layer of. cotton wool " between
sheets of brown paper—is pleasant ' com-
fortable to the foot, and endures a deal
of wear. Thewy,vhhhhv*ywbq—
vier, wears still longer, though not as serviceable
a3 Brussels, Brussels is made by weaving into a
linen body loops of woolen threads, three to a loop
customarily ; as they are dyed in the wool the color
is almost ineffaceable. Upon the so-called tapestry
Brussels, on the other hand, the pattern is stamped
after weaving, and it does not réquire long use to
wear itoff. There are no prettier carpets than the
Brussels, and though others may be more luxurious
to the foot, with proper ppdding they may be made
equally luxuriant, while they ara ce more
durable than any, The Moquettes and Axminsters
are made in very much the same way, excepting that

THE ST. JOHN COUNTY SESSIONS.

The Sessions system of County Government, un-
der which nominees of, the-Provincial Government
imposed local taxes and managed all Cotinty affairs,
has come to an end, and not a hand or a voice—
save the voices of a few gentlemen connected with
the Provincial Farmers’ League—has been lifted
to stay its fate. The Sessions system was useful in
its day ; it was even necessary at a time when pop-
ular government was but little understood, when
population was sparse, the country poor and the
taxes imposed insignificant in amount. But ever
sinfe Responsible Government was granted to the
Colonies, the people have been chafing under the
administration of County affairg by a Board not
responsible to and not controlled by the people,
and from year to year a public sentiment hostile to
the continuance of the|Sessions has been maturing

the recommendations therein contained be severally
complied with, and the necessary orders be and are
hereby made.

Moved also by Mr, Marshall and seconded by
Mr. Everett :(—

That the Clerk of the Peace be directed to for-
ward a copy of this Resolution to the Chairmen of
the respective Committees and to all other officials
interested. !

It will be noticed that the “ winding up” resolu-
tions were moved by Justice Marshall and seconded
by Justice Everett, the two gentlemen who were
recently rival candidates for the vacant seat in the
Assembly ! The existence of the entente cordiale is
a subject for public congratulation, even though it
should exist for purely local purposes. There
may, possibly, be a significance in the circum-
stance of somewhat deeper-import than appears on
the surface. Whether this be so or not, it was
quite proper that these two gentlemen should pre-
sent the resolutions which virtually closed the
reign of irresponsible County government, for both
are strong believers in popular government and
both havé recently received unmistakable tokens
of popular favor. Both were intelligent members
of the Sessions. Mr. Marshall, in particular, had
been an active working member of that now de-
funct body, giving to the Sessions—what, indeed,
he has given to every association, society or pub-
lic body with which he has been connected,—the
benefit of untiring personal industry and unflag-
ging perseverance. Justice Everett had recently
come to the front in the Sessions, especially in con-
nection with Slaughter House matters, but whether
more from love of County interests than dislike of
Justice Marshall, this deponent sayeth not.

And now, the Sessions abolished, the place which
knew our numerous Justices shall know them no
more for ever. “Othello’s occupation’s gone.”
Henceforth Justice Nowlin will be compelled to
ventilate his economical, reform theories at Chubb’s
Corner, or the ““House of Lords” or in that Art
Gallery of which less has been heard of late than
formerly. Justice Milligan’s Industrial and Re-
formatory Institution (vet to be erected) must pass
from his hands and into those of Councillors elected
by the People. The Slaughter House question will
have a rest, no doubt, unless Justice Marshall can

d in infusing into the elect of the people the

and extending. At last the favorable t for
a change has been seized by our Provincial Gov-
ernment; a bill has passed compelling all Coun-
ties to organize as' Municipalities, and in a few
weeks a Municipal Council will be elected by the
rate-payers in each County of the Province. The
change gives general and complete satisfaction;
except to a few Magistrates who may fancy that
their importance in society has been somewhat re-
duced by the summary abolition of their right
to do as they pleased with the County moneys and
County appointments., We do not think the hard-
est working and most influential Justices regret the
change; their duties, which were onerous, were
performed without fee or hope of reward; much
of their time and labor was given to the zealous
and active discharge of their duties, which in
many instances were really a great personal bur-
then. In parting with the Sessions, the public

should not overlook the services of:such Justices ;1

and although the public can not pass formal votes
of thanks applicable to their cases, we have no
doubt that the rate-payers in each County can
mentally select a number of their Justices to whem
all will agree in yielding a large measure of
thanks for unpaid public work as honestly "and
fearlessly performed as if these Justices had been
in the receipt of ample salaries. Even if the sys-
tem had outlived its usefulness; if it was not in
accord with the latest and best views of self-gov-
ernment, we need not hesitate to concede that it
gave us many instances of unselfish and conscien-
tious Justices whose éxample, we trust, will not be
lost on those who are/to succeed them by virtue of
the popular suffrages. !

On Tuesday, at a meeting of the St. John County
Sessionspaieps were taken to wind up the unclosed
business of the body, preparatory to the inaugura-
tion of the Muljcipal Act. The Sessions’s Commit-
tee, with Justi® Robert Marshall as chairman,
appear to have gone to work very thoroughly and
to have acted with the ntmost harmony. We quote
from the Telegraph’s report :— :

THE MUNICIPALITIES ACT.

Justice Marshall handed in the report on this
subject, which was read by the Clerk and was as
follows :—

To His Worship the Mayor and the Court of General
Quarter Sessions| of the City and County of St.
John :—

The Committee of Sessions appointed at the last
meeting thereof, to gbtain a certified copy of the
Act relating to Municipalities, passed .at the late
sitting of the Provincial Legislature, and to take
the same into consideration and makesuch recom-
mendations to the Court of Sessions as*the  Com-
mittee should deem |necessary for the due winding
up of the business of the Sessions under the Act,
beg now to report, as follows :—.

1. Finding that a Certified Copy of the Act was
about to be published in the Daily Telegraph, the
committee, instead of sending to Fredericton for a
manuscript copy, arranged with Mr. Elder to pro-
vide the Sessions with a sufficient number of print-
ed copies, which are herewith submitted to the
Court.

2. It will be seen by the 127th section that the
Act comes into force on the first day of May next ;
and that by the 128th section, upon that day, “ the
Court of Quarter Sessions” is abolished.” From
that day, therefore, this Court will cease to exist,
and whatever it may deem necessary to do before
its legal terminatidu must be done previously to
that date.

3. No order or action, however, of the Court
would seem to be, necessary to transfer or carry
over the business of the Sessions, or the property
or affairs of the County under its control to the
Municipality or County Council which is about to
take the place of this Court. All that is done by
the Act. Thus by scction 98, all the powers of the
Sessions, or of any Committee, Board or Commis-
sion appointed by the Sessions under any Act or
Assembly, and so far as in accordance with the Act
and the Law generally, to be exercized by the
County Council ; by sections 106, 120 and 123, all
liabilities of and debts due to any County or Ses-
sions, and all lands and property held by Sessions
whether for the County or in trust for schools or
other purposes, are transferred to and vested in
the Municipality hy section 61. The Clerk of the
Peace and the Treasurer of this City and County
are continued in office for. one year from the date of
the organization of| the Municipality, and by sec-
tion 79 all County Officers continue until appoint-
ments are made hy the County Council ; and all
Parish Officers, until the meeting of the Council in
January, 1878, when all parish appointments are
to be made.

4. This Committee deem it, on the other hand, of
great importance that the affairs and all the public
accounts of the County should be definitely closed
up, audited and reported upon before the first May
and that the positign and condition of all public
Institutions and Buildings, the lands and premises,
and the finances of the County should be set forth
?nd recorded fully and clearly, and also published
in such a manner as to form a book of reference in
time to come.

They, therefore, recommend that the Sessions
pass an order at once requiring all Justices having
defaulters lists of taxes in hand for collection, and
all persons and bodies having any funds of the
County, on whatever account, to make payment
and full returns on or before the 10th day of April
next; that the Auditor and Committee on Accounts

THE INTER-COLONIAL RAILWAY.

The Iron Roof from Pheenixville.

A few days ago, according to the telegraphic re-
ports— .

Mr. Domville called the attention of the leader
of the Government to the fact that the House had
called for returns giving copies of the correspond-
ence which may have taken place between any
official of the Inter-Colonial Railway and the
Pheenixville Iron Company in the State of Penn-
sylvania, regarding tenders for bridges, iron roofs,
locomotives, etc., since 31st Dec., 1875, for that
road. A return had been furnished, but instead of
it giving the desired information, it only contained
eight or nine lines stating that a turn-table had
been purchased at a certain price. It contained no
correspondence, nothing about bridges, locomotives,
engines or supplies of any kind.

Mr. Mackenzie paid no attention to the complaint,
probably hoping the matter would be allowed to
drop. Bat, later in the day,—

Sir Jony MACDONALD called the attention of the
Premier to the statement of the hon. member for
King’s (Mr.Domville) relative to the return brought,
down concerning the Intercolonial railway.

Mr. MACKENZIE said he could not bring down
papers which were not in existence, and he could
only say that the notice for the papers was sent to
the proper office. The hon. member for King’s
had constituted himself public prosecutor with re-
gard to Intercolonial matters, and seemed to think
that he (Mr. Mackenzie) could bring down papers
whether they were in existence or not.

Mr. DoMVILLE protested against the Premier
designating him as a public prosecutor. It was
not the first time that he (Mr. Mackenzie) had
made insulting remarks to him (Mr. Domville). It
occurred once before in a Committee, and he (Mr.
Domville) after that really hoped it would not
occuragain. The Premier had no right to speak
of any hon. member of this House in that way.
[Hear, hear.]

At the request of Sir John Macdonald

Mr. MACKENZIE made a note of the papers which
were asked for, and promised to make enquiries
regarding them.

The Mail’s Ottawa correspondent states that the
““ return” in question was simply “a sheet of fools-
cap containing a copy of a brief communication
from Mr. C.J. Brydges concerning the purchase of
a turn table,” and was no reply whatever to the
Order of the House, which Mr. Holton says should
be treated as “ sacred ”” and be obeyed both in the
spirit and the letter. The shuffling of the Govern-
ment in this matter appears to indicate that there
is something worth gnearthing in this connexion,
but we shall be surprised if even the present Grit
House of Commons is prepared to say that the
Government may expend what public moneys they
please and-refuse to give an account to Parliament
when ordered.

OUR BOOK TABLE.

Russia, by D. Mackenzie Wallace, M. A. New
York: Henry Holt & Co. St.John: J. &
A. McMillan.

This is one of the notable books of the year, and
certainly the most exhaustive work on Russia thus
far given to the public. Mr. Wallace is a writer
of singular beauty of style, the possessor of an
original philosophic mind and a sound practical
thinker. , He is a man of great intelligence and
perseverance, and his treatise on this vast and al-
most unknown land, gives evidence of a close study
of the men and manners and customs of the Russia
of our day. Not only are we given a glance at the
picturesque aspects of the country, but we. have a
near view of its practical and philosophical char-
acter. For six years our author lived in Russia,
mingled freely with the people of every degree and
position, studied the language carefully, and now
in a noble volume of six hundred pages he gives
us the result of that experience in a style as de—
lightful as it is vigorous and full of interest. The
knowledge which Mr. Wallace has of Russia is
thorough, and the reader can read scarcely a dozen
pages without observing the truth of this. The
politics, social state of the people, and general con-
dition of the country are described in a bold,
comprehensive way. Every statement Mr. Wallace
utters may be accepted as fact, and his broad and
wide-minded mode of observation gives his work
a lasting value.

The above does not include drains leading from

gullies or catch basins, but is confined exclusively
to public sewers proper.

_The usual semi-annual inspection shewed the
whole of the fifty thousand two hundred and fifty-
eight feet| of new sewer to be self-cleansing, and
free, therefore, from offensive odor. Any trouble
experienced in this way has been in connection
with old sewers, laid many years ago, when sound
sewerage principles were but little understood.

The ingpections are made by passing through
such sewers as are sufficiently large for this pur-
pose, and when this cannot be done, the internal

d'itiomof the sewer is ascertained from contig-
uous mantholes. The latter are placed at short
distances apart, with a view to inspection, and
when the/pipe is clean and properly graded, a
light er lamp placed in one man-hole, in a line
with the axis of the pipe, is easily seen from the
other.
REPATIRS TO OLD SEWERS.
The repairs of 1876, as already stated, measured
two hnmfr.ed and eighty feet, and were mainly
caused by the decay of siding and covering. This
is the smallest amount of repairs yet required in
one year, and the probability is, with the exten-
sion of new sewers, it will be still further reduced.
WATER EXTENSIONS.
The water extensions of the past year embraced
the laying of thirteen thousand six hundred and
fifty-four (13,654) feet of main pipe, four thousand
four hundred and twenty-two (4,422) feet of service
pipe, and (the placing of ten (10) new fire plugs;
of the excavation required for these extensions
one third fully was in rock. The greater part of
the new main laid is in fartherance of the plan
suggested in 1874, for improving the fire service of
8t.

SERVICE PIPES.

The service pipes Jaid during the year numbered
one hundred and fifty (150), and the length of pipe
in connection therewith measured four thousand
four hundred and twenty-two feet. . Lead pipe
used for service mr ly and two thousand and fifty-
seven feet was ha fp inch, two thousand one hun-

and twenty-seven feet five-eighth, and two
hundred and thirty-eight feet three-quarter inch
diameter. The total number of service pipes now
laid is two thousand nine hundred and ninety
(2,990), representing in the aggregate eighty-five
thousand four hundred and twenty-six (85,426) feet
of pipe, varying from half an inch to three inches
in diameter.

8TOP COCKS.

There was used in connection with the main pipe
fourteen (14) three inch stop cocks; twenty-three
(23) four inch ones; fifteen six inch ones; four
eight-inch ones: five ten-inch ones; seven twelve
inch ones and two fifteen-inch ones, These make
the whole number of stop cocks (main and service)
attached to the works, and require daily supervi-
sion, three thousand five hundred and ninety-two
(3,692). They are all at present in good working
order.
FREE HYDRANTS.

No addition has been made to these hydrants
during the year, and the total number now in use
is seventy (70), forty-nine (49) of which are in the
city, and twenty-one (21) in Portland. The usual
complaints continue to be made, and notwithstand-
ing their acknowledged benefit to the poor, many
of them have had to be shut off since the winter
set in to avoid litigation for alleged damage to per-
son and property.

FIRE PLUGS.

The new fire plugs set up in the city during the

year, 1876 were placed as follows, viz,:—One on
City Road, nearly opposite Fairbanks’ factory;
one ditto, nearly opposite Campbell & Fowler’s ;
one on Germain street, near new market, and one
in Canterbury street, near old Post Office. Two of
the Portland plugs were placed on the City Road ;
two on Metcalf street ; one on Charles and Sheriff
streets, and one lower end of Marble street.
The fire plugs in the city at présent number one
hundred and sixty-eight (168), and in Portland
ninety-three (93), making a total of two hundred
and sixty-one (261). Stop cocks are being placed,
whenever opportunity offers, on the pipes leading
to the plugs, o that, In case of accident, during a
fire, or at any other time, either can be shut off
without interfering with the others. The number
at present supplied with stop cocks, in the city, is
sixty-five (65), and in Portland forty-one (41).

e plugs recently placed on.the City Road are
connected to the new fifteen-inch pipe. By this
arrangement the shutting off of either mains does
not deprive the property of protection altogether,
as was necessarily the case before the second main
was laid, And with the plugs at the railway sta-
tion and Paradise Row, duplicate connection have
been made by which, through an adjustment of

< | stop cocks, water can be drawn from either or both

mains, as occasion may require.

The usual daily inspections have been made
since the winter set in—the city and Portland hav-
ing been divided into three districts. All thawing
and necessary repairs have been made without de-
Iay, and it is pleasant to note on this, as on former
occasions,! that at no time during the year has a
}xlug been required and found out of order or unfit
or use.

3 METERS.

Seventeen (17) meters were placed during the
year, and the total number now at work is fifty-
eight (58). Some of these are experimental only,
having been placed by a desire to obtain, as cor-
rectly as possible, the consumption on particular
premises, as well as the relative consumption of
one place with another under similar circum-
stances. Many of the readings are taken weekly
(for facility of comparison), and all of them quar-
terly, The sum of last year's indications show a
consumption of 33,930,433 gallons. The results in
some cases showed grose neglect, if not wilful
v;luto, and demonstrate the difficulties that beset

here and everywhere else. Every meter is tested

before being praced, and as often as a doubt is ex-
pressed of accuracy, by the user ; the desire being
to remove, if possible, jany ground of complaint or
suspicion.

TOTAL PIPAGE.

The combined length of piping connected with
the water supply of St. John and Portland, at the
present time, measures three hundred and six
thousand six hundred and sixty-two (306,662) feet,

LEAKAGE.
Seventy-one (71) leaks were reported in connec-
tion with this piping during 1876, ten of which be-
longed to twenty-four inch pipe, one to fifteen-inch,

one to twelve-inch, two to six-inch, nine to four- |

inch, one to three-inch, and forty-seven to service
pipes. The causes which led to this leakage were
of the usual character, and many of those connected
with service pipes belonging to sewerage work and
unavoidable. The length of digging connected
with the leakage repairs of the year measured seven
hundred and forty-one (741) feet.

WATER SUPPLY.

The supply of water has been constant and good
during the whole year, but the increased consump-
tion and winter waste are beginning to tell on the
higher districts. No serions complaints have been
made as yet in regard to this, but, at the present
rate of increase, the timeis not far distant when
they will be heard as of old, unless some means
can be devised to prevent reckless waste, which
seems hopeless with a constant supply in a climate
like ours.

Inspections continue¢ to be made periodically,
particularly of fittings in exsosed positions, and it
is no uncommon thing to find water running at the
rate of two thousand tq ten thousand gallons. and
upwards per day, under the old pretext “to keep
from freezing.” In all cases of discovered or re-
ported waste, immedinte steps are taken for its
suppression, but, as no mpney- penalty is imposed
by law for delinquencies of this sort, it is often dif-
ficult to get people to do what is right, and some-
times impossible without shutting off altogether,d
which is always an unpleasant duty.

OUTSIDE OF THE CITY.

The works outside of| the city are in good order.
At Lake Latimer a new sluice and gate-well have
been constructed in place of the old one put down
by the old Water Company in 1850. Both sluice
and gate-well are madeof pine timber closely joint-
ed and securely bolted together. The gate-well is
9 feet deep, 8 feet long and 5 feet wide. Stop
planks are placed at the upper end and a gate at
the lower end to regulate the inward and outward
flow from the lake. The sluice is 387 feet long;
has a sectional area of 576 square inches; and a
bottom fall of 0.25 pericent. Gate-we]l and sluice
are placed 15 inches lower than theold ones; a
change which will allow an extra 67,800,000 gal-
loms to be taken from the lake for ¢onsumption
purposes.

The waste way at Little River Reservoir, from
the overfall downward to the river, has been graded
and paved from bank to bank with bonlder stones,
collected from neighboring fields and farms, during
the preceding winter. About 2000 loads were used
in this work. The length of channel paved is
400 feet and average width 81 feet.
