CHURCH-GOING MONKEYS.

The , most singular zudience that 1
ever saw gathered to listen to preaching
was an audience.of monkeys.

When I commenéed work in the re-
gion which I 'have now occupied for
more than thirty years, I asked two fei-
\low missionaries to'join me in a preach-
icg tour in the adjacent, taluk; or coun-
try. We first went with three nafiye
assistants’ to ‘the taluk town, or coun-

17 geat. Our ‘tents were pitched in a
grove adjoining the town. =We usualiy,
on our “tours, wenli tweo - and two to
preach in the willages, but this being the
taluk town, and the fifst of our. preach-
ing 'the ‘Gospel?in thatf region; weé wenl
in a body into thé native city.

Walking ‘through ‘the cloth, spice,
grain, and iron merchants bazaar streets
and taen thiough the  goldsmiths’ and
silversmiths’ streets, around through the
temple street, and through the street of
Brahman residences,; to advertise our
presence, -and incite curiosity to know
whit we were . about, we finally teok
ou. -stand in the Brahmar street, apd
al} joined in singing one of the beautiful
Telugu - Christian - lyrics, and gathered
an interested aundience.

We stood upen a little raised platform
on one side of the street against the
house walls. The houses were all of
one story, joined together like a cry
bloek, with flat roofs and a low. parapet
along the frant of'the roof. Ouxne of our.
native assistants read a portion of . the
Gospeéls, and another preached briefly;

lowed, preaching more at length, while
I watched the audience, te study the
countenances of the people among whom
I expected to work.

I had notieed that behind the houses
on the opposite side of the street there
was‘'a lohg row of trees growing in their
back “yards; - the. branchés - of ~which
stretched out over the roofs.

NEW YORK SWEATSHOPS.

The conditions under which ready-
made clothing was manufactired in all
the great cities, but partienlarly in New
York, prior to the series of strikes in-
auguraﬂed( three or four years ‘ago, was
atroclousiwrites M. E. J, Kelley in the
North American Review. /[The work-
shops were merely tenement rooms, im-
siifficiently ~ ventilated, = badly lightea,
terribly = crowded. ' Dirty beyond: dess
cription, and entirely without any- de-
cent sanitary arrangements, -men, wor
‘men and children worked, ate and sleps
in them. Very often the only beds"w_:rpe
g;lgs ’ Ofﬁ “half-finished clothing.

Aever, w eris and measles were
per cent more frequent in the s

shop districts of New York thar any-
where efSe, and children ill of these dis-
eases lay on the heaps of garments
which were afterwards taken back. to
the retail shops and scattered far and
wide. Rarely was any method of dis-
irfecting the garments thought of, or
any attempt made to prevent conta-
gion.. The hours of labor were out-
rageous. Children four years old, even
were  found pulling basting threads
twelve hours a day. S

. Time mnd sgain the public was har-
rowed by the story. The United States
senate appginted  a. committee. of its
members to investigate. It did so, and
reported itself duly horrified, but no im-
provement resulted. The legislatiire of
New York did likewise; and the sweat-
shop system econtinued te fleurish. . An-
ti-sweatshop leagues, composed  of
rhilanthropic and influentiall  people,
were organized. Apparently no - one
dreamt that the . workers: themselves
might selve the wexing problems by the
very simple methed of refusing to work:
under such conditions.. - Ignorant of the
language and: customs of the ceuntry;
most of, them Riissian Hebrew immi-
grants, they ' seemed . hopeless: indeed.
Gradually  the ‘leaven of discontent
worked among the New York sweat-
shop teilers.  The immigrant aspired to
the level of theé native weorker.- Leaders
sprang up. from among their ranks.
Three years ago they inangurated =a
series of strikes. First they struck
against the task system, which was the
basis. of the terribly long houms. They
had beep .required to finishr & certan
nuigber of garments as a day's work,
instead of working a stipulated number
of hours: They were willing to work
ten hours a day, they declared. Publie
sentiment was with them, and they won
the strike. Emboldened: by suecess, and
by the fact that a law had been passed
reghlating the mamufactite ~of clothing
in tenement houses, and giving special
powers over the sweatshops te the fac-
tory .imspectors, they struck again, They
demanded that the. wilinlesale dealers
give the cut garments enly téd cantrac-
tors who would have them made up in
shops: eonforming to the factory laws.
Their demands were gpanted, with the
result that the sweatshop system, if not
entirely wiped out, has received a very
gerious. blow, The workers themselves,
by their own united efforts, and by us-
ing that much-abused  weapon . the
strike, have acecomplislied what appar-
ently far more influential outsiders were
unable. to ‘do. - The garment workers all
over the: eountry followed the example
'of their New York brethren of the
National Garment Workers’ Union, and,
ih most cases succeeded in materially
improving eo ditions.

GIGANTIC FOSSIL REMAINS.
The recent exhuming -of a gigantic fos-
sil near the west fork of the Madison
contiguous to the ancient channel of the
Gravel Range, Madison couaty, (by two
young “prospectors, Bert Kellog and W,
K. Thompson} is worthy of special men-
tion and investigation. The bones areim
excellent state of preservation, —nearly
every piece of which will be recovered.
The boys have secured over 1,600 pounds
of the skeleton and will reeover the bal-
ance after the spring snows have disap-
‘peaded. Of the larger piecés, what ap-
peared to be back-bone joint measures
1214 incheés, and a part of a thigh bone,
about six inches from ghe joint, weighs
59 pounds. The back-bone and taill
joints would indicate a measurement of
over 24 feet in length. The most inter-
esting feature is the existence of an en- |
ormous tail, the joints of which taper:
from: five to one and a-half inches in
diameter. The ribs measure 53 inches
in diameter.

STICKEEN OR CHILKOOT,

To the Editor. Your dispatch dated
Ottawa, Jan. 12fh, which appeared in
. Yesterdny’s Times, referred at some
length to the ‘“vast gold areas of the
| Yukon basin " and points to the “early
opening up  of the almost indccessible
region around Forty-Mile Creek.” It
says ‘a charter i8 to be applied for to
construct a railway from' the head of
Lynn Canal, vis White Pass to Fort
Selkirk, and that English capitalists
have: had their agents in Alaska last
summer, ,and thoroughly examined the
diﬂgrgnt. routes, taking observations
and testimony, and have satisfied them-
selves that thé White Pass is not only
the ‘shortest but it is the only practi-
cable route into the country, The agents
may be satisfied, but the statement ig
not correet that the White Pass is the
only practicable ofie and best route inta
the country, The best known authority
on that bject asserts that the route
proposed by way.of Stickeen river and
northerly to Teslin Lake is muich more
practicable than that of the White
Pass,_ and has many advantages over it,
especially to the people of British Col:
umbia and to. those who may be inter-
ested in the Yukon country. The diff-
erence in distance between the two
routes is: trifling—they are about the
same as far as that is concerned—but
otherwise the Stickeen route is much
preferable. For example: 1t is entirely
in British territory, except a few miles
up from Stickeen river through whieh,
h.owever, British subjects have the
right to proceed under the treaty ¢of
1825." The climate is more genial than
that” which is met with over the steep
mountain passes.
