CONFESSED TO BOTH

Nathan Swartz Made
Dastardly Assault
Upon Twelve Year Old
Girl =- Stabbed Her to
Silence Cries--Hid Body
in Box.

New York, July 16.—Events moved
rapidly today in the proceedings to
fix the responsibility for the brufal
murder of 12 year old Julia Conners
in the Bronx last week. The father

of Nathan Swartz, the young hanger
on of pugilism who has been sought
in connection, with the crime admit-
ted to the grand jury that his son
had confessed to him that he was
guilty of killing the girl.

\is. Frances Alexander, sister of
the youth, corroborated the state
ment and gave the jury the first de-
tails of the tragedy which has called
out all the resources of the local po|
lice for a week past.

At the conclusion of a hearing fil
led with sensational testimony the
grand jury unanimously voted in fa-|
vor of an indictment for murder in
the first degree, On account of the
jate hour the drawing up of the bill
was put over until tomorrow.

Mrs, Alexander's repetition of the
story of the crime, as she said het
brother had told it to her, was de
tailed, explicit and telling in its re.
velation of horror. Mrs. Alexaunder
according to Attorney Nott, told the
jury that . her brother said he had

met Jula. Conners on Saturday night
and
glasses to his home which is just
across the hall from the vacant flat
where the murder was committed.

The young man said he followed the
girl and at the top of the stairs push-
ed her into the vacant flat and at-
tempted to assault her. The child
screamed, according to the story of
Mrs. Alexander and then Nathan said
he plunged his pocket knife into her.
She continued to scream, the Witness
testified, and Nathan stabbed her un-
til she finally fell and remained still.

Then, the witness continued, Nath-
than went across the hall to his own
home and procured the box in which
the body was found. He placed the
still living child into ‘this box, after
cutting off her hair, put the box on
the dumb waiter and let it slide to
the bottom.

He went to the cellar and took the
unconscious child from the dumb
waiter and laid her in the cellar. He
then went home, Mrs. Alexander
said, and went to sleep.

Early the next morning, Sunday,
he took the girl, still alive, into the
lot where she was found later. Mrs.
Alexander said she ordered the
youth out of her house when she
heard the tale. He then went to his
father’s place of business, where he
told the same story, according to the
father, who corroborated the daught-
er's story.

Other . witnesses were called, but
their testimony was insignificant
compared with that offered by Sam-
uel Swartz and his daughter.

It was stated today that the police

London, July 16—With a view to
heading off attempts at premature,
and perhaps provoeative discussion
of the Panama Canal question, Joseph
King, the liberal member of the par-
liament ~from North Somerset wa®
put up in the House of Commons this
afternoon to ask the Secretary of
State for forelgn affairs: “Whether
friendly representations are being
made to the United States govern-
ment with the aim of securing gen-
erous treatment for sauch British ship
ping as shall pass through the Pana-
ma Canal.”

Sir Edward Grey the Secretary of
State for Forelgn Affairs, in reply
merely quoted article 3, paragraph 1,
of the Hay-Pauncefote treaty which
reads:

“1, The canal shall be free and
open to the vessels of commerce and
of war of all nations observing these
rules,”on terms of entire equality, so
that there shall be no discrimination
against any such nation or its citi
zens or subjects in respect of the con-
ditions or charges of traffic or other-
wige. Suych conditions and charges
of traffic shall be just and equitable.”

Sir BEdward added: *“As it appeared
to His Majesty's government that
some of the provisions of the bill now
before the 'United States  Senate
would not be consistent with this ar
ticle of the treaty, it has thought
it right to point out these objections
to the government of the United Stat®s
in order that they may be taken into
acdcount while the bill is under con
sideration.”

New York July 16—Warren 8
Stone, chief of the locomotive engin-
eers, completed the oral presentation
of the case of the drivers of fifty
eastern railroads who are seeking
shorter hours and higher’ pay, before
the arbitration committee today.

B. A. Worthington, president of the
Chicago and Alton, the chosen spokes
man for the railroads began his angu-
ment in reply. Mr. Worthington said
that in behalf of the railroads he
wished to state that there is no dis
position on their part to make con-
ditions of service for engineers or
any other employes unduly burden-
some. He declared there is no high-
er class ofl service in the world today
than that of the engineers.

“We have, however, an honest dif
ference of opinion with these men,”
he continued. “The railroad com-
panies involved in this controversy
on June 30, 1910 operat-d 266,18)
miles of main track in that part of
the United States east of the Missi-
ssippi and north of the Ohio and Po
toma¢ rivers. The same railroads
during the same year carried 120,-
532,004,595 ton miles which was 47.3
per cent, of the aggregate ton mile-
age off the steam railroads of the
United States for that year, They
carried 13,846,216,743 ‘passenger
miles, or 42.8 per ceut, of the aggre-
gate. The total operating revenues
were $1,088,967,087 or 396 per cent
of aggregate. Their net operating re-
venues were $361,973,429 or 39 per
cent. of the aggregate,

“1 merely cite these figures to give
you an idea of the magnitude of the
problem that is before us, In 1910 the
same railroads, according to the same
authority, employed 27,776 engineers
at an annual wage of 7,672,689, or
an average wage of $1,360 for each
engineer. The average yearly com-
pensation receivéd by the engineers
in 1910 was 20 per cent. more than
the average yearly compensation re-
ceived by the engineers in 1900, The
wage adjustments of 1910 and 1911
gave the engineers further advances
in pay resulting in an annual increase
of $4,044,230.

“The engineers now demand &
standard rate of pay upon an increas-
ed basis and certain standard rules
which, when applied against the cale
endar year of 1911, would bave in.
creased the engineer’s compensation
on all railroads $7,172,574 or 171 per
cent.”

Mr. Worthington safd that standard-
ization of the wages of engineers
which is asked for would have to be
followed by adjustments of wages paid
to firemen and other railroad employes
and that the total increase in the
wages of all employes in the same pro-
portion =as the engineers, would
amount approximately to $63,000,000.

Stockholm, July 16.—The. palace to-
night was the scene of a state ban-
quet which proved a fitting ending to
the main part of the Olympic meet-
ing. King GQGustav entertained 400
guests in the grand hall. The King
and Queen and the Crown Prince and
Crown Princess were seated at the
head of the hall, the guests occupying
two long tables below. The 400 in-
cluded the members of the Olympic
committees of the various nations,
the foreign diplomats, the members
of the Swedish cabinet and all the
visiting officers.

The King in the guards uniform of
light blue walked about and con-
versed with many of the guests. One
of the interesting features to the for-
eigners was the strange regalia worn
by thé court officials and servants.

Some criticism was levelled at the
hospital commissioners because they
have declined to take up the matter
of erecting a sauitorium for advanc-
ed cases of tuberculosis and it was
decided to req the legisiature to

the sanitorium.

A communication was' read by the!
secretary stating that Norton Grif-
fiths wanted a water lot near the
municipal home to construct a basin
and dock to be used in . connection
with a ship repair plant.

Hospital Commission Scored.

He expressed surprise at the atti-
tude -of .the hospital commission. He
sald the personal feelings or pre-
Judices of members of the commission
should not prevent them from extend-

Ing the activities and usefulness of

the hospital. When men accepted an
important public trust, they should
recognize that there were other pur-
pases to be served than looking after
the medical fraternity,

The hospital commission was in a
position to go ahead with the work
of establishing the sanitorium. It had
$30,000 available for hospital exten-
slon work. It had an expensive staff.
The superintendent was patd $1800
and was competent to supervise the
work of erecting the sanitorium.

He could see no reason, beyond the
personal feelings of the members of
the commission, why they should not
g0 ahead with the work.

Coun. Frink said the secretary de-
served credit for his bold stand.
