KING KEEPS IN

London, Nov. 25.—While the Russian army headquar­

ters remain silent, and the Germans claim to have checked 
attempts on the part of the Russians to take the offensive, 
the military party in Petrograd has shown its full confidence 
in the unofficial reports of a Russian victory in Northern Po­
land by celebrating the event.

It is even said in the Russian capital that the victory was 
greater than has been reported, and there is talk in Petrograd 
of an entire German army corps having been broken up, Re­
ports received there say that trains have been ordered which 
will accommodate fifty thousand wounded and prisoners, 
Heretofore Grand Duke Nicholas, commander-in-chief of the 
Russian forces, has withheld his reports until the work he set 
about to do he^l been completed, so that the world may have 
to wait for some days yet for his official statement,

Washington, Nov. 25.—The decided 
stand taken by the United States gov- 
eminent in refusing to accept piece­
meal adoption of the principles of the 
Declaration of London as a guide to 
commercial restrictions to be impos­
ed during the European war was made 
dear today at the State Department, 
when the text of a cablegram to Am­
bassador Gerard at Berlin on October 
14 ;ast/ was made public.

Mr. Gerard had communicated a 
preliminary notice that Germany in­
tended to protest to this government 
against alleged violation of the decla­
ration by Great Britain and France. 
The German ambassador, Count Von 
Bernstovff, called at the State De- 
patment today to lodge the formal 
complaints, and the text of the reply 
cabled to Ambassador Gerard, copies 
of which went to all American diplo­
matic representatives abroad, was 
then made public. It follows:

"Please inform the German govern­
ment that the Department's sugges­
tion made to the belligerent countries 
for the adoption, for the sake of uni­
formity, of the Declaration of Ixmdon, 
ns a temporary code of naval warfare 
for use in the present war, has been 
withdrawn because of the unwilling 
ness of some of the belligerents to 
adop.t the Declaration of London with­
out modification. The United States 
government therefore will insist that 
its rights and duties, and those of its 
eitleens, in the present war, be de­
fined by the existing rules of inter­
national law and the treaties of the 
United States with the belligerents, 
Independently of the provisions of the 
Declaration, and this government will 
reserve the right to enter a demand or 
protest in every case in which the 
rights and duties mentioned above, 
and defined by existing rules of inter­
national law, are violated or their free 
exercise hindered by the authorities 
of the belligerent governments."

The message was signed by Coun­
sellor Lansing, then Acting Secretary 
of State.
Affects Only Belligerents Who Have 

Ratified It
The Declaration of London, framed 

at an International Conference in 
London, from which it drew its desig­
nation, was designed as a uniform 
naval procedure tor war times, to be 
recognized by all powers participating 
In the conference. If set out definite 
declarations as to what ectlcl 
be considered contraband of 
deflnued the rights of neutral ship­
ping. The Declaration was generally 
viewed as marking a great advance 
over the conflicting practices the sev­
eral nations had applied during peri­
ods of belligerency with most unsatis­
factory results to neutral shipping. It 
has never been ratified, however, by 
all of the powers which participated 
in the conference.

The United States and Germany are 
among the powers which have record­
ed their acceptance of the Declaratioto, 
while Great Britain has not taken this 
action. One article of the Declaration 
provides that It shall be binding as be­
tween belligerent powers only upon 
these by which It has been ratified. 
Soon after the outbreak of the Euro­
pean war it became evident that, while 
they recognized in a general way the 
spirit of the Declaration, some of the 
belligerent powers Intended to Insist 
upon great modification of Important 
details, basing their action upon the 
fact that they had not formally ratified 
the convention.

Since the Declaration was, I» fact, 
a compromise between the extreme 
views of the several governments 
which participated In the conference, 
a high official here pointed out today 
that It would have been neither Just, 
nor fair, In the opinion of this govern­
ment to consent to any modification, 
without the agreement of all parties. 
On this theory, the State Department 
felt obliged to withdraw from Its ad­
herence to the Declaration, even be­
fore the German protest was receiv­
ed.

In the course of his conversation 
with Ambasador Von Bernstorff today 
Counsellor Lansing made it clear that 
in the absence of general rules, such 
as the declaration to which all parties 
subscribed, the United States govern­
ment could deal only with specific 
complaints the German (government 
might wish to present, where It felt 
this government had been remiss in 
the fulfilment of Its duties as a neu­
tral state. The German bill of pro­
test., presented today, contains sev­
eral specific declarations, but the 
State Department has ah yet made no 
reply to these. It is said, however, 
that the German position that the 
British have violated the spirit of the 
Declaration of London by seizing or 
detaining food supplies carried in 
neutral bottoms and consigned to Ger­
man ports, directly or indirectly, is 
recognized by United States officials 
and entirely sound.

The same is true as to the com­
plaint against the removal of German 
citizens not yet In a 'military eat&b- 
libiiment from neutral ships, and also 
the extension by Great Britain of her 
contraband lists far beyond the limita 
fixed in the London convention.

MARKING AN EPOCH IN BRITISH HISTORYLondon, Nov. 25, (4.10 p. m.)—Great 
Britain and France have appeal to 
the United States to exercise its good 
offices to compel Colombia to observe 
more strictly the requirements of neu­
trality.

Otherwise the allies, it was announc­
ed in the House of Commons today, 
may be compelled, in self-defence, to 
take whatever measures they deem 
necessary for the protection of their 
interests.

Charles Roberts, under secretary of 
the Colonial Department, speaking on 
behalf of the foreign office, made this 
announcement in the House of Com­
mons. He said that information in the 
possession of the government indicat­
ed that the governments of Colombia 
and Ecuador had failed in certain re­
spects to observe an attitude of strict 
neutrality, and that their failure to do 
so was likely to be detrimental to the 
Interests of this country.

The particular cquse of complaint 
against Colombia has reference to a 
high power wireless station. The Bri­
tish charge d'affaires endeavored, re­
peatedly, said Mr. Roberts, to induce 
the government to remove the staff 
of Germans at the wireless station, 
and Institute strict control in order 
to prevent the transmission of mes­
sages to belligerent merchantahips ly­
ing In Colombian porta.

Failing in this, the charge sought to 
have the station closed.

The report received from the charge 
leaves It In doubt whether steps tak­
en by the Colombian government are 
of an effective nature.

Germane In Control of Wireless.
Mr. Roberta added that the British 

■aval attache at Washington, who was 
t to Colombia to investigate con­

ditions, found that the wireless sta­
tion nomlnaly wae being operated un­
der censorship, but that in reality It 
was entirely under German Influence.

Emergency committees of promi­
nent citizens .have been formed In 
several of the large towns.

Rifle clubs are being organized.

Only those who are 
inéligible for service as regular sol­
diers or territorials may belong to 
such organizations. Members are re­
quired to furnish their own equipment.

Canadian Mounted Police. Young Can­
adians, unless called to sendee in the 
face of a foe, would not deliberately 
choose the navy or the army as a 
career. In two years the Niobe and 
Rainbow secured but 350 men not suf­
ficient to man one of the ships; the 
Canadian Permanent Corps require 
about 900 recruits annually and cannot 
get them. The Royal North West 
Mounted Police require about 200 men 
annually and have to send to Great 
Britain for most of them. This being 
the case what chance had the Grits 
to man the "navy” of which they so 
glibly talked?

The Laurier proposal that the ships 
should not be at the disposal of the 
British Admiralty except by express 
decision of the Dominion Government 
was a foolish idea, not to be regarded 
seriously, and need not be dealt with 
at this time.

These* were the proposals of Laurier 
in opposition to Mr. Borden’s practical 
plan, but the majority of the Conserv­
ative party in the House of Commons, 
to which should be added the 
loyal Grit member who "boiled" his 
party for the sake of the Empire, 
proved sufficiently strong to pass the 
measure and in due time it was sent 
to the Senate.

WHY CANADA IS NOT IN LINE.

Canada today is not contributing 
to the British navy because Laurier, 
the “peerless patriot." stood in the 
way. Canada was not represented in 
the fight off Heligoland because laur­
ier, eulogirer of the Kaiser, used his 
appointed majority in the Canadian 
Senate to defeat the Borden proposal 
for emergency aid to the Empire.

These are the facts, and facts which 
cause more reputable members of the 
Liberal party to hang their heads in 
shame.

But the Grit press, especially that 
portion of it w hose support is purchas­
able, and whose violence Is gauged by 
the size of the sop thrown to it, con­
tinues to tell its readers that Aus­
tralia, New Zealand and Canada start­
ed on an even footing In the matter 
of assistance to the navy, yet, today, 
Australia's cruisers have done splen­
did service. New Zealand's Dread­
nought is in the first line of the Em­
pire's defence while Canada is not re­
presented. That is quite true. They 
started even but how far did they tra­
vel together and why is Canada not 
represented equally with them?

Because under the Canadian system 
of government the Senate or Upper 
Chamber has veto .power in certain 
kinds cf legislation. That Is the first 
reason.

Because for his own base and parti­
san purposes Laurier used this power 
to defeat a proposal which If adopted 
would have proven of inestimable aid 
to the Empire and would not have 
prevented the later adoption of a poli­
cy by which a great shipbuilding In­
dustry could have been established in 
Canada and smaller vessels for the use 
of the British Admiralty built here 
leaving to the established and practis­
ed British yards the construction of 
Dreadnoughts. That is the second and 
chief reason.

mons, and the late Hon. J. V. Ellis In 
the Senate, thought more of the Em­
pire duty than of the selfish disloyal 
demands of their party leaders and 
supported Mr. Borden's proposal which 
was recognized at once as sound, patri­
otic, and precisely meeting the wishes 
of the British Admiralty and, through 
the Admiralty, of the British Empire. 
There followed days and nights of 
debate when Liberal after Liberal 
arose, denied the emergency, denied 
that the Empire was in danger, denied 
the right of the Borden Government 
to make a gift of $35,000,000 to Britain 
ae a measure intended to meet an 
emergency and an emergency only, 
and prescribed as the panacea for the 
case a half-baked, Illogical proposition 
from Laurier that the ships should 
be constructed In Canada as soon as 
possible, manned by Canada, and only 
placed at the disposal of the British 
Government when the Canadian Gov­
ernment saw fit The first proposal 
was useless in an emergency, the sec­
ond Impossible and the third absurd.

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Fifteen cases containing tobacco, 
both smoking and chewing, cigarettes, 
cigars, pipes, etc., were sent from the 
warehouse of Jones & Schofield, North 
Market Wharf, yesterday, and went 
forward to Quebec on the C. P. R. 
train hi the evening. There were, in 
all, the following goods:—1,000 pounds 
of tobacco, 70,000 cigarettes, 250 
Pipes and 3,000 cigars. Some of these 
artic.ee were purchased with money 
subscribed, the remainder having been 
contributed from various sources. The 
Dominion Express Company kindly 
undertook to forward the consignment 
to Quebec free of charge, and it will 
go by «government steamer In the 
course of a few days to Salisbury 
Plains and from there to the front.

The use of the steamer was obtain­
ed as the result of a request made to 
General Sam Hughes by Miss Travers, 
and by this arrangement many diffi­
culties, such as those connected with 
the collection of duty will be avoided.

The committee feel highly pleased 
with the response to their appeal on 
behalf of the soldiers abroad. This 
committee consists of Mrs. J. H. Frink, 
Mrs. George F. Smith, Mrs. Lawrence, 
Miss Travers, secretary-treasurer, and 
Miss Frances Travers Many cards 
and other remembrances accompanied 
the gifts.

In scores of homes, and in many of 
the churches and other centres, the 
women of St. John, and other parts ot 
the province, are doing noble work for 
the «oldiers at the front, those left be­
hind who were dependent on them, and 
the needy Belgians. It 1» hardly 
necessary to point out that women are, 
in many ways, better qualified to as­
sist in relief work than men. For In­
stance, Colonel B. T. Sturdee said 
recently that the Ladles' Auxiliary of 
the Patriotic Fund had been of ines­
timable servie* in finding out, much 
more effectively than the men could 
have done, the circumstances of those , 
families of the soldiers who went away 
with the first contingent about whom 
•the executive were without sufficient 
information to determine what mea­
sure of relief was requisite. By per- 
eonal visits, and other expedients, the 
ladles' auxiliary have done valuable 
work for the guidance of the execu­
tive.

The reports of the splendid work 
done from time to time by the Red 
•Cross Society afford sufficient evidence 
of the value of this organization which 
is now in full working order wim an 
energetic executive. At home and in 
many centres, willing bande are, and 
have for some time been busy with 
knitting, sewing and similar work, 
with a zeal that would surprise some 
of those who have not made them­
selves familiar with their activities. It 
has been a matter of real, hard work 
with the members of the society. There 
has been shown a readiness through­
out, notwithstanding that .pereonai in­
convenience muet have been occasion­
ed In many Instances, that calls for 
unaffected admiration. The executive 
of the society are a very busy aggrega­
tion, for, although their regular meet­
ings are neld only fortnightly, there 
is something to be done by individual 
members almost dally. These meet­
ings will, in future, be held In the old 
bank building of the -Bank of British 
North America in Prince William 
street, the use of it having been kind­
ly given by the bank until it Is sold or 
let. Hitherto the meetings have been 
held in the schoolroom of St. John's 
(Stone) church, where for some time 
past large quantities of useful articles 
have been made, or collected^ and 
packed in boxes bearing the now fa­
miliar red cross. The next meeting of 
the executive will take place on -the 
last day of tide month.

A very large share of the work of 
Belgian relief has fallen to the women 
of St. John, and outlying parts, who 
have bean unceasingly busy, ever since 
the call for aid was made, in collecting 
clothing and provisions. A by no 
means insiginifleant part of the car­
goes of the Treanorvah containing the 
first shipment from Canada, and of 
the Doric, due to sail this week, was 
provided by the untiring efforts of th 
women. The good work is still going 
on, in view of further consignments to 
Belgium.

«Most of the success attending the 
provision of tobacco for the men at 
the front is attributable to thought­
fulness and energy of thô fair sex, and 
it is safe to say that, no matter how 
long the war may last, they will con­
tinue, without faltering, in the course 
which they have mapped out for them­
selves.'

ranch. Reporta had been circulated 
that few, « any, pups had been bom, 
as the foxes were too Did to breed

Mr, A. ®. Warburton, one of the 
directors, emphatically denied this. 
The oldest pair was ten years of age, 
and they had bred twice since being 
acquired by the company. The ages 
of the others ranged all the way from 
six years down to thin spring’s pups.

Mr. Dalton, who has had a quarter 
of a century experience In raising fox­
es, stated that he had Incurred losses 
In the past through enow storms. The 
mother foxee had taken away their 
young, burled them In the snow and 
subsequently devoured them.

A number of optimistic speeches on 
the situation were delivered by a num­
ber of the shareholders.

Several money men stated that In 
many Industrial companies in which 
they were Interested, the dividends had 
been either cut or passed altogether. 
The Dalton Company paid 40 p. c. last 
year, and although nothing was paid 
this year the shareholders had an av­
erage of 20 p.o. for the two years—not 
a bad showing.

One of the shareholders asked Mr. 
Dalton on the event of it© young foxes 
being sold from the ranch next year, 
bow would the company raise money 
to pay expenses. iMr. Dalton said that 
he did not anticipate .any such condi­
tion, even if the war was not over by 
that time, but if it were absolutely 
necessary to do so, pelts could be sold 
and for these there was a good market 
In the States, if not in England.

An Interesting statement was made 
at the meeting by Mr. S. J. Wedlock, 
who is managing director of the Can­
ada Atlantic Fox and Fur Co., Ltd., a 
company capitalized at a million dol­
lars. .Mr. Wedlock, while abroad sell­
ing stock, had a conversation with 
Rev U Ion Bros., the great fur dealers of 
New York. They Just received a large 
consignment of pelts from the Hudson 
Bay district. They informed him that 
they had a pair of wild stiver skins 
which were worth $4,000 for th© pair, 
and said that the price of two ranch 
bred pure silvers should bring consid­
erably more money. They had no 
such skins on hand, and were desirous

of getting them. As an Indication that 
American capitalists have faith in the 
fox business, Mr. Wedlock stated that 
one man, who had the necessary 
shrewdness and ability to amass a for­
tune of $28,000,000, had given him 
$10,000 to put in Inland foxes.

The annual meeting of the Charles 
Dalton Stiver Black Fox Go., was one 
of the events in foxdom last week. 
This company was organized two years 
ago with a capital of $«25,000, and the 
fact that it had for its president and 
largest shareholder, Hon. Charles Dal­
ton, a great pioneer of the Industry, 
gave it more than usual prominence in 
commercial centres. The lose last 
.spring of twenty litters, estimated to 
be worth $240,000, caused à big sensar 
tlon at the time. This disaster to the 
company was, of course, fully dealt 
with In the directors' report submitted 
at the annual meeting. The cause was 
attributed to the heavy snow and sleet 
storm of April last, which covered the 

i barns and shutee. A panic, It Is be- 
! lieved started In the ranch. The moth­
er foxes in their alarm sought to re­
move their young from the dens, which 
were warm and comfortable with the 
result that the pu-ps perished In the 
snow and were afterwards devoured 
by the old ones. Other ranches in the 
neighborhood suffered heavy losses In 
a like manner. To guard against a re­
currence of such losses In the future, 
the Dalton directors have erected 
close board fences on the sides of the 
ranch most exposed to storms, they 
have removed the dens from the side 
of the pens where the animals might 
have been disturbed by the friction of 
wires during a heavy wind, and they 
have built new houses, In two com­
partments, affording more air space, 
one of them being a larger room out­
side the den to which the mother fox 
could take her young in case of alarm 
and where they will be protected from 
snow.

During
couple of pairs of foxes, much tamer 
than the others, and consequently not 
affected by alarm, saved their young, 
and pups bora after the storm were 
raised without difficulty, eleven in all 
surviving the debacle, ten of which 
were raised to maturity

One fox was killed by Its mate in the 
middle of March and the pelt sold in 
the London market for £80 ($400). 
Although killed at a time when the 
fur would not be in its prime, the pelt 
brought the fifth highest price in the 
June sales. The animal had not been 
a very healthy one, having been In­
jured in the head some time before 
the mate killed her. Had she been In 
good condition, and killed earlier in 
the season, the pelt would have 
brought $1500 to $2000. One pup died 
when two months old. Of the ten 
animals which survived, three were 
sold and the remaining six were put 
back in the ranch to the credit of the 
shareholders; making for next year 
breeding twenty^three pairs In all.

Owing to the drop in prices caused 
mainly by the war, it was decided not 
to sell the three pairs. The proceeds 
from those sold was sufficient to pay 
expenses and leave a balance of $1800 
and consequently no dividend could be 
paid.

At the meeting, there were naturally 
a number ef disappointed shareholders 
who had questions to ask and these 
were

New York, Nov. 24.—The announce­
ment by Secretary McAdoo that Sir 
George Paish has received a cable 
from England advising him to return 
in order to discuss the plan proposed 
by the New York bankers for a solu­
tion of foreign exchange problem has 
given rise to quite a little misunder­
standing in Wall Street, creating the 
Impression that there Is still difficul­
ty in foreign exchange and that Am­
erican bankers are obliged to give part 
of their time to devising a solution of 
it. That is wholly an incorrect im­
pression.

The plan which Sir George intends 
to discuss with British bankers Is one 
which, according to the leading bank­
ing interests of this country might 
have proved useful had it been adopted 
months ago, but is no longer neces­
sary. It contemplated 
mçnt of a $100,000,000 credit by the 
Bank of England against which New 
York bankers could draw for the pur­
pose of meeting American obligations 
abroad, but since It was first proposed 
conditions have changed so complexly 
as a result of heavy exports of com­
modities from this country that no 
special arrangements of any kind are 
now needed.

It is intimated that the only really 
strong advocate of the plan at this 
time is Secretary McAdoo, who look­
ed upon it with disfavor when it was 
first put forth. He appeared to be sus­
picious of it when Wall Street wanted 
it, but became Insistent on Its adop­
tion when Wall Street said it was no 
longer necessary.

Generally, the effect of the crushing 
defeat of Germany and Austria-Hun­
gary will be to reduce considerably 
the boundaries of the two empires. 
How far Germany will suffer wi.l de­
pend largely on internal conditions 
and her ability to bargain. Whatever 
else happens, however, the loss of her 
colonies and Alsace-Lorraine are cer­
tain. Equally certain Is the loss to 
Austria of Bosnia and Herzegovina, 
and almost as certain the loss of the 
Italien Irredenta.______

1914.That there will be a rush of recruits 
to Join the New Brunswick Overseas 
Battalion in the next few days, and 
that the number of volunteers will 
exceed the requirements, is the opinion 
of the committee of officers whim 
was organized the other day to carry 
on a campaign to enlist interest in re­
cruiting.

Yesterday the number of volunteers 
presenting themselves before the local 
recruiting dfflcers was the best since 
the word came to enlist men for the 
battalion and thfc reports received 
from recruiting officers in other parts 
of the province, and from the military 
officers who were sent out on automo­
bile trips to different parts of the pro­
vince wtye very encouraging. At the 
armory thirty men passed the doctors 
and the testing officer and were sign­
ed on the rolls of the battalion, while 
about a score of others enrolled their 
names as volunteers, and will be ex­
amined by the doctors today. Count­
ing in the men which the outside re­
cruiting officers and the automobile 
said they would be able to send in, it 
was estimated that the strength of the 
battalion would be brought up to 800 
men by six o’clock today, with a possi­
bility of an even better showing being 
made if all the prospects materiallz-
edLleut D. P. Ptdgeon, who went on 
an automobile trip to Fredericton, re­
ported yesterday that he expected to 
recruit at least forty men. Capt Elliott, 
who went to St. Stephen, reported that 
lie expected to enroll IB men there, 
while he had twenty prospects at Mus­
quash, besides the chance of picking 
up a larger number at various points 
on his return.

Capt. Sayres and Lieuts. J. E. March 
and W. C. Birrell, who are in charge 
of other automobile trips also report­
ed that they expected to send in a 
fair number of recruits.

These reports were very encouraging 
to the committee as they did not ex­
pect that the automobile parties would 
be able to do very much until they 
started ou their return trips and be­
gan holding public meetings.

Today recruiting sergeants will be 
sent to Chatham and Rlchibucto to 
work among the young men there.

This afternoon a public meeting Is 
to be held at Hampton in the Interests 
of recruiting, at which 
Ritchie will be the speaker.

Yesterday afternoon the Battalion 
paraded at 1.46 and marched to Trin­
ity church to attend the funeral of the 
late Lieut.-Col. Joseph John Tucker, 
one of the most Impressive military 
funerals held in 

In Trinity church, while the choir 
slowly sang “Lead Kindly Light” 
Rev. Ralph Sherman read the prayers 
for the dead. Outside the church the 
whole battalion was drawn up in one 
long line, facing towards the church, 
the firing party of one hundred being 
stationed directly in front At 3.00 
o'clock the remains were borne from 
the church by a party of soldiers ac­
companied by Lieut. Colonels J. L. 
McAvity, B. R. Armstrong, A. J. Arm­
strong, E. T. Sturdee, F. Wedderburn 
and M. B. Edwards, and placed on the 
gun carriage provided by the Artillery, 
covered with the Union Jack with the 
deceased's bearskin, sword and belt 
on top. As the body, In a splendid 
mahogany casket, was slowly borne 
from the church, the firing party pre­
sented arms and the 62nd band played 
a funeral hymn. After the body was 
placed on the gun carriage the- firing 
party, headed by the 62nd Regiment 
band and followed by the bier, moved 
slowly off between the remainder of 
the battalion drawn up on both sides 
of the road, to the solemn strains of 
the Dead March. The sombre service 
uniforms of the officers and men 
seemed fitting to the solemnity of the 
occasion.
