"\\ ar conference divided the results in-
to three classes.

One class of resolutions, he sald,
dealt definitely with matters of greft

_moment.- Another clessy commended
to the attention of the varloun govern-
ments questions requiring fuller con-
sideration~as well as the legislative
and parliamentary action of each. The
third clags comprised resolations
which set pp standing committees rep-
vesenting the United Kingdom and the
dominions for the purpose of invi
gating and reporting to the go\ern
ments concerned. This last class 1n
cluded démobilization, regulation
ocean freight rates, control of the raw
materials of the empire.

Important Results.

On the whole, sald Sir Robert, the
deliberations of the conference had
been attended by important results.
Moreover a perfect understanding had
been attained by discussion between
yepresentatives from all psris of the
empire. It would be of inestimable
value if the imperial war cabinet took

cessarily secret, as vast and complicat-
ed problems arising from the world
war had to be considered and determin-
ed.

When the ministers from the domin-
ions arrived in London, continued the
Canadian premier, being jealous of
their own autonomy they mnecessarily
refrained from participation in Bri-
tain’s domestic affairs.

Confined to Empire.

The imperial war cabinet had been
constituted to deal with matters of
¢ommon imperial concern and its de-
{iberations were confined to that pur:
pose. The British war cabinet con-
tinued to exercise its functions with
respect to matters of domestic con-
cern wtihin the United Kingdom do-
minfon, Thus the line of demarcation
was established with sufficient clear-
ness to prevent unfortunate misunder-
standings.

Continuing, Sir Robert declared, that
ns Canada claimed and exercised the
right of absoltue control of its own fis-
cal policy, so the representatives of
Canada necessarily refrained from at-
tempting any interference with the fis-
cal policy of the United Kingdom.

The World's Peace.

Sir Robert concluded:

“We look forward to the day when
ghe great nations of the world will so
ally themselves to preserve the world's
peace that war will be impossible; it|
can be anticipated. This supreme!
purpose can be accomplished by con-
ciliation and if necessary by arbiira-
tion determination. If we in the Bri-
tish commonwealth aspire to that
great ideal so devoutly to be wish
for, ought not we to so arrange our

HUN ATI'EMPT TO

German Photogmphs of Red
Cross Hoopltal Not At All
Convincing.

London, July 81.—In answer to a
question in the House of Commons
today James Ian MacPherson, parlia-
mentary secretary to the war office,
said he was aware that the German
government was attempting to justify
the bombing of the hospital at Etaples,
France, on the night of May 19, by
alleging that the red cross was not
displayed at the hospital. ‘Mr. Mac-
Pherson had seen in the German
newspaper photographs which were
published with the intention of prov-
ing that the red cross' sign at the
hospital was not shown on May 21,
but existed in large numbers on
May 27.

At the . mext
point of the Allied pressure north of
Ourcq, the French attack near Grand

Reacted Heavily.

On the south and southeast sides
of the salisnt the Gérmans also re
acted heavily, particularly on the Am.

He was
told to dress and was then taken to a
room where the decision of the Soviet
council was communicated to him. He
was-informed the execution would be
carried out in two hours.

Hun Commander Killed.

Amsterdam, July 31-—Field Marshal

Von' Eichhorn, the German comman-
derin-chiet'in the Ukraine, and his ad-
jutant were seriously wounded' by a
bomb in Kiev on Tuesday, says an of-
ficial announcement received here
from the Ukranian capital. The bomb
which wounded the fleld marshal and
the adjutant was thrown from a cab
which drove close to their carriage as
they were approaching the field mar-
shal’s residence. The assassin and the
cab driver have been arrested.

A later message from Kiev an-
nounces that Field Marshal Von Bich-
horn and Captain Von Dressler died
last night. It has been established,
the telegram declares, that the crime
v driginated with the Social Revolution-

ists in Moscow.

The assassin of Field Marshal Von
Bichhorn was a lad of twenty-three.
He declared at the inquiry held after
the crime, the advices state, that he
eame from the provinces of Ryaran, ad-
Jacent to Moscow, on orders from a
communist committee, to kill the field
marshal. He reached Kiev during the
day.

AN IMPORTANT BOARD.

The provincial government will soon
"be called upon to appoint three mem-
bers of the board to administer the

Workmen's Compensation Act. The

seleotion of these gentlemen should
be made absolutely without regard to

politics and with fitness for office the

sole qualification, for they will be call-

ed upon to fill positions of mu§ re-
sponsibility. During the past week
the names of several applicants for
the positions have been mentioned on
the streets. !

The appointment of Mr. Fred J. G.
‘Enowkpn as a member of the board
will naturally be expected. The ob-
ject of the new act is to avoid litiga-
tion and in its administration it is im-
perative to have one member posses-
sing legal training and qualifications.
Upon Mr. Knowlton's legal ability and
wide experience in the business of in-
surance the commission largely de-
pended for framing of the new
measure.

Another whose name is mentioned is
& manufacturer with much experience
in one of the city’'s largest industries,
a gentleman with a thorough knowl-
edge of industrial plants and who serv-
ed with much acceptance,as a mem-
ber of the commission. Either Mr.
Cudlip or Mr. Knowlton would make
an ideal chairman of the administer-
ing board.

On a board dealing with the inter
ests of employer and employe it is ne-
cessary that ome member should be
particularly regarded as a representa-
tive of labor, of the man who in work-

the

shop, factory, mill, dock or yard has a
vital interest in the fair administ
tion of the act. That he should be a
working mechanic is most desirable.
It is equally desirable that he
should not be an agitator, but should
bring to the position broad-minded-
ness and common sense. This news-
paper believes that Mr. George P.
Hennessy, who has already been en-
dorsed by many of the labor unions
whose members will come within the
operation of the act, possesses the re.
quired qualifications for membership
on that board. Moreover, he is
turned soldier ha uffered
jury in his country’s service and who,
on that account, if for no other rea
son, is entitled to consideration.
