It does not seem possible. that the
humble hen’s egg can play any part in
art: The fact, however, that it is the most
fragile substance ‘obtainable and the most
difficult ,thing ~imaginable  to handle ‘in-
duced Henry C. Mahoney, of Brighton; fo |}
seb_about carving the surface of a hen’s

His first: s upetuneﬁta ‘were complete
fmlnres and the only one to benefit was
the tmd’esman who supplied him with the

"The first I managed to do successfully,”
he said, ‘‘was sent to King Edward VIL
It was, I believe, the first one of its Kind
in existence.

¢ “When I'have selected an egg I hold it
up to a very strong light to make sure it
is free from straw, and then I draw the
intended design on’ paper.

“This I repeat until I have commxtted' it
to memory, because it is not practicable to
sketch the whole design on the shell, as it
is necessdry to wash it a.good many times
during the progress of the work,

“If it were held in the hand in the or-
dinary way the heat of the blood would
have a deterimental effect on the shell, so
I keep a cold cloth round it.

“The omly tool I use is an engraver's
square, specially tempered and sharpened,
with a long V shaped end. This T have to
sharpen after every few strokes, because
the edge 18 quickly dulled by the brittle
surface of the shell.”

A beautiful example of his art, to which
he was giving the final touches, contained
the monogram and cyher of King George
V surmountéd by the Royal crown, and]
bore the words “Long . Live the King,
Crowned June, 1011, in a scroll.

The jewels cut in' the crown required
very great care. They were so close to each
other that a breath of wind through a
tube would have shivered the whole shell
into a thonsand fmgments

It was a remarkable piece of work,
similar to ‘this, and bearing’ the Prince of
Wales’ feather and the motto “Ich Dien™
that Mr. Mahoney sent to King George V
before he succeeded to the throme. There
was an interesting sequel:

Mr. Mahoney was surprised one day by
8 visit ‘from an emissary, who had ob-
‘vxously called /with the purpose of testing
the genuiness of -the carving on the egg-
shell  that had reached ' Marlborongh
House,

He inspected everything “in" the work-
shop, ‘especially the - chisel *' used in ‘the
delicate ‘work. -The caller was apparently
more than satisfied, and the end of i was
that the Prince of Wales pu.rchased the
csrved shell.

War Path

Sufﬁagenes and Labor
‘Leaders Appeal to
Americans

Declare Proposed Celebration
Has in View Anglo-Ameri-
can Alliance’ and Is the
' Work of Andrew Carnegie.

London, April 30—~The British delegation
now on ite way to the United States for
the celebration of° the. Anglo-American
peace ctentenary may encounter some hos-
tile demonstratxons Certain leaders of the
extreme Irish and Labor movements are
adviging their American friends to express
oppogition " to the British - mission. Euf-
iragette léaders are appealing to American
women to denounce any friendly dealings
between the - two: countries until England
gives. the. vote to women.

The oppenents of the peace mission pre-
dict that ite public ‘appearance will pro-
voke outbreaks such @s occurred at the
peace meeting at Carnégie Hall in Decem-
ber; 1911, in support of the ratification of
the arbltrntxon treaties pending ‘between
the; United States,. Great Britain and
France.

Beeause Lord Weardale and ‘other mem-
bers of the delegation are conmected with
the Cameg:e Peace ‘Foundation the Labor-
ites call it ‘“The Carnegie Mission.”

The English labor unions will hold meet-
ings, ‘as is their custom, in Hyde. Park
tomorrow. Representatives of the German
unions will parade with them for the first
time and both English and German apeak

ers mtend to denounce the ¢ Camegxe nis-
sion.” . Their ground is that the mission
is designated to foster an Anglo-American
alliance ‘and alienate American sympathies
from Germany; whereas, -they argue, work-
ers of all nationalities should stand to-
gether ' for. their own interests.

Benjamin Tillett; secretary of the Dock,
Wharf, Riverside and. General Workers
Union of Great Britain .and Ireland, will
send. a cablegram to Samuel Gompers,
president. of the American Federation of
Labor, 'asking hiin. to ‘oppose the British
delegation.

A Suffragette Blast.

They: have all voted against home ‘rule,
Buffragettes, Irishmen -and Germans -or-
ganize a natlonal boycott against these war
provokers,” %

fragette, sent a cablegram ' to Semator
O’Gorman at Washingtod .saying:

“If the senate, will inivestigate Carnegic’s
Peace fund they may: find an olive branch
wrapped around a ‘éword. We. hope that
the eenate will not- attend the ‘functions
given in ‘honor of' the peace delegates, who
dictate to Americans that they must re-
write their history, to eave English feel-
ings and sully the fair name of George
Washington,”
