“made tongue tied by authority” is nv
good either to the country or to the
political party it supports, for if the
blind lesd the blind, both shall fall
into the ditch. Some twenty years
ago when the Tory party was sunk in
the depths of misfortune, deserted both
by politicians and the press, this
paper was almost the only paper in
this province that upheld its banners.

THE PROBATE COURT,

A large array of legal talent has
been employed lately at Dorchester
in passing the accounts of tne execu-
tors of the late Thomas Keillor Xsq.,

When the property exceeds $10,000
and passes to a grandfather or grand-
mother, or to an uncle or aunt, nep»
hew or neice, or decendent of them,
the duty is 5 per cent When the
property exceeds $5,000 and any part
of it passes to others than those alone
mentioned, such part is subjected to a
duty of 10 per cent.

Any bequest or devise not exceeding
$200 is cxempt fiom duty.

The specific legatees under Sena~
tor Dotsford’s will contend they are
entitled to the amount bequeathed
without deduction, while the residuary
legatees claim they should not be com-
pelled to pay the entire tax. Legal
talent has been employed.

Statue Unveiled to $ir John A. Mc_
Donald.

On Saturday the statue to the mem-
ory of Sir John A. McDonald was uns
veiled at Toronto by Sir John Thomp-
son. About 30,000 people were present,
A rousing cheer went up as the splendid
bronze figure etood revealed. Sir John
read his speech. He reminded his
hearers that all that is interesting in the
history of Canada for the last half ceun-
tury was closely allied with the life of
the dead statesman. He reviewed the
growth of the Dominion. At the time
Sir John MacDonald was returned
to power, there were only 50 miles of
railways, one canal, a revenue too small
for the absolute need and a postal ser~
vice under the Imperial parliament.
The premier hoped that the monnment
would not only stand for Sir John Me-
Donald, but also for the principles he
advocazed—love for Canada and fidelity
to Britain. The premier in conclusion
referred to the snniversary of Queens-
town heights. The speech was brief
but eloquent, and breathed warm friend-
ship and admiration of the dead chief-
tain.

Among the Fairs.

The Koant Agricultural Society held
their annual exhibition at Kingston on
Wednesdwy. There was a large attend-
auce and the exhibics in all departments
were ubove the average.

The annuval exhibition of the Salisbury
and Havelock Parishes, came off on
Tuesday 9th. The elementsappeared t)
exult in a steady downpour of rain all
day. Yet quite a number assembled in
the early part of the day. The display
of furm products was good. The cattle
und horses shuwed an improvement in
breeding over other years and the new
feature of a hauling match proved an
attraction.

The annual exhibition under the aus
pices of the Shedinc Agricultural Society
was held on Saturday. In point of at-
tendance the fair was quite up to previ-
ous years, while the stock and farm pro-
duce exhibited was considered to be up
to the average, with tiie exception of
cattle, in which a slightly inferior show-
ing was made, Some excellent specimens
of different varieties of apples and other
small fruits were shown. A good show-
ing was made in vegetables, particularly
in potacues.

The Elgin Agricultural Society held
its annual exhibition at Elgin Corner on
Wednesday, 10th inst. The day was
fine and the attendance was very large.
The show of horses was quite up to the
average of fermer years, but of cattle,
in some grades a considerable percentage
of inferior animals was present. The
different kinds of cereals were good, but
the roots, with the exception of turnips
were scarcely up to what was shown in
former years. The exhibit of apples was
very fine and it is very doubtful if it
could be excelled in the province, The
list of domestic manufactured articles was
extensive and their splendid showing was
most creditable to the ladies. 3
The annual exhibition of the Dorches-
ter Agricultural Society was held on the
society’s grounds at Memramcook Tues-
day 16th. The day was fine but rather
cool for comfort.
