Writing from the Lord Derby War 

Hospital in Warrington, England, 
Sept. 5th, to Mrs. Alex. Munroe of 
Mosa, Private Victor Henry Olley has 
this to say :—

Lam still in hospital and getting on 
fine, but cannot walk yet. The nurse 
says I must use crutches and try and 
keep my foot straight, but I do not 
like them and still have my wheel 
chair. I will try and tell you some­
thing about our last battle.

It was on the loth of August that 
the Battle of Lens started, and it is still 
on the go more or less. We were held 
as reserves for other battalions at the 
start, but in trying to push farther a- 
head they found they had not enough 
men ; the casualties were heavy, and 
our brigade were called upon to attack 
on the 21st. Along with a lot more 
battalions we attacked at about two 
o’clock in the morning. We moved up 
to the front line and lay in shell holes 
just ahead of the line till daybreak (4 
o’clock), then all of a sudden our guns 
opened fire and shells of all sizes were 
flying over towards the enemy trench­
es. We formed up in lines and ad­
vanced to attack. At the same time

trench. Lots of poor fellows had fal 
len by this time, and the air was thick 
with powder and smoke. We had just 
reached our trench when I saw two 
German prisoners coming in. We call­
ed them over and I sure did laugh to 
see them put up their hands and ex­
claim "Merci, kamarad." I pointed to 
the stretcher, and they understood. 
Well, we got out alright after a time, 
though the enemy was actively shell­
ing our trench and sniping, and handed 
in the officer at the Red Cross station.

I kept the prisoners until a guard 
took them away, then started back to 
the line agait, and, believe me, it was 
a hell on earth. The enemy was up in 
high houses in the city (Lens) and could 
see right down on us. He sure did a 
lot of sniping from the houses, and the 
machine gun fire was terrible. I got 
nearly up to the front line, but what 
with running and ducking down to 
keep out of the firing, I was nearly all 
in—tired out. After a short rest I and 
two others who were now ahead of me 
started on again. I saw the two ahead 
of me fall, and I fell also into a shell 
bole. A sniper had seen us and fired. 
He got the first fellow through the 
neck, the second through the side, and 
hit me just over the left lung. But, as 
luck was, the bullet that hit me struck 
a braes stud on my gas helmet, and cut­
ting the strap, glanced off. It hit me 
such a stinging blow, however, that I 
was sure I was wounded.

Well, I started on then by myself, 
crawling on my stomack up a trench, 
or what once was one—it was all shell 
holes now, and lots of dead lay all 
around, ours and Germane mixed to­
gether. I was fired upon several times, 
but about noon I got up to our part of 
the front line and had a rest. It was 
cruel to see our own boys fall, shot dead 
by snipers. If you exposed yourself at 
all—well, you got it.

The enemy attacked us then, and

Barn fires throughout Ontario are 
“very bad," according to Provincial 
Fire Marshal Heaton.

crime, and kept the security depart­
ment well informed.

Every spy had a "klitchka," or 
nickname, by which he was known 
to the police. The department's re­
cords bristle with such nicknames as 
"Fatty," "Longnose," "Sunday Boy," 
‘Elephant,” and "Arsenic." The spy 
had also two or three faked sur- 
names, and he often changed his 
town and name when he fell under 
the revolutionaries' suspicion. Many 
spies and informers, like the famous 
Father Gapon, whose treachery on 
Bloody Sunday, 1905, led to his 
being hanged by a revolutionist en­
gineer, were at one time genuine re- 
volutionaries, and later became be­
trayers and informers. Some seem 
to have served both sides honestly 
and earned the approval of both, and 
some do not seem te have known 
which side they sympathised with. 
A notable case is "Trukhanoff"—real 
name Nikitin, nickname "Perky"— 
who aroused the suspicion of his ter­
rorist comrades, was threatened by 
them with execution and to rehabili­
tate himself, was obliged to kill the 
gendarme officer with whom be colla­
borated. The murder of Grand Duke 
Sergius in Moscow in February,. 
1905, was due to the same motive.

The organisation of crime with 
the aim of discrediting non-terrorist 
political associations and frightening 
Nicholas into repression, went on on 
a great scale. For blood money of 
$15.0 a mechanic was hired by the de­
partment to fire at General Djunkow- 
ski. Governor of Moscow, but he was 
Instructed to be sure to miss. He ex­
ecuted his instructions, but, through 
carelesshess, killed a passerby.

In violation of the Nihilist novel 
tradition, very few women were em- 
ployed as spies or informers, but a 
few noted cases have been exposed. 
In Moscow three sisters named Palit- 
sin betrayed scores of workmen, after 
getting confessions from them by 
means of simulated love.

The commission’s lists show that 
the department was a hard taskmas­
ter. In addition to paying its spies 
badly, it spied on them. Every se­
curity department record contains a 
note of the spy’s history. Some are 
described as "moderately good," 
others as "indifferent," others as hav­
ing "betrayed many revolutionaries," 
others as "energetic but unreliable," 
and others as "doubtful, should be 
watched."

Letter From Willie Currie.
Shorncliffe, Aug. 30, 1917.

Dear Father.—Just a few lines to- 
night while I am stopping in on duty. 
I am still employed in the quarter- 
master's stores. I was on another 
medical hoard last Saturday and 1 am 
now in category "B" 2, so there is no 
chance of me getting to Prance again 
for a while.

I had a few days leave from here a 
short time ago, which time I spent 
with a friend in a town on the coast a 
few miles east of here, and as luck 
would have it a German air raid took 
place. It was on the morning of the 
22 ad, between 10 and 12 o’clock. It 
was a beautiful day and I was about 
to go out for a walk, when the "siren" 
(the raid alarm) sounded. I did not 
pay any particular attention to that, 
because it often happens that the 
alarm is given and there’s nothing do­
ing. However, after a few minutes 
the anti-air-craft guns on both land 
and sea opened up. and then I walked 
out on the road and saw a most thrill­
ing sight. There were eleven German 
aeroplanes and the shells were burst­
ing all around them. After about five 
minutes one came down in flames— 
then another. Up to this time they 
kept their formation without a break, 
but apparently it was getting too hot 
for them and they started to move 
more over and across towards the 
coast I went into the house then and 
waited, expecting to be blown off the 
map. because they started dropping 
bombs as soon as they broke forma­
tion and moved over the town. The 
bombs commenced dropping quite 
close, and the windows of the house 
blew in. Two bombs had dropped in 
a garden across the street—and what 
a concussion ! I thought while in 
France a high explosive shell was bad 
enough, but this was the limit. Most 
of the damage done was to a hospital 
where there were several hundred 
wounded Canadians. There were sev­
eral killed. I was a patient in that 
hospital once myself.-

Well, to get back to the raid again- 
as soon as I could hear no more bombs 
dropping I went out to take a look at 
the damage done and to give a hand if 
necessary. I saw the wounded from
