Since leaving Canada about nine months 
ago. Dr. Paton has been untiringly engaged 
in prosecuting his work in Britain. It will 
interest your readers, not otherwise in­
formed, to learn that he nas met with a 
most enthusiastic reception and that his 
projects are now far advanced toward full 
realization. He sought to procure the men 
and means to complete the occupation of 
the group with missionaries and to secure 
sufficient additional pledges to maintain a 
steam auxiliary for the service of 
the mission. The church in Victoria, 
Australia, has now formally author­
ized him to engage three additional 
missionaries on their account, and the 
mission secretary of the Free Church of 
Scotland has also intimated to him that 
they will add one to their staff. Four of 
the five or six required have thus been 
already provided for. He has been fully as 
successful in his steam-auxiliary-Dayspring 
scheme. At the close of one of his meetings 
in Liverpool a gentleman came forward 
and put a check for £1,000 into his bands, 
only stipulating that it should be added to 
the £6,000 already secured for the purpose 
of a suitable vessel, and that his name 
should not be made known. Pledges to the 
amount of £700 per annum toward £1,000 
required were already in hand six weeks 
ago, and the sum was daily increasing.

Dr. Paton is now completely exhausted 
by his prolonged and arduous labors and 
has been compel led to break off in the midst 
of his engagements. There is good hope, 
however, that the means necessary for the 
realization of both projects will be pro­
vided before he sails for Australia on the 
10th prox.

Mission work in the New Hebrides 
group was begun and has been prosecuted 
in a broad catholic spirit. Dr. Geddie, 

I the noble pioneer missionary of the Presby- 
Iterian Church of the Dominion, was accom= 

panied and aided in the planting of the 
mission by the agent of the London Mis­
sionary Society, and in the dark and trying 
days when martyrs were falling in Erro- 
manga, and others were being stripped bare 
and driven from Tanna, they had no warmer 
sympathizers than those missionary heroes 
of the Anglican Church, Bishops Selwyn 

| and Pattison. Thus begun, and prosecuted, 
it appeals to all who love the Lord.

Public Opinion 2 avors the President as 
Against the Obstructing Senators

—Its Voice Growing Louder.
NEW YORK, July 31.—The Herald’s 

Washington correspondent referring to 
the Tariff Bill complication says:

“The general stittening of backbone ob­
servable on all sides appears to be due to 
the President- W hile his uncompromising 
attitude has consolidated the forces of the 
Lower House of Congress it has had 
at the same time the effect to 
solidify the Opposition in the Senate. 
The President, having the people’s 
representatives and the people themselves 
behind him in this struggle, has more accur­
ately and definitely defined the issue 
before Congress. His stand has had the 
effect to bring down upon members of the 
House • an unexampled pressure of public 
sentiment in favor of a firm resistance to 
the Senate encroachments upon the pro­
visions of the Wilson Bill. Members who 
have received very few favors from the 
executive and who generally cate very 
little for his displeasure find it difficult 
to ignore the overwhelming verdict of 
their own constituents which is almost 
unanimously favorable to the attitude 
assumed by the President. The response 
to the demand of Mr. Cleveland is really 
something extraordinary. This grows day 
by day, and must eventually be felt by the 
Senate. For this reason, and because it is 
apparent, the best informed friends of the 
Wilson Bill are not adverse to a few days 
of delay. The country is being heard from, 
and the more it is heard from the 
more solidly it comes to the aid of the 
President and his friends in the House of 
Representatives. The morning’s mail at 

|the House wing of the Capitol was of 
astonishing bulk. It was supplemented by 

|telegrams. I saw a member of the House 
|who had received more than 100 letters 
I written since Friday’s action of the Senate,

(From the Berlin Neue Blatter.
The destiny of little States is to be 

absorbed sooner or later by some powerful 
neighbor. For Holland that neighbor is 
Germany. Holland has vast colonies which 
enriched her in times past and made her 
commerce flourish. But the colonies now 
are dear luxuries for the mother country, 
and are far from being profitable. This 
would not be the case, naturally, if these 
colonies belonged to mighty Germany.

But there is another reason for the 
absorption. In the coming great war 
Belgium and Holland will be the apple of 
discord between Franco and Germany. 
France will capture Belgium, and Holland, 
too, if Germany does not lake good care.

Historically, Holland is of German origin. 
She formed part, up to 1648, of the “Cercle 
de Bourgogne." Her language, intellectual 
life, the history of her dynasty and its 
branches in the reigning German families, 
all go to assign Holland to Germany. The 
Hollanders are more German than they 
want to admit. Jean Paul was right when 
he called them “a cheap edition of Ge: mans 
upon ordinary paper and without engrav-

awaiting trial. He is charged with bunco­

Complainte having been made in every 
town where the eircus tent was pitched that 
some farmer had been fleeced, Powley was 
appointed “detective” with the avowed 
object ot capturing the sharpers. The local 
constables were put on their guard by him, 
and under his direction plans were laid to 1 
bring the swindlers into the clutches of the 
law. These plans, as it happened, were 
never successful,and the granger victims of 
the oily-tongued fakirs increased rather 
than decreased.

This is explained by the fact that Powley 
is one of the most notorious “con" and skin 
gamblers alive today and that while fool­
ing the town and county constabulary he 
was at the same time directing the opera­
tions of the gang. Powley’s record is in 
possession of the prosecution.

The City Council sat until midnight yes­
terday and then adjourned until Wednes­
day evening to continue the debate on 
the street railway question. The present 
offer contains twelve clauses and six of 
these were discussed. A great many 
amendments were tacked on to the street 
routes laid down by the company, and an 
endless number of motions were voted 
down in an endeavor to make the company 
pay a license ranging all the way from $5 
to 8100 a car. Aid, J. W. Jones submitted 
another proposition early in the evening, 
but the aldermen decided to go on with the 
latest submitted by the company. Ald. 
Thomas Jones was the only absentee.

It was moved that the offer be taken up 
clause by clause, and in amendment that it 
be taken up clause by clause and section by 
section.

Ald. J. W. Jones moved in amendment 
to the amendment: That the London Street 
Railway Company, having declined the 
offer of the City Council of July 6 last, on 
the grounds that they could not supply 
both material and cheap fares, and this 
council being of the opinion that the fur­
nishing of material and labor for roadbed 
repairs and paving or pavements at present 
bases, with workingmen’s tickets added, 
would be in the best interests of the 
citizens, hereby decline the present offer 
and re-submit the former offer of this 
council, striking, out the fares therein 
mentioned and inserting the fares men­
tioned in the present offer, namely: Cash 
fares, 5 cents; six tickets for 25 cents; 
children, 3 cents single, 5 cents double; 
workingmen’s tickets, eight for 25 cents, from 
6:30 to 8 a.m. and from 5 to 6:30 p.m., all 
tickets to be entitled to transfers. The 
company to be paid at the end of the fran­
chise for rails, ties, wires, poles, cars, car 
houses and electrical stations and power 
house only. This offer is made without 
prejudice to the city’s right of milcage or 
percentages and with a view to immediate 
electrification.

Mayor Essery seconded. He stated that 
in the recent offer of the street railway 
company they proposed to do the paving 
and furnish the material in the beginning 
of the offer, and then in the last clause 
(which always governs) the city is made to 
pay for the paying done in taking over the 
system at the end of the term.

Ald, O’Meara thought the offer contained 
in the amendment was better than cheap 
fares, but he was not pleased with the 
extensions.

Ald. Parnell spoke strongly in favor of 
cheap fares as the best in the interest of the 
ratepayers. The saving that would be 
derived from the paving being done by the 
company would not bo of as great benefit as 
the direct benefit of cheap fares.

the other one and a half. Aid. Parnell 
quoted many figures, but when he began to 
tell them that cheap fares would mean a 
saving to the citizens he must have struck 
a bank somewhere that had not been char­
tered.

A Coroner’s Jury Says It Was Accidental 
—Escaping Gas Detected Several 

Times Thursday—The
. Evidence.

The adjourned inquest on the death of 
the late A. R. Hibbett, the Toronto 
traveler who was asphyxiated by gas at 
the Grigg House on Friday morning, was 
held at the police court last evening 
before Corner Flock.

The first witness was Mr. Horsman, 
proprietor of the Grigg House, whose 
evidence was published in these columns 
before.

Miss Carrie Wood, head waiter, had 
know Hibbett some two or three 
years and noticed him going to his room 
between 11 and 12 o’clock Thursday night. 
He appeared to her to be very much in­
toxicated. She had warned him to take 
care of himself or he would be getting the 
tremens.

Miss Edith McDermid, chambermaid, 
on Thursday morning found the gas jet 
turned on in Hibbett’s room. She turned 
it off, thinking he had forgotten to.

Robert Burns, clerk of the Grigg House, 
said deceased had been drinking, but 
thought he had been getting over his 
spree. He told the bell boy that if Hib­
bett wanted any liquor Thursday he was to 
be told that no liquor was to be taken to 
his room. The bell boy had told him he 
had turned off the gass in Hibbett’s room 
once and had heard that the girls had 
turned it off twice.

Dr. George Wilson said deceased had 
been dead about six hours when found. 
Dr. Teasdale gave like evidence.

Robert Reid, bartender, said Hibbett had 
several drinks Thursday evening. He 
noticed that Hibbett had a vacant stare, 
but appeared to be himself.

Joseph McLaughlin, bellboy, noticed the 
gas escaping in Hibbett’s room Thursday 
night. He told Hibbett and turned it off. 
Witness thought he was acting queerly. 
Noble Cousins, another bellboy, had smelt 
gas Thursday afternoon. Mr. McTavish, 
who occupied the next room, detected gas 
at various times Thursday.

The jury after fifteen minutes’ delibera­
tion returned with a verdict that de­
ceased came to his death by accident.
