A Great Tree.

On the tarm of Mr, Joseph A. Kins.
wman, vear Lakeville, this county,
stands the champion apple tree of
North America — now 113 years
old, still healthy and highly produc-
tive, It grows on the side cf the
banks of a ravine that makes down
from the North Mountain in which a
small stream of water runs, the roots

ol the tree extending into the stream.

‘The trunk of the tree is- uulythm
feet in dinmster; the limbs begin .

M of over eighty feet, TM tree
was grafted a Gravensteiu about forty-
three years ago. It bears only on alter-
nate yearsas a 7ule, but on sowe ‘off,’
years it has four or five barrels,

For a considerable period Mr. Kins-
man kept & record of its yield, but this
hasnot been continued in secent years,
However, it is now producing almost,
as  large crops as it did in the
years given below, when records were
kept: In 1878 it produced 15 barrels
of merchantable fruit; in 1880, 18 bar-
rels; in 1882, 21 barrels; in 1884,
20 barrels; in 1886, 21 barrels; in 1888
23 barrels; 1890, 20 barrels; in 1892,
21 barrels; in 1894, 26 barrels; in 18-
96, 27 barrels; 1898, 22 barrels, making
