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CONSTITUTION OF THE CONVENTION.

I. That the Convention be called “The Baptist Convention of Nova 
Scotia, New Brunswick, and Prince Edward Island,” and shall consist of 
the Members and Delegates hereinafter specified.

II. That the objects of the Convention shall be to maintain the fol­
lowing Institutions, viz. : Acadia College, and Foreign Missions ; and to 
advance the interests of the Baptist denomination generally, by devising 
and carrying out, as far as possible, such means as may, by the Divine 
blessing, tend to promote its welfare.

It is earnestly recommended that at the Annual meetings of the Asso­
ciations, brethren be appointed to furnish reports to the Convention on 
the State of Religion and the progress of the cause of God, withiu the 
limits of those Associations respectively.

III. That the business of the Convention shall be conducted by a 
President, one or more Vice-Presidents, a Treasurer, two Secretaries 
(one residing in Nova Scotia and the other in New Brunswick), and a 
Board of Directors, consisting of twenty-five members, all of whom 
shall be members of Baptii - Churches, in good standing (in addition to 
Life Directors), to be chosen annually by the Convention. The Board 
to have the power to fill up any vacancies that may occur previous to 
the next meeting of the Convention.

IV. That every member of a Baptist Church, in good standing, who 
shall pay annually ten shillings or upwards towards any of the objects 
embraced in the Union Societies, or into the funds of the Convention, 
and also every ordained Baptist minister in the three Provinces, in good 
standing, shall be a member of the Convention ; any person paying 
five pounds or upwards shall be a life member of the Convention ; and 
the payment of twenty pounds or upwards, at one time, shall constitute 
a life director. Every Church connected with an Association, and con­
tributing ten shillings towards any of the objects embraced in the Union 
Society, shall be a member of this Convention, and be at liberty to send 
one delegate to represent such Church, and if five pounds are collected,



two delegates, and so on. Every local Union Society collecting 
annually five pounds or upwards, shall be a member of the Con­
vention, and shall be at liberty to send two delegates to represent 
them therein, and one delegate for every additional five pounds col­
lected ; so as no Church or Union Society be at liberty to send more 
than five delegates, and that each Association connected with the Con­
vention be allowed to send five delegates. The Missionary and Educa­
tional Boards shall also be at liberty to send one delegate each. All 
persons referred to above shall be members of Baptist Churches.

V. That all monies contributed by individuals for membership, or for 
the general purpose * of the Convention shall be appropriated, after the 
payment of incidental expenses, as the Convention shall direct, unless 
otherwise ordered bv the donors.

VI. That the Board of Directors shall be empowered to meet quar­
terly, or oftener, for the despatch of business, at such places as the Con­
vention shall from time to time appoint ; nine members shall form a 
quorum. The Board shall also be empowered to convene special meet­
ings of the Convention, whenever the same may be judged necessary 
by a majority of its members.

VII. That the Convention shall meet on the first Saturday after the 
18th day of August, annually, at such place as shall be agreed on by 
the body'; when, in addition to the appointment of the Office-bearers 
and Board of Directors, and the transaction of such other business as 
may be brought before the meeting in accordance with Article 2 of this 
Constitution, a Missionary Board or Boards shall be chosen, each con­
sisting of fifteen members of the Convention, all of whom shall be 
members of Baptist Churches, in regular standing. These Boards shall 
hold their meetings at such places as the Convention shall annually ap­
point ; at least one-third of the members of each Board shall reside in 
the place of meeting, or in its vicinity, and five shall constitute a quorum.

The Convention shall also appoint, once in three years, six Governors 
of Acadia College, in place of six who will then go out in rotation, in 
accordance with the Resolution passed by this Convention at its annual 
meeting in September, 1859, and in accordance with lue Act 14 Vic. 
of the Legislature of Nova Scotia, chan. 37.

VIII. That this Constitution may be altered or amended at any Annual 
Meeting of the Convention, by two-thirds of the members present.



RULES OF ORDER.

Rule 1.—At every sitting, business shall be opened and concluded 
with prayer.

Rule 2.—Ministers and Members of Churches, not Delegates, invited 
to a seat with us, may speak on all subjects under debate, but vote on 
none.

Rule 3.—No member of the Convention shall absent himself without 
le-ve of the Moderator.

Rule 4.—The names of the Delegates leaving the Convention without 
permission of the body, before the conclusion of the business, shall be 
publicly reported in the Minutes.

Rule 5.—No object shall be discussed without a motion first made 
and seconded.

Rule C.—No person shall speak oftener than twice on any motion, 
unless by permission of the body.

Rule 7.—Motions made and lost, shall not be recorded in the 
Minutes, except so ordered at the time.

Rule 8.—The Moderator of the Convention shall nominate all Com­
mittees, unless otherwise ordered by the Convention.

Rule 9.—These Rules shall be distinctly read from the Chair imme­
diately after the opening of the Convention.

lives to Foreign Missionary labour,—yet we cannot 
adopt the Report as a whole, inasmuch as it contains 
several propositions and expressions of opinion with 
which this Convention cannot entirely concur.

Resolved—That the Foreign Missionary Board be 
instructed to send Miss II. M. Norris forward to a 
Foreign Mission field as soon as convenient.

Convention adjourned, with prayer by Rev. E. C* 
Cady.
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Tuesday Evening, 71 P. M
Convention met, according to adjournment. Prayer 

by Rev. G. D. Cox. Minutes read and approved.
Bro. Selden informed the Convention that the 

Treasurer’s Account of the Nova Scotia Ministerial 
Education Board had been omitted, but would be for­
warded, and requested that it might be inserted in 
the Minutes.

Committee of the Ministers’ Institute, to make ar­
rangements for an Institute to be held next year in 
Yarmouth, during the week immediately prior to the 
meeting of the Convention ; and that Revs. G. E. Day,

M., constitute such Committee.

Inasmuch as we must look to our Academies at Wolfvillo and Frede­
ricton as the only permanent sources of supply for our College, a plain 
duty devolves upon tho Denomination to sustain these Institutions in 
the highest state of efiiclcncy.

Rev. A. W. Sawyer, D. D.t entered upon his labours ns President of 
the College in September last. Your Board have reason to believe that 
the work of the last year, and the general eonditiou of tho College, have 
more than justified their choice.

Tho following extracts from the President’s report to the Board, in 
Juno lust, are here presented :

TII1C FACULTY.
I owe it to the gentlemen associated with mo in tho Faculty, to testify 

to you of their cheerful co-operation and fraternal sympathy with me in 
iny work. It surely will not be, by any intention of tniuo, that this con­
dition of things will be chungod. I also cheerfully acknowledge my in- 
debtedness to Dr. Cramp for valuable assistance rendered to iuo in va­
rious ways during tho year.

iNSTuveriox.
The course of instruction which was marked out in the Catuloguo for 

1862, has been followed, with such modification ns was necessary to
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allow additional time to bo y/ivvn to the Natural Svivncvs, The provi>iou 
for move extended instruction in this department, appears to have given 
much satisfaction, and promises to he of great advantage to the College.

T1IK STUDENTS.

The students have been generally orderly and studious throughout the 
year, and have given us very little trouble in the way of discipline. I 
fed constrained to say that, as a body, they are worthy of the eIforts 
you avo making to provide for them tho means of generous education. 
Acadia compares creditably with the other Colleges in these Provinces, 
in regard to style and tone of scholarship ; and it is tho purpose of the 
Faculty to maintain the existing relation. ;

T1IE0I.0UICA I. DEPARTMENT.

The following statements huvo been furnished by the Principal of that 
department : ,

In tho course of tho Academical year now closing, seven College 
students—most of whom wero members of the Junior Class—began the 
Hebrew Grammar, and at the close of the last term, had commenced 
reading and parsing passages in Genesis. Two of these students, finding 
tho additional work beyond their strength, were obliged to withdraw 
from the class, intending to renew their attendance, if possible, another 
year.

Dr. Cramp has continued, through the year, a course of Lectures on 
Ecclesiastical History. The persons attending these Lectures have been 
chiefly the same as composed tho Hebrew Class. .

Heretofore, Theological students have received instruction in tho prin­
ciples of interpretation and criticism, and have critically examined some 
portions of the Greek Testament. As the Senior Class of tho past year 
furnished no Theological students, there has been no class in Greek 
Exegesis.

It thus appears that all has been done in Theological study that could 
reasonably bo expected.

It might be well here to state that your Board have under conisdeva- 
lion a plan submitted to them by the Faculty, whereby a regular course 
of Theological study may bo secured ; which plan, if adopted, will bo 
submitted to this Convention before its close.

The usual tinanoia! statement will bo submitted by the Treasurer. In 
addition to this, certain mutters have been brought by that oflicer to the 
notice of your Hoard, which it is highly important should bo placed 
before the Convention.

1. So muoh dilliculty is experienced in collecting the interest of notes 
regularly, and so much risk is incurred by the deterioration in value of 
these notes, that it becomes imperatively necessary to require that all 
notes duo should bo redeemed as as possible, and the proceeds
securely invested.

il. Tito sum of f 100 still remains due to the Professors, on account 
of salary, during tho past year. This deficiency cannot be met by any 
available funds, without drawing on next year’s income. If the *t,0uû 
asked for in tho 14 Appeal” had all been contributed this deficiency 
would not have occurred.

3. Tho subscriptions to the salary of the Professor of Natural Sciences 
have not been paid up as they should have been. If this serious delin­
quency continues your Hoard will he compelled to draw upon the proper 
funds of the College, in order to honorably meet engagements made 
with Mr. Elder on tho faith of these solemn pledges, many of which 
remain unfulfilled.

4. A large portion of tho rents which ought in justice to be reserved 
fur repairs, has been diverted in order to eke out tho inoomc. A sug­
gestion is very properly made that at least one half of the rents should 
bo funded to be lined only for repairs.

Hut little has been done in tho way of addition to tho Endowment 
during the past year. ;

Kev. J. E. Hulcom, at tho last meeting of this Convention in Halifax, 
made a most generous oiler in reference to his employment, us an ngent 
in this behalf. Severe domestic ullliuLlon and bereavement, prevented 
the execution of this purpose, during the past year ; but during the 
year to come, lira HulcomIntends devoting his w hole time to this woik.

Your Hoard have made this year tho usual appeal to the Churches. 
The response though more favorable than in previous years, was not 
such us, compared with our increased outlay, wc had reason to expect. 
Tho proposed plan in reference to the Theological Department, and other 
imperative changes will call for earnest dibit slid increased liberality 
on the part of the Denomination.

Our College must be sustained, and your Board w'ould urge upon this 
Convention the necessity of such practical manifestations of benevolence

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as will encourage them to go on. There can be no question of ability. 
There is wealth enough in the Denomination, amply to endow Acadia 
College with eight Professors, and our Academies at Fredericton and 
Horton with an efficient staff of Instructors. Wo believe too that the 
willingness is far greater than scanty returns have manifested. What 
we need, is the presentation before our Churches individually, of these 
claims, and their earnest advocacy by one whose soul is in the work. 
Your Hoard have great faith in the promised efforts of Hro. Ha I com, amt 
trust he will go forth from this Convention, so encouraged by your 
action, as to reap a rich harvest

REPORT OF THE FACULTY’.
To the Board of Governors :

fhe accompanying Resolutions, adopted by your Body in December 
last, have been communicated to us :

1. That the College Curriculum be so arranged as that provision be 
made, whereby candidates for the ministry may be encouraged, and ex­
pected to spend a year or more as resident graduates in pursuing Theo­
logical studies.

2. That the necessary arrangements be made to encourage other stu­
dents having the ministry in view, to pursue Theological studies here.

8. That the Faculty be requested and empowered to make such allot­
ments among themselves of the several branches of Theological instruc­
tion as shall best tend in their judgment to secure efficiency, and to 
publish the same in the denominational papers as soon as matured, and 
also in the College Catalogue.

In reply to these Resolutions, the Faculty submit the following Report:
We find our work as College Officers greater than the average work 

of the same class or men in the Colleges of other Denominations in the 
Lower Provinces, an Î our compensation let* than the average compen­
sation allowed in those other Institutions. In this suite of affairs we 
cannot admit that the Governors and the public have any claim to any 
greater services than at present rest upon us.

But if the ministers and leading laymen of the Denomination arc 
willing to assume at once the responsibilities involved in adopting the 
plan proposed, and make provision for the increase of expenditure that 
will very soon be demanded, then we are willing to undertake additional 
labour, for a time, as the best contribution we can make for the advance­
ment of our educational interests. We cannot undertake to carry on a 
more complete Theological Department for any great length of time on 
the present pecuniary basis.

The proposed plan will be attended with some serious difficulties, in 
practice. There will be danger of so introducing Theological studies 
into the College course as to change the character of the College
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While other Institutions are striving to improve their literary character, 
it will not do for us to allow our rivals to say that Acadia has become 
simply a Theological Hall. The College, in the broad sense of the term, 
was the originial design here ; and all will admit that it will not be wise 
to narrow the plan. It will then prove a difficult undertaking to ar­
range the two courses so as to give satisfaction.

Again, the means for working an enlarged Theological course are not 
likely to be what are needed. It is customary in Theological Schools 
to supply the students with such Text Hooks as may be needed for 
Class-room work, from term to term. We have no such books, and no 
means to buy them. The Library is defective, and we see no prospect 
of any immediate enlargement. We ought to be able to refer the stu­
dents to the principal works in Theology, Interpretation, and History. 
Hut their reading must be very limited, and we must labour with the 
depressing sense of inferiority to other Institutions in this respect.

Hut one other reason for hesitation arises. Will students, looking 
forward to the Ministry, be satisfied with this arrangement ? Two 
classes will object. Some will complain that the time is made too long. 
They may be able to study three or four years; this is longer than some 
arc willing to stay ; but the fifth year will be omitted. Others wiil say, 
we feel the importance of full preparation, and arc willing to take time 
for it. They will prefer to go to other places where Theological study 
is the exclusive pursuit. The result will be that probably only a 
fraction of the students will conform to our plan. Advancement by 
classes will be irregular, and enthusiastic teachers will be discouraged.

Another serious objection against committing ourselves to the support 
of the proposed plan must be mentioned. The adoption of the plan 
will inevitably bring on the Governors ere long the necessity of ap­
pointing an additional Professor. There are some circumstances fa­
vourable to the introduction of the change at the present time ; but we 
are forbidden to count on the permanency of these circumstances. It is 
understood that Dr. Cramp is willing, for a time, to take charge, without 
remuneration, of the departments of Ecclesiastical History and Pastoral 
Duties. This is commonly full work for one man in a regular Theologi­
cal School. Dr. Crawley now carries full work in the College, aud is 
expected to take Hebrew Exegesis and Theology. It is evident that he 
can venture to undertake all this only because he has been so long en­
gaged in teaching. Now, whenever either of these gentlemen, from 
physical inability or disinclination to such labour, retires from the work, 
the Governors must at once meet considerable increase of responsibility 
in regard to increase of the staff of Teachers, or else allow our educa­
tional interests to fall hack to a lower level. Our people say they 
find the College as it is, all they arc able to support ; but efforts 
should be commenced, at once for the maintenance of an additional 
Professor. There is work for your Hoard then not only in providing 
such income, but in educating the people to see that they can do more, 
and that more is needed.

All these inducements lead us to speak cautiously in regard to the 
proposed enlargement. The success of the plan will depend chiefly on 
conditions beyond our control. When we are assured that you have



duly weighed all these elements in the case, we shall have confidence in 
the wisdom of the decision which you may reach.

There are some facts which seem to call for an advance in the work 
of Theological education, if it can be done safely. The expression of a 
desire for this change is itself an indication of duty that we ought not 
to disregard, the more as the expression comes from so many and dif­
ferent parts of our field.

We find nothing in the characteristics of our times that will justify us 
in diminishing the amount of training for young men looking to the 
Ministry ; on the other hand the advance in general education demands 
that ministers who are to lead public opinion and resist the false doctrines 
of learned men, should be more thoroughly equipped than ever before. 
These and other facts that will readily occur to any reflecting mind, 
demand from us as Baptists strenuous efforts to promote thorough The­
ological education. We feel that whatever is to be done, must be done 
by your Board. If you shall decide that duty calls you to meet and 
bear the responsibilities which have been described, then we promise to 
do what we can to sustain you.

A general scheme of Theological study has been added, that you may 
see how the proposed plan must be adjusted to the College course.

Senior Year.—Hebrew will be substituted for the Ancient Classics, 
and the Theological students will have daily recitations in it 
through the first term.

Second and Third Term*.—Hebrew and New Testament Greek 
will alternate through these terms.

Lectures in Ecclesiastical History will be given regularly 
through the year by Dr. Cramp.

Fifth Year.— Fini Term.— Hebrew and New Testament Greek alter­
nating through the term.

Introductory Lectures in Theology.
Second Term.—Theology the principal study.

Exercises in New Testament Exegesis, as there may be time.
Third Term.—Same as the preceding.

Lectures to be given twice a week through the year on Pastoral Du­
ties and related subjects.

Also, one exercise a week through the year in Preparation of Sermons 
and Plans of Sermons.

Professor Higgins will take charge of the introductory work in He­
brew.

The President wili take New Testament Greek and Interpretation.
The Principal of the Theological Department will take the advanced 

Hebrew Class and Theology.
The exercises in Homiletics have not yet been definitely assigned.
Professor Elder will take charge, for the present, of the History, which 

has heretofore been in Dr. Crawley’s hands, so as to leave him with more 
time for Theology.

Professor Jones already has so many exercises in charge that we 
cannot think of asking him to take any additional work. Thus it will 
be seen, that every member of the Faculty who can, assumes additional 
labour in order to put the proposed plan in practice.

It should be added that Dr Crawley feels that when the plan comes 

into full operation, which will not be before the autumn of 1871, he 
should be relieved of Rhetoric and Political Economy in the College.

Dr. Cramp is willing to give, without remuneration, time and labour 
to the departments of Ecclesiastical History and Pastoral Theology. 
This will give an exercise with each of the Theological classes through 
each year.

The above scheme is arranged for students who take the regular course. 
Young men will present themselves from time to time, wishing to take 
only selected studies. We should endeavour to accommodate all such, 
and let them take whatever they may be able to take. There will always 
be studies in the Literary department which such students should attend 
to ; and they can do something in History, Pastoral Theology, and in 
Theology proper, and in Homiletics, even if they arc ignorant of Greek 
and Hebrew. Let them come, and work with their English Diblcs, and 
we are confident that we can arrange profitable studies for them.

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1IOAKD OF FOREIGN MISSIONS

REPORT OF THE SECRETARY.
It affords your Board sincere pleasure to report that, through the 

Divine blessing, your faithful and beloved Missionary, Sister De Wolf, is 
labouring diligently and usefully in her chosen field, among the Sgau 
Karens. She appears to have acquired so much knowledge of their lan­
guage that she can now pray >vith them, read the Scriptures to them, 
and impart instruction in it orally respecting the blessed Redeemer, and 
the way of salvation by Him. Rev. W. Carpenter, of Bassein, where 
she laboured till recently, speaks of her as ba> ing rendered valuable as­
sistance by imparting instruction in the school.

When, how ever, it appeared that her services were more urgently needed 
in Henthada, and Brother Crawley strongly recommended her removing 
thither, she acquiesced. After her arrival, she remarked, 141 think my 
coming up is going to result in my getting a better knowledge of the 
language, and being more useful generally. While it is hard to be 
severed from those friends to w hom I have become attached, yet there 
is no doubt of my being more needed here/* Bro. Crawley writes to 
your Secretary, May 3d : “It must be ground of much satisfaction to 
your Board to know that Miss DcWolf is now occupying a position 
where her time and abilities can be expended to the greatest possible 
advantage/*

From our zealous sister's communications, it appears that, great as 
have been her privations and trials, she has never for a moment regretted 
her going to Burmah ; and that no earthly consideration could induce 
her to relinquish the work in which she is engaged, and in which she ar­
dently desires to spend the remainder of her life.

The large demands made on the funds at the disposal of your Board, 
w ithout any reasonable prospect of having them replenished, compelled 
them, w ith great reluctance, to withhold further appropriations from those 
native preachers w ho had previously been supported by these funds. 
Means w’ere presently taken to make this fact known, in the hope of 
awakening the sympathies of our Churches, and benevolent individuals, 
and inducing them to furnish means for the support and employment 
again of these faithful and useful labourers for Christ and for souls. It is 
gratifying to your Board to be able to state that, to a considerable ex­
tent, this highly desirable object has been attained. Provision has al­
ready been made for the support of five or six of those dismissed 
preachers, by Churches, individuals, or combinations of persons. It i s 
iiopcd that means will shortly be furnished for the re-employment of the 
remaining four or five. Brother Crawley, whose urgent appeal has un­
doubtedly been beneficial, speaks in terms of high commendation of 
the zeal and usefulness of these men. Their earnest and disinterested 
desire to do good, independently of all earthly remuneration, is evinced 
by their conduct ; for, as he remarks in a recent letter, “They will



continue to preach ns much as is possible, consistently with the demand 
upon their time, made by the necessity of supporting themselves and 
families.” Surely such men ought to receive the small pittance re­
quired, and to be wholly devoted to the important work of the ministry.

Rev. A. R. R. Crawley, who has kindly resumed the superintendence, 
under date of May 3rd, 1870, says : 44 The enclosed lint will indicate the 
changes which have been made in the staff of native preachers since I 
last saw you. Sufficient time has not elapsed since my return to enable 
me to report with much definiteness or detail respecting the preachers. 
They are all, with one exception, doing well, and continue to deserve 
the respect and confidence of the Missionaries, and of those w ho con­
tribute to their support at home. The names, in the lutt} formerly su­
pervised by Mrs. Ingalls, are omitted, and their places occupied by 
others. Tins change was made at her request, as she, on her return 
from America, had funds which enabled her to support the preachers 
under her care.

Bro. Crawley adds : “ Moung Nay Dong, I grieve to say, has fallen 
into disgrace. Moung Wike, who takes his place, is an old and tried 
man, w ho was obliged to give up preaching from ill health : his health 
being now restored, he resumes work as teacher and preacher, associated 
with Bro. Moung Kyaw.”

Rev. Dr. Stevens writes to your Secretary, March 8th, 1870 : C4In a 
visit recently made by myself and son to Moudelay, Moung Pyoo, sup­
ported by the Nova Scotia funds, accompanied us. I was much gratified 
with the spirit, the tact, and the efficiency apparent in him during this
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visit. At all times he was ready for service, improving opportunities to 
preach ; and he evidently commanded the respect of those who became 
acquainted with him. At the same time, I was particularly pleased to 
observe his disposition to study the Scriptures, frequently consulting the 
notes which he had taken of explanations of the Scriptures given in 
the class of Biblical instruction, which he attended with me during the 
last rains. I think lie is well worth? to be continued in the support of 
the Board.”

As stated above, funds have been received and remitted, with instruc­
tions to sustain this efficient preacher, with several more. As, however, 
their names are not yet known to us, they cannot be given till further 
communications are received from Burmuh. The list furnished shows, 
that besides Sister De Wolf and a native female Bible reader (Ma 
Waing), there were, May 3rd, 1870, seventeen native preachers in actual 
service. The whole number, therefore, of gospel laborers in Burmuh 
for whom support is furnished from these Provinces, may be estimated 
at twenty-four. These are dependent on their supporters, and arc 
amenable to them.

Your Board have carried into effect the Resolution passed at the last 
meeting of the Convention, to pay over to the American Baptist Mis­
sionary Union the sum necessary for outfit and transportation of Rev. 
William George and wife, and also salary for one year—amounting to 
$2,300. Wo are glad to learn that they were favoured with a quick 
and pleasant passage ; and sincerely desire that they may be eminently 
useful in the service of the Union. Your Board, however, on mature 
deliberation, and with extensive knowledge of the feeling prevalent 
among our people, are perfectly unanimous in adopting the view ex­
pressed by Rev. Dr. Warren, when he said of the Baptists in these Pro­
vinces, 41 Till they have a field and labourers of their own, toiling under 
their supervision, and dependent on them for support and sympathy, it 
is certain their resources will not be called out as they should be.” 
While, therefore, your Board earnestly desire to act in entire harmony 
with their brethren of the Union, they deem it indispensable, in order 
to the further extension of the Redeemer’s empire in heathen lands, that 
our people should have a Foreign Mission of their own.

For this, Siam has been regarded as a promising field ; but events 
and discoveries of late appear rather unpropitious. It is, however, re­
marked by our valued brother, Rev. Dr. Stevens, who kindly took the 
general oversight of our Missionaries during the absence of Brother 
Crawley : 411 have no doubt, before the brother who contemplates com­
mencing that Mission is prepared to enter upon that work, the way will 
be clearer than at present.” He also observes, respecting Burmah, and 
the Missionaries of the Union labouring there, 411 am sure our brethren 
will cordially welcome, as fellow-labourers, and of one body, any whom 
the Board may be disposed to send. The field is abundantly large, and 
we earnestly desire that it may be occupied by men of our own denomi­
nation.”

The brother to whom reference is made in these extracts, William F. 
Armstrong, a Licentiate, whose studies in Acadia College arc not yet 
finished, offered himself to your Board, at a meeting on the 28th Decern-
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bcr last (us did also Kufm Sanford, Licentiate), to serve as a Missionary 
in a foreign field, so soon as he should be prepared to enter on the work. 
The proposal was favourably entertained ; but action was deferred, es­
pecially to afford an opportunity to confer with our brethren in New 
Brunswick, &c., as well as to consult our brethren in Convention. It 
appears that those most intimately acquainted with our brother hold 
him in high esteem ; and regard him as a man well adapted to go forth 
as a pioneer Missionary. Should our brethem generally approve, it will 
seem desirable for him to spend as much time as he consistently can in 
visiting our Churches, to form a personal acquaintance with the mem­
bers, excite a Missionary spirit among them, collect funds, &c.

It appears that Miss Hannah Maria Norris, of Canso, wdio has for 
soiu i years liberally contributed toward the support of a native preacher 
in tiuvnmh, has long been deeply impressed with an ardent desire to de­
vote her life to the instruction and spiritual welfare of heathen w omen 
and children. After previous correspondence, on the 3d day of February 
last she met with your Board, and expressed to them her fervent wish to 
be so employed. They were satisfied that she was well fitted physically, 
mentally, and spiritually, for this highly important and exceedingly 
needful work. As, how'ever, the Board considered it indispensable, in 
order to the success of the cause, that an ordained pioneer Missionary 
should be sent forth as soon as may be; and that for this purpose, the 
funds received in the ordinary ways must be carefully reserved, after 
discussion and deliberation, passed the following Resolution :

14 Jtesolved, That, provided Sister Hannah Maria Norris be willing to 
acquire the Karen language, or any other which the Board may direct, 
with a view to engage in an independent Mission, in the event of such a 
Mission being established by this body, w'e receive her, and we will send 
her out as our Missionary, subject to the concurrence of the Conven­
tion, so soon as the Board shall be furnished with the funds necessary.” 
In a subsequent Resolution it was agreed, 11 That an appeal be made 
lo the sisters in these Provinces to supply the funds necessary for this 
object”

In accordance w ith this, a 44 WomaiVs Baptist Missionary Aid Society 
for heathen lands,” was formed in Canso, June 23d, 1870. The next 
was organized in Amherst, July 6th. Two similar Societies have sub­
sequently been established in Halifax. Others have been formed 
through the exertions of Sister Norris, raising the number of Societies 
in these Provinces to thirty-three, and embracing a membership of 
about five hundred, at not less than $1 a year. The extraordinary 
success attending these efforts, put forth in a short space of time, and 
necessarily to an extent quite limited, may well inspire assurance that, 
with a Foreign Missionary field of our own, and approved labourers em­
ployed to cultivate it, the funds necessary to sustain such a Mission 
may be readily obtained by the adoption of suitable measures, con­
tinued with energy, prudence, and perseverance.

It is, indeed, unquestionably incumbent on those who utc blest with 
the Gospel, to communicate it to such as are not so favoured. They 
who cannot personally carry it to the heathen, should cheerfully and 
liberally aid, as it appears our people are disposed to do, in supporting



persons, whether mule or female, who are able and willing to engage in 
this good work. As the labours of zealous and well qualified ladies may 
be specially serviceable in imparting the knowledge of Christ to heathen 
women, and provision is made for the support of Miss Norris by our 
sisters, without trenching on the ordinary Missionary funds, your Hoard 
recommend that her appointment as a Missionary be confirmed by this 
Convention.

The following extracts from the Minutes of the Foreign Missionary 
Board, were appended to the Report :

1. Resolved, That Brother VV. F. Armstrong be received as our Foreign 
Missionary, if approved by the Convention, to go when ready for the 
establishment of an independent Mission.

2. Resolved also, That Brother Rufus Sandford, whose proposal was 
likewise entertained formally, be now accepted as our Missionary ; pro­
vided that when he shall be ready to go out, he shall be still disposed to 
go, and the Providence of God appear to favour it.

3. The case of Sister Norris was considered, a statement heard from 
her, and the report which recommended the appointment of her as a 
Missionary unanimously adopted.

REPORT OF THE TREASURER.
To the Baptist Convention of Nona Scotia, New Brunswick, and Prince

Edward Island :
Brethren—My Report of this year, ending August 24th, is rather of 

an encouraging nature, as there has been expended during the year al 
most as much again as on any former year ; consequently, our receipts 
have been a great deal more.

This, in part, is owing to bequests made by departed ones, who, ah 
though dead, yet they speak too plainly to be misunderstood, 14 Fend 
the tidings of salvation to the heathen sunk in sin.’*

Among said bequests, it is worthy to remark that of the late Oliver F. 
Randall. Although there is no doubt his intention was that his property 
should have passed directly into the funds of the Foreign Mission ; yet 
through some inaccuracy in the Will, it had to be submitted to the deci­
sion of the Judge in Equity, who decided that, according to said Will, 
his property should pass over to the lawful heirs of the late Oliver F. 
Randall. But it was suggested by the lion. Jonathan McCully, the 
learned counsel employed by your Board, that it would be well to peti­
tion said heirs to sign away their right to said Estate ; and through the 
zealous and persevering labours of your Secretary, the greater propor­
tion of them have been induced to relinquish their claims. One family, 
however, have already presented their claim to your Board for the pay­
ment of Forty Dollars, which was accepted by your Board at its last 
meeting, and w ill be paid over so soon as a bond of indemnity can be 
given, to secure your Board against any further claim.

On examining the receipts of the past year, I sec that the greater 
proportion has been given directly for the support of native preachers,



which speaks strongly in favour of an independent Mission being estab­
lished in t.iese Provinces.

On referring to the Minutes, I find there has been an increase in the 
receipts of last year of about $ 1,000. There have been expendid during 
the year $4,847.08—more by $2,336.58 than the expenses of any former 
year. Total receipts during the year, 14,032.49$ ; balance in hand of 
Treasurer, as reported last year, $2,134.55—together making $6,167,04$; 
deducting $4,847.08, expended, leaves a balance in hands of Treasurer 
of $1,319.96.

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REPORTS.
ON OBITUARY NOTICES.

The Committee on Obituary Notices, report—
That, in the course of the year, the Divine Master has called several 

of our brethren to Himself on high, whose removal awakes very serious 
thought.

In Halifax, our aged brother, James W. Nutting, Esq., LL.D., of 
Granville street Church, at the age nearly of eighty-three years, recently 
entered into rest.

It is difficult to express In a few words the sentiments of mingled love 
and regret with which his sainted spirit is followed. Honest, earnest, 
judicious, kindly, while no man doubted his decided attachment to the 
Cross, and its reproach, he departed leaving behind him the somewhat 
umvonted record that no man was his enemy. It would not be easy to 
find a case in which there has been, through a long course of years, a 
gathering testimony to the Christian and social worth of any individual 
so uninterrupted by any whisper of disapprobation.

It is well known that Brother Nutting has actively combined with 
the denomination from the earliest commencement of their labours 
in Education and Missions—home and foreign,—and always with the 
highest benefit, arising from his kind, wise, and Christian counsel ; but 
especially as, for many years, co-editor, with the late lamented John 
Ferguson, of the Christian Messenger.

In the Church, except when detained by ill health, he was ever in his 
place, and his example salutary. May there he many like him.

The Rev. William Hall, who was also removed from us during the last 
year, studied in early life at the Windsor Collegiate Academy, intending 
to follow the legal profession ; but when afterwards he was converted to 
God, he relinquished this purpose and resolved to devote himself to the 
work of the Christian ministry. He wras baptized in Horton, and united 
with the 1st Horton Church, from which also he w as licensed to preach. 
He w as ordained in Fredericton in 1842, where also as pastor of the 
Church in that place, lie spent some time, lie was two or three years 
pastor of the Long Island Church, where he was instrumental in adding 
many to their number. In Windsor, N. S., also, and St. George, N. B., 
he filled the pastoral office. He performed various Missionary tours in 
different parts of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, with considerable 
success. Brother Hall, as a preacher, was above mediocrity ; as a man, 
he had his failings, but they may be principally traced to constitutional 
peculiarities ; he was eminently sincere and honest in his aims, and 
warmly attached to our distinctive principles, as taught in the New 
Testament ; while a broad and catholic spirit made him a lover of all 
good men.

His last illness wrag only of a few w-ceks duration. As his end ap­
proached, his faith grew stronger, and his peace more profound ; and 
after a good deal of bodily suffering, sustained with great patience, in 
February last he fell asleep.
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The Rev. James Read, who died in May last, was for a number of 
years engaged in ministerial labours as pastor of the Congregational 
Church in Sheffield, N. 13. Having changed his views on baptism, lie 
was baptized by the late Rev. E. J. Harris, in Woodstock, and thence­
forward for nearly a quarter of a century he continued to be faithfully 
and acceptably engaged as pastor of the Baptist Churches in Ohio, 
Yarmouth County, and Londonderry and Portaupique, Colchester 
County, N. S. Having removed a few years ago to Annapolis County, 
he engaged occasionally in Home Missionary labours ; and when called 
away from earth, was holding an appointment from the Western Mis­
sionary Board, lie was much esteemed by his brethren as an unas­
suming but deeply pious man of God.

The Rev. S. Rennet Taylor died on the 28th of March last. For a 
period of nearly thirty years he laboured for the promotion of the cause 
of God with a good degree of success. Although possessing but few 
educational advantages, his communications were received with marked 
respect ; he was sound in doctrine, and firmly attached to Baptist prin­
ciples. During his ministry about 127 persons were baptized by him, 
and added to the Churches in the County of Lunenburg, to which district 
his labours were chiefly confined. He peacefully entered into rest.

The Rev. Nelson Baker, who was somewhat suddenlv called from his 
labours not many weeks ago, was the subject of a powerful revival on 
Taneook Island, in Lunenburg County, N. S., which was in some degree 
the fruit of the ministerial labours of the late revered and lamented 
Joseph Dimock, then pastor of the Baptist Church in Chester, in that 
County.y

Brother Baker for a short time studied at Horton Academy, but a 
deficiency of pecuniary means obliged him to go into the ministry, to 
which he felt himself called, without completing his education. He re­
mained, however, a sincere friend of mental culture. He was an earnest 
preacher, and laboured to some extent in Lunenburg County, and 
finally settled with a Church in the neighbourhood of Margaret’s Bay, 
Halifax County. His ruling characteristics were honesty and earnestness 
of purpose, and he died regretted by many as a worthy and useful ser­
vant of his Master.

In addition to the above cases, the Committee wish to make some 
mention of Ward Eaton, Esq., of Cornwallis, whose death occurred on 
the first of February last.

Mr. Eaton, though not a member of any Church, was nevertheless a 
man of real worth. During his life he was much associated with the 
earlier ministers of our denomination, and w as by them very highly es­
teemed. In the community where he lived, ho held the confidence of 
all classes. He frequently occupied, with credit, places of public trust. 
In education and missions he manifested a stiong interest from the first 
commencement of our labours for those objects ; and to the support of 
religion, in his own neighbourhood, his assistance w'as always freely 
given.

During his last illness, which was somewhat protracted, though re­
gretting deeply that some duties had been neglected, he spoke confi 
dent 1 y of his hope in Jesus Christ alone, and seemed to enjoy much re-.



ligious consolation—an experience which contrasted pleasingly with the 
timidity with which he had been wont previously to speak of his hope, 
lie disliked all reference to his own excellencies, and wished to hear 
only of Jesus and his atonement, llis dying request to his pastor was 
that nothing should be said of him on the occasion of his funeral sermon.

Our friend is much missed and sincerely mourned by the poor and 
afflicted, as well as by the members of the Church among whom ho had 
lived for so many years,—being upward of 70 years of age when he 
died, and all his life resident in the same neighbourhood.

May the Lord be pleased to bless the world with many more like our 
departed friend, in all things, except the timidity that withheld him from 
a more open avowal of his faith in the Saviour, whom we believe he loved 
and sought to follow.

This statement is somewhat disheartening. New Brunswick, it is 

true, reports an increase of fivo and-a half percent, and Prince Edward 
Island an increase of nearly five per cent. ; but Nova Scotia reports a 
numerical loss of 34, which brings the average increase below two per 
cent. Were this the real state of things there would be much cause for 
sorrow and humiliation ; but the reported loss in Nova Scotia arises 
from the fact that in several of the Churches the lists of members have 
been revised, and the members returned are lower than in the preceding 
year, in consequence of the lopping off of dead or useless branches. Had 
it not been for this, the increase of the present year would have been 
very encouraging ; for in New Brunswick it has been a w year of the 
right hand of the Most High.” A visit from Elder Knapp was attended

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by abundant blessing, especially in tlio Churches of St. John and Port­
land. Hundreds of converts “gladly received the word,” and were 
baptized.

Two brethren have been ordained, viz. :

Seven new Churches have been constituted, viz. : West Bay, Cow 
Bay, St. Ann’s Bay, Smith Bar (all four in Cape Breton), Canning, Mount 
Pleasant nud Centreville, in Nova Scotia; and i-t. Stephen, in New 
Brunswick.

Seven new Meeting Houses have been opened. In Nova Scotia—at 
Halifax, Truro, Westbrook, and Middlefivld. In New Brunswick—at 
Sussex Vale, St. Stephen, and New Salem.

The Committee regret to state that many of the Churches are destitute 
of pastors, with no present prospect of supplying the want. It is much 
to be deplored, also, that the number of Licentiates is unusually small. 
The ministry of the gospel does not seem to present such attractions to 
the young men of our Churches as might be hoped for from the sub­
limity of its objects and the responsibilities of the possessors of talents 
to the Great Giver and Lord. In some instances, too, the tie of patriot­
ism is easily snapped, and the pressing claims of homo arc allowed to 
yield to other considerations, not always admitting the plea of necessity. 
That plea, however, is fairly urged when the ministry of the gospel is 
inadequately supported ; and the Churches, in s :ch cases, ought uot to 
complain if they lose that on which they act so little value.

These facts, connected with the teachings of the New Testament and 
the practice of the earliest Churches, lead to the conclusion that our 
spiritual condition would bo vastly improved, if the energies and re­
sources of all Christians were consecrated, as they ought to he, to the 
service of the Master. Christian labour is generally confined to an in­
significant minority, and sometimes, even to Church oflicials, whereas 
every believer is under obligation to use for God the talents and oppor­
tunities bestowed upon him, and none hut those who are physically or 
mentally disqualified can claim exemption. There is a frightful amount 
of dormant power in our Churches. Were it systematically brought 
into action, under the management of the pastors, a far healthier state 
of religion would result, and the existing sources of lamentation and 
complaint would speedily dry up.

The beneficial effects of pastoral visitation are so obvious that tho 
Committee deem it proper to suggest to the pastors of the Churches the 
desirableness of inquiring into the means of making that branch of 
their labour still more productive of advantage ; and they take this op­
portunity to remind their brethren, throughout these Provinces, of the 
importance of direct and individual efforts, both for the increase of 
piety in the Churches and for the conversion of sinners. In olden times 
“they that feared the Loid spake often one to another.” Very solemn 
is the admonition of the wise man, “ If thou forbear to deliver them 
that are drawn unto death, and those that are ready to be slain ; if thou 
sayest, Behold, we knew it not ; doth nut lie that pondervth the heart 
consider it ? uud he that ke peth thy soul, doth not he know it ? and

0
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shall not lit* render to every man according to his works?” (Prov. xxiv. 
11, 12.) On the other hand, 14 If any of you do err from the truth, and 
one convert him ; let him know, that he which converteth the sinner 
from the error of his way shall save a soul from death, and shall hide a 
multitude of sins1* (James v. 1U, 20).

It would he useful and instructive, in the judgment of your Committee, 
if the expenses incurred for the maintenance of worship in the Churches, 
and the contributions collected by them for larious objects, could be 
regularly reported from year to year, so that the results might be com­
pared, estimates formed, and the capabilities of the Churches better 
ascertained. In order to tins, it appears desirable that the Uo|)orts of 
the respective Associations should be constructed on some uniform scale.

In conclusion, the Committee repeat the recommendation of former 
years, that the first Thursday in December be observed by the Churches 
as a day of thanksgiving and prayer.
