he prisoners were confined in one of the
barrack-rooms near the angle on the (. ght hand
side after passing through Dolhousie Gate.
Their apactmenty like all the others, had two
windows, one an each side of the door, that
look toward the square, and two musketry loop-
holes facing into the ditch, The more effece
tually to secure the pnsoners, and to prevent
their communication with strangers, a fence of
twelve feet in heighty, was erected before the
door and windows. The room was guarded
by four sentries,—two at the loop-holes in the
rear, one outside an. another within the fence

nentioned, tie latter being alw
by the corporal relieving the guard

A serjeant was in he apartment with the pii-
soners during the ¢ whose duty it was to
prevent any communicotion passing’ without
his previous examination, and not to'allow the
messenger that waited on them 1o bring any
thing improper into the prison, or to walk wit
the prisoners. The hey used to get out
of their room was by cutti rough an iron
bar ; having tied their bed clothes together,
they fastened them to anothier iron bar, for the
purpose of sliding ewvsily down on the oulside
of the fence erected in front,  There was no
difficulty in eliming vo, as it was battened in-
side. The time of their escape is ot weciscly
known ; but immediately after relieving guard
t twe o’clock, they were seen and chal-
lenged by the senlry ot the magazive, To
lis % Whu goes there 77 they answered,
“Officeis,” and passed on in the direction of
the officers” quarters. A picket sentinel iy
plaeced in front of the officers, an? to his chale
lenge they wade the sume reply.  He thought
it a rather unusual hou, but allowed them to
pass 3 when, however, e saw them take the
direction of the telegiaph, he gave the alarm ;
but before the serjeant could arrive, four of
them had escaped by cutting the halyards of
the flag-stafl, and sliding down it on ihe out-
side, one end being utfached to the pole.  The
other prisoner was faund the next morning hid
among some wood. The other two were
